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SASKATCIIEWAN'S TOWN PLANNING REGULATIONS

Municipality Required to Prepare By-Laws, or Department

Wil Do So Owners te, be Protected

SEPARATE regulations governing future developmient ini
uran and rural niunicipliies in Saskatchewan under

t7ie Town Planning and Rural Developiient Act of 1917,
have been approved by the minister of municipal affairse
and are being put into effeet immediately. The Act and the
regulations are deslgned flot only te be a preventive for
future haphazard developmient in urban and rural mnunici-
palities but also as a corrective, ta some extent, of the
evils which have been allo'wed ta creep in under the old
systein of municipal growth.

Each local authority is required to prepare a set of
develepment by-laws ta be applied within its ares and thitý
applies to botii urn and rural communitieg. They are
allowed, however, as an alternative, ta adopt a complete
and coinprehensive sciieme of development which would.
of course, include a set of bylaws. Ail municipalities, rural
and unban, are given until 1920, in whicii to adopt such
by-laws. Where they do not do so, the Departinent cf
M~unicipal Affaira has the. riglit te atep in and create by-
laws for the. negligent mnicipality and this, it is stated by
the. mliister, will be dene.

Tii. Act snd the. regulations aise make provision for
the. control of the. location aud plan ef new townsites by the
departm.nt inu 1norganlzect terniterles or in rural munici-
paiies~ which have~ not already adopted by-laws regulatiug
u.ew tovusites. This is ani important festur., as it la in-
tended to elimnate the. location by the. railway crpanies
~of townsites in locations whiçh are topogrsphieally or other-
wise unfit fer devélopaient of this character.

"-In d3afting thes. regulations," says the. LIn. Geo.

is desirabie as the Town Planning ani Rural Developaient
Act introduces questions for the consideration of munici-
palities regsrding which they have had na previous experi-
ence, and alse places new and untnied powers in the hands
of the local autharities. Moreover, a development scheme
ar developinent by-laws, once approved, may nat be revuked
exeept by a subsequent seheme made and approved iu ac-
cordance with the Act.

Oneoaf the. chief difficulties with which the larger
centres will have ta contend ini the preparation of schemes
is tie extent of land already subdivided in the suburban
ares. Many of these subdivisions on account of the dis-
tancé from the area which can be economically served with
water service, sewers and transportation facilities sheuld
b. cancelled and re-leased for agricultural purposes. Other
areas sheuld be replanned ta suit the. topography sud gen-
oral scheme of street arrangement. Provision is made lu
the Act for dealing, wherever possible, with such canceila-
tiens and th~e classification and replanning of the sanie.

Many of the. natters which may b. desît with under a
scbeme or set of bylaws are cannected wîth the betterment
of housing conditions in new developuient. The benefits
which landowners msy secure under these provisions ar~e
a lessening of the. percentage of land required fer streets
by a reduction in the widths of minor streots and the. re-
striction of certain areas for dwelling houa. sites cf a
certain class and fixing the area of street surface ta b
paved or otherwise inipraved. The provisions relating ta
housing generally deal wlth building liues, restrictions as
ta height, class ef building sud percentage cf lot to be built
on, the limitation ef the number et houses per acre and
air saso thereabout and the general hygienic conditions i
conneetiori therewitii. Alae lu any area there niay be
proilbited n<pclous trades and 'bill boards, and unsanitary
buildings may be removed or demoliRhed.
