THE WORK.

Your Committee on the State of tlie Work beg leave to report as fol-

lows :

We rejoice that durin;,' tho past year rlie Church in British Columbia
has realized in many places ;^racious revivals of religion resuitini.' in the

quickening of believers and the conversion of sinners to God. We also

believe that many of our churches have seen the power of God manifested
in the regular means of grace. Let us remember that we may always
avail ourselves of the iJivine help, and expid conversions in every ser-

vice. We emphasize the need of keeping tlie doctrine of scriptural holi-

ness constantly liefore our people, and urge the gracious privilege of

every believer to attain it now.
We note with pleasure that, during the year, 1,097 persons have been

received on trial and that the net increase ot members is 148. We again

urge the importance of the necessity of sustaining our own publications,

and recommend that every minister do his utmost to increase the cii'cula-

tion of the C/n'isfinn (iitardiaii and Mrf/io'Hnf Mnijntine. Our papers are

as cheap in price as any, and second to none in quality. Their careful

reading will increise religious life and denominational loyalty.

\Ve again commend to our people the time-honored class-meeting, so

largely needed, especially in the care of young converts and the develop-

ment of religious experience. Let our leaders be carefully chosen, and
their work recogniz'^cl and heartily nppreciatetl. We would also recom-

mend the formation of catecliism classes for children, especially where
there are no Junior Epworth Leagues. If these classes are committed to

the care of consecrated women, we may look for great lilessing from
them.
We gracefully recognize tlie valuable help of the Epworth League

wherever it has been or.'-'nized. We believe that it may prove a great

power in the Church, it oi'ganized and carried f)ut strictly according to

the Constitution in the Discipline. The (Sunday Schools liave prospered

during the year, and we are glad to note that from the Sunday School

has come a number of the additions to Church membt-rship.

Finally. Ic^ us, as a Church, give ourselves to pniyer, that the Holy
Spirit may come upon us anointing us with power, with love and a sound
mind, that multitudes may be led this year to forsake sin and come to

God.

It is a standing

reproach to our connexion that only fifteen per cent, of tlie pupils of our

Schools are studying the Methodist C'atechisni. This is a fault wliich

calls for ill! mediate correction.

We are of the opinion that the attention of our Sal)l)atli Scliool workers

sliould be called to the tield of usefulness opened up hy the Home Depart-

ment, and would recommend that every endeavor be put forth to reacli

and instruct, by this means, those children who are not able to attend

regularly the Sabbath School.

Further, we would call attention to that wliich we consider a serious weak-
ness in prevailing methods of Sabbath School work. Out of a total of ."), 1 L'l

pupils, only 779 are members of the Methodist Church, and but 144 have

united with the Churcli during the year. We are convinced that these

results are too meagre, and tliat special emphasis should be placed upon
evangelistic eflort among the children.

We would rcconnnend, in tins connectioa, that earnest efforts should be

made to form Junior Society classes.

And we also recommend that the Pastors be directed to see that this

report be submitted to the Committees of iNIanagement of tlie respective

Schools.

We desire to draw the attention of the Conference to the report of the

India -.1 agent for the North-West Coast District, published in the

Government Blue Books, in which he states that the drinking of intoxicat-

in-;' liquors is on the decrease among the Indians, owing to the fact that

t/tiey have learned to use all kinds of liquor, and now use them in modera-
tion

;
your Committee believe that such a state!, ent is either a perversion

of the facts of the case, or a confession of incompetence or unwillingness

on the part of the Government to enforce prohibition among the native

tribes of this Province, and we call upon the authorities to investigate

this statement, and enforce the laws that liave been enacted in that

behalf.

We note with pleasure the formation of a branch of tli^ National

Prohibition Federation in this Province, and we express the liope that all

temperance organizations and all our ministers and congregatioiu through-

out the Province, will co-operate with and assist this organization in every
way possible.

In view of the lact that the Government of Canada has brought down
a bill for the subii;ission of the straight question of prohibition unen-
cumbered with any other issue, and the latest report is that the bill has

passed its second reading by the House of Commons, and that we may
look for the vote to be taken early in the montii of September next, we
need to at once make preparation for the condict. Money will be

required to carry on the campaign, and v<» appeal to all temperance men
throughout t\v\ Church to do all they can in *his matter.

We appreciate the value of literature in this work, and recommend
that our ministers take advantage of the publications |)rovided by the

Dominion Alliance, and the oH'er made by the Templar to publish special

editions during the campaign, all of which are supplied at a very ch«'ap

rate.

The Methodist Church is committed to prohibition / all its past his-

tory, by the repeated deliverances of its courts, and to fail now would
only brii: ' disgrace on our h lored name, and we must use every etlort to

record the vot' '^f everv Elector on the side of prohibition.

REPORT OF BOARD OF MANAGEMENT OF COLUMBIAN
METHODIST COLLEGE TO BOARD OF DIRECTORS.

Your Board of Management beg to submit that, although conditions

are not so encouraging as might be desired, the stipulation of Conference

that the college should be carried on for the year without going further

into debt lias been fulfilled, in so far as Conference has assisted by meeting

the assesisment. The necessary loan which was under consideration at

last Conference lias been negotiated and the property conveyed to the

Board of Directors, subject to the mortgage of $10,000. The detailed

account of this loan is herewith attached. The circumstances which led

up to the change of principalship and the period which elapsed ere

Bro. Easton's successor reached us from the East, militated against the

work of the college for the time being. The Rev. J. \V. Sipprell, B.A.,
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B. D., lias entered upon the duties of principalship with energy and
apparent ability, and althouj^h sotiie changes in the faculty are herein

recommended with a view to fconomy without, it is hoped, impairing tlie

elHciency of th(^ work, we shall trust tliat a more settled state of things

will speedily ensue as lieing most conducive to solid progress and elFec-

tiveness in all that pertains to the well-heing of a high-class educational

institution. We have to deplore tlie removal from us by death of our
beloved brollier, Rev. C'overdale Watson, one of the directors, whose
counsels we esteemed so much, and whose spirit of helpfulness we shall

greatly miss. The details of our financial condition and prospective

income and disbursements are herewith presented. \\'e recommend that

the following constitute the iJoard of Directors for the ensuing year :

Their child faith and dying testimonies

have been a benedictinu to all. We liavt been cheei'ed by the interest in

divine things which has been .shown in a marked degree duri ig the year.

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OBITUAEY.

COVERDALE WATSON

Was born near Wliithy, Yorksliire, England, March 10, 1847. Wlit-n

about ten years of age his parents came to Canada, settling in the Town-
ship of Walpole, Haldiniand County, Ontario, wliere, with his only

brother, now Joseph Watson, he grew to manhood, llf^ was from

infancy surrounded by intensely religious and ]Metliodisti<; intlut'nces, and
early gave his heart to God. Being endowed with natural gifts of a

higli order, and possessing a studious dispo.sition and fervent religious

temperament, it was not surprising that he was led by his own con-

victions, confirmed by the advice of judicious friends, to devote himself

to tiie Christian ministry. For liis cho.sen life work he prepared him-

self with conscientious care, laying the foundation of a broad and liberal

education at the Scotland High School, and later at Victoria University,

Cobourg.

Brother Watson entered the ministry in 1869, and was stationed

successively at Teeswater, Londesboro' and Holmesville, and Mitchell.

After a year at college he was sent to the old St. John Church, Hamil-
ton, Ontario, as the colleague of the late Rev. Wni. Stevenson, being

received into full coiniection and ordained in 1874. From the com-

mencement of iiis ministerial life he was recognized as being a man
of unusual promise, and rapidly rose in the confidence and esteem of

the Church. Following his ordination he was sent to Yorkville, then to

Peterboro' and to Spadina Avenue, Toronto. He was married in 1881

to Miss Mary Nichols, daughter of the late Rev. Matthew Nichols, of

Brampton. The marriage was a most hapj)y one, and his widow witii

three children survives to mourn her irreparable loss. In the .same year

he was appointed to succeed the late Rev. R. H. Smit.i as chairman of

the then British Columbia District, which position he retained until the

organization of the British Columbia Conference in 1887, filling in rhe

meantime successful pastorates at Pandora Avenue, Victoria, and at

New Westminster. In response to a hearty invitation from Central

Church, Toronto, he then returned to Ontario, where he spent three

years. But his heart was in the West, and he gladly acceded to the warm
request of the people of his old charge in Victoria, who were about to

enter their magnificent new church, of which he became the first

pastor. Of liis work in the Metropolitan, in Homer Street, Vancouver,
and in a second appointment to New Westminster, it is needless to

write. Thousands can testify to his power as a preacher, his fidelity as a
pastor, and his love and sympathy as a friend.

For several years it hns been apparent to all that Brother Watson's
health was seriously impaired, Vjut he maintained his labors with
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•wonclt'rful persistency and courage. Durinj^ the sessions of tiie District

Meeting held in his own church in New Westminstcir, .Mfiy, 1897, he was
attacked hy a succession of severe hemorrhages which brought him to the

verge of death, inso?iiucli that his family and physician not only despaired

of life, liut even said "he is dead." He lallied, however, and for several

months was able to walk about, maintaining a lively interest in the

home, in the work of the Church and in current events. Indeed for a

time his strength appeared to increase, when appendicitis ensued. An
operation was yierformed, iiiit his enfeebled body could not Ijear the

shock. He sank rapidly, and three days later, on February 21, IS'JS, his

sanctitied spirit was reieaseil from iiis earthly tabernacle and mortality

was changeil for life.

Bro. Watson was a man of large and varied gifts. His life a-*

student was marked by thoroughn<'Ss, an I his reading, esi)ecially along

theoloyical lines, was extensive and discriminatinj;. He was naturally

an investigator, and possessed a decidedly metaphysical mind which de-

lighted in pursuing a subject to its ultimate analysis. No man was more
keen in detecting, or more merciless in exposing a fallacy. He could

be severe in denouncing the specious and false maxims by which current

evils are defended or wrong principles maintained. His preaching was
intellectual, and his sermons were marked by powerful appeals to the

conscience, delivered in a manner and with a tone that rendered them
peculiarly impressive. Intense spirituality, fearlessness and faithfulness

characterized his pulpit efforts. He recognized vividly the high standard

of scriptural holiness which Christianity demands, and earnestly

pressed believers to its attainment. As a man he was upright, as a

Christian saintly, strong in faith and mighty in intercession, as a friend

tender, faithful and charitable, as a minister dignified, earnest and
successful.

He held a very warm place in the affection and esteem of his brethren,

among whom his memory will long be cherished. Our Conference has

been bereaveil of one of its most beloved and honored members and the

Methodist Church of one of its foremost preachers and pastors. But
"we sorrow not as those who have no hope." " He was not, for God
took him."

One more of the militant host whose ranks are multiplying in every

land, has joined the disembodied throngs who unceasingly celebrate the

praises of the Lamb in the anthems of the skies.

" Oh, may we triumph so

When all our warfare's past,

And dying, find our latest foe

Under our feet at last.
