The type used

in Nos. 14628, 14629, and 14630 differ from each other in size, form, and in the employ-
ment of contractions. We suppose, therefore, that they were printed by three differenr

printers. Frank Silber, usually called Eucliarius Argcnteus or Argyrios, is certainly the

printer of No. 14630, Guyot Marchant or Mercator th.Tt of Nos. 14632 and 14633.
Nos. 14628 .ind 14631 have the same type, and arc, therefore, the work of one printer,

who is supposed, from the great similarity found to exist between the latter and the

Stephanus Plannck, to be the work of that excellent typo-

grapher," Washington Irving, in his life of Colui.ibus, is very eloquent in praise of the

language used in this first document ever printed relative to the discovery of Americs,
and he considers it, on the whole, as far more authentic and valuable than the subse-

quent works of other .-luthors, who, for the most part, wrote of things they never saw,

and who recorded as facts circumstances and deeds which were entirely fictitious, and

existed only in their own imaginations. All other writers, since the discovery of these

precious gems, unite in aJmirati>in and tiie warmest eulogiums of their merit and
•extraordinary rarity, and some state, " Every word of the letter should be incorporated

in all future histories of America." Dr. Robertson, notwithstanding his research, was

totally unacquainted with their existence.

and it was not printed before 1523, the first Spanish edition being dated Nov. 8,

1522. It is not in the *• Bitl. Am. Vet." of Harrisse, nor does it seem to have been

noticed by any biblionvapher. The bookseller ascribes to it the date of 1522 or 1523,
and thinks that it is composed from the second and third letters of Cortes.

A French translation of the second and third letters, in an abridged form, appears at
