[n presenting their seventh Annual Report, the managers of
the Protestant Infants’ Home feel it their painful duty to notice,
frst, the death of their late firm friend and benefac tor, David
Mackay, Esq., who, from the very birth of the institution, ao . n
to the day of his death, evinced both by word and deed such a
burning interest in its welfare. In fact he may be said to have
been its founder as well as its President: and it is only justice
to his memory, to say, that the success of our efforts have been
largely due to his indefatigable exertions. Ever anxious to
do his full duty in relieving and caring for the wants, both tem-
poral and spiritual, of the inmates, and all concerned in the
management, he labored from year to year without looking for
the approbation of his neighbors so much as the fulfilment of his
duty to humanity, Of him it may be truly said, to do good was
instinctive. It will be years, if ever, before his name will
cease to be remembered, his disinterested work in behalf of the
inmates and friends of the Home forgotten.

We cannet proceed farther without noticing the retirement
from the important office of first Directress, of our ever faithful
friend Mrs. Baylis. For years she has gone in and out among
us, and by her energetic efforts and keen business qualifications,
mitigated in no small degree our anxieties and responsibilities.
Constant in her attendance upon all our meetings, and always
wise in her counsels, she imparted a measure of strength and
confidence to our deliberalions and work which have sensibly
cheered and sustained us in our embarrassments. In the new
field to which she has gone, like the one she has just left, there
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will doubtless always be found ample scope for the exercise of
her intelligent mind and charitable heart, and may God bless
her 1zbors in the future, as they have been in the past, in what-
ever direction her sympathies and talents may lead her. Our
good friend Mrs. Scott consented to fill her place temporarily,
and to all who know her it is sufficient to mention her name to
ensure confidence thai her work has been well done.

By the resignation of Mrs. Ritchie, our head nurse, a vacancy
occurred which has been filled by the appointment of Mrs,

It will be seen by reference to the statement attached, that as
much attention to economy has been enforced as was compatible
with our means, and we feel like congratulating ourselves upon
the fact that although we have not accomplished e/ that we
could have desired, we are notin debt,.

Clergymen from the different churches hay
the benefit of religious services on the Sabbath, until the epi-
demic of whooping cough, from which our children kave been
suffering, put an end to it.

The death rate, it will be noticed, is less this year than usual,
while more than an average number of children haye been
adopted.

We regret to have to state that, owing to the epidemic just
alluded to, numerous applicants for admission have heen refused.
We have felt it our duty to steadily decline,
to take the risks of exposure, unless
cases.

They
are seldom, if ever, lost sight of afterwards, and we have
valid reasons for congratulating ourselves upon our success in
placing them. Our interest in them by no means ceases at the
expiration of their stay with us.

Before concluding this report, it is but an act of simple justice
to refer to the very efficient manner in which our Matron has
discharged her duties.
