Géntlemen:—In accordance with’ your
request I herewith submit.the results of
my consideration of the statements made
by the contractors for the Loch Lomond
extension in regard to the carrying out
of the work in accordance with the terms
of the contracts.

Taking up firet the communication of B.
Mooney & Sons, it may be said that every
efiort is being made by these;contractors
to complete the work on time. More men
have been obtained and a concrete mixer
is on the ground. There are sufficient men
on the work to complete construction .on
time, but the quality of the labor is poor.
The city must recognize difficulty of
obtaining suitable labor at the present
time. / \

B. Mooney & Sons have at all times
shown. a determination to complete . their
contract, and it is believed that the city
may  accept the statement -of these con-
tractors -as satisfactory.. The work is be-
ing carried on under certain handicaps for
which some equitable edjustment- should
be made on the completion of the.work.

The statement of IMoArthur and /McVay
enumerates at length the difficulties en-
countered on section 2. Many of 'the
statéments made aré incorrect, and if it
were worth while these might be consid-
ered in detail. The importint paragraph

“Gentlemen:—Under the existing con-
ditions and in view. of the vast differ-
ence as to the mature of material from
that shown on the profile, between sta-
tions 47 and 70 (where such a large quanti-
ty of ledge has been encountered) we find
it impossible to finish that eection under
the present contract.

“The culvert at Flderslie Brook means
quite a drawback to the rapid completion
of this section, it being neceesary in order
to get a foundation; for' the!same at the
proposed elevation to blast and remove
the ledge for a space of 70 feet long by
8 feet wide by 8 feet deep, and from this
point to Lake Latimer we have already
stripped the ledge to the amount of from
three to four thousand yards in the bot-
tom of the deep trench. This is quite a
serious matter, and, as will be readily
seen, means a certain ' delay' as well as
much greater ccst to this particular por-
tion.

“In view. of the above conditions, we
beg to submit the following propositions:

Section 1 will be gompleted: under the
present contract: On, Section 2 it is pro-
posed that they do the work under pres-
ent conditions to Kidersli= Brook, and

the city pay the actusl cost plus a per
centage. .

It may be well before considering this
proposition to. poimt jout the present po-
sition .of these. contfhctors. Your board
will  remember. that 8o effort was -made
to, convince ur and McVay before
signing the .contract that their bid - was
too low; that they were not equipped
for the work, and would. meet a ‘Joss.
Their bid was abeut $40,000. It was then
estimated that it should have been $10,-
000 higher; because of the rock encount-
ered it is mow estimated that this eec-
tion' will cost about $60,000. The pay-
ments to_contractors at their prices will
amount to a ‘total of about $48,000—en-
tailing & loss -of $12,000' to. them or more
exclusive of plant, or with plant a loss of
$20,000. ‘The extra rock encountered will
amount to about 1800 cubic yards over
that originally. %—’mt 4000 yards
as stated by contractors. This does not
include the Eldevslie Brook culvert which
is being-done on a percentage basis. ,

The: total cost: of lakor and material to
date to the .contractors is about $15,500,
and for. plant-about $8,000, or a total of
'$21,500. It is, of eoure, entirely unusual
to._figure on -the cest of the plant against
i tive k. Had thesg men been compe-
tent to bid on such’ work they would
have the necessary, equipment. = The pay-
ments , to-date 1:;; gmounted to about

exoesl of income of $10,000. This loss
of $4,000 has in great part been made
between Hiderslie. and TLake Latimer,
and at least half of it has been due to
the fact that the men in charge have not
been competent for the work. It is to
be rethembered that no rock in any
amount has yet been removed, and that
whatever change in material has resulted
from ' that shown by borings has not as yet
had any effect on the work.. The change
is all in the work remaining to be done.

As ‘to the variation in the ground from
that shown by the borings the whole case
rests in a difference at station 65. Be-
tween this point and the lake no sound-
ing was madeé or shown, and it is here
that a large portion of excess rock is
found. As already pointed out to you
the city -assumed no responsibility for
the soundings, and whatever change there
may be is entirely covered by the speci-
fication' and contract.

In short there has occurred nothing in
section No. 2 which may not reasonably
be expected in work of such magnitude
and such depth. The entire present diffi-
culty is due to the inability of contract-
ors to carry on the work with an inade-
quate equipment and for a price altogeth-
er too low, of which fact they were fore-
warned. They have announced their in-
ability to complete the contract. They
are under a bond of $15,000, and under
the contract the city can call on the
bondsmen to complete the work. If any
other ‘arrangement than the presemt con-
tract is to be considered it is purely a
concession to be lentered into solely be-
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cause of a desire to Hurry the completion
of construction.

This is a miatber for your board to de-
termine whether . they will insist on the
strict letter of the contract and hold the
bondsmen; or, because of the: necessity o
finishing the work at the earliest moment,
make some other arangements with these
contractors - who are on the work which
will supply them with renewed energy and
courage. There is mo question’ that the
finished work 'has been of the best quali-
ty end that under the present: prices the
city is getting more than the value if its
money,

If a new arrangement is to-be made, it
would seem.that the present contract
ghould be termimated as a part of this
arrangement’ and an entirely new agree-
ment entered into. The contractors pro-
pose that they do the work under present
«wonditions to Elderslie Brook and on 2
percentage basis  beyond this point; in
‘other words on the portion where there is |
a sure profit at present prices they retain|
the work, on the difficult section the city |
assumes the expense, In my opinion any |
‘new arrangement should include the en-
tire section.. Aleo if the city is to assume
the -expense that mo percentage is to be
given. the contractore—this is often a pre-
'mium on bad management and no incen-
‘tive to'an early completion.

For your comsideration I would suggest
that if the contractors are to be permit-
ted to withdraw from their present obliga-
tion that ‘the entire section be taken over
by the city to be done by the present con-
tractors at its actual cost—this to be de-
termined to the present by conference be-
tween the resident engineer and the con-|
tractors, and in future by a force ac-
count to be kept by the engineers—the
plant not to be charged to the work, but
that the contractors be given a bonus of
/$10,000 provided the ‘work is completed in
its essential parts' by November 15th, with
a forfeit of $100 per day of ‘this bonus for
all time required beyond' this date. Such
an arrangement would set a premium on
an iearly completion and would be more
than fair to the contmactors, .

Under “the present contract : they will
lose, exclusive of plant, $12,000 to $15,000.
With this suggested arrangement they will
be able to pay for their plant and bave
something to the good—in short, this is
equivalent to a concession of at least $20,-
000 to the contractors. Whether, as stated
above, your board will decide to entertain
‘wuch & jproposition is a ‘matter entirely
the ' engi ‘e’ “planes —of the
.guestion..or.}
tract.  The eatly. ¢ othe
is"a matter of great importancé to the
city, and’anything which will make cér-
tain this result may well He paid for, as
it will likewise guarantee a money return
to the city in decreased insurance at an|
early date.

Iarge concrete blocks, some of
them 40 cubic yards in size are being made
and placed in position; one was placed
last Saturday, and others will be placed
as soon as they are made.

The day after the meeting of the board
of works at which it was decided to offer
MeArthur & MacVay $15,000 as a bonus

to enable them to finish their contract
on Sec. 2, the Times recited at length
the reasons leading up to that step. It
was pointed out that the city originally
gave the contract to this firm because
they were a local firm and the lowest
tenderers, and the council felt it could
not justify itself in doing otherwise, since
the firm was a responsible one with good
securities.

THE PRESS AND OTHERS

The newspapers appear to have been

&een censured, by aldermen and also cen-
pured by comtractors. It has been asked

why they have not sent repre;-.enmtiveal

out to study the situation, the infer-
ence being that if they did so they would
understand the whole matter.

WALL STREET

The Wall Strest Journal dissents from
the’ view of a writer who compares the
gambling resorts of Saratoga with Wall
street, and says there is very little dif-
ference between the methods of the Wall
street financier and the kings of faro and
goulette. “The object of both,” this
writer says, “is to separate the gullible
¢itizen from his money. Many men of
gound minds are deceived into believing
that the system of ‘Wall street methods,
which largely controls the monetary situ-
ation, is on the asquare. The country
panker and the small dabbler in stacks,
' Jook gravely at the stock market reports
i’m day and feel that they are well in-

investigators have revealed much of the
truth of this false system.”

This indictment, the Wall Street Jour-
nal declares, is too broad. Its reply is
worthy of note:—

“There is a great difference between
‘Wall street and the race t¢rack and rou-
lette tables. There is gambling, there is
manipulation, there is conceit; there is
stacking of cards; there is dishonesty
and graft; there is all manner of finan-
cial chicanery in Wall street; but in!
proportion to the volume of its transatr}
tions there is mo more of these things|
there than there is in any other depart-
ment of business in any part of the coun-
try. The world hears most about the
sensatiopal, the crooked, the gambling,
side of Wall street, because, first, these
things make the most dinteresting read-
ing, and, therefore, serve the purpose of
newspaper stories; second, bgcause the‘y
are dwelt upon and used by agitators
who desire to inspire hatred of wealth;
and, third, becduse there are many in
Wall street who for the good of the
street are constantly gee\king ta stamp
qut these evils, and therefore talk a good
deal about them.”

The Journal points out that, though the
church is a great moral agency, com-
mercialism enter into it; and asks if for
that reasen the church should be abol-
ished. Applying the same reasoning to
Wall street, it goes on:—

“Wall street ig the centre of finance
upon the American continent, the great
clearing house of our commerce, the great
market for investments. Shall we then
abolish Wall street because there is gam-
bling in it, and manipulation of stocks,
and because some people misuse the won-
derful ‘mechanism of credit developed for
the beneficent extension of trade?

“The immomality on Wall etreet con-
sists in the misuge of a mechanism that is
constructed on an absolutely moral basis.
The same men who gamble in stocks are
likely to gamble on: horees and at rou-
lette tables. The same men who mani-
pulate markets are quite likely to be in
league with men who corrupt legislatures.

| Woree than a dishonest public official.
 Graft is no mere odiug in Wall street
| than it is in Washington. In judging
Wall street, it is necéssary to discriminate
between the true and the false, the good

One of the most interesting of Mr. Mc-
Tean’s experiences in the west was a visit
to a Doukhobor village. He is very much
impressed with these people. He found
them neat and clean, and those of them
who could speak English assured him that
they were happy and contented.

He saw much of the Barr colonists, too,
and eays that a great many of them have
little or no crop in and that it may be-
come problematical how  they will live
through the winter. He i§ almost inclin-
ed to think that the system of putting
these people in groups is a inistake, be-
cause they will Jonger retain their peculiar
manners and customs. The * second  or
third generations of the Doukhobors, how-
ever, he says, will make good settlers.
They are good workens and, as many of
them are employed as freighters, the in-
tercourse with the other colonists of the
west will tend to make them forget much
that is peculiar in their own ways.

LYNCHED IN
OLD LONDON

iAwfu! Hooligan Outrage at
Victoria Park---Mob Attack
Helpless Old Man.

LONDON, Aug. 26—Lying at the Beth-
ndl Green ‘mortuary is the body of an eld-
erly man, a victim to mob-law at Victoria
E@;rk_, after a terrible scene of unbridled

oliganism.

About five o’clock John Jacobs, who
was sixty<five years of age and a retired
stevedore, left his home at St. James’
street, Commercial road, and went over
to Victoria Park to see his nephew, who
is a London County Council coastable.
Finding that his relative was off duty,
Jacobs lay dqown on the grass to rest.

Near the spot where Jacobs-lay was a
party of girls, and suddenly the cry went
around that the man had annoyed one of
the girls. A crowd gathered round, and
a couple of the London County Council
constables came up and conveyed Jacobs
to the police box. Here the facts were
gone into, and as the evidence against the
old man was of the most- unsatisfactory
nature, it was decided that no proceed-
ings should be taken.

About 300 men and women, among them
some of the roughest characters in the dis-
trict—and Bethnal Green is one of the
worst slums in London—were now around
the lodge, caterwailing and hooting.

It was decided, in view of the demon-
stration, to eject Jacobs from the park,
and he was brought out by two of the
London County Council officials amid a per-
fect storm of hisses and cries of
“Wretch!” “Scamp!” and “He ought to
be lynched!” This continued unmtil the
prooession reached the Crown gate, which
was the nearest exit. Here Jacobs was re-
Jeased by the London County Council con-
stables, and, utterly unprobected, the old
man was attacked by the surging crowd.

Men hit him about the head -and body
with clenched - fists, women  slapped his
face and spat at him, uttering wild curses
and denunciations. Jacobs reeled across
the road, staggering under the storm of
blows, and ' uttering cries for mercy.

Near a horse-trough opposite the Crown
Hotel, one blow, worse than the rest, dis-
abled him, and he fell, unconscious. :

A doctor, who was on the other side of
the street, came over, and knelt by the
old man’s side, while a Metropolitan con-
gtable also appeared on the scene. After
a couple of minutes of silence the doctor
pronounced him dead.

Up to last might the physician who was
present, Dr. Williams, of Cambridge road,
had only made a cursory examination, and
could not say whether the man died from
heart disease, occasioned by fright, or from
the injuries which he received. The post-
mortem examination, the result of which
will be disclosed only at the inquest, will
determine this.

An eyewitness of the tragedy told a
newspaper reporter that he would never
forget the horror of the sight.

“There was the old man,” said he, “be-
ing harried to his death without any one
|able to get mear enough to render him
| any assistance. I rushed to the crowd,
than the fringe,
and my ehouts were drowned in the all-
pervading uproar. A few other persins
joined me, but we were altogether power-
Jess, and had to stand and watch a fel-
low-being, and a rather feeble old man at
that, being battered to death.”

PROPERTY BURNED

Mills, Outbuildings and Lumber
Destroyed at Newville, N. S.,

Amherst, Aug. 27—Word was received
here last evening of a disastrous fire which
wae raging at Newville, a station on the
Cumberland Coal & Railway Co.’s line be-
tween Springhill and Parreboro. At the
time word reached here the large mills
and outbuildings and large quantities of
Jumber had already been destroyed, while
the store, cookhouse and blacksmith shop
were in immediate danger.

The property belongs to the Newville
Lumber Company. I& was purchased
about two years ago by Messrs. Kirkpat-
rick and Spicer from Wm., W. Black, of
Amherst, and is one of the most valuable
milling and lumbering properties in ‘the
county, conaisting of gang and rotary
mille, planer, Jath mill, etc., all thorough-
1y equipped. The loss at this season will

the company carries some insurance. Alex.
Fowler, the sawyer, was seriously burned.
| The fire is supposed to have caught from
the sawdust furnace.

Later advices today say that the store
and blacksmith shop escaped. About
{ 1,000,000 feet of lumber was destroyed, a
| very small quantity being ecaved. The loss
in mill and lumber will be in the vieinity
of $20,000. Alex. Fowler, the injured man,

CHEAPER LIGHT

A. H. Hanington Talks of
What May Happen if Street
Railway Enters That Field. .

“If a fight is on, it will be a fight, and,
Carleton is going to have pretty cheap
electric light,” A. H. Hanington, as repre-
senting the Carleton Electric Light Com-
pany, thus expressed himself on Salurday
to a representative of The Telegraph.

It will be remembered ,that a few days
ago this paper ammounced on the aathority
of Colonel Mclean that the St. John
street railway. would be prepared-to light
Carleton and Fairville within a fortnight.
The Carleton company have apparently no
intention of tamely submitting to the in-

clusive ‘territory.
Mr. Hanington said his' company were
not at all dismayed, although the street
railway were making a house to house can-
vas in Carleton to obtain customers, “We
can run lights as cheap as they can,” he
added, “and if they commence putting the
price down we will. at once go below
them. The Carleton Electric Light Com-
pany are not without money, and we can
keep this thing up for years if necessary.
If a fight is on, it will be a fight, and
Carleton is going to have pretty cheap
electric light in the future.”
Asked if he thought this action of the
street railway would. deber the city from
continuing megotiations - for a purchase,
Mr. Hanington said it was mot unlikely
that the street railway were making this
counter move in comsequence of a com-
mittee having recently been appointed by
the board of works tatake up the matter.
His company- sent 3 rcommunication to
¢he common council last April, offering
to sell ‘at a price to be.decided by three
arbitrators, one appointed by the city, one
by the company, and the third by the
other two, and this offer was still open.
The Carleton company, Mr. Hanington
said, propose to be in the contest for
lighting the streets on the east side when
the present contract expired, The gon-
tracts for lighting both eides of the har-
bor expired at the same time, and, they
would tender in each case. They did not/
pretend that their plant was as modern
as that of the street railway, but it was,
he maintained, sdequate for the present
purpose, and when more was needed it
would be forthcoming. Referring again to
the present situation, Mr. Hanington said,
in conclusion: “The minute they go intod
Carleton we will reduce the price of thei
lights.”—Daily Telegraph.
