In places
of very inferior note, there is something frightful in
the noisy, lumbering progress of the cumbrous rath,
surmounted by a hideous idol dragged about in ho-
nour of the festival ; but in the very heart and centre
of this abominable superstition, the celebration be.
comes perfectly terrifie, und the senses over-wrought,
faint and sicken at the view, The scenery of the
place, its bare sands, the surging of the ocean in the
distance, the drenching rains, damp grules, and sudden
tempests of the fitful atmosphere, add to the wild
horrors of the awful pageant, Each day the exhibi-
tion becomes more ghostly, as the wan vietims of fa-
mine and disease dfop exhausted around, making g
golgotha of the unhallowed precincts.—iiss Jo-
berts’s Scenes of Hindostan.

He
will deteet innumerable expletives ; sentences with-
out legitimate beginning or end; deductions from
nothing ; big words meaning litile, and out of place,
leading to the most astonishing examples of pathos;
digressions without end; and, after all, that to ex-
tract sense and facts from that wholesale production
of words, he must patiently sit down like a searcher
after gold dust, and sift bushe! after bushel of sand to
find the ore. He will find even in the style of elo-
quence in vogue among the majority of the members
of the supreme courts of the country, the same sacri-
fice of dignity and simplicity evident.— Latrobe’s
Rambler in North America.

These are the coasts which
furnish the union with its best and most intrepid
mariners, carrying her produce and her flugr into every
sea aad every harbour throughout the glabe. Little
sloaps from these upper ports of the United States
under fifty tons burden, and with but three or four
hands en Loard, iy be m.t with thousands of miles
from their homes, lade ith the produce of their
native coast.  In their epirit of adventure and epecu-

tion far exceed those that were ever before enjoyed
in any other age or country, It is true, indeed, that
the Romaus, fourteen centuries ago, constructed
rouds in Lancashire, and in other parts of England,
of inimitable workmanship and of almost imperishable
durability ; but the Roman roads, for the most part,
formed only the principal mediums by which the
streams of military operations were conducted to dis-
tant stations, while in our more happy times public
roads intersect every part of the country, and are
made prineipally to fucilitate the operatinns of trude,
agriculture, and commerce.  The tinfe has at length
ived, when a new species of road, resembling the
roads of the Romans in their lineal accurdacy, and as
trunks from which vicinal roads are to branch, will
be constructed ; and the Liverpool apd Manchester
railway, though npt the first of the ki, bhas given an
impulse to modern improvement, that will not cease
to spread till all the principal lines of communication
throughout the Kingdom are furnished with similar
means of safe, econom’e, aml expeditious ransport.
Tuking London as the centre, railways will, probably
within the presont generation, he formed from thenee
to Edinburgh and Glasgow, to the north; to Bristoi
and Bath, to the west ; to Norwich and mouth,
to the east; and to Portsmouth and Plymouth, to
the south; each priucipal road having its braiches to
the towns in the respective lines of country through

A shilling for determiniog a cause, occupying perhaps
two or three days! What wasteful expenditure ! —
But seriously—a Juror should or he should not re-
ceive an adequate remuneration.  If he should not re.
ceive pay, why give him any thivg?  Why tax liti.
ants with an useless expenditure 7—If Lo should be
puid, and it must be for his loss of time and the neces.
sary expenses of travelling to, from, and attending
upon the Court; why insult him with the pittance of
aslaliing e But that be should be reimbursed his ae-
tual expenses, (espec fally us the qualification now
stands) every principle of Justice and common hones-
ty, demands; since persons (and I appeal to facts)
summoned from their homes to act s Jurors have
been compelled to sell off necess farming articles to
pay the expenses which they were put to: and in-one
Instance a poor man sold his only milch cow—and per-
haps the very thing that qualified him tc act—to dis-
charge the debts he had contracted upon & week's at-
ince at the Court!! It may Le thought not jn..
v Ile fo observs thit he received three inge
tor his services as a Juror!  Tlus instance in itself ja
suflicient to excite in any correct mind a dislike to a
system which can produce such effects,—In thus ad-
vocating a suitable remuneration for the Petit Jurors,
Iam bappy to say that it is not an iselated opinion I
am advancing; it is the feeling of this County (at
ast) generally,  The Grand Jury, at the last Ses-
sions ia Nli\'l:lﬂh(‘I',v—(‘oﬂ\"ﬂsl,‘ll of respectable and
wealthy persons selected from different parts of the
County,—unanimously resolved in the necessity of
such a'mensure, and have drawn up a petition to the
House of Assembly, embodying their sentiments on
the Lehalf of the Petit Jury—many of whom they
state are called from remote parts of the County, anc
mL'in'umsmucesi;lquzdir'yinyllwm(ulvavulheuhonwc,
far less to bear the expenses of their attendance at the
Courts—and earnestly require the interference of tha
Legislature, in removing a burthen which presses so
heavily on individuals unable to bear it.

(and a good one two) of the loaves and fisles for
what services they perform; and by what mode of
reasonivg ean it be proved that a Juror, Lecause cer-
tain i i necessary, should not te paid
for risters have to be of a certuin
standive before they can become Judges ; Students
liave to pass a certain apprenticeship—Sheriffs are
obliged to give bouds to the King—ull hinve shme pre~
requisites to aequire, and all get paid.  Surely the
same argument when applied to a Juror, will have
peculiar weight, siuce his office is of greater utility
than any of others, and in antiquity coeval with
the constitution itselt. By what means they are to be
paid. shall be considered when 1 come to propese the
system I think uld be adopted.

MILITIA SYSTEM.

Mg. Ep1Tor.—Among the subjects which engaged
the attention of the Legislature during its last sitting,
few perhaps are of more importauee to the Provinca
and none have oceasioned more contention and angry
feeling than the present System of Militia Training.

The people complain (and not without reagon, ) of
this improvident waste of their time and lubuur,—(hey
look upon the whaole as a grievous tax, without pro-
ducing any benefit whatever to the couutry ; except
it will be called a benefit to gratify the whims of #
few individuals who are only interested in its contis
nuance for other ends entirely different from the ob-
Juet of training up wen for the defence of their coun-
try, und this too at a time when there is nothing in
the circumstances of things to justily so unreasonable
a’burthen,

Were it really necessary that the people of this
Provin

should for a time submit to so oppressive u
sysiem, they know too well the benefie of their pre-
sent institutions (un

the mild and protecting care
of the Puarent State) even to murmur while that ne-
y centinued; but to suppose that they would
tonger patiently submit to se useless and odious u tax
after the oceasion which gave rise to its establishment
had passed away, would be to imagine a degree of
servility in the inhabitunts of this Province which [
trust the admirers of $yranny und despotism will not
long have the gratification to witness ; for it would
be in fuct to argue that the people had no opinion of
their own,—-that rulers were appointed to govern
without any reference to the fee ings or interests of
the governed,—and that it was only necessary for the
powers that be, to eall upon the people to follow in a
blind and superstitious reverence, the ridiculous and
wbitary dictates of those who may be for the time
placed over them in authority,

Ferhaps there is no other country on the face of
the globe possessed of a free constitutional govern.
ment, subject to so useless a burthen, und at the same
time so odious and degrading to the teelings of the
population, as the present Militia Law, part of which
is more despotic aud tyrannical in principle than any
other act that ever stuined “the proceedings of a freo
Assembly. I cannot believe that the present system

weather out the next sitting of the Legislature,
the pecple are unanimous upon this point,—they will
no longer submit to a system so ntterly at variance
with the dictates of reason and the best interests of
the conntry, especially at a time when there is nothing
to warrant so great a burthen. When the mother
country is at peace with all the world, when the most
dial and apparently the maost lnsunglrieudship sub.
sists Letween her and the neighbouring States, under
the sapction of existing treaties, which are not likely
to by disturbed except by the folly of her own subjects,

How thep cun we expect our republican neighbours
to.the West can witness the foolish and ridiculous
exhibition on our part (by mustering the whole popu-
lution of the, Provinee) with any other feeling but that
of jealousy, without doubting the sincerity of that
feiendship which the governments of both countries
re so unxibus to cultivate. It cannot be our interest
if it were our desire to interrupt that harmony which
now o happily exists between the two countries, It

But apart from these eonsiderations, the great bur-
then the present system imposes upan the Country
by the loss of sa mueh time and lubour without pro-
ducing any benefit in return, is a subject worthy the
most serious consideration. T wiil not stop at pre-
sent to state the amount of that loss, but reserve it
for a future period. The present System however
has been conducted long enough to convinee the
most obstinate prejudice of its entire inutility as a
maode of M Traiing. I have frequently listened
to the sentiments of whole companies on this head,
(apait from that in which T hold my commissior),
many of whom have been corolled as Militia-Men for
upwards of twenty years, and who declared that they
knew at the present time, as little of the military pro-
fession, us they dud before they entered the
And how could it be otherwise ! It isnotinthe na-
ture of things that it could,—it is therefore mo imputa-
tion on their characters as men, that they have made
tire honest deciaration. The most martial and the
mast apt people on’enrth could not have succceded
better, under the present system.  Let it not be un-
derstood by what I have'stated that I am opposed to
a rational system of training up the inhabitants of the
Country to the use of arms, and that too in such a way
as to be of service to the country in euse of need, but
the preeent s, stem will never uecomplish that desir-
able object. 1 am therefore, in common with my fel-
Jow men, for doing away altogether with the present
ill concerted methol, and substituting in its stead (if
necessary) one mote tationul in principle, less impo-
sing to the eyes of our neighbours, liss oppressive to
the people, and of more substantial benefit to the
provine, should their aid be required in its defence.
My ohject in.this communication is not so much
to point out the remedy as to endeavour to draw more
competent hands into the ficld, men of talents and
enlarged understanding, to the discussion of a question
which [ know to engage the attention of the whole
population of the provinee, and in order to open the
eyes of the Representatives (who will shorty meet at
Tredericton) to the sentiments of their constituents
on this importart subject: I wiil therefore conclude
by two plain simple questions, which if answered will
furnish me with a subject for my next communication :
lst. What benefit has the Province ever derived
from the present system of Militia Training ¥  2nd.
What is the object proposed to be accomphshed (if
any) by its continuance TRIM.

It has been strenuously attempted in this town, to
prevent forcign capitaiists bearing our losses by fire,
&c.  The pruciple may be a good one, but we are
100 apt to cousider as impossible, a calamity which
would ruin all.  Such a disaster "as that which has
happened in New York, might however carse a
change of opinion; and’it certainly should lead those
who advocate an entire dependence on our own' mo-
nied resources, to reflect that consequences, such as
have taken place there, may happen to Halifax :—

Fire Insurances.—The late" disaster in ‘New
York, makes a solemn appeal to the Legislatures: of
those States, which have been so unwise as to pro-
hibit non-resident capitalists from bearing a share of
the logser incident to fires, that muy take place with-

in their limits, We do not know what the fuct is,
in rclation to New York, but we know that the Le-
islature of Pennisylvania some years ago passed a
Insurance Companies incorporated in
other States from establishing agencies in thiz State
for the purpose of effecting insurances. The cffeet
of this law was precisely the same us decreeing, that
if a great conflagration should burn up all the stores
and merchandize in Philadelphia, the loss should fall
exclusively on our own ecitizens. Such mistaken
3 precisely of a piece with the other legisla-
tive folly prohibiting foreigners from lending us their
capital in the form of subseriptions to bank stocks,
and we think it now high time to put an end 10 such
nonsense, by allowing any body that chooses to lend
us their money, or to bear our losses, to doso, if they
will do it upon better terms than home dealers. If
Philadelphia should ever unhappily be overtaken by
sueh a calamity as the one at New York, we woull
rather see a portion of the loss fall upon other Srates,
than have to bear it all ourselves.  The felfowing ar-
ticle on this subject is from the New York Comumer-
cial Advertise

“We now sce the folly of driving from our shores
the capital of forcizners. By a ry policy, we pro-
hivit the great London: capitali from insuring in
this'city.  Muny of the compunics which had a capi-
tal of twelve miilions of pounds sterling, were doing
business here, taking our risks at the lm\‘va-F rates,
and payiug their losses with the greatest fidclity. If
those companies now existed, it is probable that at
least half our immense loss would have fallen on
them ; they would have drawn their bills on Englond,
and the whole would have been settled in less than
thirty days, It is, however, now too late to repent,
but it muy teach us a lesson hereafter.”
