New York, Sept. 15—A London news
agency despatch to the New York Sun 
says:—

French Get in Half Mile Deep Along 
Front of Mile — Bulgarians Forced to 
Retire Twelve Miles

“Bulgaria and Turkey are badly in 
need of help from Germany and Austria 
because of the entry of Roumanie into 
the war. That is why Enver Pasha, 
Turkish minister of war, and King Ferd­
inand of Bulgaria are conferring with 
the Kaiser and Von Hindenburg at head­
quarters on the eastern front, according 
to a despatch from the correspondent of 
the Daily Express at Geneva, who bases 
his message upon Budapest despatches.1

These despatches say that Enver and 
King Ferdinand pointed out to the Ger­
man and Austrian leaders that if Bul­
garia were attacked on the north by a 
large Russo-Roumanian army she would 
be forced to evacuate Greek-Macedonia 
and the whole Saloniki front before 
General Sarrail’s allied army. Enver 
suggested to the Kaiser that the Turkish 
forces sent recently to the Russian front 
should return to aid the Bulgarians, for 
if the Bulgars were defeated Turkey 
would be isolated and surrounded.

This correspondent says Austria has 
promised guns but no men to aid her 
southern allies, but the answer of Ger­
many is unknown.
Successful Bombing.

Rome, Sept. 14—Eleven Italian sea­
planes, accompanied by several French 
aeroplanes, bombarded batteries and 
sheds at Pnrenzo, thirty miles southwest 
of Triest, with good effect, according to 
an official statement issued today.

The aircraft all returned intact to their 
bases.

London, Sept. 15—The crew of the 
Dutch steamer Antwerpen, reported 
sunk on September 18, has been landed 
at Plymouth. The Antwerpen was of 
11,00 ions and belonged to the Standard 
Oil Company. She was built at New­
port News and was on her maiden voy­
age to London from Bayonne, N. J.

Parti( Sept 15—The Entente Allies have won a series of successes on the 
Macedonian front, so the War Office announced today, French, British and Ser­
bian forces, operating at different points, have broken through the Bulgarian de­
fenses, The French have captured positions half a mile deep over a front of "a 
mile.

Marshfield, Ore., Sept. 14—Fire tonight 
completely destroyed the Pacific Coast 
Company’s liner Congress, two miles off 
Coos Bay Bar. Several vessels, which 
rushed to her assistance in response to 
distress calls, helped remove her 258 
passengers and crew of 170. No lives 
were lost. The origin of the fire has not 
been ascertained.

Zeppelin raid on London, on Sept. H 
when thirteen ZeppelAs bombarded the 
east coast of England, and three suc­
ceeded in dropping bombs on London 
itself.

Miss Allan said she was awakened at 
2.80 in the morning by the heavy firing 1 
of anti-aircraft artillery in a nearby 
arsenal.

“Shrapnel began falling all around," 
she said, “and Londoners had a taste of 
real warfare. We watched the tiny 
cigar-shaped object, which was occa­
sionally illuminated by one of the high- 
power searchlights. Suddenly a spark 
glowed at the end of the airship and 
soon little tongues of flames could be 
seen spurting from various parts of the 
envelope. Two explosions followed and 
the Zeppelin burst into a mass of flames.

“It remained stationary a moment, 
then swayed and dropped with amazing 
rapidity. Thé following morning I 
found many pieces of shrapnel and 
hursted shells in my garden, which 
showed what a narrow escape we at 
had.”

LOOKS MORE SERIOUS 
IN NEW YORK SME

WOULD KILL 
REFUGEES.

Athens, Sept. 18, via London, Sept. 13 
—(Delayed)—The Margarete, the boat 
In which Baron Von Schenk, head of the 
German propaganda in Greece, was sent 
to K avala, to be turned over to the Bul­
garians, arrived this afternoon with 
1,000 refugees who were in the most 
pitiable condition. They had been with­
out food since Sunday and were packed 
in the ship like sardines. The refugees 
said that a German aeroplane had drop­
ped three bombs as the boat was leav­
ing Kavala. They came within inches of 
striking the ship.

“An eye-witness who described the en­
try of the Bulgarians into Kavala on 
Monday said that three Greek regiments 
which had remained in the tow'n were 
given until ten o’clock on Tuesday morn­
ing to surrender as prisoners of war. At 
the expiration of this ultimatum they 
gave up their arms after a slight resist­
ance and were taken up country.

So far as Halifax and vicinity are con­

cerned, the outlook for a prosperous win­
ter is excellent. Indeed things look pret­
ty well assured, for there are undertak­
ings of considerable magnitude under 
way or in prospect, and there will be no 
lack of employment and good wages.

During the last week or two con­
siderable interest has been centred on 
the other side of the harbor. The 
French Cable Company have about start­
ed operations on their new wharf and 
buildings and already a large number of 
men have been put to work.

The announcement that a gigantic steel 
ship-building plant is to be erected at 
Eastern Passage has been followed by 
the bonding of some two miles of water 
front and about two thousand acres of 
other lands. This has been foreshadow­
ed in this correspondence, but the public 
did not seem ready to grasp its signific­
ance until the fact was made public that 
the required site had been secured. Par­
ticulars of this project are not yet avail­
able, but it can be said that if the an­
ticipations of the promoters are carried 
out, the Eastern Passage will be one of 
the busiest spots in Canada.

Building operations in the city are 
fairly brisk. They would be carried on 

far greater scale but for the scar­
city of labor. As it is, a number of 
houses are in course of erection all the 
time. They arc going up three, four 
and five together, and it is stated that 
tenants are found for them long before 
they are completed. Indeed, 
who started to build a flat building in 
the north end had the two compartments 

ted before he had the foundation laid, 
so great is the demand. This demand is 
not likely to slacken any for the next 
five years, and if the population keeps 

increasing at its present rate, there 
is no telling when it will slacken. This, 
does look like an advantageous time for 
buildings on speculation.

There have been in the last few days 

signs which, without being completely 
convincing, supply very marked indica­
tion that the first step of Hindenburg 
may be to shorten his western lines by 
retiring from France. The most inter­
esting sign, of course, is the marked 
diminution in the “comeback” of the 
Germans along the Somme.

Something over a month ago Gen. 
Joffre remarked to an American visitor 
that the German counter-attack had lost 
its “bite.” This has been increasingly 
true since then. What is more signific­
ant is the fact that after a long period 
of relative calm the French have resumed 
their attack and have been gaining at a 
rate which is truly surprising. Week 
before last they suddenly took Maurepas 
in a swing forward that covered about 
a mile. Later they took Clery, then and 
most recently they took Le Foret and 
are rapidly approaching the -Bapaume- 
Perrone road, which must be nearly a 
dozen miles east of the point at which 
they started their attack about July 1.
Chaulnes Is Menaced.

Roumanian advance into Hungary is 
going forward rapidly, the Russian ad­
vance in Galicia has been resumed with 
considerable success aud the allied threat 
at Bulgaria through Macedonia is un­
mistakable. Finally, the Somme opera­
tion is not only continuing, but palpably 
getting new force.

Conceivably the Germans have the men 
to hold on everywhere until the end of 
the season. It to unlikely, but it is just 
possible. Then they are bound to make 
a new bid for peace, which will fill the 
world and have /very interesting echoes 
in the United tSates, where the machin­
ery is being organized at this very mo­
ment. Such a peace will not be based 
on the “war map’ 4of Europe, but on the 
peace map of July, 191*. We have cov­
ered a good deal of ground since last 
May.

But if Germany cannot hold on until 
fall on all fronts, then she most shorten 
her western front, because it is the front 
from which she can most easily draw 
men and it is the only front on which 
she is entirely upon enemy territory. It 
is a small comfort for the Hungarians, 
for example, when Transylvanian cities 
are falling rapidly, that Germans still 
hold Lille and St. Quentin, tl is little 
solace to the Austrians that, when the 
Italians have got Gorizia and are near­
ing Trieste, when Lemberg is again in 
peril, that Antwerp and Brussels are 
under German rule. And the Bulgar­
ians, whose loyalty is vital to central 
power puiposes, will hardly be prepared 
to give up their own territory and Mace­
donian villages while Germany is using 

In twice as many men to defend the west­
ern front as would be required if she 
would shorten the line.
Hindenburg’» Theory.

Finally, it is a secret nowhere that 
Hindenburg has always looked upon the I 
East as the decisive field, that he re­
garded with extreme disfavor the use of I 
all available German reserves in the j 
campaign in Belgium and toward Calais : 
in October and November, 191*, and the 
equally costly operation before Verdun 
this year. One or two of the corps that 
were sacrificed at Ypres would have en­
abled him to take Warsaw in October, 
1914; Russian successes in Volhynia and , 
Galicia would not have come this year if 
the troops sacrificed at Verdun 
been available.

■ We have manifestly come about to 
the time when Germany must shorten 
her lines. To retire from the Dwina and 
the Beresina to the Niemen and the ! 
Vistula would release some troops, but 
it might involve the abandonment of 
much of Galicia and it would not set free 
anything like the men that would be 
available if the western lines were short­
ened. Hence the growing conviction that 
we may see at any time now the first 
great change in the western lines, since 
the original German purpose was totally 
defeated at the Marne and the effort 
to resume a campaign in France check­
ed from the Oise to the North Sea. 
Actually, on the Second anniversary of § 
the battle of the Marne, its real meaning 
is at last becomirfglffear and the magni­
tude of German defeat in that conflict is 
being disclosed. "

Nor is it outside the bounds of ordin­
ary hazard to risk the guess that before 

com- snow flies the German lines will have 
been contracted in Northern France and 
all but a thin paring of French territory 
west of the Meuse will have been “re­
deemed.”

! exceedingly involved when the Russian 
and Somme offensive intervened to di­
vert- German attention.

But the Germans, as they withdrew 
O from village to village, and they have 

now surrendered some thirty, are hot 
shortening but lengthening their lines.

WHAT TO SELECT AS PRESENTS.J Again, while the Germans have plenty 
of time to construct new lines behind 
the old, they cannot construct lines 
parable with those that they have lost, 
in the limited time at their disposal and 
under the searching fire of the enemy.
The French did put a new line in at 
Verdun, but it was the most expensive 
portion of their defence and it was done 
in a country which lent itself naturally 
to defence, as the Somme country does 
not. Thus it is fair to assume that the 
later considerable advances of Foch have 
been due to the fact that the more re­
cent German lines have crumbled more 
easily and quickly under heavy artillery 
fire than did the original trenches.

All of which emphasizes the fact that 
sooner or later the Germans will have 
either to adopt a new policy or accept 
the situation and go back to the French 
frontier from Mezieres to Conde, or to 
the line of the Meuse, with a Belgian 
front before Namur, Brussels and Ant­
werp. A change of policy would mean 
a passing to the offensive, the concentra­
tion of men-and guns on the Somme 
front, and the sacrifice of very large 
numbers in a new effort.

This may happen, it may happen on 
the Somme front, or it may be that the 
Germans will make their effort else­
where, before Nancy, for example. But 
the reason this seems unlikely is that 
terrific demands are being made on Ger­
many for men, just now, and for men to 
be used in the East. Verdun cost the 
Germans not less- than 500,000 men, the 
Somme has cost another 350,000, and the 
Russian operations in the East at least a 
further 100,000. In the same time Aus­
tria has lost in Galicia and on the Ital­
ian front not less than 400,000 in prison­
ers and not less than 350,000 in casual­
ties, in sum 750,000 men.
Huns Haye Lost 3,500,000.

Since February 21, then, the two great 
central powers have lost 1,500,000. In ad­
dition they are called upon now and 
suddenly to supply troops to meet a new 
enemy, to hold between 800,000 and 
400,000 Roumanians, vith the possibil­
ity that 200,000 Greeks will appear at 
any moment in the Balkan line. And it 
is this new Roumanian demand that 
makes a German offensive in France ex­

6. On the fourth day of November, 1915, the amount of our 
hold-back on the said contract was paid to us by the government 
of New Brunswick, Mr. Crocket reported to us that he had suc­
ceeded in having the money arranged for, and claimed that he 
had done better than our solicitors had done. We. then arranged 
to pay over the said sum of $2,500, as previously promised, but 
the contribution of each member of the firm was to be one-third 
of the amount to be paid, and not as originally arranged.

7. It was then also discussed between the three members of 
our firm as to whom the money should be paid. I stated that I 
should pay mine to Mr. Crocket, and accordingly on the fifth day 
of November I paid the said draft before it was due and I gave 
Mr. Crocket my cheque for-the difference, making $833.33 as my 
share; and the said" draft is now in my possession. Mr. Merri- 
thew stated that he should not pay over his money until he had 
asked Premier Clarke to whom it should be paid.

He subsequently told me that he had spoken to the premier 
about the money, and he told him to pay it over to Mr. Crocket, 
as he was pretty hard up ; and this was done. Mr. Smith stated 
that he would take his share to St. John and pay it over in that 
county as he was a resident there. ' ij

And I make this solemn declaration conscientiously believ­
ing it to be true, and knowing it to be of the same force and ef­
fect as if made under oath by virtue of the Canada Evidence Act.

I, Robert J. Arnill, of the city of Fredericton, in the county 

çf York, railway contractor, do solemnly declare :
1. That I was a member of the contracting firm of Smith & 

Merrithew, the other members of the firm being Luther B. Smith 
and E. Lome Merrithew, and the said firm had a contract for 
the construction of nine and one-half miles of the line of the St. 
John & Quebec Railway, namely from mile seven to mile sixteen 
and one-half, in the parish of Kingsclear.

2. That during the construction of the work under the said 
contract the Quebec & St. John Construction Company held back 
on the payment of our estimates, a sum equal to ten per cent of 
same, and this hold-back amounted at the completion of said 
contract to a sum over $25,000.

3. That during several months following the completion of 
said work our firm endeavored to obtain payment of said hold­
back from the company and from the government of the province 
of New Brunswick, which had undertaken the settlement of ac­
counts, but we were unable to obtain payment. On many occa­
sions we discussed the situation with the government party lead­
ers, and with members of the government, and finally we stated 
that we were willing to make a contribution of $2,500 to the party 
funds if we were paid the money which was due us.

Run Vienna Street Cars.

Vienna, Aug. 31—(Correspondence— 
More than 6,000 womep are now employ­
ed in the municipal street car service of 
Vienna. Of the 12,000 male employes 
before the war, 10,600 have gone into the 
field. The war has completely changed 
the street car service, which is now in 
operation nearly twenty-four hours a 
day, carrying not only ordinary pas­
sengers, but at night hauling coal and 
merchandise. There are no more motor 

I cabs or motor trucks or lorries, and 
! horses are very scarce. Consequently 
l the street railways have become prac- 
! tically tile only means of transportation.

Overwork la the War Caused Illness 
Which Brought Death.T€SA

Lieut.-Col, Coote Nesbitt Shanly, D. 
S. O., of the Canadian Army Pay Corps, 
died last Thursday at his residence in 
Toronto. It is thought that overwork 
while he was in France brought on the 
illness that caused his death. In the 
First Canadian Division, Colonel (then 
major) Shanley, was appointed chief 
field paymaster for overseas service, and 
served in that capacity at Valcartier, 
Salisbury and in France, with headquart­
ers at Rouen.

It was at Rouen that his health broke 
down in April last, after some weeks 
spent in the Red Cross Hospital there 
he was transferred to England, where 
his health improved somewhat, and it 

thought that a visit to Canada 
might assist in his convalescence. He 
derived no benefit from the voyage, how­
ever, and after reaching home his con­
dition did not improve, and at the end 
he sank rapidly.

In March, 1915. Col. Shanly was re­
called from Rouen to London to take 
charge of the Canadian Pay and Record 
Office there during Its reorganization, 
but returned to France in the following 
month, and was associated with General 
Bray, chief of the Imperial pay depart­
ment, in organizing the amalgamation 
of the Imperial and Canadian pay de­
partments. Lieut.-Col. Shanly’s ser­
vices in this connection received recog­
nition on the King’s birthday, when he 
had the Distinguished Service Order 
ferred upon him.

Lieut.-Col. Shanly was bom In To­
ronto, and was the last surviving son of 
the late Francis Shanly, C.E., the well- 
known railway engineer, and who 
also engineer of the city of Toronto. He 
was educated ; t Upper Canada College. 
He was for twelve years connected with 
the 10th Royal Grenadiers, of which 
regiment he was for three years the ad­
jutant. On the reorganization of the 
militia pay department he was appoint­
ed paymaster of Military District No. 
2 at Toronto. Laxcr he was transferred 
to Ottawa, where he was living when 
war broke out.

Lieut.-Col. Shanly was also for three 
years the official secretary of His Honor 
Sir John Gibson, former lieutenant-gov­
ernor of Ontario.

Col. Shanly leaves four sisters surviv­
ing him. He was not married.

i!Another industry is to be added to 
those which are helping to make St- 
John prosperous. The new works are 
to produce hydrated lime, which is now 
being used extensively in building opera­
tions and which is not produced in Can­
ada anywhere east of Toronto at pres­
ent, local stocks coming chiefly from 
the United States. As the demand is 
Steadily increasing the new industry may 
be expected to grow to considerable pro- 
portiqns.

To meet this situation the local firm 
of Gandy & Allison have taken over 
extensive lime works at Brookville which 
have been lying idle for some years and 
are preparing to develop them. The 
quarrying and lime burning will be car­
ried on on the hill to the east of the 
railway track and their shipping facil­
ities will be located on a siding at Law­
ler's Lake, just beyond Brookville. The 
proximity of the lime works to the rail­
way will be a great advantage and later j 
on a gravity system may be introduced j 
to facilitate handling the output. Gangs j 
of men are now at. work on the prelim- I 
inary arrangement* and, when this is 
completed, the plant will be assembled I 
and put in operation. 1 It is expected that i 
the manufacture iff lime will be under­
taken by the first of the year. In the 
meantime à start has been made in ship­
ping the crushed stone.

While the ordinary grade of lime will 
be produced to meet the demand for this 
article, the company is preparing to 
specialize on the production of hydrated 
lime. By this process the lime is reduc­
ed to powder as fine as talcum which 
makes it easier to handle when mixing 
with concrete, produces a stronger mor­
tar and has other advantages, among 
which is the fact that it can be kept 
for a much longer period without de­
terioration.

Hydrated lime is used extensively in 
stucco work and, as this method of 
struction increases in popularity in this 
part of the country, the demand for the 
material will increase.
