The inquest into the deaths of 76
victims of the Laurier Palace Picture

House, fire and panic yesterday after-

‘ noon, was adjourned until next Thurs-
day, shortly after the hearing opened
here today. The proceedings were
postponed by order of Coroner Mc-
Mahon, after the hearing of one
father as to the identification of his
child, and the hearing of Dr. R. Fon-
taine, morgue autopsist, who told of
having examined the bodies of 72 of the
victims, all children.

FIRE INQUIRY TOMORROW.

The coroner stated that he wished to
have the otitéomé of the fire commis-
sioner’s inquiry, which will open to-
morrow, before the coroner’s jury
would be asked to render a verdict.

Thomas Girard was the first to ap-
pear before Coroner McMahon to claim
a death certificate for his son, Raoul.
He stated under oath that his boy,
aged 14, had no permission to go to the
show. Girard said his boy went to
the show sometimes but did so against
his father’s will, and in opposition to
his orders. They went with a 13 year
old brother, who was saved.

Joseph Hetuk was: then called as the
first witness, and stated that his ten
year old boy, Ardien, was among the
Victims. Witness had identified the
body at the morgue. Adrien had been
accompanied by his eight-year-old
brother, who had been saved and was
in hospital. -

NOT ENOUGH EXITS

«Had the children your permission
to go to the show?” asked the coroner.

“They hed permission to go to an-
other show, not that theatre,” the wit-
ness replied.

The coroner: “Why not that thea-
tre, did you think it was dangerous?”
+ Hetuk: “Yes, there were not enough
exits.”

The coroner:: “How do you know?”

Hetuk: “I have been there myself.”

Dr. Rosario Fontaine, morgue au-
topsist, said he had examined 72
bodies during the night. There had
been different causes of death; some
had been crushed, others suffocated.

The proprietor of the theatre, Ameen
Lawand, and three of his staff, were
released on $100 bail, eath pending in-
vestigation.

FEW HAD RIGHT

In his preliminary address to the
jury, Coroner McMahon expressed the
opinion that probably not more than
three or four of the victims had any
right to be admitted to the picture
house ‘at all. A provincial law pro-
hibits the admittance of all children
ander the age of 16 to enter a theatre
who are not accompanied by an adult.

“I, myself, interrogated 51 parents
overnight,” the coroner told the jury
men. “Not more than three or four of
the children identified by their parents
were accompanied by an adult, as re-
quired by lJaw. No, I don’t believe
there were as many as four,”

Concerning the catastrophe in the
‘Laurier Palace Theatre yesterday,
"James Mclsaac, chief inspector of the
fire department, stated that he had
taken an action about a year ago
against this theatre to force the man-
agement to open a blocked exit and
that his instructions in that respect
had been complied with.

HAD SEVERAL REPORTS,

Questioned as to the last time the
Laurier Palace Theatre, St. Catherine
street, east,. had been inspected, Mr.
Meclsaac said he had several reports
regarding the inspections of the Laurier
Palace Theatre, and some of these in-
spections had been made last Decem-
pber. He had two men on theatres to
report cases and take actions.

THEATRES RAISE FUND.

TRAMPLED BY THRONG

The citizens of Montreal this morn-
ing were sorrowfully surveying _the
havoe wrought yesterday afternoon,
when, within a few-brief minutes the,
lives of 76 children were snuffed out,
and 85 other persons were more or less
seriously injured, as the result of the
panic in the Laurier Palace moving
picture theatre which followed an
alarm of fire. The little victims, whose
ages ranged from only five years of
age to 16 or 17, were for the most part
suffocated by smoke or trampled to
death under the feet of the throng
which jammed its exits in the wild
rush to safety.

The tragedy is one of the most poig-
nant that has ever occurred in this

ture catastrophe that has ever hap-
pened in this country. In several cases
more than one member of a family
«as killed. Constable Albert Boisseau,
of the Tetreautville police station, lost
his three children.

HEART-RENDING SCENES.

All yesterday afternoon and evening
there was a heart-rending procession
of distracted parents to the city morgue
where the 76 little bodies were laid
out, awaiting identification. The scenes
within the building were unparalleled
in their tragedy and pathos, as heart-
broken mothers, crazed with grief,
came to seek and in too many instances
to claim some pitiful little corpse.

Stricken to the depths with the hor-
ror and the sorrow of it all, the -offi-
cials guided the mourning parents
among the bodies, themselves, grim
and unemotional as a rule, breaking
into tears at the sad and unprecedent-
ed spectacle. For hours an endless
line of. fathers, mothers, sisters and
‘brothers passei before Coroner Mc-
Mahon as the aged official, his head
bowed in grief and his heart filled
with sympathy, assisted them to ful-
fill the requirements of the law. Work-
ing ceaselessly and giving to each
bereaved parent the same kindly atten-
tion throughout the night, the coroner
issued death certificates after all iden-
tifications had been made and the
cause of death determined. -

PARENTS QUESTIONED

To each parent he put the question
whether the dead child had gone to
the theatre attended by some respon-
sible person, and if he or she, ‘had se-|
cured the parents’ permission. The
answers in many cases were in the
negative to both -queries.

How the fire which was the cause
of the catastrophe began will not be
determined until the inquest which be-
gins Monday next, and until the own-
er of the theatre, Ameen Lawand, a
Syrian, has been questioned. Law-
and was taken to the detective bureau
at an early hour this morning, in com-
pany with three others, the assistant
manager, the head usher and the tic-
ket taker. He was granted $500 bail
and will appear as a witness at the in-
quiry. The blaze started during the
projection of a comedy-picture.

LONDON SYMPATHIZES.

LONDON, Jan. 10—Several London
newspapers issued special editions last
evening to publish the latest cables
telling of the disastrous panic in the
Laurier moving picture palace at Mont-
real, when 76 lives were lost. ‘The
nearest similar disaster in the British
Isles was in Drumcollegher, County
Limerick, Ireland, last September,
when 50 were killed and 20 injured in
a panic caused by fire in a building
converted to uses of a moving picture
show. The victims then were practic-
ally all adults.

Ranks as Greatest Death-
Dealing Disaster Since
Halifax Explosion

RONTO, Jan, 30.— Canada
awoke today to read with con-

_sternation of the heart-rending dis-
aster that has overtaken Mont-
real. Nothing of the same nature
in the history of Canada can be
recalled that in any way dupli-
cates the distressing nature of
yesterday’s catastrophe, although
there have been tragedies of a like
nature in other countries.  The
most recent of these was the panic
in a wooden hall in the village of
Drumcollogher, Limerick county,
Ireland, on September 5 last, when

- 48 men, women and children lost
their lives.

SIMILAR TO MONTREAL

The Drumcollogher tragedy was
similar to Montreal’s in that in
both cases a moving picture was
being shown, when fire broke out
and the panic ensuing resulted in a
blocking of the exit. At Drum-
collogher the narrow stairway lead-
ing from the only exit was brok-
en when the crowd stormed down
it, and many people were killed
when they threw themselves from
windows. Others were burned to
death and some smothered.

Apirt from. the Halifax disaster

of December 6, ihien it was

estimated 2,500 weee killed or died
of wounds, Montreal's tragedy will
probably rank as the greatest
death-dealing disaster of recent
years in Canada.

OTHER DISASTERS

Records of such occurrences are
not readily avaifable, but Mont-
teal’s tragedy brings to mind the
following disasters in Canada in
trecent years The Spanish River
raitway wreck of 1930, in which 42
lives were lost; the railway wreck
at Wanstead, Western Ontario,
about 25 years ago, in whichabout
30 fost their livess the disaster at
Quebec when the collapse of the
middle span of the bridge under
construction at that time took an
immense toll of life; the Herald
building fire in Montreal in 3910,
when 33 last their lives, and the
fire in the Hochelaga school in
Montreal in 1907, which took a toll
of 16 lives.

P

THE panic which caused the

deaths ranks as one of the
biggest disasters Canada has ever
experienced. It was much . the
greatest loss ever caused in the
Dominion by fire or the penic of
fire, although dwarfed by the ter-
sible 1oss—1,500 lives—in the Hali-
fax explosion nearly 10 years ago.

LONDON; Jan. 10—The general
outery against the ease with which it
is possible to listen in on trans-At-
lantic telephone conversation, which
have - been overheard in places as far
away as Johannesburg and Vienna has
caused the post office authorities here
to give belated permission to the Mar-
coni Company to experiment with the
“beam system” bhetween Bridgewater
and Montreal.

Some time ago Signor Marconi ap-
plied for permission to make these ex-
periments as he was anxious to perfect
a system of radio telephony which
w_ould ensure privacy by definitely set-
tling the problem of eavesdropping.

MAKES ANNOUNCEMENT.

Today, he stated that in this con-
nection he had had striking success
with his experiments, and it is believ-
.ed that by the simple process of apply-
ing telephone transmitters the beam
can everywhere be employed to carry
wireless telephone conversations.

When the beam has been perfected
telephone service between South Africa
and Australia will, it is anticipated, be
introduced and prove as satisfactory as
the tests between London and New
York. Meanwhile, Marconi is going
to continue his experiments with
Montreal and when these have resulted
in tangible results, he intends asking
Post Office engineers to conduct experi-
ments on their own behalf with a view
to inaugurating a telephone service
between England and Canada.

When this has been done the cost
of talking across the Atlantic to Eng-
land from Canada will in all prob-
ability be cheaper than the conversa-
tions last week between New York
and London, which cost subscribers
$60 for three minutes.

Plan To Establish

Big Game Reserve

KENORA, Ont., Jan. 10—Establish-
ment of a wild animal reserve from
Keewatin to Manitoba’s boundary,
bounded on the north by the Canadian
Pacific tracks and the south by the
Lake of the Woods, is being considered
by Kenora Board of Trade.

SHANGHAI, Jan. 10— Arrival of

foreign refugees here from Hankow
and points up the Yangtse river, illus-
trated to the outside world today how
the Chinese dragon, with some of the
characteristic blustering that marked
the boxer uprising 26 years ago, has
shaken the foreigners from his back.

Shanghai was the goal of all refugees
as the anti-foreign situation remained
in an uncertain state. The accomplish-
ment of coolie mobs in driving British
and American citizens from Hankow
and Kiukiang is said to have reflected
to the credit of the Cantonese factions,
which control that section of the Yang-
tse valley, and may win certain ele-
ments in the north over to the south-
ern cause.

In the light of this development,
there has been talk that the Peking
government, defending itself against
the northward march of the Canton
forces, may take over the foreign con-
cessions of Tientsin in an-attempt to
demonstrate also its. power to rid
China of outside elements.

ARE MAROONED

About 100 foreigners were said to
be marooned at Kuling, just south of
Kiukiang, and others in distress at
Nanking, farther down the river.

Some of the women refugees report-
ed that they had been compelled to
submit to a series of indignities which
were heaped upon British women
when they left the foreign colony at
Hankow. Coolies threw bricks and
spat at them, while they boarded the
ship. Many babies were among the
refugees. Stories from missinary
sources at Kiukiang also say the for-
eigners were pelted with bricks, and
that three were slightly wounded.

JEALOUSY CAUSES
DOUBLE KILLING

Colored Chauffeur Kills Land-
lady and Then Shoots Him-
self Through. Heart

WINDSOR, Ont., Jan. 10—Crazed
by jealousy, James Smith, 85, colored
chaffeur, last evening shot and killed
Mrs. Amelia Buckland, aged 86, with
whom he had been boarding in Wind-
sor. After sending two bullets into
the left side of Irvine Earl Graves,
aged 50, Smith turned the gun on him-
self, the bullet passing through his
heart.

When detectives broke their way in-
to Mrs. Buckland’s home, they found
the bodies of the woman and Smith
side by side, in the living room.
Graves had staggered across the road
to the jewelry store of W. Karndack,
where he collapsed, after asking Karn-
dack to call the police.

In a smdll bedroom adjoining the
room where the double slaying took
place, the police found a four months
old child, almost dead from suffoca-
tion. The carriage the child was in
had overturned during the strugle be-
tween Smith and Graves, burying the
infant occupant under two pillows and
clothing. There are two other children,
Gladys, aged 13, and Joseph, aged 8.
They are being cared for at headquart-
ers of the Children’s Aid Society.

FEELING HIGH

Minister Will Take Stand it
Own Defence and Explain
Shooting of Cripps

USTEN, Texas, Jan. 10.—Dr.

Frank Norris, Baptist pastor
and evangelist, of Fort Worth,
today faced trial in district court
here for the slaying of Dexter E.
Chipps, wealthy lumberman,
who was shot to death in Norris’
office July 17 last.

With upwards of 200 wit-
nesses subpoenaed and 300 pros-
pective jurors summoned, the
state has announced it will ask
the death penalty, while counsel
for Dr. Norris declares that the
pastor. will take the stand to
testify he shot Chipps in self-
defence. Most of the witnesses
are from Fort Worth, where the
trial was'scheduled until a motitn
for a change of venue was grant-
ed on the defence objection to
jurors available there.

The state contends that Dr. Norris
shot Chipps when the lumberman went
to the church to protest attacks by
the pastor on Mayor H. C. Meacham,
owner of the store in which several
of the Baptist congregation were em-
ployed. Meacham’s name was also
mentioned in-connection with criticisms
of the city administration in articles
appearing in the official church publica-
tion.

OUTLINES DEFENSE.

In outlining defense plans, Dayton
Moses, counsel for Dr. Norris, said
evidence would be introduced to show
thatt Chipps telephoned the pastor
shortly before the shooting that he was
coming to see him and would demand
a retraction of the attacks on Meacham.

William McLean, special prosecutor,
declared that “if Norris’ theory of the
killing is correct, he should go free, if
our theory is correct, he should be ex-
ecuted. There is no middle ground.”

SAYS IT IS “PERSECUTION.”

When told that the state would de-
mand the death penalty, Dr. Norris
said: “This proves my contention that
deote is written all over the state’s case
and that it was persecution, not a
prosecution.” Dr. Norris has expressed
“unflinching confidence” in the out-
com®of the trial, and declared he wish-
ed to take the stand “to tell just what
is back of this case.”

Through his church publication he
charged that persons of other religious
faiths had repeatedly attacked him
and conspired against him several years
ago, when his church and home burned.
He was tried and acquitted of a
charge of arson. -

The trial got under way with pre-
liminary proceedings to test the eﬁgl-
bility of veniremen. Judge Hamilton
announced he would not call the de-
fendant to plead until this afternoon.
Several veniremen were accused ~on
statutory grdunds.

Mrs. D. E. Chipps, former wife of
the slain man, and her son, Elliot
Chipps, who is suing Dr. Norris for
$150,000 for the death of his fathem,

POLITICAL SUGGESTIONS.

Editor Evening Times-Star:

Sir,—During the Dominion elections
of 1925 and 1926 there were frequent
complaints to the effect that instead of
public issues being iscussed there were
too many personalities indulged in, and
that, as a result, the electors were left
without information or guidance at a
time when they had a right to expegt
both. These complaints were not seri-
ously challenged. Indeced, there was
more than one admission that they
were well-founded. But nobody thought
it worth while to go to the root of the
matter, or to suggest a remed'y, flnd
there seemed to be a general }r}clma-
tion to shuffle out of responsibility by
blaming it on the other fellow. Now
that there are no elections in progress,
or in sight, seems to be a good time to
give heed to the complaints mentnorged
and to suggest a course of public action
that would place political discussion on
a higher plane, and give rise to clear
thinking and rational.action with re-
gard to politics and politicians.

Since the early: nineties the usual

d | practice has been to confine public dis-

cussion of political affairs to Parlia-
ment and to the turbulent month or
so immediately preceding a general
election. As comparatively few people
read the reports of the proceedings in
Parliament, and as the pre-election tur-
moil generally’ precludes a proper
presentation or consideration of public
issues, it is not surprising that there is
a lack of informed public opinion
throughout the country. The ques-
tion, then, naturally arises, what
course should be followed to create an
informed public opinion in all parts of
the Dominion.

Two Suggestions.

My first suggestion would _be that)
during each Parliamentary recess the
parties appealing for public support
should present their programmes to the
people through a series of public m.eet-
ings. In the summer time these might
take the form of political pichics—such
as were made famous in the old days
by Sir John Macdonald, Sir Charles
Tupper, Hon. Alexander Mackenzie
and Hon. Edward Blake. If ‘the
speeches at these meetings were up to
the standards set by most of the
speakers at the old-time political pic-
nics, their educational effect would be
of great benefit, particularly to new-
comers and to the youth of the coun-
try. Moreover, such speeches, deliv-
ered under such circumstances, would
give the public time to weigh the argu-
ments advanced and to reach sound
conclusions regarding them without be-
ing influenced by the local anl personal
appeals that are inseparable from the
speeches delivered during the heat of
an election campaign.* .

My second suggestion is that the
Liberal and the Conservative parties
should adopt the practice followed by
the Liberals and the Conscervatives in
England and by the Republicans and
the Democrats in the .United States,
and arrange annual pilgrimages to the
homes of their great leaders, Sir Wil-
frid Laurier and Sir John Macdonald.
The homes of Gladstone and Disraeli
in England and of Lincoln in the
United States are made the rallying
places of those who carry on the tra-
ditions of these great men in their re-
spective countries. Why should not a
similar practice be initiated in this
country with regard to the homes of

Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Sir John Mac-
donald? The former lived at Laurier
House and died there while Earnscliffe
was long the residence, as well as the
p.lace of death, of the great Conserva-
tive chieftain. The anniversaries of the
births of these two statesmen might
fu!-nish occasions for the suggested pil-
grimages, as well as for addresses by
eminent Canadians - representative of
Liberal and Conservative schools of
thought, but not necessarily members
of Parliament. In this way a substan-
tial contribution would be made each
year towards the forming of an en-
hgl;tened public opinion on a national
scale.

Laurier House,

As as is well known, Laurier House,
the pome of Sir Wilfrid and Lady
Laurier, was purchased in 1897 by a
group of Liberals, represented by the
late Hon. Robert Mackay, of Montreal,
and Hon. W. C. Edwards and Sir
Henry Bate, of Ottawa, and presented
b?' the_m to the Liberal chieftain and
his wife as an official residence. In
one of the registered documents of
title Messrs. MacKay, Edwards and
?at'e were described as “trustees,” thus
indicating that they acted not in a per-
sonal capacity, but in an official, party
character. By her will, made in 1921,
Lady Laurier purported to transfer the
hous_e to the then Liberal leader as®an
officfal residence,” and she made plain
her intention by stating that “this
hquse having been given us by political
frx.en_ds of my husbhand, I am of the
opinion that it should return to the
Liberal Party.” Shortly after Lady
I:aurier’s death, Laurier House was en-
tirely remodelled and refurnished
through the princely munificence oE
Hon. P. C. Larkin ahd a few pther
gentlemen, and its interior now pre-
sents an appearance in every way
worthy of a national shrine.

It' will not, I trust, be regarded as
an intrusion upon the party domain
of our Conservative friends if I should
point out that the purchase by them
of Earnscliffe for a purpose similar to
that for which Laurier House was pur-
c}'lased by a group of Liberals would
give practical effect to one of the prin-
cipal suggestions above contained. Were
that donq, and' ‘annual pilgrimages
arranged by the Liberals and the Con-
sr'r\'atives to Laurier House and Earns-
cliffe, respectively, and if on each of
such occasions our national problems
were discussed by men competent to
deal with them, the addresses them-
selves._ as well as the resultant publicity
fznd discussion, would be prime factors
in creating a Dominion-wide body of
public opinion that would not tolerate
the discussion of any lesser topics dur-
fng the course of elections campaigns.

In other words, the remedy for the
complaints mentioned at the beginning
of this letter is, in my judgment, a

campaign of sustained and intensive

political education.

TROJANS LETTER

Saint John, N. B.
January 8th, 1927
The Sports Editor, Times-Star:—

Sir,—~In your issue of Wednesday
last you announced that the Trojans
were to conduct a skating meet in the
Victoria Rink and that we had ac-
cepted the generous offer of the rink
management. The following day it
was announced that the Saint John
Skating Association would conduct the
meet but no mention was made as to
why the Trojans had disappeared from
the scene and we do not wish that this
should be “smoothed over” without
making known just how we were forc-
ed out of it.

The supposedly generous offer of the
Victoria Rink people was accepted by
us in good faith and we asked Mr.
Hamm, the manager, to give us one
day to definitely decide and he promis-
ed verbally, that if any other club ap-
plied that he would advise them that
the Trojans had made the first request
and would be given the preference. The
offer as we read it, in Tuesday’s paper,
was that the rink would be given free
of charge to any club that wished to
procure a sanction to stage a meet and
that the object was to promote speed
skating and create renewed inierest in
this particular sport. Nothing was
said about money or gate icceipts and
it was taken ‘for granted *hat the club
running the meet take the financial
risk and naturally the profits, if any.

When Mr. Hamm was first approach-
ed, he stated that the newspapers had
misunderstood his offer and that he
would require his light bill and a few
other miscellaneous <xpenses for the
night, paid by the club. Then he said
that the net receipts would all heve to
go to promote sp:ed skating but we
pointed out that we would require
something for our trouble and financial
risk inasmuch as we would have to
make up any deficit, but we decided to
give the big|end of the split to speed
skating. We told the rink manager
that we would guarantee to sell at least
$500 worth of tickets in advance and
donate a hundred dollar trophy for an-
nual competition and also provide the
necessary medals, etc., to be presented
the night of the races. We promised
to have a complete financial statement
available for publication the morning
following the meet. This conversa-
tion took place on Tuesday evening.
On Wednesday evening I phoned Mr.
Hamm to definitely confirm the pre-
vious night’s arrangements and I was
informed that the Saint John Skating
Association had, that afternoon, ap-
plied for a sanction to conduct the
meet and thgt the rink did not want
to get in.bad with that association and
furthermore the rink management did
not care to have any of the proceeds
go for football or any such games.

I told him that it was our privilege
to spend our share in any - way
we might see fit and that the football
players and fans were the very people
who always pay their way for sport-
ing attractions in Saint John and would
probably be the ones who would make
up the big end of the gate receipts at
the proposed meet. The fact that the
Skating Association had applied for a
sanction had nothing to do with the
arrangements between the Trojans and
the Victoria Rink as ‘there is no limit
to the number of meets that may be
sanctioned d"\?\'ing the season with the
exception, of course, of championship
meets. The Skating Association al-
ready have the sanction for the Mari-
time meet and should not have inter-
ferred with our plans, but apparently
the thought of some more revenue was
too tempting to lay off and once again
such clubs as the Trojans and Nation-
als who promote real amateur sport
the year ’round must fall back on the
losing propositions while other clubs,
fostering only one branch of amateur
sports, are given the “plrms.” How-
ever, although being discriminated
against, we hold the distinction of hayv-
ing called the “bluff” on a supposedly
generous offer.

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: PROMPT ACTION NEEDED
THE time approaches when the Legislature will

be in session, and if any bills are to be pre-
sented from the city of Saint John they should
be given early or immediate consideration. The
Brittain report makes many recommendations,
and among them one for a change in the form
of city government. If there is to be a change
such as the report recommends, or one with some
changes in detail, that is really the first thing that
should be done. If it is believed we need a change
in the form of city government, then that change
should obviously be the’ first consideration. It is
true the City Council has another very important
matter to consider, and that is the nationalization
of the port. It should be possible, however, to
give consideration to both these matters; and, with
the help of the citizens, arrive at a conclusion.
Undoubtedly, it would be necessary for the mem-
bers of the Council to work longer hours for a
time, but in such an emergency they may be quite
willing to make the sacrifice. Prompt and decisive
action is needed, both in regard-to nationalization
of the port and the Brittain report and city
government.

THE MONTREAL TRAGEDY

LL Canada will mourn with Montreal the un-
timely death of so many of that city’s children,
crushed and suffocated in the dreadful theatre
panic which occurred yesterday. Necessarily
there will be searching inquiry into the cause of
this fearful catastrophe, but let it be stated that
" from accounts yet to hand no suggestion of evasion
of law or inadequacy of means of exit in emer-
gency has been brought to light. That the exits
proved inadequate under the circumstances is
appallingly evident, but it would appear that this
was due solely to the panic against which it is
* virtually impossible to legislate.

Quebec has a law which forbids unescorted
children to patronize entertainments unless such
be advertised as providing a purely juvenile pro-
gramme. The exception indicates that the measure
is one designed to protect the mind rather than
‘the body. Nonetheless it is significant that accord-
ing to report no less than seventy-five of the chil-
dren who died in the crush on the stairway of the

" Laurier Palace - Theatre were there without the
permission of their parents or guardians.

It is a dreadful affair. Enquiry will doubtless
be searching and if means can—as indeed they

""" must—be evolved to minimize the risk of recur-

rence of similar accidents, fiow is undoubtedly the
time to see that they are instituted and enforced.

A SPORTING COMMUNITY CLUB

SAINT JOHN has numerous fine institutions,
5 and amongst the most illustrious is the Saint
John Fusiliers. Numerous citizens who have risen
to eminence have served in this unit, which bears
. the name of the Loyalist City along with a record
of which any battalion may be proud. But noth-
‘ing worth while is maintained without effort, and
the efforts of the Saint John Fusiliers are worthy
of the support of the commmnity. The Fusiliers
ask for no money from the community. All they
ask is its sympathetic support.
It would be a gross exaggeration to claim that
a militia unit in times of peace is a militaristic
machine. The furthest it would be permissible
to urge in this regard is that its members are men
of goodwill ready to answer the call of duty in
the event of national emergency. But, on the other
hand, the Fusiliers are a community club, inviting
membership from all groups, wherein all meet on
common ground, with attractiens—particularly of
sport—covering fields to suit all tastes. How this
has been effected is by the adoption of the “volun-
tary training” system. In brief it is this: Pay
is available for nine days training annually for a
limited number from each militia unit, according
to the proportion of the militia estimates allotted
to the Militay District, and thence apportioned to
units. All ranks of the Fusiliers have agreed to
draw no pay individually, but to fund it regi-
mentally for the promotion of hockey, bowling,
beseball, football, basketball and rifle shooting. A
member of the Fusiliers will be backed in these
and possibly other athletic fields. Already the
exploits of the Fusiliers’ hockey team are the talk
of the town, and no less eminent will be the bat-
talion’s part in other sports. -
Surely this should attract all the youngsters
with sporting proclivities to join the Fusiliers, who
help themselves, help sport and help the com-
murity spirit of Saint John. Little is asked of
them in return—attendance at nine drills during
the ycar. But the privileges these young men
gain are great out of all proportion. They be-
-come members of the most extensive and all-

embracing community club in Saint John; they !

are enrolled in a distinguished regiment; they may
join - in the sports; they may support the various

teams of their own battalion, as spectators identi- |

fied with the players; and they may cujoy the
music of their own regiment’s band.

So keen is the interest taken in sport by the
girls of Saint John. that it is a pity it is impos-
gible to enlist them also in the Fusiliers. That
being out of the question, it remains for them to
join by proxy.
liers to fill their ranks by nominating a knight
errant, and by taking a particular interest in the
sport of the corps. The movement initiated by
the present members of the Saint John Fusiliers
is a community movement. Let us all get behind

benefit from the new treaty with Czecho-
Slovakia. Some seventy-one Canadian commodities
will receive the most favored nation treatment.
They include: Flour, wheat, hosiery, wrapping
paper, barley, oats, rye, buckwheat, malt, peas,
fresh and dried apples, all kinds of fish, including
canned fish, lard, butter, honey, cheese, canned
fruits and vegetables, condensed milk, agricultural
implements and agricultural tools, rubber footwear, |
rubber tires, lead, zinc, engines and motors, adding
machines, automobiles and various other items.

This is one of the overseas markets of which
the Maritime Provinces may avail themselves.
They have the fish, and cn produce the agricul-
tural products. Our exporters are no doubt giving
scme attention to the prospects for opening up
business relations. The question of transportation
comes up, of course, and is perhaps under present
conditions-.a serious one. Nevertheless we must
keep on reminding ourselves that our commercial
future lies largely in overseas trade, and every
new market available should be made the subject
of careful enquiry.

A BETTER OUTLOOK

T is very satisfactory to learn on the authority
of a large grain exporter that there is no like-
lihood of further congestion in connection with
gain shipments from this port this season. The
recent trouble appears to have been caused chiefly
by the desire of many shippers to get through the
elevators a certain: grade of grain, while there was
also grain of other grades awaiting shipment.
Apparently the rush of that particular grain is
over for the season, and it will be easier for the
elevators to handle shipments as they come along.
With the elevator space available here it should
be possible, under normal conditions, to handle
a very much larger quantity of grain during the
season than has ever been done in the past history
of the port. The experience of Vancouver, when
it had only one elevator, shows what can be done.
Of course, the port should be so equipped with
clevators that it would be possible to handle
quickly all grain offered. Nationalization of the
port would be expected to meet that requirement
by providing additional facilities.

SRR RRE

The press of Great Britain is nothing if not
forgiving. Mr. W. R. Hearst, who will not go
down in American history as a mawkish Anglo-
phile, now advocates a League of English-speaking
Nations. Instead of viewing this remarkable
change of front with suspicion, most of the Lon-
don newspapers that comment on the phenomenon
appear disposed to allow that Mr. Hearst means
well, although he is making a big mistake. The
Daily Telegraph approaches nearest to approval
in saying: “If the American proposal is attrac-
tive to thinking men and women in Britain and
the Dominions, it is as adding to, certainly not
as replacing, the system of peace preservation as
represented by the League.” The others see in
it a wish to return to the old doctrine of balance
of power, and a suggestion most mischievous in
its effect on Latin and Slav Europe.

Other Views

CANADA’S MISSION.

(London Observer)

HE ten millions of Canadians, if they will, can
wield under the old flag more influence than
any equal number of people elsewhere. Above all,
Canada among the self-governing nations of the
Empire, has a position and a mission like no other.
For three thousand miles her open frontier marches
peacefully with that of the American republic. If
she can rise to the highest view of her destiny she
will work deliberately, steadily, to harmonize her
intimate neighborhood to the United States with
her membership of the British Empire, and to draw
the two systems into a working fellowship which

would lead the world.

THE WHEAT POOL.

(Three Rivers Nouvelliste)

HE west is the country of experiments. It is

the sworn enemy of tradition and is always
ready to gamble on its economic future. One of
the great problems of the west is the marketing
of grain and its sale without the intervention of
middlemen. To solve this problem in the most
satisfactory manner possible, the west has had
recourse to co-operative selling and this has led
the way for the Canadian wheat pool. At the
start, there was some skepticism regarding prob-
able results. After three years’ experience, how-
ever, it is admitted that results are promising, .
and have justified the expectation of the promo-
ters.

A MIGHTY FLEET.

HE mightiest mercantile fleet in the world to-
day is owned by the Royal Mail Stcam Packet

Company, whose purchase of the White Star ships
adds nearly half-a-million tons of shipping to its
list. When Queen Victoria granted a royal charter
to the Royal Mail early in her reign the company
had under its flag fourteen paddle-wheel steamers
which also carried sails. Today the Royal Mail
controls more than five hundred ships.

The tonnage of its fleet before the White Star
purchase was in excess of 1,200,000 tons, and is
now increased to some 2,600,000. 'The additions
include the Majestic, the largest steamer afloat,
the Olympic, the Homeric and other ocean, giants.
The big fleet already included the Asturias, the
largest motor liner in the passenger service. Truly, |

The British Capital |

ONDON, December 80, 1926—Statistics prove
consistently that a disproportionate number of
London street accidents, now totalling an average
of three fatalities a day, are due to private cars
The ’bus and taxi drivers,
who are churning through London’s busiest streets
day and night, rarely hurt a pedestrian. Surely
the inference Is plain enough? And most motor-
ists of experience, if they are honest, will admit
that since motoring became really “popular” the
standard of driving has fallen enormously. It
would be strange if it had not. I think some lady
drivers are great offenders, but they are not the
only ones who keep doing reckless things. Motor-
ing fs a splendid hobby. and a great industry. But
the surest way to make it safe is to compel all
drivers to pass adequate tests and to enforce the
regulations with Draconic impartiality.

Jicks is Interested.

/ For a long time now Whitehall has been period-
ically paraded during business hours by an en-
thusiast, clad in the dark lounge suit and bowler
of middle-class respectability, who trots along the
curb with big sandwich boards. On the boards in
home-made printing is a rather hectic indictmgnt
of the Home Secretary and Scotland Yard, whose
high impeachment is demanded for some injurious
act associated with the licensing of taxis. I think
the word “defraud” is even implicated. Nobody
seems to pay much attention to the advertiser of
this private vendetta, whose features are set in a
sort of melancholy moodiness. But the other day,
just before his enforced rest was announced, I saw
Sir William Joynson-Hicks scanning the sandwich-
board impeachment as he passed from Palace Yard
towards Downing Street. “Jicks,” read the libel
with complacent interest, and apparently the sand-
wichman was blissfully unaware that the Home
Secretary was present.

Sunlight in the Zoo.

There is great news from the Zoo. There is
to be artificial sunlight for the tropical beasts and
particularly for the crocodiles. These latter resi-
dents are to have a luxurious palm beach all to
themselves. They will swim in electrically-heated
water and then lay themselves out to dry on
electrically-heated rocks. They will live in artificial
sunlight, on an electrically-heated beach.

It
is strange that one should not have noticed his
passing. Yet you may eeek him in toy shops, and
find him nevermore. It was this present year that
saw Mr. Edward Bear’s decease. Their places are
taken by other people, without tradition and with-
out names. Yet one feels that, if only one searched
old corners, that there must be some old-fashioned
toy shop—some “Boutique Fantasque”—where one
could meet both these gentlemen again, and hail
them as members of a generation that has passed.

Pan-Americanism

(Montreal Gazette)

SOME time ago, an American writer in the Irish

Statesman described the Pan-American Union
as “that older League of Nations having its head-
quarters in a million-dollar building at Washing-
ton.” It has a membership of twenty-one nations
with a population exceeding 200,000,000, and has
been at work for thirty-five years. The Govern-

"ing Board is composed chiefly of the ambassadors

and ministers of South American governments resi-
dent in Washington. Every five years there is a
meeting to determine matters of policy, which
meetings are attended by eminent jurists, but there
is also a permanent staff, and the United States
pays half the cost. In the article quoted, the pur-
poses of the Union are set forth in the following
terms: “First, to maintain the isolation of the
Western Hemisphere from foreign encroachment,
second, to further the spread of democratic prin-
ciples of government.” It claims to represent with
its present membership a higher civilization, a
vaster wealth and greater potential, if not actual,
naval and military power than the Geneva League.
It shows a large number of powerful republics
tevolving around the United States as the great
central sun in a migllty co‘nstellation.
3

It is conceivable that Canada is not yet ready,
despite the pending departure of Mr. Massey for
Washington, to revolve around the United States
in even so mighty, wealthy and powerful a con-
stellation. For one thing, the relationship might
not be consistent with the newly-established prin-
ciple of national equality, unless someone is pre-
pared to argue that equal status within the Empire
is reconcilable with international inferiority. Then,
again, Canada is a member of the so-called Geneva

! League and the central sun of the Pan-American
i constellation is not.

The Geneva League operates
upon a principle which is antithetical to that of
isolation and aloofness. It is difficult to under-
stand how the Dominion could hold membership
in these two organizations, the League of Nations
and the Pan-American Union, and render equal
service to both. If the purpose of the Pan-Ameri-
can Union be as stated, Canadian membership in
such a Union might be altogether inconsistent with
Canadian responsibilities as & member of the
British Empire.

LAW RETRINED

Head of Temperance Body
Opposes Any Change in
Prohibition Legislation

“It is the intention of the New
Brunswick Temperance Alliance to re-
sist with all its strength any attempt
to change our present law and make
it legal to sell intoxicating liquor for
beverage purposes. What the Alli-
ance would like to see here is a proper
enforcement of our present act by a
competent chief inspector.”

Such was the statement made by
Donald Fraser, of Plaster Rock, presi-
dent of the New Brunswick Temper-

ance Alliance, when interviewed by a‘
Times-Star reporter Saturday.

Mr. Fraser was accompanied to Saint
John by Rev. Archibald Sutherland,
general secretary of the N. B. Alli-
ance, who also stated he and Mr. Fra-
ser were in Saint John for the purpose
of interviewing the officers of the local
biranch and other friends of prohibi-
on.

ISSUES STATEMENT

The following statement was made
by Mr. Fraser: “We have heard some
reports in New Brunswick and have
seen an article in a Montreal paper to
the effect that our government is fram-
ing legislation bearing on government
control, so called, and sale of liquor.
But we can hardly credit that this
government would take such a step,
inasmuch as members of the govern-
ment .are pledged not to change the
present act without consulting the
electors, and above all, the private
members are pledged to insist upon
strict enforcement.

“But we remember that a former
government under Hon. Dr. Foster un-
dertook to enact such legislation al-
most immediately following the last
plebiscite, which gave a big majority
in favor of the Prohibition Act.

“PROHIBITION ESSENTIAL”

“We believe that Prohibition is es-

sential to the prosperity of our coun-
try. Notice the wonderful prosperity
of the United States, to which all na-
tions are sending representatives to
study the cause of prosperity. ,

“Opponents of prohibition tell us
that government sale does away with
the bootlegger, But did you notice the
article in The Telegraph-Journal, a few
days ago, telling of the finding in
Montreal of a still with a 2,000 gallon
daily capacity of poisonous liquor? We
believe this to be the same brand of
stuff as carried death to New York
about Christmas time. It is also in-
teresting to note that in Montreal,
where government sale was going to
stop the use of dope, there was recent-
ly rounded up the largest drug ring on
the continent. :

REFERS TO BREWERIES

“We cannot have the full benefit of
our present law until the breweries are
stopped flooding the country with
strong beer. We have not heard of any
breweries being prosecuted, and we be-
lieve they are shipping overstrength
beer to all parts of the province with-
out hindrance. Why railroad our pres-
ent law out of business to suit the
wishes of the liquor interests? We are
doing very well and any reasonable
man must admit that there has been
great progress and improvement in
temperance matters in the last few
years.”

DEATH LIST 127 AT
LEVEL CROSSINGS

Injury Caused to 367 Others—
Constitutes a Record, is
Board Report

Canadian Press

OTTAWA, Ont., Jan. 10—The level
crossings of Canada took a record total
of 127 lives during 1926, and caused
injuries to 867 others, according to
statistics compiled from the monthly
reports issued by the railway board.
There were reported to the board a
total of 297 crossing accidents, and in
229 of them automobiles were involved.
As recently as 1912 there was not a
crossing accident in all Canada in which-
a motor was concerned, according to
available figures. The previous high
total of crossing accident deaths was
set in 1924, when 94 lives were lost in
this manner.

RAILWAY FATALITIES.

In the past 12 months, 22 passen
were killed on Canadian railways m
834 passengers were injured. In the
same period 129 employes were killed
and 1,741 injured, and others killed
totalled 275@Bnd injured 555, this
classification including the victlms of
railway crossings.

Altogether there were reported to
the board by Canadian railways acci-
dents involving the deaths of 426 per-
sons, and Injuries to 2,680 others.
Penalties were much higher than in the
two preceding years and are believed
to set a record. In 1924 the total of
deaths was 818, made up of 17 passen-
gers, 107 employes and 184 others;
while in 1925 the number was reduced
to 273, with only six passengers, 76
employes, and 190 others killed.

fast shave meant thawing a lump of
ice on the kitchen stove for hot water,
and when one often awoke in the
morning to find shoes and other
things frozen to the floor. I've seen it

“We do not get the snowfalls they
used to get, either,” Mr. Calder added.
“In 1885 it snowed so heavily that per-
sons riding in railway coaches in Illin-
ois and Wisconsin couldn’t see a thing
except an unbroken wall of snow rising
up on either side of the car. Farmers
had to dig trails through the immense
drifts and when they drove through

qof the best.

That’s one of the reasons why he
has made such a success at directing
Syd Chaplin in the latter’s four most
recent comedies. Along with Chaplin,
Reisner rose to the top of cinema’s
laugh-makers with the release of “The
Better Ole.” The picture is one of the
comedy hits of the day. Syd deserves
praise, and plenty of it. But don’t
forget Reisner. He was director of the
picture—the brains, so to speak.

BOXER AND ACTOR.,

Reisner has run the “success derby”
—and successfully. Starting as a boxer,
he has risen to fame as a director—via
i the vaudeville comedy route. Perhaps
{ his psychological study of humanity
i has had considerable to do with his
’,rapid rise in film circles.

“Give ‘them something they don’t

expect and they will laugh,” he ex-
plains. “And yet never let an audi-
ence think they are inferior, because
the minute you do they won’t like you.
I learned that when I was in vaude-
ville. .
“My picture and name held no appeal
for an audience.

MAKES STATEMENT

He said the association had been
asked to take over the care of the
grounds in 1925 and they had in that
year asked for a grant of $500, which
was given. When the applications
.were made in 1926 for grants they had
asked for $4,200 for the six other play-
grounds under their care and $500 for
a caretaker for the Allison grounds,

‘ and he had supposed the request was

-

-~

granted. The caretaker had been paid
out a reserve fund which was being
collected for the building of a pavilion
and club house for the East End Boys
Club and they now desired to make
good to this fund. .

Mr.. Hamm said that the association
was not aware until late in the sea-
son that the council had not granted
the $500 for a caretaker and had en-
gaged him in good faith expecting the
city to pay this bill. The grounds be-
longed to the city, he understood, and
the pavilion had been handed over to
the city by the Rotary Club.

CITY’S POSITION

Commissioner Frink said the city
did not own the grounds or the pavil-
jon. The title was vested in the Hor-
ticultural Association but the city had
been given free access for the purpose
of fixing up the grounds which had
been the gift of Joseph Allison.

Mr. Hamm said the association
would like to have the matter dis-
posed of and not carried forward un-
til the 1927 grants were under discus-
~sfon. It was felt the grants were like-
Iy to be cut this year.

Mr. Hamilton said the association
would be satisfied if the grants were
cut out this year entirely but they
would like to know if that was to be
done before their annual meeting.

GRANTS VS. TAXES

Mayor White said many requests
were coming for grants, and the coun-
c¢il had on the other hand the wail
of the people against taxation. They
could not make the grants and keep
down the taxes.

Mr. Hamilton said he would like
to hand the keys over to some person,
but Commissioner Frink had refused to
take them on the ground that the
pavilion did not belong to the city
and, so far as he knew, it had never
been accepted by the city.

Commissioner Wigmore said he re-
membered the late Mayor Potts ac-
cepting the keys from the president
of the Rotary Club.

The Mayor said the council would
give the matter due consideration and
do what they could.

Commissioner Frink was given au-
thority to purchase parts to the value
of $212.00 for the motor flusher, to be
paid for from the 1927 appropriation.

INQUEST TO Bt
HELDINTO DEATH
AT 6.P. HOSPITAL

Decision Follows Statements
by Relatives of Mrs.
Archie Farris

PERITONITIS IS
REPORT ON DEATH

Relative Said Woman Had
Received Fall in
Institution

OWING. it was said, to state-
ments having been made by
members of her family as to the
treatment she had received while
a patient at the General Public
Hospital, it was decided this
morning to hold an inquest into
the circumstances surrounding
the death of Mrs. Mary Maud
Farris, wife of Archie Farris, 30
Canon street, who died on Sat-
urday morning in that institution.
A jury was empaneled by Horace A.
Porter, coroner, and the body was
viewed today at noon. The inquest
will be opened in the court house at
7.80 o’clock on Wednesday evening.

R. H. Gale, superintendent of the
hospital, could not be reached today
as it was said that he was kept at his
home through illness. M. E. Agar,
chairman of the board of commis-
sioners of the hospital, when asked
about the matter said that it was news
to him and that he knew nothing about
it.

A representative of the family said
that Mrs. Farris had been taken to
the hospital at 1 o’clock on Friday
afternoon and that she had died at 3
o’clock on Saturday morning. It was
said that while in the hospital she had
received a fall.

Coroner H. A. Porter said this
morning that as a result of talk going
around he had been asked to hold an
inquest in order to fix the respon-
sibility in the matter. The cause of
Mrs. Farris’ death was given as peri-
tonitis. .

Members of the jury are Charles E.

Rev. Archibald Sutherland, general
secretary of the New Brunswick Tem-
perance Alliance, was heard in a vigor-
ous sermon delivered last night in the
Fairville Baptist church before a large
congregation. Mr. Sutherland also was
the preacher at the East Saint John
United church in the morning. In the
Fairville church Rev. C. 1. Clark, the
pastor, who conducted the service, in-
troduced Mr. Sutherland to the congre-
gation, it being the first time that Mr.
Sutherland has been heard in a city
pulpit as secretary of the Alliance.

Mr. Sutherland paid a high tribute
to Mr. Clark as a member of the execu-
tive of the Alliance, who is held in
warm regard by his fellow members.
The text of the evening sermon was
Romans 14:7 and 22: “For none of us
liveth to himself” and “Happy is he
that condemeth not himself in that
thing which he alloweth.”

Mr. Sutherland said that the New
Brunswick Temperance Alliance was
the only organization in the province
actively engaged in fighting the liquor
trafic. The I. O. G. T., Sons of Tem-
perance and the W. C. T. U. all sup-
ported the Alliance work and that work
was being carried on in order that New
Brunswick might be a fit place for
growing children.

voters but had been children at the[
time of the Scott Act enforcement. Mr.
Sutherland declared that the only hope
of the liquor interests was in persuad-
ing the Christian citizens that the pres-
ent act was not satisfactory and that
propaganda to this effect was being
sent out to all parts of New Brunswick.

He asked who wanted a change from
the present act and said it was certain-
ly not the men who intelligently con-
sidered the welfare of the community.
He stated there was no such thing as
control of liguor. The buildings, sales-
men and bottles might be governed by
regulations but not the liquor, once it
was set free.

Mr. Sutherland went on to show that
government sale cost the community
more than prohibition enforcement. He
said that in Prince George, B. C., the
money expended for liquor in one year
amounted to $190,000 under govern-
ment sale and the population of Prince
George was 2,055. During that same
year the charge accounts for merchan-
dise in that centre had increased 175
per cent at one store. He asked if New
Brunswick could afford to adopt a law
such as that which brought these con-
ditions in British Columbia. ~

In Alberta the Salvation Army re-
ported that there was three times as
much poverty and distress in Edmon-
ton since the introduction of the new
legislation. In Saskatchewan, drunken-
ness had increased from 127 per cent
to 133 per cent. In Manitoba Attorney-
General Craig had no hope of handling
the bootleggers ‘while they could make
400 per cent profit. He asserted that in
Manitoba 61.9 per cent of the beer sold
was handled by the bootleggers.

Mr, Sutherland said the Christian
Science Monitor’s representative had
found there was 1o control of liquor
sales in Quebec and the police records
in that province also revealed that fact.
He declared that what was wanted in
New Brunswick was the enforcement
of the prohibitory act. He asserted that
the act was not being enforced today
and that it was not being given a fair
trial. In closing, he made a strong plea
for co-operation and sympathy for the
work of the Alliance and financial sup-
port of its endeavors.

Cook of British Miners Says He
Received $12,600 For
Strikers

WINNIPEG, Jan, 9—Never Laving
receive acknowledgment of a fund of
$12,600 collected and sent from Winni-
peg to aid the British miners during
their strike, Tom Mace, member of the
Central Council of the “One Big
Union” recently sought information
from union officials in the Old Coun-
try.

The Britisl miners’ secretary had pre-
viously had had no knowledge that the
funds were from the “One Big Union”
in Winnipeg, as the contribution had
been received by him with the name
of the union contributing omitted.

CORONER’S COURT.

The scene in the little room of the
Coroner’s Court was unparalleled. A
long line of weeping parents led to
the bench, where Coroner McMahon,
investigator of crime and accident cases
in Montreal for more than 40 years,
asked each one particulars concerning
the deceased. The coroner had opened
the inquest in order to permit rela-
tives to claim the bodies. The regular
opening of the inquiry will be tomor-

ow.
TWO QUESTIONS ASKED.

To each person Mr. McMahon put
two questions. He asked the bereaved
person whether or not the child who
perished was accompanied to the thea-
tre by an adult. In nearly every case
the answer was “No.” The coroner
then asked if the child had permis-
sion of the parent to go to the show.
Seventy-five percent of the answers to
this question were in the negative.
The “death” line twisted from the
bench to the door of the courtroom.
Down stairs in the lobby of the build-
ing a crowd of persons seeking to ident-
ify their dead were held back by pro-
vincial policemen. At intervals a
father, a mother or brother was es-
corted to the mortuary chamber wkere
recognition of a loved one brought a
flood of tears or collapse.

Affer persons had established identi-
fication they were brought to the court-
room up stairs to replace those in the
line who had passed before the Cor-

oner.
TOUCHING EPISODES.

Touching episodes were witnessed
as the coroner directed his questions.
Asked the age of his son, Rene, Ben-
jamin Roy, of 1440 Prefontaine street,
replied, “he was 14 years old, in fact
today was his fourteenth birthday. He
and his brother went to the show to
celebrate. The other boy was saved.”
Both the Roy children were under
16 years of age.

Prosper Martel came to identify the
bodies of his daughters, Eve, aged 8,
and Yvette, 7. His son, Philbert, aged
18, accompanied sthe little girls to t.he
picture house, but escaped with in-
juries. He is at the Notre Dame hos-
pital.

Relatives began gathering at the
morgue shortly before five o’clock.
An hour later, the place was congested
and by nine o’clock many were wait-
ing outside the building. There was
a constant stream of new arrivals.

All persons who were given a cer-
tificate of death by Coronor McMahon
were told that they could return in
two hours for the body. Morgue em-
ployes were preparing to cope with the
situation which would develop when
the many hearses started to arrive.

SEATS ABOUT 1,000.

The Laurier Palace Theatre bears
the civic number 1683 St. Catherine
street east, two streets east of Moreau
street, a main artery, and six streets
east of Pie ix Boulevard. It has been
in operation several years. It is a
2-story building with a stone and
brick front. The seating capacity is
about one thousand. 3
The ofchestra seats about 800 per-
sons, while there is a large  gallery
which fills the back of the house and
runs on either side.

WHAT LAW STATES

What action will be taken by the
authorities with regard to the disaster
has not yet been learned, but attention
has been called to the fact that the
provincial laws lay down that no chil-
dren may be admitted to a moving
picture theatre in the Province of
Quebec under the age of 16 years. The
prohobition has been in force since the
inception of the act, and the provision
reads:

“No person or persons in charge of
a moving picture hall where shows
are given by means of a cinemato-
graph, and, in the:case of a company
or partnership, no manager or other
person in charge of the establishment
shall receive in any way, at such
shows, any child less than 16 years of
age unless such child be accompanied
by his or her father, mother, tutor or
teacher, or by a guardian specially au-
tforized by the father or mother.”

There is an exception to this rigid
restriction, passed by the legislature in
1919, where special provision is made
for the admission of children when
special children’s shows are given.
I'his amendment reads:

“Notwithstanding the above pro-
vision, children less than 16 years of
age may attend exhibitions of moving

pictures without being so accompanied, |
when the advertisement of the exhibi- |

tion announces a program only of pic-
tures authorized for children by the

board of censors of moving pictures,

according to the provisions of section
16, and of no other picture.”

The section in question refers %o
children’s films as those dealing sole-
ly with patriotic, instructive or hu-
morous subjects.

The penalty for admitting children

under 16 is a fine of up to 850, or in !
default of payment, imprisonment up !

to one month for the first offence, and
in the case of subsequent offences of
not less than $50 and not more than
$10, or imprisonment for two months
in default of payment. J

DENIES EXPLOSION.

Denying the rumor which had pre-
vailed among the crowd that the fire
started from a film-roll ‘exploding,
Max Reid, manager of the Laurijer
Palace, said that he first discovered the
flames under the floor of the balcony
close to the operator’s room. He said
that there was every indication of a
short circuit from wires which would
be under there. The location of this
rlace in the floor is just in front where
the film projector is installed in the
gallery. The audience rushed for both
exits.

The exits, the manager sald, were in
good order and there was no obstruc-
tion due to their construction. Those
on the floor, he said, had little difficulty
with the exits there. On the east side
of the gallery the exit is a stairway
similar to that on the right, both open-
ing into the front foyer. The children
had not stopped to think of the west
stairway, but piled down the east,
where their progress was barred by the
crowd which pushed its way out from
the main floor of the theatre. A few
had descended the west stairway.

KNOCKED DOWN IN RUSH

Antoine Girouard, aged 16, of 2142
Nicolet sereet, who was taken to the
Montreal General Hospital said that
he went to the theatre with two of
his brothers. The trio were seated in
the balcony.

“I noticed flame shoot up through
a crack in the floor, and immediate-
ly everyone rushed from the bal-
cony,” said the boy. “I got down the
stairway to within five steps of the
bottom, when I was knocked down
by the rush on the stairway, and
fell, with people piled over me. Three
dead boys were beneath me when the
police raised me, and above me five
or six injured boys had to be re-
moved before I could be reached.
The stairway was blocked with the
rush of the crowd, and people were
lying about on the steps. While 1
was crushed and lying on the steps
the firemen began to play the hose
over us, and no doubt it was due to
this action that more of us were
not burned to death.

ONE OF PARTY MISSING

The Frappier boy had gone to the
show with his two half brothers,
Paul and Roland Leduc, aged 11 and
13, respectively. Of this party, two
escaped and this evening Roland was
still missing. Paul Leduc saved his
life by crawling through the mob on
the stairway. He does not know how
he managed to reach the street. He
was bruised and stepped on but was
not seriously hurt in making his
escape.

Roger Frappier was still unnerved
several hours after the fire and told
of seeing terrible sights in the bal-
cony before he ®made his leap to
safety in the orchestra. He says he
saw a mother attempting to make
her way out with a baby in her arms.

The family of Octave Quintal, 2103
Joliette street, lost thrée‘of its mem-

bers in the fire. Sylvia, aged 8, wass
attending her first movie show. She
perished with two brothers, Adrien
aged 13, and Hildergarde, aged 9.

Constable Albert Boisseau, of the
Tetreauville station, also. lost three
children. The constable was off duty
at the time but was nearby and went
to the scene of the fire a short time
after its outbreak. He assisted firemen
and police in removing the dead and
hurt from the building, working with
feverish ardor because he knew that his
son and two daughters had gone to the
theatre.

After several bodies had been laid
out in front of the building to be placed
in the morgue wagon, the constable
recognized the second body he exam-
ined as that of his son. Later when
all efforts to locate the other two chil-
dren failed, he went to the morgue and
found the bodies of the other two chil-
dren there. The dead children are
Germaine, aged 13; Roland, aged 11,
and Yvette, aged 8.

"TREMENDOUS MAIL,

This imperative part of the office of
premier occupies quite one-half of the
available time. The administration of
the seven ministries comes first in the
duty of the premier, then he must so
expedite the affairs of government that
he can devote the rest of the time to
his private correspondence not of an
official character and to the extra-
official duties which devolve upon him
as the incumbent of the office.

My unofficial correspondence has
reached tremendous proportions. It is
necessary to assign several special sec-
retaries to take care of it. Hundreds
of letters pour into my office every day.
These have to be examined and classi-
fied. A corps of translators must also
work on them, as the biggest part of
them come in from parts outside Italy
in foreign languages. I do not think
that there is one single lacality in the
world from which I have not received
gome letter, or car r some little
souvenir. I have my secretaries read
these letters and bring me a condensed
version of each of them. .

Just the other day a letter arrived all
the way from Siberia enclosing a poem
written by an admirer of fascism. An-
other one came from Honoluln,
o*hers from Arabia, Japan, Australia,
Persia, India.

Hindus send their sonnets and
Latins and Anglo-Saxons their prose
and blank verse.

Gifts, too, pour in. I cannot begin
to enumerate the variety of presents
which come to me,—strange animals
from the ends of the earth,—parrots
from South America, lions from Af-
rica, horses from Arabia, books and
manuscripts from everywhere. I de-
light in the receipt of them and in the
spirit back of them. Several large
rooms are full of things which indi-
viduals of every race have showered
upon me, as a mark of esteem. And
all this, both the correspondence and
the gifts, needs special attention. My
secretaries are kept busy the day long
despatching the answers I have dic-
tated for them. -

AUDIENCES

And then, important audiences
plunge me into a daily routine, which
carries me well up to ten o’clock.
These audiences treat of the greatest
variety of subjects. There are nu-
merous interests in Italian life, with
which I wish to keep in contact. There
are numerous commissions and dele-
gations from Italian industry, from
shipping, from transportation, from our
water-power  developments,—all  of
which I'am most anxious to hear and
to get at first hand what really are
the productive problems of the coun-
try. I devote a large part of my time
to the study of these problems and
never hesitate, when I see a proposal
which can produce good, to assign
;:me group of experts to the study of

Then in the realms of literature, the
drama, music and art in general I am
deeply occupied. Italy has always held
a very high place in art throughout
history. Our great examples of art,
music and literature stand out before
the world as a giant contribution to
culture. Fascism must be ready to
continue Italian tradition in order to
add to the great store of the past. We
are restoring ancient Rome, bringing
to light the great palaces and temples
which the Caesars built. Within the
next five years, Rome will practically
be rebuilt to show forth the splendor
of the old, harmonized with-the con-
structive spirit of the new. The glory
of Rome will reappear in her uncov-
ered monuments and become the me-
tropolis of the Latin world. To this
work, I am earnestly dedicated. Then,
to enhance a wish for a general re-
naissance of all Italian art, music and
literature, I receive from time to time
groups of artists, architects, authors
and composers to further this great
work inherent in the Italian soul.

RESTRICTS WOMEN,

Numerous are the foreign personages
and delegations which come to call on
me at Palazzo Chigi.. I like to give all
of them some little time in the heavily
loaded day. When conventions of an
international importance meet in Italy,
I try to see a little of their activities.
I receive the American surgeons,
countless American students and
numerous other groups. I receive
groups of English, French, Spanish,
German and Latin American scientists,
captains of industry, financial heads,
inventors, authors and actors. Touch
with them broadens vision, helps me
look out into the wide world and con-
sider the great extent of the horizon.

Occasionally, a restricted, very re-
stricted, number of women are admit-
ted to audience. At Palazzo Chigi, I
have grown used to seeing an occa-
sional woman coming into my presence,
but my natural tendency is to prohibit
their entrance. I have given impera-
tive orders that at the Palazzo Vimin-
ale, the Ministry of the Interior. » here
I work in the morning, no wom» hall
be admitted. I have told m: subor-
dinates that never must I see a woman
in the palace. They interfere with the
efficient procedure of the work. They
cause delay and do not appreciate the
busines-like character of work, intro-
ducing by their presence an obligatory
deference not necessary in the company
of men. For lhe efficiency of my office,
audiences to women must be restricted
to the least possible number.

Ottawa players
swarmed over the hoards after the &ul-
prit, but he was collared. first by rink
ushers. IHe was taken to the office
where he broke down and wept, ad-
mitted his error in the heat of affairs,
and apologized profusely.

WHY OTTAWA WON.

ARCTIC HAZARDS
TOLD BY TRADERS

Party Fights Its Way Through
Blizzards and Drifts to
Edmonton

EDMONTON, Jan. 10—The trials
and tribulations of winter travel in the
northern “wilds” were recounted by a
party of fur traders who fought their
way through blizzards, snow-drifts and
bitter cold, to Edmonton. Joe Lar-
combe, a northern pioneer, was the
leader of the group which included
four other- trappers. Each had his
own background of misadventure
which forced him to “hit the trail” to-
ward civilization at this time of the
season and all pooled their resources
and banded together for the trip.

The party had five horse-drawn
sleighs and came down from the Arctic
regions by way of the Athabasca river.
In places, the ice was piled from fifteen
to twenty feet high and the little cara-
van was forced to travel between huge
ice cliffs and other hazards. In other
places the river was covered with a
thin sheet of ice which broke as soon
as the horses put foot on it. Several
times the animals went through but
were rescued. To negotiate the most
dangerous stretches of the river, the
trappers unharnessed the horses and
Con-
stantly two members of the party pre-
ceded the sleigh fleet, breaking test
holes to spot the safest way.

The men faced extreme hardships
on their long trek. The mercury at
times skidded to thirty and forty be-
low zero. During one night’s halt, the
cafavan was caught in a howling bliz-
zard and in the morning the sleighs
were buried under heavy snow drifts
and had to be shovelled out. The men
were pretty well worn out when they
reached Edmonton.

SEGOND SERMON

1IN SERIES ON

PROTESTANISH

Tribute Paid to Life of Rev.
A. L. Fleming in Com-
munity

Rev. J. S. Bonnell preached on the
subject, “Protestantism and Pray-
ers,” in the second sermon of the series
on Protestantism, in St. Andrew’s
Kirk last night. His text was John 8:
32—“Ye shall know the truth and the
truth shall make you free.”

Speaking of tolerance in religion, he
stated, that the man who is sure of his
own faith can be tolerant with those
who differ with him. One of the fun-
damental teachings of the Protestant
faith, he asserted, is the right of inde-
pendent judgment on religious and
secular questions. This right effects
every department of thinking just as
true religion must permeate every part
of our lives.

Protestants believe, said Mr. Bon-
nell, that the same intellectual pro-
cesses that are so valuable in the
spheres of science, literature and busi-
ness can be safely trusted in the realm
of religion.

In the course of his sermon Mr.
Bonnell referred to the resignation of
Rev. A. L. Fleming from St. John’s
(Stone) church, and stated that his de-
parture will be a distinct loss to the
Protestant church life of Saint John,
because Mr. Fleming, hesaid, has al-
ways been a staunch and sane advocate
of his faith.

The church was thronged at the eve-
ning service, and before the service
commenced every seat was occupied
and there was standing room only.

_ During the service Mr. Bonnell an-
nounced that the loose offertory of the
previous Sunday, which was to be a
special collection for the poor fund of
the church, had amounted to $148.65,
and that sum made a record collection
for the fund.
