Germans Lose on the First
Point Raised at Court
Martial

Likely Industrial Leaders
Will Get Off With Fine,

- and This May ‘Avert Trou-
ble—London Opinion Di-
vided Over Situation —
The Labor Status.

(Canadian Press.)

‘Mayence, Jan. 24. — Fritz Thyssen
and five fellow prisoners, representa-
tives of Germany’s great Ruhr coal
industry, were brought before a
French court-martial today for a hear-
ing of charges that they refused to
obey the orders of the French contro]
commission.

When the charge was read, Dr. ¥
Grimm, an Essen lawyer, began his
argument to #stablish the illegality of
the arrests and the trial. He concluded
with a demand that the court deciare
itself incompetent, basing his argument
on The Hague conventions of 1899 and
1917, as well as the Rhineland ‘conven-
tion. Capt. Bodin, the prosecutor, re-
plied, and the court, after consulting
in private for fifteen minutes, declared
its competency and ordered the trial
to proceed. .

Herr/ Thyssen was the first prisoner
to be questioned. He admitted having
refused on Jan. 18, at Bredeny, to obey
an order given by the occupation auth-
orities for the delivery'of coal.

“I am a German, and my duty com-
pels me to obey the orders of my coun-
try and to serve my country,” he said.
“The entry of troops into the Ruhr
was not Justified by anything. That is
why I will remain faithful to my fa-
therland.”

At the suggestion of the French tech-
nical adviser, as a means of simplify-
ing the procedure, Herr Thyssen then
told the circumstances under which
the French had summoned the indus-
trial leaders to a meeting, which he
did not attend, at which the French
instructed them to obey orders, and his
subsequent announcement that he

4 |“must obey thc German authorities,”

and could “not comply under menace.”
. Herr Thyssen told how the indus-
trial leaders informed M. Costo, head
of the French inspector general of

that \they g “coal i

paid for it, providing the German gov-
ernment did not order otherwise, and|

how orders were 'given afterward to
the mines to continue delivering coal,
but that the Berlin government tele-
graphed instructions not to deliver
coal, the industrialists then informing
M. Costo that. they must obey their
government.

The five other prisoners gave their
assent to Herr Thyssen’s statement.

Thyseen and his five fellow indus-
trialists apparently faced only fines by
the French court martial. The prose-
cutor at the close of the forenoon ses-
sion suggested he was inclined to len-
iency because of the patriotic motives
of the Germans. :

Labor Situation.

-Essen, Jan. 24—It is said here that
the total number of industrial workers
and miners now on strike approximnates
200,000 in adidtion to the personmnel at
the several railroad stations which are
occupied by troops.

If the French court martial passes
sentence on the directors, it is declared
that 560,000 miners -‘will consider strike
action, to which they are being urged
by two of the large labor bureaiis.

The workers who have already left
their jobs include, it is ' said, 100,000
miners from the Stinnes pits and 65,000
steel workers from the Thyssen plants.

The mines owned by the Thyssen
interests, employing 50,000 men, have
not yet ceased to operate. All the state
mines are working as well. The miners’
executive board and general workers’
council have gone to Mayence to de-
mand the release of Dr. Raiffezen, pres-
ident of the state mine administration.

The Ruhr Echo, published in Essen,
has been suspended for three weeks by
the Berlin government because of a re-
cent article declaring that the Cuno
cabinet “had recourse to sabotage and
provocation in order to shield its incom-
petency and incapacity.”

One of the occupying officials said
today that members of the mission and

| their experts would not be permitted

by their governments to bring their
families into the Ruhr at present.

Demand Release.

Berlin, Jan. 24. — The government
has instructed its representative at
Paris to present a note to the French
government protesting against the im-
pending trial of German industrialists
at Mayence. The German representa-
tive is also ordered to protest against
further arrests of officials in the Ruhr
and to demand the release of those now
in ‘custody.

CUBA HAS RECOVERED.

Mr. W. P. G. Harding, Governor of
‘he l'ederd Reserve Bank of Boston,
leclares that the Cuban treasury “Is
0w on anp even keel,” and he does not
now of any better foreign fleld for
\merican investments, Mr. Harding
pent five months in Havana, by re-
.uest of the Cuban Government, and
aade an investigation of Cuba’s fin-
<nces and banking system. Because
he Muritime Provinces are interested
n trade with Cuba there will be much
nterest in the address which Mr, Hard-
ng made on Cuba before the Exchange
Glub of Boston last week. He said:—

«Ihere has been a marked revival in
Cuba in the last twelve months, The

. mprovement is due very largely to the
dissolution of the sugar . commission,
and the absorption, in a natural econo-
mic way of the large stock of sugar
they had on hand. The crop to come
in ls estimated at about 4,000,000 tons,
and they are keeping the price around
$3.50 to $4. The Cubans are now rea-
lising, after séeing sugar up to over
20, that there Is such a thing as the
copsumption of a commodity being reg-
u.dted by its price. I have never seen
a more genuine and sound money senti-
ment than that which 1 found in Hava-
na. There is no disposition among the
Cubans, so far as 1 could find, for any
inflation of credit.  Altogether, 42
bunks are open and doing business in
Cuba today, 87 of them Cuban and five
Frencli, Canadian and American. These
42 banks hold about $100,000,000 in de-
posits, and it is estimated that there is
irom $75,000,000 to $100,000,000 locked
ap in safety boxes or otherwise put
away. The Government of Cuba fell
very much behind'in the years 1919 and
1920; they made appropriations of all
kinds without reckoning that their in-
come miyht decline, so that the budget
for 1020-21 was $120,000,000, against a
revenue which fell to less than $60,000,-
000,

Great
Britain intends to pay her debt, just

ation: would be determined to pay hers.
The diséussion is over detalls. As to
these the British representatives ask
concessions which would make\payment
somewhat lighter and more convenient
for them—and possibly, all things con~
sidered, more advantageous to us, The
United States does not take these re-
quests amiss. We are willing to be a
reasonable and courteous creditor—to
do as we would be done by. Comity
between natlons—especially between ne-
tiohs who fought together as allies
requires this.”

The Tribune declares that in view of
British ‘and American war co-operation
the United States is willing to accept
an interest rate lower than it is pay-
ing on most of the bonds it sold in
order to raise the money loaned to
Great Britain, and to spread the pay-
ment over 'a longer petiod than the
twenty-five years fixed in the debt com-
mission act. That there will be an
agreement is confidently predicted by
the Tribune, because “the debtor knows
that, if put to it, he will pay without
any relaxations and the creditor is con-
sclous that he owes it to the conditions
gnder which the debt was created to be
both, sympathetic and considerate.”

DPHTHERA T
DSHPPEAR SOON

Dr. Bela Schick Says Results
of His Test Convince Him
of Its Success — 165,000
Pupils Immunized.

New York, Jan, 24—New York City
leads the world in the campaign which
will eventually stamp out diphtheria,
said Dr. Bela Schick, originator of the
Schick test which is being used exten-
sively in the public schools, after
spending an afternoon at Public School
No. 4, Rivington and Pitt streets,
watching, the administering of his test
to-the pupils under the direction of Dr.
Abraham Zingher, Assistant Director
of the Research,Laboratories 6f the
Department of Health, In Manhattan
and the Bronx more than 165,000 pupils
have been given the test, which deter-
mines a child’s susceptibility to dithth-
eria. Those that have been immuniz-
ed, even as far back as ten years, are
still immune, -according te Dr, Zingher.
Dr. Schick said that the results obtain-
ed here, where his test was given a
fair trial, have convinced hind that the
disease must soon disappear entirely,
when the public fully ynderstand the
focts and offers its co-operation.

The noted Viennese physician, an au-
thority on pediatrics, has come to this
country to' deliver the Harvey Lecture
before the New York Academy of
Medicine on Jan. 27 and to study the
work of the Rockefeller Institute and
1d of chil-
dren’s diseases. He is especially inter-
ested in the work of the Department of
Health toward the prevention of diph-
theria. This work has been advanced
far beyond the point which he has been
able to reach in Vienna, due to the un-
scttled conditions there.

The Schick test is used to determine

where it is mecessary to immunize by
the injection toxin-antitoxin. Experi-
ments have proved that the greatest
susceptibility is among the children of
the higher class, while among the con-
gested districts of the city the bercent-
age of children already immune has
been found as ligh as 87, due to the
fact that their comstant exposure. to
disease has resulted in an automatic
antftoxin, In the public:schools of the
better districts it has been found that
80 per cent, of the pupils were suscep-
tible.
The injection is palnlesg and is given
only with the parents’ consent, but the
great ignorance prevailing among the
foreigners sometimes makes it difficult
to obtain their permission. It is-doubly
difficult to reach children of pre-school
age and it is these who are highly sus-
ceptible to the disease. ‘Dr. Schick sup-
ported Dr. Zingher's statement that 85
per cent. of all cases rand of death
were among such children.

AMPLIFICATION COEFFICIENT.

SHIELDING.

The employment of several stages of amplification may result in “howl-
ing” due to the amplified energy being fed back into the input circuit. This
may be practically eliminated by surrounding the tube and the transformer
of each stage of amplification with a grounded metallic compartment,
this method of preventing interfering noises being known as “shielding.”

Tennessee Claflin Dead

Was Widow of Sir Francis Cook
—Pioneer for Women’s
Rights—Wall Street Broker
Half Century Ago.

Lady Cook, who was formerly Miss
Tennessee Claflin of New York, widow
of Sir Francis Cook, dxed in London
<last week.

Tennessee Claflin, vuth her sister,
Victoria, was one of the most widely
known women in the U. S. 50 years
ago. They dabbled in Spiritualism, took
up finance and with the supposed aid
of Commeodore Vanderbilt founded a
brokerage house in Broad street, New
York, sponsored eugenics and equal
rights, were arrested and generally im-
pressed themselves on the public. Then
they both went to England and mar-
ried men with large fortunes.

Tennessee was born on Oct. 26, 1845,
at Homer, O. Her father was'a well
known lawyer in that part of the state.
The early history of the sisters—there
were six, but these two were the best
krown—is little known at the present
time, Before going to New York, how-
ever, Miss Claflin, then known as Ten-
nie C. Claflin, settled in Chicago, where
she became known as a medium and
clairvoyant. She was also an ardent ad-
vocate of woman’s rights and suffrage,
| but her sister, Victoria, achieved great-
er fame in this way, ;

| To New York In 1868,

The sisters iwent to New York seek-
ing a wider field of action, about 1868,
and after tWwo years formed the brok-
erage firm of Woodhull, Claflin & Co.,
Victoria having beeen married to a Mr.
Woodhull. Henry Clews, in his “Fifty
Years in Wall Street,” refers to the
firm as “notorious,” and used it as an
argument in trying to prove that wo-
man had no place in Wall Street as
speculators. Commodore Vanderbilt
was generally credited with having
been their backer,

“Very soon after the Commodore had
helped to set these two women up as
brokers in Broad street, the firm was
known all over the land,” said Mr.
Clews. “The present titled Lady Cook
was then plain Tennie C. Claflin.

granted, because the laws of England
expressly forbare it. Lord Birkenhead
did not say that “the law is a hass,”
but he certainly implied that it stood
very much in need of revision.

Public notice has been further di-
rected to the whole body of the lawg
relating’to matrimony, breach of prom-
jse and divorce by a \gase which re-
cently was hegrd by’ Justice McCardie,
of the King’s Behch.

The action was a breach of promise
suit brought by Miss Gladys Saunders,

Carl Meyer, Bt., died yesterday at his
rasidence in Park Crescent, Portland
Place, of heart failure, having nearly
completed his seventy-first year. Sir
Carl 'was particularly known for his

Sir Carl was born at, Hamburg on
December '23, 1851, the second sow of
Siegmund Meyer of that city and Elise
Rosa, daeughter of Reuben Hahn, He
was educated abroad, and was natur-
alized a British subject in November,
1877.

“I shall be very glad to join in a
loyal adddress to the King to express
on behalf of naturalized British sub-
jeets of German birth their feelings
of detestation at the horrors commit-
ted by the German army and nayy in
the prosecution of the war, chlminat-
ing in the cold-blooded murder of the
innocent .victims of the Lusitania.

ROBB FINDS THAT
BRITISH TRADERS
WANT THE MARKET

Canadian Minister of Trade
' and Commerce Encounters
Certain Amount of Oppo-
sition During Trade Nego-
tiations in Australia.

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

London, Jan. 23—Hon. J. A. Robb,
Canadian minister of trade and com-
merce, who reached London late to-
night on his way home from Australia

here he sought to conclude an ar-
‘angement for closer trade relations be-
tween the two Dominions, gave the
Canadian Press a statement regarding
his mission in Australia.

The negotiations, he said, were be-

gun by the government of Australia,
which is the one Dominion which® has
not yet availed itself of thé advantages
of the Canadian British preference tar-
iff and fn consequence, it would appear,
was not making full progress in the
Canadian market. About a year ago
Senator Pearce of Australia was in
Ottawa and he then opened negotia-
tions which were continued by cable.
The Canadian government suggested
that, as Hon. W. S. Fielding, Canadian
minister of finance, was coming to Lon-
don, the Australian Premier should
atthorize his London representative to
conduct  the negotiations.  Premier
Hughes, however, preferred to negotiate
directly.
“We at once accepted,” said Mr.
Robb, “but hefore I left Vancouver a
senera] election inAustralia was an-
nounced and Premier King immediately
asked Premier Hughes if he would pre-
fer postponement of the conference buf
Premier Hughes expressed a desire that
I should go to Australia as the tariff
board and Minister of Customs were
prepared to go inte the matter forth-
with.

“Reaching ‘Australia, I found them

{in the middle of the federal election

but the government had made every
arrangement for me to meet the tariff
board, We were together a month and
got along
find,” continued Mr. Robb, “was a cer-
tain amount of opposition from British
traders. I want to make it clear that
the British government had no part in
it, bt I could notice from the news-
g'apérs that theré was a sentiment try-

PAPER SUPPLY IN ALASKA.

Sherman Rogers Finds Enough Pulp
nfm" Half U, S, Needs.

Washington, Jan. 24 — In the very
near future southeastern Alaskan
spruce forests will be supplying from
80 to 50 per cent. of the news print
used in the United States, Shérman
Rogers of New York, declared in an
address before Army and Navy club
members discussing a recent trip there.

“Natural harbors,” he said, “are
fourid throughout the entire section and
there is abundant waterpower to de-
‘velop the pulp industry of the territory
to such an extent as to stabilize Amcr-
ican pulp prices indefinitely and at the
same time pour millions into the United
States treasury without reducing- the
timber supply.

“Alaskan timber grows from twoé to
three times as rapid as the timber in
the forested states of the Union, due
to the heavy rainfall, and with the for-
estty regulations now in effect all small
timber will be left, resulting in com-
plete reforestation every fifty years.

“The timbered arveas of Alaska are
within forty-eight hours by freight
steamships from Seattle, and the freight
rates will not prohibit competition in
the world’s markets.

PROMOTE TIMBER GROWTH.

Oaly Thitt;‘Yean' Supply in Sight in
; ew Yotk State.

The wood supply of the futire must
be obtained chiefly from land that Ias
been denuded of trees and which js
now producing little or no merchantable
timber, says the Forest Extension Ser-
vice of the New York State College of
Forestry. .Our wood supply cannot be
obtainéd from the forests that are left
for more than one generation. We have
already cut or burned over about five-
sixths of our original timbered area.
Timber in the United States is, being
cut and destroyed nearly six times fast-
er than it is growing,’ and the demand
is increasing. As it increases the con-
sumption of the remaining timbér will
increase proportionately. We  ‘have
enough left to keep us going at the
present rate of cutting from .twenty-
five to thirty years. That is all. After
that timber for commercial purposes
will be of inferior quality and of great
scarcity. A timber famine will con-
front us. Our industries and the peo-
ple at large will feel this stringency of
wood supply severely. Civilizattion
cannot’ progress without forests.

It requires about fifty years to grow
a merchantable white pine tree. It re-
quires from thitty to forty years to
grow a spruce tree for pulpwood. It
requires from sixty to seventy years
to grow a spruce for merchantable lum-
ber size. Fires each year burn over
many times more land than all the tree
nurseries in the United States could
stipply with plants. In the Adiron-
dacks and Catskills since 1903 approxi-
mately 1,200,000 acres have been burn-
ed over, but only 70,000 acres have
been reforested on public and private
land in the entire State during that
riod. :

It takes time, labor and money to
plant trees. It would mean many years
of reforesting before an adequate area
could be planted. The college recom-
mends that the Federsl Government,

put into effect a comprehensive plant-
ing programme commensurate with our
rapidly increasing needs.

Preceding generations have ‘passed
the buck’ to us. We are going to he
the ones to pay. The longer we delay
reforesting the higher will be the price.
How much we pay depends on how
long we wait,” says the Forest Extens-
ion Service.
