If you give verbal instructions to
the young idea in almost any branch of
sport at a. school your amateur status
is immediately lost in, the majority of
structions through the medium of news-
papers or magazines and still look down
with hauty disdain on the pro who is
earning his living by #aking advantage
of his knowledge?of ;some particular
branch of sport in the same way as the
‘amateur”—the only difference being in
method and not in principle.

The football association has definitely
adopted the principle of “once a pro, al-
ways a pro,” in practwe, if not in theory,
and it is now well nigh an impossibility
to secure reinstatement. If, however, be-
ing an amateur you are asked by a club
to give your services, accompanied by
an intimation that ‘a soft job with good
pay will be yours for the asking, you
may still retain your amateur standing.
What applies to ‘football applies to
cricket.

FOR SCOTTISH HOME RULE
 The Times has received from the sec- |
retary of the Scottish Home Rule As50- |
‘ciation a copy of a manifesto sent to the
British government appealing for home
rule for Scotland. The appeal begins
by congratulating the government on
the establishment of the Irish Free
State, which the authors believe will
open up a hew era of peace and pros-
perity for the people of Ireland. Note
is taken of the fact that the principle of
self-government has now been conceded
and it is argued that the question of
devolution in Great Britain at once
arises. A basic change has been made
in the constitution sof parliament by the
withdrawal of the Irish members, and
the Scattish Home Rule Association de-
clares that the government should for-
mnulate immedistely a comprehensive
scheme of self-government for England,
Scotland and Wales. Of the claims of
Scotland the appeal to the government
says:

“Scotland iy a nation in every sense
of the word, no less than Ireland, and
her claims to - self-government can no
longer be overlooked. The Scottish peo-
ple have been for a long period of time
convinced of the justice and necessity
of this principle, and in every parliament
for many years a majority of the Scot-
tish members have been pledged to home
rule for Scotland. During the last de-
cade the demand for self-government
bas strengthened enormously, and the
vision of a Scottish parliament sitting
in Edinburgh, legislating for Scotland,
has caught and held the imaginatio® of
the Scottish people. We have refrain-
ed from pressing our claims as actively
as we might have done because of our
belief in the priority of the claims of
Ireland to self-government. As a ne-
cessary consequence of the Irish settle-
ment we respectfully urge that it is
now Scotland’s turn to be considered.
We, therefore, call upon his ‘majesty’s
government to direct their attention im-
mediately to this question of home rule
for Scotland; to give it precedence over
every other political issue; to cease leg-
islating for Scotland from Westminster,
and to pass into law forthwith a mea-
sure of self-government suited to the

- needs and circumstances of Scotland and
satisfactory to the Scottish people.”

The claim is made that the association
making this appeal represents every
shade of political opinion, and that it
“puts forward this claim and appeal to
his majesty’s government in the full
kowledge and conviction that it is giv-

tion of home rule for each of the four
units in the United Kingdom has been
offered as a solution of the problem
created by Ireland’s demand for self-
government. Just how large a propor-
tion of the people of Scatland is be-
hind the present movement remains to
be seen.

complainin’ | sistants in office. knéwing their conduect

to have been improper. Among the
charges in support of which the state in-
troduced testimony were some to the ef- |
fect that Pelletier had conspired withl
Daniel H. Coakley of Boston, a lawyer, |
and others to commit blackmail by
thccatening criminal prosecution.  “i'he
bank records of Coakley and Pelleticr,
offered by the state, were excluded us a
yvhole, but were admitted in four cases
involving alleged money tranactions,

No evidence was offered for the de-
fence. United States Senator James A.
Reed of Missouri, chief counsel for Pelle-
tier, declaredthat the whole proceeding
was based on a conspiracy ugainst his
client by political and personal enemies,
and also that the prosecution had falien
flat because the state had failed to con-
nect the .district attorney with any
wrong doing. "Senator Reed said the de-
fence elected ‘to stand on the case as pre-
sented by thé state, arguing that there
was nothing:in ‘it to which the district
attorney need ' migke defence by testi-
mony. The aftorney-general, in his clos-
ing argument, urged Pelletier’s failure to
take the stand, as.a point against him.

By cross-examination of state wit-
nesses and in the<arguments of his coun-
sel, Pelletier’s defence was that he acted |
properly in handling all cases, that many
of those which he declined to press were '
efforts’ to use ;his- office as. a collection
agency, and that he never at any time,’
except in one case when he was paid a
legitimate fee as an ‘attorney in a law
firm, received any money return.

Pelletier was ‘appointed district attor-'
ney to fill an unexpired term in 1909 and
h‘as been re-elected at every election
since that time. He is a graduate of |
Boston College, which conferred the hon- !
orary degree of Doctor of Law upon him
in 1913, and of the Boston University |
Law School, and was admitted to the
Massachusetts bar in 1894,

Mr. Ross’ table D recites the total
capital investment that thay be required
to instal a new distributing plant com-

plete.

The second item on this account is the
cost of a transmission line from the re-
ceiving station to the centre of the city.
The portion of this line between the sta-
tion and the boundary of St. John is
provided for in the commission’s esti-
mates as part of their transmission cost
and we must therefore adjust this item
accordingly.

The cost of street lighting equipment,
now that we have analyzed the Ontario
plants, also needs some adjustment.

It is seen that at Windsor, a town of
only about 32,000 population, no less than
$219,399.18 has been spent for ornamen-
tal equipment on the streets. We are
certainly not in that class and it will
therefore be safer to eliminate this town
altogether as far as computing this item
s concerned.

Taking the other three towns, with a
total population of 199,402, we find their
costs of regular street equipment to be
§144,383.41; and for ornamental equip-
ment $45,442.62; therefore on the basis
of population our expemse under this
bead should be about:

Ornamental equipment 14,000

STEAM STATION.

Examination of Mr. Ross’ argument in
gavor of an auxiliary steam plant makes
it plain that if his economic argument
is and should such a plant be used
to “sustain the output of the water
power plant at a higher figure than the
commission would dare to attempt if a
steam plant were not in existence,” then
it would be the business of the commis-
sion te build it. It evidently can have
no place in our estimates of capital cost
of distribution. Omitting’ the steam
plant, then, and substituting our cor-
rected values we have:

Again, it is perplexing, after figur-
ing according to Mr. Ross’ statement on
page 27 of the report that the Musquash
plant only develops about 3,200 horse-
power at a maximum, of which the city
is supposed to purchase less than half,
to find Mr. Ross proposing a 4,000 horse-
power boiler capacity steam plant to
protect it.

It can be noticed that, according to
this table, the cost of hydro per k.%.h.
plus the cost of stand-by is almost ex-
actly the same as the cost of power now
produced by the Power Company as fig-
ured by Mr. Kensit after he had

(a) provided a high rate of interest on
what he terms a high capitalization.

(c) allowed for an excessive cost of
coal.

Alas for the common stock of the
Power Company; not even the gift of a
completed hydro can give it any value,
according to this table. '

Color Scheme of New Irish
Government — First Stamp

Issue.

Dublin, Feb. 21—Green will be the
color scheme of the new Irish govern-
ment, although the design for
flag is as yet undetermined. All the
post boxes, the postal vans and the
messenger bicycles, now red, will soon
be repainted an emerald green. The
British Royal arms and the lettering
“G.R.,” for George Rex, will be
obliterated and Gaelic inscription sub-
stituted. >

In adopting the color, the Post-
master-General was uninfimidated by
Parnell’s aversion to green and his
superstition that a change from the old
Irish blue as the national color would be
fatal to Irish freedom. Parnell held to
the end that Ireland would remain
nationally unlucky until it reverted t6
the old color.

The first issue of Irish postage stamps,
with the overprint, “Rialtas Sealadack
Na Bircann,” meaning “Provisional
Government of Ireland,” was available
this week. Lines of visitors beseiged the
principal postoffices for hours, but sup-
plies equalled the demand. .

New York, Feb. 21 — To make
psychological research earn its own way
is the object of a group of twenty lead-
ing United States psychologists who an-
nounced their incorperation under the
name of the Psychological Corporation,
with headquarters in the Grand Central
Terminal Building. i

The president of the corporation is
J. McKeen Cattell, formerly a professor
at Columbia University, who recently

the university on account of his dismis-
sal from the faculty following aleged
pacifist activities. Walter Dill Scott, of
Northwestern University, is first vice-
president; Lewis M. Terman, of Stan-
ford, second vice-president; Edward L.
Thorndike, of Teachers’ College, Colum-
bia University, chairman of the board,
and Prof. Angell, of Yale, is one of the
directors. S i

The Psychological Corporation is said
by its organizers to be the first corpor-
ation under the business laws of any
state whose objects are the advance-
ment of science and whose earnings must
be used for scientific research.

Money for the support of the psy-
chological research work will be earned
by the- practical application of psy
chology to business industrial and other
problems.

Among other services which the cor-
poration is equipped to render are se-
lection of personnel for large plants or
corporations, and furnishing experts for
clinical work.

It is announced at Ottawa that the
present level of building in Canada has
not been reached since 1914 The build-
ing record of 1921 was $240,185800, as
against $255,605,500, a slight decrease in
nioney vaiue of coniracts let which is
probably more than outweighed by the
fall in building costs. The decrease, such
as it is, occurs enly in the western and
maritime provinces, Ontario and Quebec
showing substantial increases.

Roughly, $76,000,000 worth of residen-
'tial construction was put in hand during
the year; $85,000,000 worth of business
property, $16,600,000 worth of industrial
and $62,000,000 worth of engineering con-
struction.

 MONEY NEEDED

Annual Meeting of the New |
Brunswick S. P. C.

Reports on Cases Dealt With
in ‘St. John and Elsewhere
During 1921— Some Sug-
gestions -and Hopes—Ani-
mal Rescue League.

The annual meeting of the Newi;
Brunswick Society for the Preventiong
of Cruelty was held this afternoon in the |
Board of Trade rooms, with D.C. Clinch,
president, in the chair. In his annual re-
port, Mr. Clinch said much good had |
been dome by the society during the |
year. He said that the average work‘
horse and light delivery horse of this
city were kept in good condition and‘
kindly treated. Occasionally heavy1
teams were overloaded, but the drivers |
were reasonable when spoken to and in-
clined to follow instructions. There were |
few cases for the police court, which he |
thought a matter for congratulation. |

One very important matter was the '
lack of funds for the work in various'
parts of the province. They frequently |
heard .of cases of cruelty to animals in'
country districts where they had no
agency, and had to trust to the kindness
of some private individual to manage for
them. He made an appeal of this kind
last year, but success in collections was
not very great. |

“The socicty,” he said, “has sustained
a great loss through the death of Mrs. J.
V. Ellis, who accomplished a great deal
for us during her lifetime, and was most
active in building the drinking fountfn
on the west side, for the use of animals.
Strange tb say, this fountain was
knocked down, or blown down, imme-
diately after Mrs. Ellis’ death.”

Mr. Clinch testified to the ready and
cheerful assistance given him by the chief
of police, Sergeant Rankine, and all
members of the police force.

Agent’s Review.

S. M. Wetmore, agent, submitted the
forty-first annual report of this society. |
About the same number of cases were
dealt with as last year, but none had
been of very cruel character, no doubt
due to the influence of the society. Many
minor cases of cruelty were done by
people who through carelessness or
habit had no intention of ill-treating ani-
mals. In such cases he tried to draw
their attention to this, and in almost
every instance they would agree and
promise to do better, but he was afraid
in too many cases they failed to carry
this out.

Mr. Wetmore spoke of the need for
more branches of the society in districts
throughout the province. The branches
at Woodstock, St. Stephen, Newcastle
and Sackville, he was. afraid, ‘were not
very ‘active, for they do not send in any ‘
report. The agents at Hillsboro, Sus-
sex and Harcourt were doing excellent
work. |

“There are some things,” he said,’

—#which we might do if we had the means.
One of them is to circulate literature in
the interests of kindness to the dumb
creation. We still need to educate the
people. 1 wish that the clergy and
school teachers and all interested in the
instruction of the young ‘would assist us
so far in our work as to teach children
the duty of being kind to animals, so
that the killing of birds, and robbing of
their nests, the slaughtering of small
wild animals, may be greatly reduced. I
would add the following quotations from
a report of the Roy S. P. C. A.:—

“<Children at home and at school
should be encouraged in acts of kindness
to animals, should be discouraged in
amusement which inflict pain on any
creature having life, and should be led
into a thoughtful consideration of the
ordinary treatment of animals. Servants
should not merely be admonished when
inflicting pain, but should be taught how
frequently, from ignorance and habit,
théy disregard the comfort and happiness
of loving creatures placed under their
charge; how often their thoughtlessness
entails actual torment; and how certain-
ly their own inferests are involved in a
careful study and protection of the ani-
mals under their direction and manage-
ment. Exhortation from the pulpit, ad-
desses from the platform, lessons in the
schools, advice by visitors to the poor,
and rewards for kind treatment of ani-
mals, should be given, and, above all,
there should be constant exhibition made

: ill-treatment.

of concern and interest for all living
creatures.’ ”

He suggested prizes to the children of
the schools for essays on kindness and
proper treatment to our faithful animals,
and that this matter be taken up by the
executive. He would be pleased to’ offer

,one prize, and felt there were many
; others who would do the same.

The Montreal S. P. C. A. had corre-
sponded with this society with the view
of having humane literature introduced
into our schools. This matter was tak-
en up with the school trustees here, and

they showed a willingness to have this |
done, provided it did not interfere with '

their regular work. Copies of this lit-

| erature were sent us, but it was found

the society 'alone was unable to under-
take the work, owing to the financial
condition. This matter should be fol-
lowed up with a view of getting assist-
ance from the city and provincial gov-
ernment. ;

St. John Horses

Mr. Wetmore noted with pleasure the
steady improvement in the class of
horses used in trucking and other work
in St. John, and the treatment received
from their owners or men in charge of
them, who take pride in keeping their
horses in good condition and covered
during the cold and stormy weather.
But he came across exceptions to'this,
particularly on the ferry, 'by overloading
their horses and neglecting to blanket

_them. The former occurred too often
‘at low tide, which seemed to be more

like greed on the part of teamsters to
save ferriage. He thought here was a
chance for the city to help by charging
double ferriage on such loads.

Great praise was due to the ladies in
charge of the Animal Rescue League for
the excellent work they are doing for
the protection and comfort of the dogs
and cats in this city.

“Qur president, Mr. D. C. Clinch,”
says the report, “is taking a very active
part in the work of the society. He
being out around the city daily, is ever
on the alert for any abuse to horses or
any other animals, and at once takes
steps to prevent it. His knowledge of
the horse and how it should be treated
is'a great assistance to me in my work.
He has in many cases gone with me
when investigating acts of cruelty re-
ported, and I have found his valuable
advice a great help in preventing further
Everyone knows him to
be a thorough and competent judge of
a horse and other animals, and his ad-
vice is generally carried out.

«Dr. L. A. Donovan, our veterinary
surgeon, has at all times given me his
valuable advice and assistance in my
work, and on several occasions has gone
with me to investigate cases of cruelty,
not only in the city, but has gone out
of the city with me, which has been a
great benefit, not only to me in fhy work,
but has been the means of giving good
advice and instructions to persons hav-
ing animals under their care. Our best
thanks are due to Dr. L. A. Donovan.”

Mr. Wetmore also extends best thanks
to J. King Kelley for valuable advice
and cases taken to court in which he
has acted for the society; also to the
chief of police and his officers for as-
sistance. Particularly he mentioned
Sergeant Rankine of North End, “who
has in so many ways assisted me, and
reported cases of cruelty and acted for
me when I, through other business on
hand, could not get away.” There also
was a word of thanks for many kind
people throughout the city who report-

REPORT, YEAR 1921.

In presenting the eighth annual report
of The Animal Rescue League, Miss Lil-
lian Hazen, secretary, referred to the
