In competition then, with the bet-
ter half of the students/at one of the
two chief universities of the empire, the
American Rhodes scholars have in the
final examinations done on the whole
considerably better than the average. By
comparison with the “scholars” of the
Oxford colleges the American record is
by no means so good, but these scholars
are picked men, who begin far «down in
their school days to keep always in view
the single goal of success at the Oxford
examinations—a success which in Eng-
land, before the war, generally insured a
living and a good chance at some de-
gress of eminence. The Americans had
no such concentrated objective. As for
tire accomplishments of Rhodes scholars
in the world outside the university, Pro-
fessor Burgess remarks that the oldest
of them are barely forty, an age at which
great fame or fortune has not often been
‘attained.

Teachers and Lawyers.

The distribution of occupations, how»
ever, is interesting. Of the 303 men who
reported, 114 were teachers, ninety-one
of them in colleges or universities. There
were seventy-two lawyers.
of the returned Rhodes scholars are con-
centrated in these two occupations, Cecil
Rhodes, as is known, expected that most
of his scholars would go out inte. poli-
tics or diplomacy, as most of the Ger-
man scholars did; but one circuistance
which he overlooked has kept the
Americans out of those fields.

It allows
earlier working in the spring.

Great losses are
caused every year in the forests of this
province through carelessness. The fol-
lowing are the forest fire laws of Canada
boiled down into small compass for Boy
Scouts and others who get back into the
woods:

1t is strictly forbidden to let fires run
at large or leave any fire unextinguished
even for 4 short absence.

Care with small fires is the best pre-
ventive of large ones. Therefore:

1. Carefully ettinguish lighted matches,
wadding of firearms, ‘or other burning
substances before throwing them away.

2. Build camp-fires no larger than
necessary; large fires are harder to ex-
tinguish.

8. Do not build fires in leaves, long
grass, moss, rotter®wood, or other places
where they’ﬁtre likely to spread; a bare
rock makes a safe fire site.

4. Do not build fires against trees or
under overhanging evergreen trees or
against large or hollow logs, where it is
difficult to extinguish them.

5. In windy weather, and in danger-
ous places, dig holes or clear the ground
to a distance of ten feet on every side to
confine the camp-fire.

The experienced woodsman extin-
guishes with water his camp-fire when
leaving camp, even when he is to be ab-
sent only an hour or 8o.

IN PRACTICE

(Canadian Finance.) \

We hear so much of the benefits to be
derived from state ownership and opem-‘
tion = of industry, banking, insurance
schemes, etc., etc., that we are inclined
at times to become communistic in our
thoughts. It all seems so beautiful—
tthis orderly arrangement of the duties
and responsibilities which our Socialist
brethren have prepared for the better-
ment of mankind—but alas it is only a
theory. We are told that the commun-!
ist movement in Russia is based on the!’
definite assumption that all men are good
—they have changed the old idea that
“The king can do no wrong” into a
much broader belief that “Mankind can
do no wrong.” This seems to be the
outstanding flaw in Socialistic ideals,
they fail to recognize the shortcomings .

Herbert L. Stewart, professor of phil-
wsophy in Dalhousie University, and
well known jn St. John, recently ad-
dressed the an Society of New
York.

The
article is here quoted in full:—

f. Stewart’s contention that unmi-
versities ' everywhere should address
themselves to this great and highly nec-
essary educative task is assuredly one to
command the wide attention of states-
men and of educators;

Long ago some foreign critics pro-
nounced the English to be a profoundly
uneducated people, who know no foreign
languages, worked short hours, substi-
tuted “good form” for efficiency, de-
Eciated teachers, had no respect for
- knowledge, were given over to sport
and games, holidays and “week-ends,”
not to mention strikes and drink. The
Germans used to declare that it was
their schoolmasters that won them the
wars of 1864, 1866, 1870; and they cer-
tainly showed in the recent war what
formidable strength can be produced by
& universal 'scientific systematic instruc-
tion, resulting in an extraordinary un-
enimity of national aim and an unde-
nlable capacity of sacrifice for an ideal.

That the ideal chosen was a narrow

and selfish one dees not make the effort’,

put forth less wonderful. There is some
danger of a popular confusion on this
point, and of all organization, especially
educational organization, being repudi-
ated as Prussianism. And it is a healthy
fnstinct in us to feel that even the best
prepared machine, directed by a wrong
ppirit, can be beaten on its own chosen

d by the volun self-organizinfi
activities of a free people.

On this very point there is much of
interest in the following excerpt from
the final report of the Adult Education
Committee of the British University of
Reconstruction:

“We see how much the German ma-
rhine left lacking of individual initia-
tive, of varied forms of development, of
buoyancy of spirit—qualities which can
only grow up in an atmosphere of free-
dom. But some of the best lessons are
those taught by the enemy; and the les-
son we have to learn is how to combine
this essential freedom and individuality
with a good deal more efficlency and
pystem and organization, in which points
we are still behind both France and

merica.

“Never was the lesson more needed
than now, when we are taking educa-
tion in its true sense, and are beginning
to see that all our present urgent prob-
{ems come back to it as their basis and
Foﬂtulote. Thus the international prob-
em, how to strengthen world-peace in
the future, can have no hope of solution
until the map of Europe is re-drawn on

sound lines of nationality, but with
guarantees for other factors, too, such
as religious and racial minorities, and
until the peoples of the world are ready
to intervene actively in the future, every
time that settlement is endangered,

“Clearly this requires that at least in
the two peoples of the British and the
United States every intelligent man shall
have some appreciation of the danger and
the comsequent duty it imposes on him.
How is this possible without a far more
educated public? !

“Can we take off the baser sort of
politician, and the dark methods of the
caucus, the secret funds and the sale of
‘honors, without weakening the practica-
bility and the efficiency of the two-party
system? Is' it not manifest that a
|democracy which has to ‘solve these
questions must be an educated democ-
racy ?”

Already there are indications, in this
country, that a beginning is being made
: along the lines so clearly pointed out by
Prof. Stewart. Columbia University has
within a few days announced a course
of lectures for women at Barnard Col-
lege—twice a week from Feb. 3 to April
28—on “Modern Social, Economic and
i Political Problems.” This course is not
'confined to enrolled students at Barn-
"ard, but may be attended by all women
iwho conform to the simple conditions
!1aid down by the university. The official
| announcement .is in these significant
! words:

“The course is designed primarily to
meet the special need of women with
| some lelsure who wish to prepare them-
selves for more intelligent citizenship. It
will not only be valuable for those look-
'ing forward to definite social work, but
wlgll be helpful to all who have a general
interest in clvic problems.
“The problems studied will be from
the following general topics: Existing
conditions in regard to income, poverty,
crime, disease; the soclal effedf of mod-
ern industry; relations of capital and
labor, labor unions, schemes of indus-
trial demoecracy; after-the-war condi-
tions affecti the family, position of
women, population, international rela-
tions; political problems from the point
| of view of the voter, and the function-
ing of governmental machinery with par-
ticular reference to social problems;
various programmes for social reform
(and radical change; immediate trends of
socfal and industrial evolution.” :

Action is thus being taken by one of
our greatest universities to help women
to vote on a basis of information of the
highest value. It is perhaps natural that,
in view of the very recent adoption of
nation-wide woman suffrage, here in the
United States, women should be the first
thought of in connection with the prob-
lem of bringing sbout an educated de-
mocracy; but there should be no delay
about extending a like opportunity to
men. .
! It is not an easy thing to know th
truth, but the truth is a very great thing
indeed when once it is known. And let
it not be forgotten that it is the truth,
and only the truth, that can make us
free—whether as Individuals or nation-
allg. Real “freedom,” therefore can
come only with real education in respect
to civic ideals and duties. Speed the
day. '

EYEWITNESS
OF BOLSHEVISM'S FAILURE.
(Toronto Mail & Empire.)

Another competent witness takes the
path and proceeds to give téstimony in
the famous case of Bolshevism vs Civili-
pation. She is Mrs. Maude Radford
Warren, by birth a Canadian, and well
»nd favorably known to readers of Am-
prican magazines and novels. She has re-
turned recently from a country operat-
*d upon Bolshevik principles, namely,
the former Republic of Azerbaijan. She
would have returned sooner if she had
not been interned by the Bolshevik au-
thorities, and thus might have missed the
ppportunity of observing the doctrine of
Trotzky and Lenine at work. Her
testimony as presened In the New York
Times, does not corroborate that of
Mr. Wells, but rather favors the conten-
lons of John Spargo, the former 'Am-
erican Socialist, and Henry Arthur
Jones who has had a good deal of fun
in pointing out the contradictions and
nbsurdities in Mr. Wells’ articles. She
pupports Mr. Wells to the extent of be-
Ing able to believe that the Bolsheviki
mean well ,and that they have not had a
fair opportunity in Russia to usher in
their demi-Paradise, because of subsidiz-
pd raids, invasions and insurrections.
The blockade also has hindered them.
Nevertheless, they have had three years
tg grasp the problem they have under-
taken to solve. It remains insoluable.

Bolshevik Annexation.

Azerbaijan has a population of some
5,000,000, and the inhabitants are sup-
posed to have come originally from Cen-
iral Asia. They are for the most part
of Tartar and Turkish blood. Their
lormer republic abuts on Russia, and is
just west of the Caspian Sea. Few

le ever would have heard of the lit-
e republic had it not been for the fact
khat it has more oil wells than almost

y other spot in the world, in propor-

to its territory. For a hundred
rs it was an appanage of Russia, but
then Kerensky failed dn bis grandlose

scheme of establishing a republic of
Transcoucasia, it declared its independ-
ence, and was working along fairly
successfully in this guise until the Bol-
sheviki attacked and annexed it. Their
object, of course, was to get hold of the
oil wells, of which Russia stood so much .
in need. They professed that the real
purpose of the invasion was to liberate
the proletariat.

Propaganda First,

The Bolshevists used their usual tac-
tics. For two years before they appealed
to force they had their agents in the
little republic telling the workingmen
of the happiness that would be theirs
if they only seized the opportunity of
abolishing the capitalists. = When this
seed had been sown, there was a sud-
den swoop of Bolshevik forces, breaking
an armistice, and the republic was cap-
tured with little fighting. Before they
came, Azerbaijan was getting on well
enough, according to Mrs. Warren. It
is true there were occasional  massacres
of the Christians by the Moslems, but
there was work to be done. There was
food enough for everybody. The educa-
tinal system was generally satisfactory.
These conditions were speed:ly corrected.
The first move of the conquering Bol-
sheviki was to establish a Revolutionary
Committee, which was to rule the new
territory until the Soviets could be elect-
ed by workmen, peasants and soldiers,
the only elements permitted to vote.

The Red Executioneers.

Then there was established the Coun-
ter-Revolutionary Committee. The fune-
tion of the latter was to suppress all
activities against Bolshevism and to en-
force the laws against profiteering in
food and other essentials. It was a court,
composed mostly of young men, though
there were also young women members,
nearly all importations from Russia. Its
chief business consisted in trying and
executing persons supposed to be hostile
to Bolshevism. It worked like the Ter-
ror in France. The trials were brief.

The league is
endeavoring to make headway in the
prairie provinces—we would do well not
to underestimate the damaging nature
of its propaganda.

THE NATION'S. REAL DANGER.
(Toronto Globe.)
The movement for the suppression of
sedition in Canada is presumably based
upon some evidence or suspicion of that
crime; but to the average reader of the
day’s new it looks as if this community
is in more danger from highway robbery,
burglary and joy-riding than from
treason to the state. We.do not believe
there is any serious movement forthe
separation of Canada from the British
empire or for annexation to the United
States. = But there are evidences of a
breaking away from moral standards and |
a drift toward crime. In a recent ad-
dress on “Criminals and Probation,”
Judge Coatsworth is reported as saying
there was a wave of crime passing-over
the city which was involving many
young boys.

We need to be a little
less nervous about international and im-
perial relations, and much more con-
cerned about individual morality, There

the every-day virtues of honesty, indus-
try, kindness and courtesy. War psy-
chology may have something to do with
neglect of this teaching. The tendency
of war is to make us consider’ nations
in the mass, and to judge men and
women by their race and national affilia-
tions. Now that the war is over it may
be fitting to get back to those standards
of conduct by which men and women of
all races and nations are to be judged.

It is the fashion to smile at the Vie-
torian standards, at the seriousness and
sentimentality of the men and women of
half a century ago, and their regard for|
the proprieties of life. The pendulum
has swung too far the other way, so
that many young people act’ as if there
weére no standards at all. We do not
want to exaggerate these faults or to
overpraise past generations as compared
with this, but there does seem to be a
lack of seriousness, andia thirst for
amusement and excitement which may
weaken the power to resist temptation.
A good deal is said today about teaching
the duties of citizenship. Let it not be
forgotten that the basis of good citizen-
ship is the eonduct of the individual in
the ordinary relations of life. - National
morality can rise no higher than indi-
vidual character.

The ces-
sation of tribal warfare and the improve-
ment in sanitary conditions brought
about by British engineers, made for an
increase in the black population. The
blacks were developing racial conscious-
ness, and this development was made
possible by the solidarity of racial action.

Relations Between Races.

Two distinct ideas were held as to
the future relations between blacks and
whites, One idea held by the more pro-
gressive element in the British commun-
ity was that there could be no hope of
keeping five-sixths of the population in
permanent subjection, and denying them
political rights. Force would be re-
quired to carry out such a policy.

Paris, Feb. 2—Although as a result
of the war there are mearly two million
more women than men in France, it
was never so difficult for a man to get
matried. pies
That, at least, is the burden of many
complaints addressed by young French-
men to the well-known novelist Henri
Bordeaux, who has been writing a series |
of articles in the Echo de Paris aboutl
post-war society. '
His latest article is entitled “The!
Strike of \Women,” and he quotes several |
extracts from letters he has received
from unhappy swains, The Burden of
their lament is that the modern  girl
has learned during the war the benefits
of economic independence and has ceased |
to regard marriage, with its duties and
responsibilities, as the aim" of feminine
* existence. ‘One lonely male of 29 ‘¢on-
fesses that the damsel of his dreams
actually intimated that she was willing’,

to give him her heart,‘but flatly de-’
clined to consider married life. - This
is an infringement upon masculine pre-
rogative with a vengeance and® evi-
dently comes as a shock to the average!
Frenchman. For the truth is that, |
despite France’s world-wide reputation
for loose living, there is no country, in
flurope at any rate, where the sancity
of the home, especially so far' as women
are concerned, has been so carefully
preserved.,

Other correspondents says M. Bor-
deaux, blame the worldliness of the girl
of today and of her parents. “They
won’t marry any one who hasn’t an ab-
solutely stable position,” they declare
“and they donm’t mean a good business
job or anything like that, but a Gov-
ernment post or that of an official in a
big company.”

Naturally the majority of young men
voice the age-old lament of city dwellers
all the world over.” “We don’t know
nice girls,” they say, “the sort of girls
we should like to marry, and we can’t
get to know them. 5

If they could, and did, and the girls
were willing to marry them and their
parents were willing to give their con-
senit—which is required by French law—
and if all the innumerable formalities
~were fulfilled, the difficulties in the
way of marriage would, if they, only
knew it, be by no nieans over. In every
French city of any size the housing
problem is terribly serious. ‘I was told:
a few days ago at one of the municipal
marriage registry office in Paris that
dozens of young couples were postpon-
ing their weddings after everything had
,been arranged owing to the impossibil-
ity of inding suitable' homes.

What is more, prices in France are
higher than ever today and show small
signs of falling. Where one could fur-
nish a comfortable littlg apartment for
1,000 francs hefore the war, it costs
full 10,000 today. Of eourse if one has
the time to go about and hunt “bar-
gains,” things can be done more cheap-

The Japanese gunboat opened fire and
seven shots hit the hull. The boat was
partially: submerged. in shallow water
and thirty-four workmen were killed
by gun-fire or drowned in efforts to get
to shore.

SAYS NING-TENTHS
OF NATION 1S DRY

Church Research -Secretary
Finds Only a Few Weak
Enforcement Spots.

CANADA’S HOPE
IN VOCATIONAL
TRAINING
(Halif{;x Echo.)

The stabilizing of technical education
in Canada, is a very desirable plank in
the education platform of the Dominion!
It seems to be a part of that general
awakening that the war brought to the

whole world, and in which Canada is
proving herself equal to demands. The

Washington, Feb, 19—Reviewing the
status -of prohibition enforcement, Deets
Pickett, research secretary of the Board
of Temperance of the Methodist Epis-
copal Church, said that the law was be-
ing reasonably well enforced in nine-
tenths of the United States, but weuak
spots existed,

“Over nine-tenthd§ of the territory of
the United States prohibition is being
enforced reasonably well, much better
than many other laws, in fact,” said Mr.
Pickett. “In Western Pennsylvania, cer-
tain parts of New Jersey, in New York
City ‘and in a few other localities, re-
sistance; to the law has been more and
more successful as the months have
passed. Prohibition enforcement in these
localities is very far from satisfactory.
This is due to a natural reaction, to bet-
Iter acquaintanve en the part of law-
! breakers with methods of law evasion,
ito a propaganda of lawlessness being
‘carried on in some great newspapers,
‘and  otherwise to the failure of those
‘states and municipalities to co-operate
“with the federal /officials, and to the
weaknesses in the policy of prohibition
enforcement referred to above, |

“Much of the violation of the law is
due directly to incitement on the part
of those who have a political motive in
re-establishing the beer saloon as a po-
litical agency.

“Entirely too many proprietary or
‘patent’ medicines have been consumed
for beverage purposes during the last
year, These medicines are, as a rule,
a curse to the country at any time, al-
through such a statement, if unqualified,
would be unfair to some of them.

“The Prohibition Enforcement Bureau |
has just thoroughly revised its entire
policy in regard to patent medicines,
and it is believed that any manufacturer
who gets a permit hereafter will, in fact, |
be producing a medicine truly unfit for
beverage use.

“Large quantities of liquor have ap-|
peared on the market as the result of !
forging of withdrawal permits. This is
especially true in regard to New York.
For several months the commissioner’s
office has been working on a system of-
safeguarding these permits. A special
paper has been prepared and other me-
thods will be put into operation March
1 which, it is believed, will make forg-
ery very difficult.

“An opihion of the attorney general
has also stopped the issuance of permits
to wholesale dealers in liquors. Whole-
salers will be given an opportunity to
dispose of their stocks on hand, but they
can then withdraw no more,

“The amendment itself does not pre-
vent the importation of liquors for
‘medicinal purposes,’ &c., and the only
way to handle this is to see that the
consignees are not allowed to receive the
liquor unlss they are able to prove that
it is for legitimate use,

“Much trouble has been caused Iy
the misuse of alcohol withdrawn for

necessity for a much wider diffusion of
education is apparent, and at the same
time, the necessity for earning a living
at a comparatively early age is recog-
nized. Hundreds of girls and boys are
unable to continue the regular school
course because it seems to have so lit-
tle relation to the question of earning
bread and butter.

Men and women, facing the problem
of caring for a family on a weekly wage,
are less likely to see the value of general
education for John or Mary, than they
are to recognize the financial advaniage
of the four to ten dollars each may add
to the family income by going to work
at the earliest possible age. But, if the
extension of technical training shall in-
clude the founding of vocational schools,
in which girls and boys while acquiring
“book knowledge” are also being fitted
to demand better wages because trained
workers to start with, that is a different
thing. It will not seem such a hopeless
task to pinch and save a year or two
longer for such an improved prospect.
The children themselves, pressed by the
necessity of earning, will see the great
task of their lives. .

In all probability the future will see
our vocational schools being established
on a firm basis, having affiliation witn
factories and workshops so that for a
few hours a day the girls ahd boys will
be participating in real work, and not
merely pretending to acquire skill in un-"|
important or practically valueless direc-
tions. But, however that may be, the
prospect of four millions of dollars an-
nually being set apart for the extension
of technical education in Canada is grat-
