Sunday afternoon, August 21st, oc­
curred the first wedding. I then unit- 
ed in marriage Jons Perssoi* to Hannah 
Persdotter.

In 
the evening was a wedding dinner at 
the Persson's. All the spoons were of 
solid silver, heirlooms from Qld Sweden.

WATCHING WRANGEL.

A Ixmdon despatch states that the 
Soviet"government of Russia has agreed 
to the British peace suggestions and 
promises immunity to General Wrangel 
if he will lay down his arms. 
Wrangel, according to his statements, 
will demand more than this, for he 
says that there must be a line of de- 
markatlon drawn and that the territory 
now held by him must be allowed to 
exist under self-government.

In press despatches regarding Rus­
sia the name of General Wrangel is 
coming into more and more prominence 
and in some quarters the belief is ex­
pressed that he is the man who may 
later bring order from chaos in Russia.

Realizing 
that he could not withstand the Soviet 
forces, Wrangel transported the re­
mainder of his men by water to the 
Crimea and has succeeded in standing 
off the attacks of his opponents, pos­
sibly because they have been too busy 
with the Poles to send a large force 
against him.

General Wrangle must have confi­
dence in the situation, for lie has refused 
the British suggestion that he make 
peace with the Soviet government, 
less a line of demarkation be drawn 
that will include* the Lauridian plains 
to Dnieper, territory that Wrangel has 
brought under his jurisdiction since his 
withdrawal to the Crimea.

The Soviet government has recently 
refused to make peace with Wrangel 
with a promise of immunity for the lat­
ter and his followers, so both factions 
are standing pat. Close observers 
believe that Wrangel is more likely to 
succe^l against the Soviet administra­
tion than was Kolchat or Denekin, be­

Limit to Sign Confession 
Then Killed Him.

utes by the clock was the time limit set 
by Mabel Coleman, seventeen-year-old 
daughter of Nathaniel Coleman, for her 
father to sign a paper setting forth what 
he had attempted to do when he entered j 
her bedroom. Failure of Coleman to 
have signed the paper when the alarm 
went off as it had been set, resulted in 
three shots being fired at him, two of 
which took effect and resulted in his 
death.

Half an hour after the tragedy at tkp 
Coelm an home in Pleasantville yester­
day morning the girl was taken into cus­
tody by Magistrate Brown. She virtu­
ally confessed committing the crime and 
was immediately sent to Mays landing 
and locked up in the county jail.

Acting Assistant Prosecutor Burton 
Gaskill, accompanied by Chief of County 
Detectives John P. Wilson and A. K. 
Littlefield, court stenographer, went to 
the county seat early this afternoon.

The invèstigation made by Detectives 
Wilson and Marx disclosed tiiat the girl 
stood In fear of her father because of 
forced relations which she resented. She 
had lived with her father since the sep­
aration of her parents seven years ago.

According to her story, her father en­
tered her bedroom early yesterday morn­
ing and, upon seeing him, the girl hur­
riedly obtained a revolver, which had 
been owned by her father. She ordered 
him out of the room under pain of being 
shot The man left the room.

For fully forty-five minutes the girl 
kept the father under cover of the wea­
pon. He had gone out Into the yard, 
but returned to procure feed for chick­
ens-

1 FREE VACCINATIONLondon, Aug. 6—By an overwhelm­
ing majority the government this eve­
ning jammed through the Irish crimes 
bill, designed to restore order in Ireland. 
Lengthy derates preceded the voting in 
the house of commons but lacking the 
presence of Premier Lloyd George and 
Herbert H. Asquith they did not stir the 
interest which attached to yesterday’s 
discussion and were far less acrimonious.

A notable exception was a furious out­
burst by Joseph Devlin, Nationalist 
member from Belfast, who defied the 
authority of the house to bring him to 
order and precipitated an exciting scene 
ns a result of which lie was suspended. 
He stalked out, followed by all the other 
Irish members and almost the entire 
Labor representation.

For a time it seemed as though there 
was no way for suppressing Mr- Devlin 
except removing him bedily. He un­
loosed a flood of invectives against the 
bill, demanded that Mr. Lloyd George 
re summoned to “share responsibility for 
this iniquitous measure,” and vehement­
ly asserted the reason the premier 
absent was that he might "concoct an­
other war with Russia.”

From the government benches cries 
“order, order,” arose with admonitions 
to respect the house.

Mr. Devlin shouted In reply, “I have 
no respect for the house of commons; I 
despise It.”

It is announced by the school board 
that free vaccination clinics will be held 
at the office of the medical inspector of 
the public schools, Dr. Mabel Hanington, 
in the board of health rooms in Princess 
street commencing on August 12, be­
tween the hours of 1.30 aqd 4.30 p.m.

Early vac­
cination will enable the intending pupil 
to receive a permit at an early date and 
each year there has been considerable in­
convenience to pupils and their parents, 
not to mention the staff of the school 
board through delay in obtaining per­
mits. The advice to be vaccinated early 
and secure a permit early is reiterated 
each year and of late years there has been 
rather more heed paid to it. It is hoped 
that this year will show an ever greater 
promptness on the part of the parents.

reserve. In spite of the similarity in 
names, none but the most distant re­
lationship exists between the two In­
dians.

The alleged crime was committed 
Orompcto about two months ago, 

but the authorities kept it quiet in the 
hope that the Indian would be arrested.

John Paul, of the St. Marys reserve, 
Devon, also is wanted by the police. The 
offence charged against him is assaulting 
a police officer in the case, Town Mar­
shall Hayes of Devon.
Indian Election*

The Indians of the Oromoeto re-f 
serve will elect a chief on Tuesday next. 
Indian Agent B. J. Grisfitch of Fred­
ericton will conduct the election, action 
on instructions from Ottawa.

This is a new departure, as heretofore 
the Oromoeto reserve and the SL Mary’s 
reserve in Devon have been one as far 
as chief is concerned. The chief of both 
usually being a St. Marys Indian. Re­
cently the Oromoeto Indians have raised 
objection to this arrangement and have 
asked for their own chief. Upon the situ­
ation being placed before the Indian de­
partment at Ottawa, instructions were 
issued to the agent to hold an election.

There appears to be as many tricks 
to an Indian election as to any other. 
Already the question of qualification 
has been raised, Indians residing at Gage- 
town are classed as belonging to the 
Oromoeto band. Efforts, however, are 
being made to have the franchise extend­
ed beyond the, confines of Gagetown and 
are being resis'ted by the agents.

It is very unusual to hold an election 
for chief at this time of^the year, and 
the Oromoeto reserve is receiving an add­
ed distinction. The form of election is 
similar. The agent will call for nomin­
ations and after they are made he will 
prepare the ballots and the “braves” will 
vote in the usual w

Fredericton, N. B., Aug. 7 — New 

Brunswick is not going to experience1 
two big apple crops in succession. That 
was ijpt expected last season when a 
first rate crop of almost ■all varieties1 
was obtained, as two remarkably good 
years seldom follow one another, but 
the crop is now far enough advanced for, 
a rough estimate to be made. A crop 1 
sixty per cent, of that of last year is ; 
what is expected. At the first of the 
season it promised much better, but the 
protracted period of dry weather in the 
late spring and early summer caused an 
abnormally heàvy “drop.” Young fruit 
fell to the ground in huge quantities.

In 1919 the export of apples from the 
St. John valley reached proportions 
which had not been reached before, Mon­
treal taking the bulk of the fruit at 
prices superior to those obtained by any 
other apples. It is anticipated that 
Montreal again will take a large pro­
portion this year. . Prices are expected 
to be firm. Of the different varieties, 
Alexander and Famouse will show the 
greatest reduction. Every apple will 
not show the reduction to the same 
degree as the later ones. Duchess and 
similar varieties form the bulk of the 
early apples.

The sert wherry crop in New Bruns­
wick is assuming greater importance 

Much of this is exported, 
Montreal taking a large share. It is not 
believed that as many strawberries 
were exported this season as last. The 
Fredericton section did not send as ; 
many, but the Sackville section kept 
up its average.

pleased with the fruit shipped in this 
manner.

They reported the The following statement has been 
handed out by the National Council of 
Education:

The Natibnal Council of Education, 
organized as a result of the conference 
on education in relation to citizenship, 
which was held in Winnipeg last year, 
has briefly three principal duties. First, 
the setting up of a national bureau of 
education, a non-government institution 
which, it is hoped, may in course of 
time at lqgst partly supply needs of a 
federal bureau ; secondly, the carrying 
out of a survey of school text books ; 
and thirdly, the consideration of mat­
ters affecting the status of the teaching 
profession.

Under the British North America Act 
the provinces are autonomous in so far 
as the administration of education is 
concerned, and fears have been express­
ed that in the creation of a federal bu­
reau there .would be danger of infringe­
ment of provincial rights. The national 
bureau, however, organized purely as an 
advisory and co-ordinating factor and 
general clearing bouse of educational 
data, has received the endorsation of 
representatives of the Winnipeg confer- 

deallng with the subject into ef­
fect. The bureau will embody features 
of the department of special enquiries 
and reports of the English board of edu­
cation, and of the federal bureau of edu­
cation at Washington. On matters af­
fecting education the various states to 
the south of us are similarly placed to 
our own province, although there the 
federal bureaus in no wise been found 
to be a source of danger to inter-state 
rights.

There seems no reason therefore why 
similar, though voluntary, institution in 
Canada should not be feasible. Canada’s 
greatest need is a national education. By 
national education it is not intended to 
imply a national system under central­
ized control or guidance, but a national 
type of education which shall be fully 
expressive of Canadian life and ideals 
of citizenship. The points of direct con­
tact in the administration of education 
in the different provinces are all too few. 
At least in education the Great Lakes 
divide us. In our different systems can 
be found but little common expression 
of a national sentiment and national 
purpose. The proposed bureau under 
voluntary organization and control can 
scarcely hope to accomplish all that a 
federal institution, backed by authority 
and amply financed, should do; but it 
will have served a purpose, if only by 
directing the attention of the com­
munity to the imperative need for great­
er effort on behalf of national education, 
the principal object of which should be 
training for dominion as opposed to 
purely provincial citizenship. The dif­
ferent departments of education have 
already been approached, and their 
wishes and suggestions asked for as a 
guide to the organization of the new 
bureau.

of visioh, for nothing is less becoming 
to a so-called educated person than paro­
chialism and narrdWnesti oi vision. It is 
this circumscribed attitude of mind 
which causes world unrest, for It breeds 
intolerance, which in turn inflames, both 
the individuals and nations, with what 
results we have recently seen—and still 
see. Our text-books, therefor, must not 
be parochial or provincial—they must be 
strong in atmosphere and illumination 
of the national life. We are young and 
in the enviable position of being able 
to guard against the mistakes of older 
nations. To be able to do this we must 
first of all be able to recognize what 
have been failure;; und what the suc­
cesses in others. That implies a greater 
knowledge of world etiucation to secure 
this knowledge the mind must be trained 
to think widely, to be able to span space 
and live in thought beyond the confines 
of one’s little, community.

Under the present system of author­
ized text books in general vogue 
throughout the dominion, a subject be­
comes narrowed down to a mere book 
of doubtful merit. Literature becomes 
“book so-and-so” of a certain series, 
and in this book the poor scholar is 
drilled until he can read it backwards. 
At the end of nine months or so, small 
wonder then that the very mention of 
the reading lesson is nauseating to him. 
Instead of inculcating in the child a love 
of reading and literature, everything 
tends to make him acquire a lasting dis­
taste of what should become one of his 
greatest joys in life. Literature, the 
primary source of learning—which to 
mbst of us is an after school product 
—is thereby effectively shut off, for the 
likes and dislikes of the classroom re­
main with us throughout life. Another 
disappointing feature of this present 
system is that a publisher having se­
cured the necessary authorization of a 
text book for a certain province, all in­
centive to further production is elimin­
ated, both by him and other publishers. 
Competition is thus discouraged, mak­
ing any improvement In education pub­
lications practically impossible, since 
authorized effort becomes economically 
unsound for the publisher.

It is with such questions as these that 
the council is primarily concerned and 
will endeavor to find solutions. Some 
of the needs of national education have 
been recognized and agreed upon by the 
provincial delegates at the Winnipeg 
conference. To what extent these needs 
can be met has yet to be seen, 
task of the council at the moment 
bristles'with difficulties, but the war no 
doubt stirred the public to a recognition 
of its weaknesses and inspired a great 
number of its members with a desire 
for something better. That stirring and 
inspiration should now make Compara­
tively easy an undertaking which be­
fore the war would have been consider­

“It got so that after a few days I 
could make a pretty good guess as to 
what table each ciytomer would patron­
ize,” says the book-selling pharmacist. 
“Generally speaking, women make first 
for the table containing the books by 
McCutcheon, Harold MacGrath, Ethel 
Dell, Kathleen Norris, Eleanor Porter 
and the like. They want something 
with a dash of sentiment. They don’t 
object to action, but they insist upon a 
happy ending and a liberal sprinkling of 
such phrases as ‘He looked into her eyes 
and saw there the light of an eternal 
love.’

“The majority of the men, on the 
other hand, patronize the table contain­
ing the detective and mystery stories. 
They like the Wild West type, too—the 
yarns by B. M. Bower, Zane Gray and 
James Oliver Curwood—while the Tar­
zan stories also make a strong appeal. 
But the mystery books have a constant 
and ever-increasing sale. They are 
really the stand-bys of the place, for 
manV women like them, too.

, AS REGARDS CEREALS 

At a moment when the ques­
tion of the world’s grain supply is 
of surpassing interest in every country, 
most opportune information is published 
by the International Institute of Agri­
culture in the shape of a pamphlet en­
titled “Statistical Notes on Cereals.” Af­
ter furnishing an 
the cereal situation during the current 
season, and collating in tabular form all 
available data as to yield, trade, con­
sumption, prices and rates of ocean 
freight for wheat and rye, conclusions cf 
great value are brought out.

On April i, 1920, there were still 105,- 
000,000 million quintals of wheat and rye 
available for shipment from the export­
ing countries (60,000,000 in North Amer­
ica, 32,000,000 in South America and 13,- 
000,000 in Australia). The importing 
countries are shewn to require between 
April 1 and the periods of their respect­
ive harvests, 81,000,000 quintals; The 
stocks at that date were consequently 
sufficient not only to supply all require­
ments up to harvest-time in the north- 

hemisphere, but also to leave a sur­
plus available in the coming season. Ac­
cording to the figures just quoted, this 
surplus should be 24,000,000 quintals, 

August 1, 1920, but it may be even 
larger, in the probable event of insuf­
ficient means of transporting the whole 
of the 81,000,000 quintals within the lim­
its of the four closing months of the 
current campaign.

Turning to the coming season, the Sta­
tistical Notes proceed to make some fore­
casts, based upon such factors as are al­
ready available:

(a) Importing countries:
The generally favorable character of 

the summer points to a good harvest in 
Europe. If the present promise is real­
ised, it may be assumed that the aggre­
gate requirements of the large importers 
will be appreciably less than in the past

near the surface a spring salmon, esti­
mated to weigh about twenty pounds, 
leaped clear of the swift moving cur­
rent.

While the battle between the bird 
and the fish was in progress two other 
eagles, the Roosevelt’s men said, flew 
around the vicinity screaming loudly.

prcgs)__What is said to be the largest 
co-opeartive organization of farmers in 
the United States has just been formed 
here. It will market the grain of the 
40,000 members of the Nebraska Farm­
ers’ Union and eliminate middlemen and
brokers. ,

The organization, known as the Na­
tional Co-operative Company, with a 
capital authorized at $2,000,000, accord­
ing to C. H- Gustafson, of Lincoln, presi­
dent of the state union and organizer 
and president of the company, has 1,500 
locals, 300 grain elevators, fifty general 
stores, three creameries and two flour 
mills, besides nearly a hundred shipping 
associations.

The union also has a live-stock com- 
mission office in the yards of Omaha, 
Sioux City, St. Joseph and Denver, and 
a big wholesale exchange in Omaha that 
carries everything from farm implements 
to groceries to supply Its retail stores.

The corporation, Mr. Gustafson said, 
expects soon to build or lease a big ter­
minal elevator in Lincoln or Omaha and 
negotiations are in progress for seats on 
the Lincoln and the Omaha gram ex-

conducted for local companies partlcipa- 
timr Mr Gustafson said, and net profits 
will’ be pro-rated on the basis of busi-

1. “Section 30 of “The Public Health Act, 1918," being 8 George 
V., Chapter 36, is hereby amended by adding after the last paragraph 
thereof the following paragraph :

“No person shall be employed in any camp, ship, factory or other 
place wherein the employes come at frequent intervals into close and 
prolonged contact one with another, unless and until such person pro­
duces to the employer or the employer’s representative a certificate, 
signed by a regularly qualified medical practioner, of successful 
vaccination, or a like signed certificate that he is immune to vac­
cinia as proven by three consecutive non-successful vaccinations, or 
that he is immune to small-pox by reason of having had, the disease 
and no employer shall employ any person^ in employment as set 
forth above, without such certificate being produced. When any per­
son contracts small-pox, who is at the time of the, inception of his 
sickness employed as set out in this section, or was so employed 
within fourteen days prior to the inception of his sickness, and who 
has not complied or been required to comply by said employer or 
employer’s representative, with the foregoing provisions prior to ills ^ 
employment, then in such case the employer shall be primarily liable 
to pay all such costs, charges and expenses as the sub-district Board 
of Health concerned may have incurred in necessarily protecting the 
public health : provided such charges, costs and expenses were in­
curred in or about the necessary precautions relative to, or immedi­
ately appertaining to any such case of small-pox, and such costs, 
charges and expenses may be sued for and recovered with costs, in 
the name of the Chairman of the sub-district Board incurring the 
same, in any court of competent jurisdiction, within six months of 
the recovery or death of any such person.
