INEW DEVELOPEMENTS

Tracing Connection With Faurot—Police
Believe They Are Related — Letter
Hints at Crimininal Career in London

New York, Sept. 18—Documentary
evidence showing that the Rev. Hans.
Schmidt, confessed murderer of Anna
Aumuller and Dr. Ernest Muret, the
priest’s alleged counterfeiting partner
have been acquainted for a longer time
than Muret admits, has been found, ac-
cording to the police. Dr. Muret has
claimed’ that he never knew Father

.| Schmidt before the latter called on him
‘|last winter to have dental work done.

Today the police have at headquarters
a promissory note for $800 dated April
16, 1911, and bearing what purports to
be the signature of Dr. Muret, which
was found in the priest’s room in the
rectory of the church of St. Joseph yes-
terday. This note the police believe

proved beyond any doubt that the priest

and the dentist have been friends for a

long time perhaps for many -years. In-
spector Faurot declares the finding of it

served to convince him more than ever
that: the men have in common much

more than friendship and that ultimate-
ly they will be proved to be relatives.

Following the discovery in Dr. Mur-
et’s office yesterday of letters and
pers indicating that he had at one time
lived in London, Inspector Faurot cabl-
ed to Scotland Yard authorities asking
that they make an investigation. One
of the letters bearing a London post-
mark and signed “Vera” who described
herself as “Your Loving Wife’* urged
him to come home, as he had nothing
to fear from the “detectives.” This leads
the police here to the conclusion that
the Scotland Yard detectives had been
trying to locate Muret at one time.

The more the detectives work in run-
ning down the clues of the mysterious
activities of Schmidt the more they be-
come convinced that only a minor part
of these activities have been uncovered.

MILK INSPECTION
IS FOLLOWED BY
LOWER DEATH RATE

Calgary, Alta., Sept. 18—The large
falling off in ®he infant mdrtality rate
in Calgary during the last few months
is in a great measure attributed to the
close system of inspection of the city’s
outside milk supply as well as to the
inauguration of the municipal milk bur-
eau where mothers are supplied with
pure milk and given the services of an
expert nurse who can tell them just
now to prepare the baby’s food.

The infant death rate for the month
of August this year shows a decrease of
489 per cent as compared with the fig-
ures for August of 1918, and practically
all of it is attributed to the rigid milk
inspection system put in force by the
medical health department of the muni-
cipal government. °

Under this system all dairies which
supply milk, either . to customers or
creameries and whether situated within
the city limits or not, are regularly in-
spected and if disease is found to exist
they are prohibited from shipping milk
into Calgary until such time as these
conditions are remedied.

Successful as Telephone Oper-
ators

KEEN HEARING HELPS

So Far Work Limited to Prvate
Exchanges — Seeking Simpler
Board For Blind Operators -

‘Bajtimore, . Sept.. 18—The blind tele-
‘'phone girl has come to stay. An excep-
tional girl two years ago passed the
severe tests of the work and has since
then been a conspicuous example of what
the blind, when gifted in other ways,
may do, but now a Maryland School. for
the Blind has turned out five other well-
trained girls, and the managers believe
that they will be able to.open this field
of work to many other girls. These six
pioneers, who are leading the way for
other blind girls of the future, are work-
ing with the regulation switchboards,
but efforts are being made to evolve a
new kind of board which will greatly
simplify the training of the girls and in-
crease their efficiency.

The most difficult board ndow run by
blind girls is that at the Central Young
Men’s Christian Association. The Young
Men’s Christian Association is a club,
an hotel and a.clearing house for many
lines of religious, social and athletic ac-
tivities. Just as an hotel, it has about
200 rooms. The building has here and
there eight pay stations besides many
house telephones.

A member of the association is apt to
be in any one of a score or more parts
of the building when he is asked for
over the telephone. But wherever he is
the blind girl will find him, if switching
and asking and “searching” can locate
him. What makes this position difficult
is the fact there are not separate phones
in every room, but only annunciators by
which a bell in a room may be rung,
summoning the roomer to the nearest
telephone on his floor.

Succeeded in Asylum

The girls who have had seven weeks’
test here and have given satisfaction are
Misses Mary Waters and Elizabeth
Lynch. The first blind girl operator was

Pratt asylum. She has been there two
years, and now has other duties besides
handling the exchange. She directs vis~
\itors to the rooms they seek, and has in
her mind, ready for immediate reference,
a complete map of the whele institution.
She took the position after the institu-
tion had got satisfactory service from
other girls. Her work has been supefior
to that of any other girl who ever held
the position.

At the Maryland Workshop for the
Blind there are two girls who can and
do operate the switchboard. They are
Miss Louise Haskey and Miss . Golda
Rosenthal. James Walker, a teacher at
the workshop for the blind, trained all
these girls except Misg Sonderman, who
got her instruction frdm -an employe of
the telephone company who took an in-
terest in her desire to learn the work.
‘Mr. Walker himself-is proficient at the
&witchboard, and is trying -te invent
some better board for the use of blind

blind girl in New York State: who oper-,
ates a telephone exchange.

Keen at Detecting /

With the -present switchboards * the
girls' by the keenness of -their ‘ears are
almost able to detect at once overwhich
wire the call may come by the falling of
the little drop. - They always slidé their
fingers .along the board -to ‘loeate. the
drop to 'be sure they have the right one.
They plug the trunk wires in the right
holes by a fine acquired sense of loca-
tion, although with this they can always
make sure of it by the quick use of their
fingers.

The blind operators keep at hand all
the time their stylus and slate for taking
down notes. The reports on long-dis-
tance calls are later read off to some per-
son to transcribe on the regular blanks.

CALGARY CLAIMS -
POPULATION OF
CLOSE 70 90,000

Calgary, Alta, Sept. 18—That the
ropulation of Calgary is now close to
90,000 is the estimate of a directory
company in issuing its annual directory
of this city. The growth of the city is
perhaps no better indicated than in the
increase of the school population. For
the first two days of the school session
which opened the first of the month the
enrollment in Protestant public schools
of Calgary was 6,748. The number regis-
tering at the opening of last year was
4,960. At the close of the school year
last June the enrolment was 6,975. The
school, of course, has great difficulty in
coping with this growth and new school
buildings are constantly required to ac-
commodate the pupils.

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MORE LIQUOR DRINKING
Naturally the people of Canada will
read with interest, and perhaps with
some degree of amagzement, the record
of the Inland Revenue Department,
which shows that there has been an

enormous increase in the output of the |

breweries and distilleries in this country
during the last fiscal year. As the ex-
. port shows a decrease, it appears to
be obvious that the local consumption
of liquor has largely increased. Of
course the population of the country is
growing rapidly, apd this would account
for an increased demand for liquor;
while it is also true that in times of
prosperity the consumption of liquor is
much larger than when times are hard.
The last. fiscal year was a year of pros-
perity in Canada. Whatever causes, how-
ever, such as those indicated, there may
be for an increased consumption of li-

quor, the facts cannot be other than /

very disappointing to the friends of tem-
perance, and especially to the advocates
of prohibition. In the two big prov-
inces, Quebec and Ontario, the area of
ferritory under local option shows im-
portant gains every year. Taking, the
whole of Canada a really large area is
upder what wguld amount to practical
prohibition, if the law, as it stands on
the statute books of different provinces,
were enforced. It must be confessed that
although the number of total abstainers
in the country appears to be increasing,
we are yet a very long way from the
happy time when drunkenness will have
been banished from the Dominion.

A PERTINENT QUESTION

Addressing a meeting of workingmen
in Manchester recently, Mr. J. R. Clynes,
M. P., asked this question:—

“Why should ex-ministers of the
erown go scot-free when they uttered
inflammatory speeches and openly ar-
ranged for the arming and drilling of
men to defy the law, while the agitator
leading men “who were struggling for
hetter conditions was put into" gaol on
the ground that he was inciting to vio-
lence?”

This is obviously a thrust.at the lead-
ers of the ¢ampaign of threatened rebel-
lion in Ulster. It is not at all surpris-
ing that such a question should present
itself to the minds of labor leaders, in
view of the conditions in Ireland at the
present time. T.abor leaders have been
arrested as a result of the conditions in
Dublin, and because of their defiance of
the law. The man who boldly pro-
claimed that he cared nothing for King
George or the law of the land was very
properly placed behind the bars. Why
then should not Sir Edward Carson re-
ceive similar treatment? He is openly
snd busily engaged in preaching treason
to the state, and endeavoring to bring
about a condition of affairs in Ulster
which would amount to open rebellion
against the king and parliament. It is
probably safe to assert that if Sir Ed-
ward Carson and others who are play-
ing for political effect ur n the blind
and unreasoning prejudice of the people
continue to play the game long enough,
they will find themselves as surely with-
in the clutches of the law as those morc
humble individuals who in the heat of
a labor struggle act in defiance of the
law’s provisions.

ROADS AND TOURISTS

In the state of Maine they are making
‘éstimates of the valge to the state of
the tourist traffic which enters the state
by automobile. The Automobile As-
sociation of the state has been taking a
census, and estimates that there
have come into Maine by automobile
over the different approaches during
July and August fully 100,000 tourists,
and that they have spent more than
$7,000,000.

Reference was made recently to
some remarks made by the governor of
Maine, who had made a tour in the
state of New Hampshire, and who dis-
covered that, by having excellent state
roads, New Hampshire secured a much
greater and much more profitable tour-
ist traffic than the state of Maine. A
gentleman now in St. John, whose home
is in a New Hampshire city, on the
road to the White Mountains, says that
the traffic there during the summer by
sutomobile is enormous, in addition to
all the business done by the railroads.
He says the state highways are kept in
such -splendid condition that tourists
having their own motor cars would
much prefer traveling in that way to
journeying by rail. The roads of the
state of Maine are not nearly so good
as those of New Hampshire, but they
are very much better than those of New
Brunswick. Quite a large automobile
traffic passes over into Maine, but most
of it is discouraged from coming any
farther east by what it knows or learns
about the New Brunswick roads.

It cannot be too often nor too em-
phatically stated that good roads are one
of the great assets of a country, and un-
til the province of New Brunswick
wakes up and makes such an expendi-
ture on roads as will make them com-
pare with those over which the people
of other enlightened communities travel,
the people must be content to suffer loss,
and to be reckoned among those who
not  only lack enterprise, but ordinary
business foresight.

There has been a decline in rent in
some western cities. Evidently the ef-
fort to provide houses as fast as they
are needed has been more successful in
those cities’ than in St. John.

GHANGED BUSINESS METHODS ARE FOR THE BETTER

Those of us who can look back twenty
or thirty years see great changes in the
world of machine building and selling,
and, while there has been almost a revo-
lution in the .cutting speeds, the kind
of machines used and the general me-
thods of building, there have also been
as great changes in the methods of se-
curing business, obsérves the editor of
the American Machinist.

Slowly but surely the old horse-trad-
ing mejhods are disappearing, and more
and more sales are being made on the
merit of the article and its value to the
More and more
we are coming to realize and to practise
the principle that it is not necessary
for one party of a transaction to be the
loser; that, unless both parties  benefit,
the transaction is a failyte.

-Perhaps one of the most flagrant ex-
amples of unfair competition, of person-
al influence and substantial subsidies was
in the fleld of railway supplies, and it
is  particularly gratifying to note the
open disavowal of such methods at the
last railway convention.

Persondlity in selling goods, as in other
lines of - business, counts in ‘the long
run and not the personality of being

a “dead-game sport” or a “jolly good
fellow” with all that they have implied
in the days gone by. The personality
that counts is that which serves its cus-
tomers by being honest and straightfer-
ward in all its dealings.

Another hopeful sign is the fact that
it seems impossible to hide under-
hand deals in any line for long.

The one great truth that seems to
stand out in all the changes is that the
only safe course is the ome which has
nothing to hide. Nor is this as Utop-
ian as it sounds, for the various trade
and business organizations ' which have
grown so strong in the last decade have
thrived because they have proved the old
idea of secrecy to be wrong. The get-
ting together of men of the same lines
of business has shown that competition
may, after all, be decent and friendly
and that there is nothing to be gained
by’ the old idea of secrecy or attempted
deceit as to machines, méthods or prices.

And no matter how much we may see
to discourage us, the forward move-
ment during the last twenty years has
enough of improvement over the past to
make us very hopef;ﬁg dJor the future—
American Machinist.— .. - .

INPORTANT RULIG
O INSURANCE LAW

Court Declares Contract Creates
Trust in Favor of Living Wife
Even if Previous Wife is Named
in Policy .

Toronto, Ont, Oct. 18—Probably
what is the most important decision ever
given in the Ontario courts coneerning
insurance law, was that delivered by
the Appellate Division at Osgoode Hall,
yesterday, in a Walkerton widow’s ac-
tion against the A. O. U. W. The court
reversed the decision of Mr. Justice
Middleton, and directed that one half
of the insurance due be paid over to the
widow. The point raised in the action
was whether a second wife was entitled
to receive the insurance moneys due on
the death of her husband, when the first
wife had been specifically mentioned as
the beneficiary, at the time the policy

‘was ‘issued.

The court answers the questions in
the affirmative, and says “The insurance
contract must be read as creating a trust
of one half the amount in favor of the
wife of the assured only, such wife be-
ing, by the force of the statutory de-
finition, the wife living at the maturity
of the contract, notwithstanding that the
first wife was designated by name.”

Mr. Justice Hodgins, who wrote the
judgment, pointed out that this read-
ing of the statute was in strict conson-
ance with the spirit of the provincial
insurance legislation.

The plaintiff in the action was Mrs.
Alice Lloyd, the second wife of the late
James L. Loyd, of Walkerton, who car-
ried a policy -of life insurance for $2,-
000, with the A. O.-U., W. The bene-
ficaries named in the policy were his
first wife, Sarah Ann Lloyd, since dead,
and his daughter, Mary Eliza, now Mrs.
Birch, of Toronto. On the death -of

Lloyd, the daughter claimed the whole

of the insurance, as her mother was
dead, and had not made a will. The
insurance company paid her $1,000, and
paid the other $1,000 into court. At the
first trial Mr. Justice Middleton gave
judgment in favor of the daughter, say-
ing he had no other option under the
statutes. The Appeal Court
that decision, but orders each party to
pay their own costs.

SCADOL CHLDREN
“WOULD WELCOME
PROPOSED REFORM

Movement in Calgary Towards
Shortening Number of Hours in
School and Abolition of Home
Studies ’

Calgary, Altba, Sept. 18—A movement
which has for its object the shortening
of the number of hours spent by pupils
in the public schools of Calgary and for
the abolition of home studies for the
smaller children is now under way here

It is the contention of many ‘parents

that the hours spent in the confinement
of the classroom ° are .'quite sufficient
without their having to pore over books
for almost. the entire evening and the
movement for the lightening of the chil-
dren’s labors is therefore meeting with a
great. deal of populgr support.
. H. A. Sinnott, mayor of Calgary, who
was himself a school teacher at one time
and was also president of the board of
education, is one of those who do not
believe it is a good thing to overwork
the children in a mental way. “The
trouble is,” he said, “that neither the
pupils nor their parents know just what
pursuit in life the children will follow
later on. If a pupil is going into any
of the learned professions, as law for in-
stance, then a full course of subjects in
literature, history, the classics and lang-
uages is required. On the other hand if
the pupil is going into some scientific
pursuit, there is the necessity of a full
course in mathematics, physics, botany
or kindred subjects. And still further
there are the pupils who will ultimately
follow teaching' and who require to be
well grounded in many subjects not re-
quired by others.

“To reconcile all these with the pupils
who do not intend nor ever will have the
opportunity to attend higher institutions
of learning is a great task. These are
the problems that result in the younger
children getting too much work.”

The movement in Calgary, however, is

PETER LOBENGULA
AT DEATH'S DOOR

Man Who Might Have Been
King a Victim Of
Tuberculosis

" 4 CHECKERED CARER

From' Princé in Africa to Coal
Miner in the Land He Fought

Against

London, Sept. 18—Peter Lobengula,
eldest son of King Lobengula of Mata-
beleland, who twenty years ago was
fighting against the British forces in
Afriea and 'was the most notable figure
after Cecil Rhpdes, at the great peace
indaba at the foot of the Matoppo Hills
has just received the right ¢o vote in
England.

He expects to die very soon beneath
the Union Jack, for the doctors have
given only twelve months to live to
this strange man, who was once an/ Af-
rican prince, later an actor in the Hippo-
drome exhibition and then a coal miner
in the Midlands. Now he is slowly dy-
ing from tuberculosis.

A constable called his name at the
Pendelton Town Hall, Salford, last
Thursday, and he came forward to de-
fend his right to have his name kept on
the voting list. Lobengula had been chal-
lenged on the ground that- he was not
naturalized in England, but the objecs
tion was thrown out because the revi-
ing barrister held that naturalization
was unnecessary, as Lobengula became
a British subject on the conquest of his
country. ;

When he was seventeen years old, a
year or two before the indaba of 1894,
he was one of the chief participants in
the annihilation of Major Wilson and
thirty troopers who were on the track
of old King Lobengula. Lobenlug told the
Tribune correspondent that he remem-
bered well hearing Wilson and the
troopers sing the British national an-
them as' their death hymn shortly be-
fore they were shot down like dogs.

Lobengula-came to this country as an
exile with the “Savage South Africa”
expedition, .and :thén worked in panto-

Washington, Sept. 18—The adminis-
_tation currency bill will be passed by
the house and sent to the senate toe

orrow. ' In order to complete the de-
ailed consideration of the measure and
eave nothing but the formal vote for
omorrow . afternoon, the house sat to-
night and concluded the voting on pro-
posed  amendments. No  material
changes were made in the bill.

Republicans and Progressives = today
concentrated their fight on a grist of
rmendments offered to the note issue
.section of the bill, which the Democrats
disposed of with -a rolling chorus of
“noes” monotonously repeated.

The attack was directed principally at
the provision making the federal reserve
notes proposed to be issued through the
federal reserve banks, government obli-
gations.  The Republicans declared this
and a provision making the notes pay-
able in “gold and lawful money,” were
a return to “greenbackism” and declared
that Secretary Bryan had written into
the bill the monetary theories “for which
he has contended since 1896.”

The committee proposed and the
house wrote into the bill an amendment
which prohibited federal reserve banks
from engaging in loan trangactions with
any one other than the government!’
This change was made to prevent the
federal reserve banks fré6m engaging in
a commercial business in competition
with the member banks which are forced
to supply the  capital upon which the
reserve banks will operate.

No obstructive tactics -were resorted
to by the opposition to the bill, and the
reading of the measure for amendment
went along. smoothly, recess was
taken Defore the evening session in or-
der to allow ‘the banking and currency
committee to perfect certain miner
amendments to be offered to perfect the
phraseology of the bill.

Problems of ‘note ‘issue and question
of whethér the government or the banks
should control the issue of paper cur-
rency occupied much of the attenfion of
the senate committee during its hearing
on the currency bill today. Wm. H.
Berry, collector of customs at Philadel-
phia; . John. Clarke, of New York; and
Prof.,O .M. W. Sprague, of Harvard
University, were heard this afternoon.

EDUGATON ARD
 TRANSPIRATIN
WERE DISCUSSED

Halifax, Sept. 17—Canada’s manufac-
turers covered a“wide range of subjects
in the first day of their annual conven-
tion here today, but the chief discussion
centered ‘around technical education and
transportation. The report of the vari-
ous committees in charge of these sub-
jects were adopted in the discussion on
the technical education committee’s re-
port, many speakers urged the intro-
duction of voeational training in Canada.

The chief feature of the transporta-
tion discussion was a paper contributed
by D. R. Fairbairn, of Teronto, urging
the construction of a government owned
gnd operated system across Canada run
at the lowest possible cost in conjunc-
tion with a government line of steamers
from the maritime provinces to Hud-
son’s Bay giving a short road for east-
ern produce to the west. His plan met
with strong criticism on the ground
that it would interfere too greatly with
private capital. -

Technical education, transportation
and and the tariff occupied the atten-
tion' of the manufacturers at their af-
ternoon session. today. ° The technical
education committee .strongly endorsed
the report. of the royal commission and
stated their belief that the dominion
government were not indifferent to this
matter in spite of all contrary reports.
They strongly recommended the various
provincial governments to have the do-
minion authorities to act along the lines
of the Robertson report.

A discussion of proposed changes in
the association’s by-laws was the sole
business ‘transacted at the evening ses-
sion of the Canadian Manufacturers’
Association. A resolution by W. C, Phil-
lips, of Toronto, to the effect that the
existing by-laws be repealed was passed.
The association, sitting in committee of
the whale, then discussed each of the
proposed new by-laws in turn. Very
little opposition was offered, and at this
morning’s meeting the by-laws will be
voted on as a whole. Among the changes
made by the new laws is the holding of
the annual meeting within six weeks
preceding the first day of May. It was
also proposed that provincial vice-presi-
dents be eliminated from the list of
offices. An active committee with special

Dr. Smith
Woodward has procured fresh support
for his reconstruction, which allots to
the earliest European a far smaller brain
capacity than Dr. Keith’s ‘model, which
gives the Piltown native more brains
than his descendants of today.

SWIMMING
An Expert's Opinion

Considerable comment has been heard
this summer concerning the frequent re-
ports of unusual feats of aquatic endur-
ance performed by boys and girls barely
in their teens. Many question the ad-
visability of allowing mere children to
undertake such punishing tests.

There is one man, at least, who be-
lieves that swimming is the safest of ath-
letic sports for youngsters to indulge in
—Bud Goodwin, of the New York Ath-
letic Club. And he is the best proof of
the theories he upholds, for he started
on a competitive career at the age of 18,
and since 1901 he has been a champion,
vearly winning the district and national
titles. For twelve consecutive years he
has kept at the top of the heap, and
his recent victory in the metropolitan, '
quarter seems to indicate that his early
training and long perind of activity has
done nought but benefit him physically.

“People who are not themselves good

swimmers,” said the Mezcury Footer,
‘“are naturally inclined to look upon any

effort. It is only those who use faulty
methods that #ire. i

“There are cases a-plenty on record of
men who have swum continuously for
fifteen, twenty and more hours without
the least ill effect, and there is no reason
in my mind for believing that a healthy
youngster should be injured by a jour-
ney of a few hours, provided the tem-
perature of the water is not too low.

“Nowadays children are taught the art
of natation almost as soon as they can
toddle around, and a number become ex-
pert swimmers. Last winter I read of
the five-year-old daughtet of a college
professor in the west giving an exhibi-
tion; a couple of $easoOns ago I saw a
seven-year-old -girl, Margaret McCor-
mick, take part in.‘a half-mile race for
women and win; this summer we have
heard of Francis Stephens, aged 12,
making sensational time in a 150-yard
backstroke events of Eddie Snyder, same
age, covering fifteen miles; of Florence
:McLdughlin, ten'years old, negotiating
five miles. ’ - -

{. “These pcrfofinanceh are remarkable

at present becanse unysual, but they ‘are
likely to be of ¢common oceurrence in' the
near, future.

“The longevity of competitive swim-

Moderation is, of course, necessary at
first, until skill and stamina have been
gradually developed, but after the
stroke has been perfected and constant
practice has been taken, ‘an occasional
long swim can do no harm. It is the
submitting to hard work without pre-
paration that leads to -ihjury.”

Guerilla Assaulted By
Servants

CALLS ON GRANDMOTHER .

And By Her Orders The Count
Was Thrown Out

of Deors

. London, Sept. 18—Memories of the
Carlist wars in Spain are revived by the
somewhat prosaic proceedings in the
Chertsey police court last week, when
Count Ramon Alfonso Cabrera, a lieu-
tenant in the Spanish army, sought a

summons for assault against his grand-|

mother’s servants. Count‘,Ra.mqn ex:
plained that he was trying'to deliver to
his grandmother, the Dowager Count-
ess de Morella, a letter from his father,
Count de Morella, but the old lady wish-
ed to have nothing to do with her sor
and grandson, and ordered her servan‘ts
to throw the latter out. This they did
so energetically that the young count
applied for a warrant, without success.

Although the Dowager Countess de
Morella is herself Welsh, she is the
widow of the once famous and ferocious
Carlist general whose atrocities and
whose apostasy enraged against him in
turn both parties in Spanish history, and

forced him to live like a wounded tiger

the rest of his life in England.

Ramon Cabrera was born in Tarra-
gona in 1806, and was sent to a theo-
logical seminary to become a priest. He
proved unruly in- his- conduct and care-
less in his studiés, and although he was
ordained deacon, the bishop refused to
ordain him priest. He told him he had
mistaken his' vocation, and ought to ‘be
a soldier. Cabrera took the hint and ‘was
soon mixed up in the Carlist conspira-
cies.

Nicknamed “The Tiget”

He very soon rose by sheer: daring,|]
fanaticism and ferocity to'a ‘front rank

among the Carlist chiefs. He was con-

stantly carrying out dashing raids, and

received many wounds in the battles in
which he again and again defeated the
generals of Queen Isabella. The period
of savagery which Cabrera inaugurated
has never been paralleled in Western
.Europe. 'The Isabellino generals at last
seized Cabrera’s mother as a hostage,
whereupon 'he shot several mayors and
officers. General Nogueras thereupon re-
torted by shooting Cabrera’s mother.
The Carlist general’s reprisals were so
merciless that he was nicknamed the
“Tiger of the Maeztrazzo.” He shot
1,110 prisoners of war, including 100

officers, many civilians and the wives;
leading partisans of Queen;

of four )
Isabella, to avenge his mother’s death.
At last the Carlists in the north of
Spain submitted, but Cabrera held out
in'.central Spain for nearliy

a long and bloody campaign, drove “the

-|tiger” iuto French territory. The gov-

ernment of Louis Phillipe confined him
in a fortress and then allowed him to go
to England.

Deserted Carlist Cause

Ramon Cabrera began to 'get tired of
the hopeless Carlist cause, and he took
offence when in the last Carlist war,
which lasted from 1870 to 1876, new
men became the advisers of the new
pretender, Don. Carlos II. In March,
1875, he asetonished his old friends and
foes alike by issuing from England a
manifesto advising the Carlists to fol-
low his example and submit to the
monarchy of Alphonso XII. (father of
the present King of Spain).

At the same time Alphonso XII.—
who was the son of Queen Isabella —
formally recognized the title of Count
de Morella, and the rank of captain-gen-
eral, which had Been conferred upon
Cabrera by the first pretender. The
effect of this apostasy was to bring
down a storm of execration on Cabrera’s
head. Don Carlos issued a proclama-
tion denouncing him as a traitor and de-
priving him of all his honors.

Solemn Old Church Clock Having Fun With The
Time— Not Striking But on Strike

Serious consternation prevails in An-
glican church circles in St. John. The
whole local religious fabric threatens to
rock with nervous perturbation.
