43%bargains Paris, Oct. 23—The disappearance of 
silver money from circulation has re­
sulted in such a shortage of small 
change that many restaurants in Paris 
posted notices that customers must make 
their own change or accefpt postage 
stampjT in place of silver.

The disappearance of silver is va­
riously explained. A prominent banker 
said tjiat the principal cause was the 
fact that the metal in silver coins is 
worth more than the face value of the 
coin, making it profitable for people us­
ing silver in the arts and industries to 
melt coin instead of buying silver in 
bars. Another explanation is that im­
porters find it to their advantage to pay 
for purchases in countries like Switzer­
land in silver,. which commands a pre­
mium over paper money.

A third explanation is the tendency 
of peasants to accumulate silver ,as for­
merly they did with gold, when gold 
was in circulation.

A majority of the authorities, how­
ever, are of the opinion that speculation 
and the use of silver money for indus­
trial purposes are the principal causes 
of the shortage.

It 
appeared that his wife was ill, and her 
father had always believed hey to be a 
true dreamer.

“One night,” said Rackstraw, “she 
dreamed that she had been walking 
through the big castle and grounds in 
Scotland with a relative, but we all 
thought she was wandering in her mind. 
At the week-end I picked up a Sunday 
paper and read that certain heirs of the 
Hay family were wanted.

She also told that she had escaped 
from the sanitarium near Boston, where 
she had been sent by her sister soon 
after her return from France in April, 
1918, but she refused to give the hour 
of her flight because, she said, it would 
reveal the identity of the person within 
the sanitarium who helped her.

She said that the reason her mother 
left her estate to her was that she con­
sidered her the head of the family. She 
said it was largely through her influence 
that her married sister, Mrs. Agnes 
Hocking, whose husband is an instruc­
tor in metaphysics at Harvard Univer­
sity ,obtained a share of the income 
from her mothers’ estate. It was at the

Club ,Philadelphia, after having been 
missing from Mount Carmel for three

At the time of the discovery of the 
shortage in Feast’s account some di­
rectors urged his immediate arrest, 
while others favored giving him an op­
portunity to make remuneration, which 
he is said to have promised to do. An 
expert accountant was employed and 
when shortages exceeding $20,000 were 
found officials of the company swore 
out warrants for Feast’s arrest.

En route from Philadelphia to Mt. 
Carmel, Feast wrote several letters, one 
to his wife, another to J. E. Bastress, 
president of the Guarantee Trust Bank 
and a Brooklyn real estate promoter ; to 
officials of the iron works and to friends.

As the train neared Mahanoy City the 
constable gave Feast permission to go 
to the rear of the coach. A few minutes 
later he heard what he believed was a 
shot. He investigated and found Feast 
dead. He searched the body, but failed 
to find the revolver with which Feast 
had shot himself. It is believed he 
threw it from a window.

From Feast’s person 
letters he had written. The recipients 
of the letters turned them over to at­
torneys representing the Mt. Carmel 
Iron Works, and none will make * 
statement as to the contents. Feast’s 
wife, however, declared that publication j 
of the letters will show that others re- ! 
ceived the money her husband is charged | 
with einbezzling and that he was a 
tim of the influences of men strong in j 
local financial circles.

Feast came to Mt. Carmel four years 
ago from Boston as an accountant and , 
efficiency expert to assist in getting the , 
iron works out of a financial stringency, j 
He showed such aptitude and executive | 
ability that he was made general man­
ager of the industry, executed all its 
contracts and handled all finances. The 
industry was placed uponl! firm foot­
ing, and Feast enjoyed full confidence 
of the directors and officers.

The income tax will be pay- 
able on the interest derived from the 
bonds and then only in cases where the 
total income exceeds $1,000 per year in 
the case of a single person and $2,000 in 
the case of a married person. Up to 
that amount income is exempt from 
the federal tax.

There is a further exemption apply­
ing to married persons with young chil­
dren. For each dependent child under 
the age of eighteen years an exemption 
of the income tax on $200 is allowed.
