PLIMSOLL'S MOVES.

REGULATIONS WHICH THREATEN
TO DESTROY CANADA’S SHIP-
PING TRADE.

A Loadline Law Enacted Which Will
Prevent s Wooden Vessel from Care
rying a Full Cargo, Besides Entail-
ing Expense and Delay; and a Pro-
posed Deckload Law which Vessel
Owners Say Would Ruin Our Coast-
ing Trade and Give the Traus-at-
lantic Carrying Trade to Steam-

A ship-
ping man told a Gazerre reporter
to-day that in many instances
the deckload formed over two-fifths of
the cargo of a coasting vessel. And
while this law would not affect the large
vessels to so great an extent as it would
the smaller ones it is believed would
make it almost impossible for them to
compete with steamships, steam-
ships being built mostly with a
view to carrying their cargo below
deck, and wooden vessels being built
so as to carry a good deckload.

A justice failing to make a return
is liable to a penalty of from $56 to $20.
Justice Olivé has made but one return
since 1883 and that was in October 1888
when he reported five cases tried but
no fines imposed. Those who had
cases before Justice Olive knew
that it is quite unnsual for him to be so
lenientand may be disposed to regard
the non-imposition of any fines in the
five cases reported as quitc remarkable.
It seems to the Gazerre that the proper
course to pursue with regard to Justice
Olive wonld be to cancel his appoint-
ment after enforcing the penalties against
him for failure to make returns.

Justice Olive’s case brings up the
whole question of the administration of
justice by parish court commissioners
and justices of the peace. It is unfor-
tunate that so many men have been ap-
pointed to these offices who have not
even the ordinary quality of honesty to
recommend them. A radical change
will have to be made in the entiresystem
and it cannot be made too soon.

. PRISON LABOA.

A few years age some labor organiza-
tions in the state of New York com-
menced an agitation against the employ-
ment of the convicts at Sing Sing state
prison in any trade the products of which
might enter the market in competition
with goods manufactured outside of
prison walls. This agitation was persist-
ed in to such an extent and by so numer-
ous a body of men that neither of
the great political parties cared
to array themselves in opposition
to it and the consequence was that
for a time all productive labor, that is
the manufacture of all goodsto be dis-
posed of outside of the prison, came to
anend. The result was that in their en-
forced idleness, for few convicts will
spend their time in idleness if they can
avoid it, many of the more vicious be-
came more vicious still and others be-
came insane or idiotic through ennui.
We hold that it is wrong and unneces-
sary for any rivalry to exist between
prison and free labor, or, in other words,
that the products of prison labor should
ever be permitted to cheapen the products

CANADA’S BREADSTUFFS ARD THE TELE-
- GRAPH'S FIGURING.

/Tbe Telegraph has always been fond

of filling its columns with long tables
of figures. In former days, when the
writers on the Telegraph knew what

' they were about, the publication of these
figures served a ‘useful purpose and
inculcated sound views. But in the
hands of the present managers of the
Telegraph, figures are frequently made
to lie either purposely or through dense
ignorance, we suspect in most cases the
the latter. The Telegraph is now
engaged in a  controversy with
Mr. C. H. Fairweather for the
purpose of proving that Canada
has been ruined by the national policy
and that in six years we have had three
with a deficit in the wheat harvest allow-
ing to the national policy. It would seem
that according to the Telegraph the sun
will not shine nor the earth yield its in-
crease in a land protected by the nation-
al policy. Among the years in which
according to the Telegraph there was a
deficit in the wheat crop was the year
1889. In proofof this the Telegraph pub-
lished a statementtaken from p. 266 of the
statistical year book of Canada published
by the Department of Agricuiture. This
table is headed :—“Quantities of wheat
flour and other breadstufis imported for
home consumption, and exports of the
same the produce of Canada during each
year of the years 1868 to 1889 inclusive.”
The following are the figures given in
this table for the vear 1889.

In this table the compiler of the statis-
tics undertakes to reduce both the im-
ports and exports of flour to bushels of
wheat. Thus he makes 258813 barrels
of flour imported equal to 1,164,658
bushels of wheat which at the rate of 4}
bushels to a barrel is correct. But when he
comes to calculate the exports of wheat
and flour his figures are all wrong. A
glance might have told the Telegraph
man that 490,905 bushels of wheat and
131,181 barrels of flour, would give a total
of more than 590,314 bushels. The flour
alone calculating 4} bushels to the barrel
makes 585,319 bushels of wheat and the
total of wheat in bushels instead of be-
ing only 590,314 is 1,076,224, The ac-

“ count of imports and exports of wheat

and flour in 1889 thus stands as follows:—

So much for the blundering and ignor-
ant Telegraph in its new role of an en-
emy of Canada and a prophet of evil.

If the Telegraph had any desire to do
justice to Canada instead of pitching
upon one year when the crop of wheat
happened to be short it would have taken
the imports and exports of wheat, flour
and other breadstuffs for a series of
years and ite  readers would then have
geen that Canada bhas always a
surplus of breadstuffs even in years
when its wheat crop is short.

Tna
majority of instances the fmiates’ofour
prisons have never been reared to any
useful occupation, and if while in prison
they are not instructed in some branch
of labor by which they can support
themselves, when they are released,they
no road open to them
except that which they form-
erly pursued. We may _give
a convict any amount of - religious
instruction, we may teach him reading,
writing, and arithmetic, but if when he
is released he is ignorant of any useful
occupation the chances are that he will
become & thief or something worse. Up
to to the present time the occupation of
a majority of tbe inmates of our Can-
adian penitentiaries has been what is
called “unproductive,” that is, the labor
has been expended upon work required
in and about the various institutions.
But such an amount of labor, naturally
cannot be required much longer, and
many of the convicts will have to be
employed in some other man-
per. The following facts with
regard to the Kingston penitentiary,
which is probably one of the best man-
aged institutions of its kind in Canada,
are gleaned from the report of the minis-
ter of justice for the yearending the 30th
of June last.  The average number of
inmates was 577, of whom 21 were fe-
males. Among the male inmates were
37 men employed as carpenters, tin-
smiths 5, painters 8, coopers 2, black-
smiths and machinists 24, engineers and
pipe fitters 13, masons 96, laboring gangs,
62, tailors, 52, shoemakers 20. About 100
were employed on the farm, and a large
nnmberin stone breaking,which was said
to be “profitless and unsatisfactory.” The
labor, all told, amounted to 140,960} days
valued $70,651.30. Probably about omne
half of this labor was expended on the
penal building in course of erection and
when that is completed, it will be nec-
essary to procure other employment for
the prisoners. To do this the markets
will have to be entered, and if the pro-
ducts of the prison are sold a‘ ruling
prices we fail to see how any injustice or
bardship would occur. The female in-
mates of the prison performed 6,161 days
labor, of which 3,156 were in house work
and the balance in sewing and knitting,
valued at $1,824,42. The daily average
of the inmates at Dorchester was 173. Of
these 18 were employed as carpenters,
as blacksmiths, 11 as shoemakers,
24 as tailors, 12 at pailmaking, and 21 in
the saw mill. The income for labor,
other than that required in and about
the institution was $4,640.64, of which
$4,136.79, was derived from the sale of
wooden ware, a discontinuance of the
manufacture of which Mr. Moylan re-
commends and suggests that of brooms
should be substituted. ~Whether any
private industry would suffer in con-
sequence of the carrying out of this
suggestion it is not for us at this moment
to inguire, but with regard to the con-
victs in our prisons, Canada has two
important duties to periorm: first, that
by their labor they shall so
far . a8 may be pay the ex-
penses of their confinement, and
second, that when released they shall be
able to secure & livehood without resort
tocrime. To carry out the first judicious-
ly and paternally indirectly insures the
carrying out of th- second.

Women in the Churches.
To taE EDITOR OF THE GAZETTE —
The following which I find ina New
York paper I think is worth republish-
ing:—
Some time ago the general Assembly
of the Presbyterian Church in the United
States submitted to the Presbyteries the
question, “Shall the Presbyterian Church
have deaconesses?’” The New York
Presbytery referred the question to a
committee, which discussed it on Mon-
day last, but without coming to a de-
cision.

STEINITZ AGAIN A WINNER.

New York, Jan. 21. Excitement and
interest in the chess encounter between
Steinitz and Gunsberg have been grow-
ing space in the interval between the
17th game, which was played last
Saturday, and the I8th, which was con-
tested today.

It being Gunsberg’s turn to open,
there was much speculation as to whet-
her he would again offer an Evans gam-
bit or turn his attention to one of his two

. | favorites—Guioco Piano or Ruy Lopez.

What gave today’s game a deeper in-
terest was the bearling which its result
would have upon the final issue of the
match. 8hould Steinitz win, it wonld
be considered that the match was decid-
ed in his favor, for it would require that
Gunsberg should win both the remain-
ing games to even draw the match.

It was an Evans Gambit which Guns-
berg offered for the fourth time, and
which Steinitz on this occasion varied on
his seventh turn by playing K Kt to K 7
instead of P to K R 3, which latter move
he adopted in the 14th and 16th games
of the match. This fresh variationgave
Gunsherg an opportunity of playing a
mode of attack somewhat similar to the
one adopted by Ischigorin inthe cable
match, viz: 8 Q—R 4 followed by B—Q
kt—R 3 and so on; but be-
fore he decided to adopt this

the younger player ted
for a period of 23 minutes. After a while
Steinitz instituted a counter attack by
advancing his pawns on the queen’sside,
taking care to retain the gambit pawn;
but on his 13th move he apparently
overlooked a pending ecombination on
the part of his opponent, lost a pawn,
and, what was still worse, allowed his
force of pawns on the queen’'s wing to be
broken up.

Gunsberg’s positions grew worse by
degrees, although he fought well with
admirable tenacity. Steinitz, however,
conducted the attack with his old-time
skill, and though he was guilty of one
or two rather weak moves, they were of
so trifling a character that his p
did not become endangered in conse-
quence.

It was nearly ten o'clock to-night be-
fore Gunsberg found himself com-
pelled to conclude his spirited and plucky
defence by capitulating on his fifth turn.

THAT THE FORCE IS GRADUALLY
ATTAINING A HIGH STAND-
ARD OF EFFICIENCY.

Arrests and Records During the Year
~Changes Which Have Been Made,
and ch-m that are in the Chiefls

Blouses and Other Equipments

Wanted.

The annual report of the chief of

police was submitted to the common
council to-day, and aftera few introduc-
tory remarks reads as follows :—
I assumed command May 23,1890, The
following summary is of double
character, and will show the work from
January*1st 1890, to 23rd May, and from
23rd of May to Dec. 31st.

When I took charge I foucd a lack of
discipline, but I am glad to see an im-
provement is gradually going on, and
that the force is attaining a degree of ex-
cellence and efficiency which must be as
gratifying to the citizens as it is pleasing
to me.

The clothing and equipments of the
officers are not what they should be,

have not, but all have winter fur ‘caps
and overcoats. For the summer wear 1

14| would suggest that the men be supplied

with light helmets and short
serge patrol jackets, keeping the
summer frock coats for dress parades.
I also find that all the officers have not
got the same kind - of equipment, those
of the Northern Division having a ratch-
et hand-cuff, and a better class of fire-
arms than those of the Central Division.
I also see that a great number of the
Central Division fire arms are almost
useless, and are dangerous to use. 1
would ask that when the men be sup-
plied they be given the ratchet. hand-
cuffs and the hammerless safety - revol-
ver.

License Inspector. I also found no
record or register except & rolicall book,
a comimittal book and a book for lamps
and reports. I have instituted a time
book, and a post roll register, showing
where an officer is on duty and what
his hours of duty are; Capiain’s daily
police report ; sergeant’s daily police re-
port. All other reports are made in
writing, but it is yet necessary that a
few other changes,be made in keeping
the transactions of the department
straight and ready for reference.

I have found it necessary to break up
the old divisonal system,and we have
now one sergeant for day and one for
night duty, or two for the Southern di-
vigion; two for the Northern division
and one for the Western division. . The
officers on these separate beats are an-
swerable to the sergeants whoare. answ-
erable to their captsin, the captains
being answerable to me. I find the
change works well.

I have made arrangements sotlmt al]
the officers take their turn at exira
services for which they receive oxtra

pay.

I would suggest that additional men
be appointed 80 as to adopt the eight
hours system or threg reliefs in 24 hours,
the same as in other cities. I would
ask that presses be put in the Guard
room, one for each man, sothat the
officers may be able to hang up their
cosats and accoutrements. * * * I would
also suggest that the upper room of the
police station now occupied by the City
Cornet Band be given to the police force
for athletic exercises and a library; it
would tead to draw the force more fo-
gether, and it would be. a place where
the officers could instruct themselves,
and meet for mutusl benefit.

I bave received and answered 180
letters and 87 telegrams. I have pre-
pared a manual for the government of
the force and would ask for a committee
from the Board of Safety to look through
it, and make corrections if need be, be-
fore submitting it to the Common Coun-
cil, a8 I find the old manual of regulations
insufficient for the purpose.
