EXCITED MINERS.DROWNED IN A MUD HOLE.

A PROPOSAL FOB A SPECIAL TAX 
ON THEIR PRODUCTIONS.

WILLIAM ERVINE STRAYS FROM 
HOME AND FALLS INTO A 

CARLETON MILL POND.

Meeting* Held In Protest of this 
Measure and Exemption Advocated 
—Close of Navigation—Prairie Fire* 
—Found Dead in Bed—An Indignant 
Pollee Magistrate—Fatal Burning 
Accident—Tbe Consumption Cure.

Montreal, Nov. 22.—The mining men 
of the province are up in arma against 
a proposal by the Quebec government to 
put a special tax on their productions 
and various meetings have been held in 
different parts of the province to protest 
against it. A large and representative 
meeting was held in this city yesterday. 
The tenor of the speeches was that the 
proposed tax would ruin the mining in­
dustry of the province and resolutions 
were adopted urging the presentation of 
petitions to the legislature demanding 
that exemption from taxation should be 
continued in force for a further period éf 
ten years.

An Hour’* Wandering Through the 
Mire Prove* too Much for HI* nine­
ty Y
tlon and 1* Drowned by tbe In-Sow­
ing Tide.

This morning Messrs. Thomas Fitzger­
ald and Charles Russell found the body 
of an old man about ninety years of age, 
on the bank of the mill pond at the 
eastern end of the Red Granite works, 
Carleton. The body proved to be that 
of William Ervine, who wandered from 
his home last night and meet his death 
by drowning in the mill pond.

Mr. Ervine was the father of Mrs. 
Matthew Russell, of St. John street, 
Carleton, and has been living with her 
for a little over a year. He was slightly 
deranged, and has, on several other oc­
casions left home and gone wandering 
about the streets. A strict watch was 
always kept on him to prevent him from 
going astray, but between three and four 
o’clock this morning he evaded the 
watchful eye of his relatives and walked 
to His death. He secured his exit from 
the house by raising, what was thought 
to be a securely fastened window, and, 
half clothed he started towards 
Rodney street. Presumably he went 
down St. John street and across Ludlow 
street to Rodney, where about a quar­
ter to four he was seen in the yard of 
Philip Hayes,by Mr.Hayes’ son Michael. 
On being asked what he wanted Ervine 
made no reply but sauntered out of the 
yard, moving in the direction of the mill 
pond, and almost immediately a crash 
of boards and a groan told 
Michael Hayes that the old man had 
fallen into the mud-hole below. The tide 
was fortunately cut and thinking of no 
immediate danger to the unknown per­
son, Hayes left his house to look for a 
policeman. In a short time officer 
Amos was found and he with Michael 
Hayes and a younger brother of the lat­
ter constituted themselves into a search­
ing party. With the aid of a lantern, the 
flats of the pond were diligently search­
ed for nearly *n hour but although the 
man’s tracks were plainly discerned, 
he himself could not be found.
D By five o’clock Mr. Russel’s family 

had missed their aged relative and they 
too, set out on a vigorous search. The 
streets were scoured In every direction 
but not until nine o’clock were the efforts 
of the searchers successful.

When found Ervine was lying across 
a large rock with his face hanging into 
the water and part of his body submerg­
ed. He bad on a pair of trousers, a 
shirt and one sock. Ervine probably 
lay just where he had fallen from ex­
haustion and was drowned by the in­
coming tide. His body was removed to 
his late home.

The age of the man is not definitely 
known but he himself,has said that he was 
94 years old. His relatives, however, are 
of the opinion that he was a little less 
than ninety. He was a native of Limer­
ick, Ireland,and has been in this country 
for some time.

Coroner White did not deem it neces­
sary to hold an inquest on the body.

The manner 
in which the artist has depicted the flood 
of light from the moon as breaking over 
the edge of the rolling edges of the 
clouds, falling mellowly on the distaât 
landscapes, shining through between the 
islands and spreading on the rippling 
tide below them speaks highly for her 
ability to understand the subtleties of 
light and shade. And this is shown,too, 
in the dark, yet luminous shadows, and 
the soft, reflected lights so skillfully 
brought out on the shaded sides of 
the islands nearest the sta­
tion of the onlooker.

Looks Like, nod how the Interior Is 
Contractors and

When They will be Flnlshed-lhen
the Firemen will be Happy.

Old No. 3 engine house on Union street 
has been torn down, and in its place a 
handsome three story brick building has 
been erected. This is one of the changes 
which the Gazette takes pleasure in 
chronicling. It is one which means im- 

, provement to that part of Union street, 
and it will afford the fire department 
proper many additional facilities, and 
No. 3 company and the Salvage Corps, 
who are to occupy the new building, 
much more comfort and convenience 
than they have enjoyed in the past.

From the street the main building, 
fronting 40 feet, presents a fine appear­
ance, as the illustration above shows. 
It has three stories and is ornamented 
by a hose tower, on the one side a chim­
ney of unique design on the other, and 
a couple of arches in the centre. The 
ground floor front consists of doors so ar­
ranged as to open at the will of the 
drivers, and on the shortest notice. The 
second story is fronted with large, square 
plate glass mullion windows, admitting 
plenty of light to the apartments within, 
and attracting attention by their 
peculiar design.

The ell to this, is of brick* two stories 
in height and measuring 72J x 30 feet. 
In it are contained the stalls of the 
horses, a box stall for a sick or disabled 
animal, and wash stand, with repairing 
room for engines in the rear, and above 
all a hay loft and feed apartment, 70 x 
28 feet. The engine room in the main 
building, 28x43 feet, is floored with two- 
inch deal, and over that two-inch birch. 
The door-ways are each nine feet wide, 
the section to the east being for 
the hose cart, the one to the west 
for the Salvage Corps wagon, and that 
in the centre for the engine. The horse 
stalls face the front of the building, and 
the doors of these have not been built 
on the sliding plan, but have been so 
arranged on springs as to fly open when 
the horses touch them. The stable is 
28x32 feet, and the repair shop 28x40. 
In this latter apartment, the repairing 
of all the engines will be done, under the 
supervision of Mr. John Wilson, the 
electrical engineer. The huge loft wil1 
be utilized not only for the storage of the 
hay and feed of the horses attached to 
No. 3 company and the Salvage Corps, 
but also for the storage of the surplus 
stock of the whole fire department.

A small door lets the visitor in from 
the street, and, ascending the stairway 
he will find on the second flat, first, the 
fire alarm gongs and telephone, and just 
opposite these the bath room, 9 x 12 
feet, then two sleeping apartments, a 
store-room and a small repairjshop. The 
sleeping rooms, take up the front 
of the building and measure 
respectively 22 x 23 and 15 x 15 feet. 
The larger of these will be occupied by 
the drivers, and in the centre, a brass 
sliding pole will be securely fixed by 
which the men may reach tbe ground 
floor at a second’s notice, or a moment 
after the gong has sounded. Another one 
of these sliding poles will be put in 
from the third story to the second, just 
at the entrance of the assembly rooms 
of the corps. These are splendid apart­
ments 22x22 and 26x15, the former to 
be occupied by the Salvage 
Corps and the latter by the 
members of the fire company. 
On the third floor, too, is tbe battery 
room, 20 x 16 feet, in which will be 
placed the storage batteries of the elec­
tric fire alarm.

The cellar of the new building will 
have a concrete floor, and here will be 
l<»cated the heating apparatus. The hose 
drier extends up from the ground floor, 
to a height of 62 feet where it ends in 
the tower which combines with the gen­
eral workmanship to give the new “No. 
3’s” a substantial and elegant appear-

The apparatus, including engine, hose 
cart, and Salvage Corp’s wagon, will, of 
course, be located *on the first flat, and 
the harness of the horses, and the doors 
will be manipulated in the same speedy 
manner in which they have been mani­
pulated heretofore. The sliding poles, 
however, have now been introduced for 
the first time, and by the aid of these 
the drivers in care of a night alarm 
can drop down directly at the heads of 
their horses. It will then be but a mat­
ter of seconds until the teams are on 
the street.

The interior of the building is not yet 
completed, but it probably will be before 
the new’ year, as the contract expires De­
cember 31st. H. H.Mottis the architect, 
John Flood is the contractor, while John 
McPherson has the carpenter work un­
der his supervision. The contract for the 
necessary plumbing has been awarded 
Henry Dunbrack, who is now engaged in 
putting in tbe various pipes. Frank E. 
McManus is setting up the heating appar­
atus.

The old engine house that stood in this 
place so long—about 30 years—was rec­
ognized as a land mark of the old fire 
department. It was a handsome build­
ing in its day, and served in every way 
the purposes of a fire station. But in 30 
years the city has grown in size, and its 
requirements have become greater. The 
old engine house no longer seemed suit­
able, and in August of 1889 Aid. Blacka- 
dar brought up before the Common 
Council the question of erecting a new 
building. The question was postponed 
until the following spring and it was 
then successfully carried.

As chairman of the fire committee 
Aid. Blackadar has worked hard in the 
interests of the firemen with the result 
that within a fewmonths the members of
