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Germany had Better
Knowledge of Empire

‘It is beyond question that when
this war b'oke oat, the Germans were
utilizing for their own purposes, their
own national purposes, the building up
of their industries, natural resources
which .were to be found in many pirts
of our Empire, and in some instances
catural resources which could not be
obtaincd in the same abundance and
of the same quality anywhere else.

I venture to think, and I have stated
in the United Kingdom, that Germany
had a better knowledge and concepticn
of tthe natural resources of the Over-
seas Deominions of this Empire than
were to be fourd in the United King
dom before the war. I have no doubt
‘of that whatever; and if you had the
opportunity of héaring what was re-
counted to me {rom men from other
D.minions of the Empire, you will
have no doubt of the trutn of what I
have to say.

“I will give one incidgnt with regard
to our own country which was brought
to my attention the day I left Canada.
The president of 8" mineral company
that has mineral resources in the island
of Newfoundland told me that about
two months bafore the war he was in
Germany and bag occasion to call upon
one of the. managers of the Krupps.
Reference was made to these mineral
resources, and the géntleman to whom
I have referred epoke ‘of their develop
mert. el o

Tt e mapager_corrected him in some
respect a8 to their development, or at
least sonie quéstiontarose. "To his sur-
prise, the manager rang a bell, called
in a clerk, and soon the clerk, "placed
before t58H R plan of the workings at
Belle Isle w!ich“nal,only showed the
workings as they were when my friend
leit Canada a month or two be‘ore, but
even showed the developments which
bad taken place during the time of h's
abgence. :
