Renting Agent Throckmorton 
wanted to lease two vacant rooms on a 
lower floor to Simonds, but the latter de­
clared that he wanted the .upper floor for 
the reason that there were no tenants 
there. The man gave no references. He 
said he was astrangerin the city,and that 
he wanteffthe flat for a brother,who was 
coming from the East for treatment of 
his eyes. A lease running from Feb. 19. 
to May 1 was made out and signed by 
Simonds. The stranger was never 
again at the office of Knight & Mar­
shall. On March 20 Collector Herman 
Goldman went to the flat to collect the 
rent He found nobody on the floor. 
He peeped through a hole in the door 
of one of the front rooms, and saw furni­
ture within. When he came 24 hours 
later every vestige of furniture had been 
removed, and no trace of the mysterious 
J. B. Simonds could be found. James 
M. Marshall, junior member of the firm, 
corroborated the testimony of his 
ployes.

The examination ended at this point, 
During the proceedings at both sessions 
of court it was reported that the sheriff 
of Peoria county was unable to serve an 
attachment on District Officer Spellman,
for the reason that the latter was in the 
East on business. The state wants to 
examine Spellman on the letters which 
passed between him and Beggs during 
the stormy days in camp 20 in February 
and March.

fied. Spellman’s disappearance is un­
accountable. He left here over two weeks 
ago for a flying trip to Cincinnati in the 
interest of the whiskey trust When he 
concluded his business in that place he 
informed his family by mail that he was 
going farther East, and was not fully de­
termined on his future movements. That 
was nearly two weeks ago, and nothing 
has been heard about him since. His 
familyiis decidedly uneasy about him, 
especially since it was learned that he

Winnipeg, Man., Oct. 31.—Today «Asst. 

Distr Atty. Baker of Chicago and Lawyer 
Howell have elicited entirely new, and, 
if true, important information from Gill­
ette, the fellow prisoner of the Cronin 
taspect, Martin Burke, while the latter 
was in jail here. Gillette says Burke 
told him the plot had been to decoy Dr. 
Cronin from his house by Coughlin and 
a woman. Burke admitted that he 
was “soft” on this woman and she 
was also “soft” on Coughlin. Afterwards 
Coughlin changed the plan and decoy­
ed Dr. Cronin by means of O’Sullivan’s 
business card. As well as Gillette could 
remember, Burke mentioned as associ­
ates with himself in the affair Coughlin, 
Cooney, and O’Sullivan. The intention 
was to sink the body in the lake, but 
confederate who was to meet them with 
a boat failed to keep his appointment 
Burke went twice to a lawyers office on 
Dearborn street, Chicago, and there got 
money for doing the job, so Gillette says; 
The clothes of Cronin were brought to 
Winnipeg by Burke and hidden in a 
house on Valentine street.

Al­
though five months have passed since 
its election, it has not yet succeeded in 
even settling the salaries of all the civic 
officials, tho salaries of the fire and police 
departments still remaining to be con­
sidered.

In this 
respect, the new Common Council seems 
to be travelling along the same path as 
its predecessors, a happy-go-lucky style 
of doing business that is not calculated 
to promote the public interests.

The prayer to be used in meetings of 
convention is, with a verbal change or 
two, placed immediately after the prayer 
for Congress, and rubrics dealing with 
the other prayers in the same collection 
are changed so as to provide for their 
being used before the general thanksgiv­
ing, or when that is not said before the 
final prayer of blessing or the benedic-

As those who have followed the pro­
ceedings of the Convention at all must 
be aware the use of the Nicene Creed 
has been made compulsory on Christmas 
Day, Easter Day, Ascension Day, Whit­
sunday, and Trinity Sunday. The new 
Prayer Book will have a rubric to that 
effect in place of the present rubric in 
the communion service. “Then shall he 
read the Apostles’ or Nicene Gteed.”

The following verses are added to the 
offertory sentences in the communion 
service:

Speak unto the children of Israel, 
that they bring me an offering; of every 
man that giveth it willingly with his 
heart ye shall take my offering.—Exod.

Among the noteworthy alterations 
which require the ratification of the next 
Convention is the insertion in the even­
ing service of the versicles from the 
English Prayer Book beginning with 
“O Lord save the State,” the last being 
changed to “For it is thou only, O Lord, 
who maketli us to dwell in safety.” A 
penitential office for Ash Wednesday 
is provided, and different collects, epistles 
and gospels are provided for use when 
there is a second communion service on 
Christmas and Easter Day. The re­
ference to the marriage at Cana from 
the English book is inserted in the open­
ing sentence of the marriage service, and 
a pealm. collect, epistle, and gospel are 
provided for use when communion is 
celebrated at the time of the marriage. 
A similar provision for communion at 
the burial service was negatived.

The insertion at the end of the com­
munion service of the rubric, “There 
shall be no celebration Lord,s
Supper unless there be so^^ximiiinn- 
icate with the priest,” fai^^Pa&qption, 
but the following was add^Ho the exist­
ing rubric: “and sufficieBPopportunity 
shall be given for those wSo are present 
to communicate.” This prevents a priest 
from communicating alone, as Ritualistic 
clergymen delight to do.

Any of the foregoing alterations, as 
as the less important which have not 
been enumerated may fail of ratification 
at the next Convention, as a provision 
for the omission of the Litany on certain 
festivals did in this, and so will never 
be incorporated in the Prayer Book.

THE SEW PRAYER BOOK.

A Snmmary of the Changes Made by (he 
General Convention.

Although, perhaps, the more important 
alterations which were adopted by the 
recent Episcopal General Convention 
require the ratification of 1892 before 
they become part of the Prayer Book, 
the changes which were finally resolved 
upon are sufficient to render it necessary 
for Episcopalians to purchase new Prayer 
Books. These who fail to adopt the 
latest liturgical arrangments will find it 
very difficult, if not impossible, to follow 
the service. The first change which has 
become part of the Prayer Book sub­
stitutes for “The order how the Psalter is 
appointed to be read” and for “The order 
how the Holy Scripture is appointed to 
be read,” a general order ‘ Concerning the 
service of the Church,” incorporating the 
two with certain changes and additions 
which chiefly concern clergymen only. 
Its principal provision, however, concerns 
laymen, as it consists of new tables of 
Psalms for feast and fast days and of 
selected Psalms, as follows:
