#Mr. Speaker, in moving the ad-
journment of the House I desire to
say that since the House last met,
the Government as a Government
has gone out of office. The resigna-
tion of Sir R. A. Squires as Prime
Minister ‘automatically carried with
it the resignation of all of the mem-
bers of ;‘& Executive Govcrnment
As His Excellency the Governor has
pointed out to me, Ministers are still
retaining office as the King's Gov-
ernment must go on, and the con-
stitutional practice is for them to
retain office until they are succeeded
or the positions are otherwise filled.
His Excellency sent for me yester-
day afternoon and asked me to’ form
an administration and, while realiz-
ing the magnatitude of the task, I
told him that I was oprepared to
make the ‘attempt.

Sir, the Government is primarily
formed by ‘the people and can only
function while it has the confidence
of the House. In fact I go sa far
.as to say it can only function at
times when ‘it has the confidence of
the people.

Liast evening I°-was unanimously
elected the Leader of those who sit
this side of the House, but that does
not necessarily mean that I have be-
come Prime Minister.

I have to form a Government, and
in that undertaking and in view of
what T have said, I propose to at-
tempt to form \vhat in. my opinion
will be an admmlstratlon of strength
and stability and one which will pos
sess the confidence lof the country
at large. In view of the situation
and of general conditions, I want to,
ask here and now every member of
the House, whether sitting on this
side or on that, and, in fact, every
member of the community to make!
any little sacrifice that -may be nec- |
essary for the 'welfare of our com-
.mon country. If this is impossible!
and I cannot form such a Govern-
ment, then I am quite ready to go
back to His Excellency gnd, while
telling him of my failure, ask him
to send for someone who may ° be
more successful. It will take
little time to make the necessary
arrangements, and, I therefore move
that at its rising ‘this House adjourn
until Tuesday next ‘at three o’clock
in the afternoon.’®

Eriday, Dec. 27th.

Arose very early in the dark and
made a few preparations for a bury-
ing expedition down the Strand
Shore where nine bodies were still
unburied, though some had died
carly in November. I expect to be
away itwo or three days. I sent
down word that [ ‘was coming a
good while back, so that the graves
would be ready. Owing to the state
of the houses, I am 'taking a camp
and small stove, also some digging
implements in case they should be
needed. Will ‘Martin ran me over
to North River,” whence he had to
return home, sick. I arranged with
Bob and Jim Williams to accompany
me with their teams. We got off
about 11.0. Along Strand Shore the
going was terrible. We had to keep
along the “ballicatters’ ice covere

rocks along the shore, which were
one mass of broken-up lumps, over
which the koamtiks bumped and
dropped; Dark came on us when
near Pardy’s Head. The descent
needed great care. Made Woody
Point about 7.30. Nearly everybody
was still sick. The two families had
moved into the one house, a tiny tilt!
of about cight feet square. In 'this
there were twelve souls trying to live:
The atmosphere was terrific! \Ve;
learnt from these people that no,
graves had been dug, and as five of
the dead were still in the other
house, we would have to haul them
the seven or eight miles out to the
graveyard at Weat Bay. By the light
of a lantern we pitched out tent at
the edge of the woods. This was
my first experience of camping in
the winter. Tt certainly more
pleasant than many of the houses,
but alternates between extreme heat
and extreme cold, according to the
state of ‘the stove. You go to sleep
perspiring, and you wake upp freez-
ing, to find the stove all out. A
good feed of porridge went down all
right.
