The whole popu-
lation of our D¢ mliaion was electrified at the awful calamity, and moved as °
one body, directed by one controlling master-band and mlud’ to promptly
and efficiently relieve our suffering fellow eltizens. Provisions, clothing and
money were dispatched from all points, and placed at the disposal of the au-
thorities ofthe distressed clty,as fast a8 steam could convey,and the lightning
spark of the telegraph flash, Naturally our first thoughts were for our brother
0dd Fellows in that distant land, to learn thelr loks—to know thelr wants,
—and *hen to apply the remedy, of succour and relief, Through the well
directed exertions “ our Grand S tary, by tel ) the ber of
the “Advisory Board" acting in unison, and unanimous approval, obtained
the appropriation of $400 for that purpote. Speed, promptness and dispatch
were all important, and as there was no time for doubt, discussion or hesi-
tation, the wishes of the Board were confirmed, and the money paid by she
Grand Treasurer.

hundred members, to amend the Constitution in this respect and which
proposed amendment will be considered at the ensuing meeting to be held in
Baltimore, iu September.

NIX.—LIBRARIES AND READING R00MS,

At the last session of the G.L. W. P. the following resolution was
adopted :

. Resolved,—"“That Lodge Librarles are a necessity of the Order and shou'd
by all means he‘eneoumged. and tl &' the funds of Lodges may b3 approe
priated for that purpose; but that th: menner ard measure oP such appro-
prlatlonl are proper subjects of local legisiation,”
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It will thus be observed that the doubtful question of the right of Subordi-
nate Lodges to grant funds for libraries is set at rest. It now becomes the
duty of this Grand Lodge to legislate in the premises and determine “the
manner and measure” of such appropriations by some general regulaticns
and thereby give full foree and effiot to the acts of the Bupreme Grand
Lodge.

With these new Powers in operation, it is to be hoped that every Sutordi-
nate Lodge will at least supply itself with the current Wweekly and moathly
Oddfellows’ publications, and so place within the reach of every member aa
opportunity of keeping pace with the rapid onward march of our Order on
this continent. The old adage that “Knowledge is power,” with us has a
fuller and more comprehensive meaning than in its general application
In OddfellowsLip not only is knowledge power, but it is 1ife, vigor, growth,
vitality aud strength to each Subordinate Lodge, and fuiluess, freshness and
force to every Individual member,

Let a beginning, however small, be speedily made, and thus secure not
alone the nucleus of vuluable and richly stored libraries bereafter, but in.
formation and present interest united end lid effort for

XX.~MUTUAL RELIEF AND PROVIDENT ASROCIATIONS,

I would indeed fail jn my duty were I to umit to direct speclal attention
to the Mutual Afd Association organized {n this Grand Jurisdiction for the
€éxclusive benefit of Odd Fellowg): the one at Hamilton, Instituted 8th June,
1869, and incorporated in 1871; and the other at Kingston, incorporated
16th April, 1875. This 8yslem of Life Insurance in our Order has been
largely test:d in other and older Grand Jurisdictions and has proved of
great benefit to the fi of d %, Who prudently and
thoughtfully avalled themselves of this mode of protection for the widow
and orphan,

I regret, however, to learn from the annual report before me, that com-
paratively few of our members have taken advantage of o favorable an
opportunity, to secure such a worthy and commendable provision for those
who have the highest claims on our care, forethought and protecuon.‘ Out
of a membership on our Grand Becretary’s books, in round numbers, of
twelve thousand Oddfellows we have only about twelve hundred members

, holding policies in these two assoclations. Inetead of one out of ten, or ten
per cent. of our members being piotected and covered by a mutunal life
Policy, there Is no reason why at least one=half of our memberkhip, or five
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times the number now insmed should not be policy-holders in these Assocla-
tlens. The Hamllton Con:pany, since its institution has paid $8,885, on 17
Ppolicies, and the Kingston Company, $5,375,0n 7 claims, The management
and directing control of each company 18 in the hnnl‘ls of prudent and ex-
perlenced Oddfellows, and all Interested may feel assured that every unders.
taking will be honestly and faithfully carried out. The value of the policy
18 well secured, the annual cost very low, the calls small and eusy of pay-
ment, and the satisfaction enjoyed of knowing that every dollar pald does
double duty, secures the double object ; first, 6{ helping and assisting the
family of a. brother Odd ,» and 'Y, of providing sure and
certain provision for our own family hereafter. On the attention of every
Teprésentative to this Grand Lodge I strongly urge the duty ofbringlng this
important question before each subordinate lodge and arranging for rellable
agencles, whereby every facility may be given to all our membeis to secure
this cheap and sat{«factory mode of protection for ¢ the loved ones at home."

XXI-FIRE INHURANPE LOUGE PROPERTY,

It 1s estinuated that our one hundred and seventy-seven lodges have in-
vested in furniture, fittings and regalia in round figures one handred thous-
and dollars. In far too many cases the lodges have no fire policies on this
deseription of property, and in many other instances, even where insured, the
risk covered, is grenﬁy below the true insurance value, KEach lodge owes it
1o itself, yea, owes it very other lohge. to provide a reasonable amount
of insurance on thejr ‘eable property. The sudden and unexpected loss
by fire (from careless neglect of insurance) ofone lodge room unquestionably
to a grenier or lesser extent affects the financial reputation of the whole,
Therefore in the interest of all, for the mutual Pprotection of all, 1t 1s clearly
the duty of every lodge, to be reasonably and as far as Possible, safely in-
sured in some good solvent company. How best to secure this worthy
object, 1s a question in my Judgment well duserving the careful and patient
consideration of the Grand Lodge. »

XXIL—LEGISLATION,

In administering the affairs of the office of Grand Master, my attention
was early directed to the fact that on several polnts deeply affecting every
subordinate lodge, we had no general law governi: g the wholnjurlsdlotlon,

but were left to local Lodge legislation, More especially do I refer to the

questions of punishment by reprimand, the mode and manner of suspensions
for n, p. d,, the same as to dropped members, mempb:rs when entitled to
benefits, after initiation or deposit of eard; and when entltled to benefits,
after payment of arrears, Being strongly impressed with the convietion
that a general law should govern these several important and general ques-
tions, and thereby secure uniformity in Onmrlé, I addressed u letter to the
Grand Masters of each state In America, asking for thelr custom, their
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practice, and their law, Replies have been received from thirty-six Grand
Officers, giving full and valuable information on the particular points de-
sired. The full correspondence I now lay before the Grand Lodge, inviting
caref] and thorough consideration of the same.

XXIIL—PROCEEDINGS GRAND JURISDICTIONS.

On application by letter to the proper officers, I hayve recel ved the printed
Jjournals of Pproceedings of the last session from nearly all the State Grand
bodies under the control of the Supreme Grand Lodge. These records are
always interesting and instructive, and I feel it important th at the work,
yearly progress, and constitutional laws prevailing in our sister jurisdictions
should be more widely known in Ontarlo, ‘Beveral Grand Lodges have a
regularly yearly Y g C whose duty it is to
minutely examine the proczedings of klxidred Grand Lodges, and report all
matters of importance, law and custom. This report 1s considered one of
the most interesting and valuable of the session, spreading broadoast withmn
such local jurlsdiction the essence of the yearly results, changes and Im-
provements of the Order on this Continent, and in foreign countries. Most
earnestly I invite the attention of our Grand Lodge to this point, and recom-
mend provision should be made for a regularly constituted committee to
carry out this practice, with instructions to report the first day of each an-
nual session.  As an example of the dutles and results of such a committee,
I confidently refer to the Journals of Wisconsin for December, 1876,

XXIV.—CONCLUSION,

1_(0ur (‘mnmmee, to whom was referred, by resolution passed by this R,
W. Grand Lodge at 118 last session, the consideration of the important oir-
cular as to d; of the fees, by Bro. A, McGregor, of
Covenant Lodge, having carefully considered the same, beg leave to report
as follows ;

Your Committee are unanimously of the opinion that the pregent basis
upon which dues and benetits are regulated, In most if not all the Lodges of
this juri 1s Y and misl 8. They find, upon careful
inquiry, that, upon such basis as thiat which now obtaing, the time 18 almost
certain to come when the Ledges will not be able to meet all their financial
obligations. They have no hest , th y in g that a
kcheme shall be adopted as speedily as may be, which will be at once more
equitable with regard to the menibership, and witt greater certainty secure,
to the utmost limit, all the objects inthe nt of the
b ¢ el of our |

There are two leading methods by which your Committee think that this
readiustment. of dues and benefits might be accomplished : Either the
nmoums‘ror initiation might be graduated uniformly from the age of 21 up-
wards, as per circular of Bro, McGregor, or a similar principle might be ap-
plied to the quarterly dués. Your Committee are favorable to the scheme
as elaborated in this circular, They think, for ]nulnn!ee, that the same fee
for Initiation between the ages of 21 and 80 yeare s not an equitable ar.
rnngement ; nor will it effectually secure all the objects of the benefit BYB-
tem, They regard thix feature of the adjustment. of fees as the most objec-
tionable; but they also think that the entire scheme might undergo such
a modification as would more perfectly equalize the burden among the mem-
bership, Your Committee, after much thought upon the subject, are
strongly impressed with the Justice of the system by which an increase is
made in the initiation fe¢ pmporll(;naua to the increase of the risk incurred
by each additional yeur oflife, For example, If $6 be the correct fee at the
age of 21, it 18 extimated that the risk at 22 is increased in the sum of 64
cents, at 28, in the sum of $1.81 ; and 80 on until the end of life.

that the Widows' and Orphans’ Fund, now very inadequately sustained,

MoGregor’s circular, with that by which the necessary addition ig
Proposed to be made to the quarterly dues, your Committee feel bound to
ndicato their decided Preference for that of Bro, McGregor, and from the
following i s g that both soh would be alike effes
tual in realizing the purposes very doub: , in
the esti of your O I that by which the addition of fractional
parts of a dollar would be made to the initiation fee, and not to the qQuar-
terly dues, strikes your Committee as most desirable, In either case the
1 of these fracti 1 is somewhat perplexing, But it
must be apparent that the scheme which renders these calculations neces-
sary less frequently, oughy, other things belng equal, to command our pre-
ference. Then, to the Proposed initiute, the scheme by which a uniformiy
graded Initiation ‘fee 18 required, wiil appear less formidable, for the reason
that, when once paid, it 1s paid for all time to come ; and so far as his dues
are concerned he will stand on precisely the same {ooting as his younger
brother, no matter Wwhat the disparity of age. Moreover, the Lodge, by this
scheme, gains more through the lapses of older than by those of Yyounger
brethren, while 1t will have received all that will be hecessary to meet any
subsequent contingencles when each brother is initiated, Whereas, If the
grading acoording to age 15 put upon the quarterly dues, members will soon
feel it a hardship to be placed upon an apparent Inequality with their
brethren, and may soon become hisheartened and drop out, and thus valu
abje membership niay, in some onses, be sacrificed, and the necessary addi
tlon to the fund lost,

Unity will be our experience unless we take advantage of the knowledge it
has gained, and adopt remedles similar to those it has adopted,

The great mistakeiwe have been making has been in placing ull our mem-
bers on an exact equality as to dues and benefits regardless of age. Were :
we simply a charitable soclety that might be permissable; but with our

~—which is nothing more than a form of insurance—
Pear to bo the helght of folly for us to disregard those
mortality upon which depends so largely the claims
madeon our treasuries,

The disbursements of a Lodge are of three klnd.s: 1st. Working Ezpenses,
Which can always be kept' within due bounds by the exeroise of a wise
economy ; 2d, Charity, which depends alike on the extent of our funds and
the fervenoy of our sympathies ; for we cannot spend more than we have,
and we are not obliged to give more thaa we choose ; 8d, Benefits, which
are fixed by our by-laws, and the payment of which cannot be avolded with-
out going into i oy and bri g di: upon the Order.

Thus, while two of thesé forms of expenditure are under ourcontrol at all
times, and can be regulated by the extent of our finances, the third isofa
more fixed nature, and has to be provided for before the claims are actually
Presented. Hitherto that provision has not been Properly made, for the

Though the life of
an individual is uncertain, there is nothing more certain than the averpge
In 100,000 lives. Statistios upon this polnt are abundant, From them lhoue
tables of mortality are compiled which form the basls o! our modern life
1 and to which no insurance assoclation would
be recognized or could D;Ilt.

But the largest claim upon our funds {s made for sick benefits, and the
question may arise in the minds of some whether this cla\m also increases
with age. The most valuable statistics on this subject come to us from
England. They are to be found in the Vital Statistios of Neloon, published
in 1840, covering the experience of 1,147,000 years of about 200,000 lives; in
the tables of tiie M. U., prepared by their Becretary, Rateliffe, comprisiog
about 200,000 livea for the three ynr ending in 1848 ; and in those of Fin-
lalson, which were from the returns by the

of Friendly 8 in Britain for the term ending Dec. 81, 1850,

In 1858 a report was wmade to the G. I.. U. 8, by a Special Committee
which tabulated the experience of the English sooleties and also of our own
Order, in so far as the latter were obtainable. This session our Grand Sece
retarv presents you with the record of about 10,000 lives for the year 1876 in
the Province of Ontario—the st attempt ever made by any one to discover
the rate of sickness in this country, These atatistios are here presented in
comparison with each other, showing in decades of years the average of
slokness In weeks and deoimals for one person. =

The variations in these different tables may be acocounted for from these
facts: Nelson's oonclusions were drawn from llyes of all classes, which
would bring the rate higher than in selected lives, such as are to be focnd
in 0dd Fellows’ Socleties ; besides whioh, in 1840, the date of his investiga-
tions, the rate of sickness was much greater than at present. Finlalson
ehows a lower rate than either Nelson or Rateliffe, from the fact that he
excluded miners, colliers and sallors from his caloulations on account of
thelr more dangerous ocsupations. It will be seen that from the age of 85 __
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upwards the statistics in Ontarlo show a remarkabie similarity to those of
@ same class of. lives.

Further evidence can be found by referring to the statistics of Ohlo and

The Grand ecretary of Pennsylvania glves a table of Lodges 1n series of
fifties and hundreds, showing the same steady incrense of sickness with age,
For 1876, with o membership of 81,788' while the general average wad 644
of & week, the rate for the fify oldest Lodges was l.215—nenr]y double,
Taking these sife-fifty Lodn:en we find that their average lq 1878 was .982 )
in 197-1, .082; in 1875, L074; in 1876, 1.215. .

The plan upon which most of tne Lodges of our 01 der have huhef"b worked
failing to tuke these important elements into conulderntlun,“"hu been of
necessify defective ; and it s no wonder that in this Jurisdiction, &s well as
in others, we fing some of the older Lodges burdened with a weight of‘bene-
ficlary clalms startling in their extent, and awakening the most serious
forebodings, In the younger Lodges the evil is not yet noticeable, Their
members are young and healthy ; they have little sickness and fow deaths;
the current of popular favor adds to their strength apd thelr wealth ; and it *
15 easy for them to accumulate money for a time, even though their finan-
clal system 1s unsound, But 1t will only require the life of a generation to
elapsefor, them to fee] the burden as heavily as do the older Lodges, and

Thus, while the older Lodges recelve yearly per member $1.11} less than
the younger, they spend for regular benefits alone about $2.10 more. Were
1t not that nearly all of them owh property, and thus have a revenue apart
from thelr fees, some would have been bankrupt ere this; and what they
may be in twenty years from now is not pleasant to anticipate.

Another practical hint may be drawn from the above comparison. The
small sum of 8} cents psr member paid by the older Lodges for charity
shows conclusively that, as the Lodges have advanced 1n years, the domydn
on thelr treasuries for bensfits have been so great that they have nét felt
able to exeroise to any extent that practical benevolence, without which
‘Odd-Fellowship is little more than an insurance soclety.

. It would be ‘well if we could obtaln aome idea as to the probable axpandl-'
tiire of &' Lhdge when 1t hias reached the age of maturity, say 40, 18 can-
not be done with absolute certainty ; but yet some idea may be gaindd by
analyzing 'the transactions of the Order. We find from the experience of
s+~ Ohlo and Pennsylvania, the two largest Jurisdictions, that the older Lodges
are paylng 1} week’s benefits to each memkber yearly. By colluting the re-
turns of ‘the various jurisdlotions Jor 1874 and 1875 (equivalent to about
“& .. 1,000,000 tves for one year) we find that the expenditure for widows’ annul-
tles amourits'to one-sixth of the éxpenditure for siok benefits ; for funeral
benefits one-fourth ; for educating orphans one-fifty-sixth, Working ex-
penses in Ontarlo in the older Lodges amonnt to $1.84 per member, a high
rate, but no higher than in the United States. There is also the charitable
work of the Order—apnrt from its regular benefits; and 26 cents per mem-
ber nﬁnunlly 18 the least amount with the ch and
duties of Odd-l"ellownhlp.

it canbe only certain of dues, With $6 or $6.50, the amount charged for
dwes by most Lodges, it does not require any argument to show that insol-
‘venoy is only a question nf time. With all their receipts, dues, Initiations,
degrees, and interest from lnveaunénu. our older Lodges at present only re-
ceive on the average $8.20 per member, !

To remedy the evils of this system your Committee have had refexed to
them a scheme diawn up with the sanction of the Toronto Lodges, which
this Grand Lodge 1s asked to to ita 8 An -
tion of this plan, however, shows it to be only the old plan in a slightly ln-
Pproved dress, A Prominent feature of 1t provides 1or an alteration In the
appropriation for the Widows' and Orphans’ Fand, Admitting this to be
an improvement, it s only a matter of book-keeping, Whether & man's
money be in his right or lett-hand pocket may affect his personal conveni-
ence, but does not, qﬂbol his financlal position, In Wwhat fund a Lodge places
its money 1s of secondary Importance so longas It has the money.

This modification in book-keeping {s the main teature of the proposea
plan, The general prineiple Is the same that nearly rufred the M. U.; that
has daused so many Lodges In America to fal, viz., the same yearly dues,
no matter what, the ages of the members may be, but grading to some ex-
tent the admission fee. In detatl only it differs, in so far as the admission
fee is graded for a Yearly increase, while under the old plan the inerease
oceurs usually in decades or semi-decades, Placing it in comparison with
the fees charged by the Toronto Lodges it may be an improvement ; but it so
happens that Toronto I8 not the entire Jurisdiction, and there are many
Lodges In Ontario, even in the rural districts, whose foes for admission are
much higher than have ever been charged by the Lodges in the Metroj olis.
‘Were they to adopt the plan under consideration they would be making a
decidedly retrograde movement, for they would charge less than they do
aow, v
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The majority of our Lodges place their members on an equality, so far as
benefits are the diffe on of degrees pr y
amounting to this, that the brother who has not taken the Scarlet does not
get full benefits, for anything less than the amount Ppaid Bcarlet members {s
in many cases scarce -worth calling benefits. The ‘Lodge should, then, in
Jjustice to itself, draw from all 1ts members an equal amount in fees and
dues, Under the new plan proposed, as well as under the old, this 18 not

done ; because as is evident, the man wfm lives the longest wiil pay the most
money. 4 ;

Let us take an illustration. A and B—aged respectively 21 and 40 Yyears
—join a Lodge working under thie new plan ; the former will pay an ad-
miesion fee of §$6, the latter $28.67 ; each would pay $6 per year for dues.
But A Woll*d, on the average expectation of life, live 41} Years; B would
only live 23, Consequently their Paymonts would stand thus:—

A would pay $6 x 41} = $249 + $6=$255.00
B wonld pay $6 x $28=3168 + $23.67= §101,07.

From these unequal Payments they are promised the same pecuniary bene-
fits. In reality, however, there would be Inequulity in the benefits ns well
as the dues ; but the inequality is now in the other direction. Funeral
benefits and wldqm’ annuities may be eonsidered equal ; but not the sick
benefits. A’s 41} years (expectation of life) will take him to the fgeof 624 ;
B's 28 years will take him to 68. Taking Willlamson’s tables of sickness
(Journal @, L, U, 8., 1853), which are & falr average, we find that A will
likely have 51 weeks of sickuess; B 825, Thus, with a weekly benefit of $3,
A will receive $158.and B 4248, Now, contrast the two cases—supposing
them both to remain in 8ood standing, and leaving out funeral and widows’
benefits and charity, which we may consider equal—und we find :—

A pays $255 ; recelves back $153; leaving to his gredit $102,
B pays $191.63; recelves $248 ; overdrawing his #ccount 46,

Showing an Inequality of nearly $1560 between these two members, After
previding for funeral and widows' benefits, the Lodge will not ,mnke much
out'of A ; and certainly will lose heavily on B.

It does not appear, then, that the scheme proposed by the Toronto l;odlu
‘wonld be'a very profitable one; and {t certainly wowld not be just,

A serious mistake in this scheme, and one which is visible on the surface,
i, that It only provides for the Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund, leaving the
General Benefit Fund But the disb for the rellef of
widows Is ouly about one-tenth of the entire relief expenditure of the Order
(see Journal G. L. U. 8., pp. 6888-6851), More than that, the claim on the
‘W. and O. Fund isuota lability which incieases Wwith uge L0 &y apprecl
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able extent, so far as we can Judge from the experience of the Order hither-

10; while the claims on the General Benefit Fund for funeral and sick bene-
fits do Increase most emphatically, Referring agaln to the expeérience of
Penneylvania and Ohlo, with a combined membership of 140,285, we find
that the amount paid during the last year for widows and orphans was,
for the entire membership, in round numbers, 64} cents per member, while
for the fifly oldest Lodges id each State, instead of increasing, it was actu-
ally far less, belng only 83} céents. On the other hand, the average sick
rate of the entire membership .54 of a week, becomes one week in the fifty
oldest Lodges; and the goneral average of 23} cents for funeral benefits be-
comes In the ﬂrty oldest Lodges 05 cents,

*The fact is, that the widow’s annuity is the very claim for which, taken
by itself, with our present knowlege, we are utterly unable to make any
»cnlculntlum. It is nol like providing for an annuity ata certain age, as
the anthor of the scheme submitted to your Committee appears to think,
‘We cannot tell at what agetheanticipated widow is to become an annuitant,
Further, when she does become u'nnulmntv nothing short of Infinite Pre-
#clence can tell how long she will remain one, It it wad till the day of her
death, we could ealculate the time with ease, but the element of matrimony
‘comes In to confuse us ; and no statistics huve yet been complled from which
We can judge how long the widowhood of the average woman will laat,

Hereln is the gmnt’mlulnke of this plan, as well ag the one of which it 1s
& modification. It admits the prineiple that the older applicant should
pay more than the younger, but it dues not muke him pay enough., With
Jyearly dues at $6, to return to sur Hlustration, though B, pays $17 more on
his admission than A, there yot remuins a difference or hearly .lﬂo‘between
the two men. Toask B to pay the extra sum Necessaly to equalize them ut his

. ‘admission would beabsurd, Theonly Avallable plan would be to spread B'sex-

tra payment over a number oryears, and make hiy dues proportionately larger
than A’s. In other words, while the admission fee might be leh equal at
all ages, the quarterly dues should be graded according to the age of the
member when admitted, This method has been adopted by the M, Uy and
has made that body the most solvent berefit soclety in existence ; it has
recelved the approval of the Parlinment of Great Bri

tain, which requires
all benefit societies In the old country to rey

gulate thetr finances on this
prineiple; 1t has been recommended year afier year since 1878 by & Special
Commitiee of the G. L. U, 8., composed of some of the ablest men of that
body ; it has been adopted by quite a number of our Ontarlo Lodges, Whose
eniarging treasuries already show its good effects ; and, finaliy, ‘1t has becn
reeommended by this Grard Lodge to its sub‘ordlux‘l in the Model Code of
‘By-Laws adopted In 1876, . "

Thetable alrehdy approved by this Grand Lcdge, which we reproduce as'an
appendix to this report, is drawn up on the simple bysls of a comparative
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equality of payments into the Lodge furds by the members. Were all the
members o{vlhe age of 21, calculating according to the estimate ¢n page 1021,
$6 would n ample sum for each to pay; and with thisas a stavting point,
it 18 requirdi\that every man joining at a more advanced age shall pay an
equivalent{ a ding to his ¢xpectation of life, For the convenfence of
quarterly payments the yearly amount is made divisible by four withoit
fractions, Asa consequence 1t varies in some years a few cents, more or
less, from the strletly acourate figure; but this slight variation 1s more
than counterbalanced py the greater simplicity thereby attained,

This is an effeient plan, Yor‘all will admit thet 1t will increase the Lodge

yiftiea ¢ plan, for not less than 8000 lodges of various

kinds are working upon it to-day ; and, If there be any truth in figures, it is
certainly a just plan,

At present the law glves 8 Lodges full control of thelr
flnances. Any action that this Grand Lodge might take on the question cf
dues and benefits would th be ouly y—not Y.
It has only made one recommendation two years ago; to make another,
after so short a time, and while our statistics are still Imperfect and incom-
plete, would searcely be wise, . But to take a backward step, and advise a
return to our old system, or te a modification thereof, would, in the opinion
of the undersigned, be folly.

The minority of your Cq cannot t this Grand
Lodge to approve any other system of dues and benefits than the one
adopted in the Model Code at the session of 1875,

COMMITTEES ON APPEALS,

Appeal of Bro, Orendorf against the Grand Lodge of Tllinols, The facts
of this case are as follows : ‘

A brother, during a regular meeting of a Lodge, and during the pendency
of a trial in which he was a material witness, informally, without consent,
and against the protest of ‘‘one of the Ppresiding officers,” left'the Lodge
room, For this act he was oharged with “misconduct?’

(which your Com-
mittee 1 means, ¢ b

g an Odd Fellpw.") and pleaded
guilty. The Grand Master, on appeal to him,set aside the plea and di--
rected the Lodge to find him not guilty, The Grand Lodge sustained the
Grand Maater, and this appeal is from that action,

Had not the acoused brother pleaded gullty, the evidence must have
shown that his couduct 1n leaviug the room, coupled with the act of leaving,
'was such as to have to conduot unb g an 04d Fellow. This '
charge is often a very ind one, and d ¥ upon the proof
of the character of the condcot complained of. Asan aot otherwise proper
may be in such an 1 'Per manner as to make the perform-

ance thereof one unbeécoming an Odd Fellow, and improper. If the aocused
leulr had been of ln_ the » pleaded not gullty
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and ohallenged Investigatidn, he might have presented sufficient excuse for
his act, and the following reasoning of the Grand Master might have been
just, wherein he BAYS :

“ A member of a Lodge may unot”bo prohibited from leaving the Lodge
room .at proper :periods during any meeting of the Lodge, provided a
quorum remains; snd the Noble Grand may not compel a brother wishing
toretiretoremain. ¢ ¢ & By, Dunlop had'a right to retire when
he did.. He' may be punished for refnsing to respond to the summons of
the Lodge to testify, but he cannot be punished becnuse he retired from the
Lodge during the progress of a trial in which he was a witness, and the pre-
siding officer: had 1o right to refuse to consent to his retirement or protest

against 1¢.” .

But the acoused knew what higwn conduct and intentions were better
than anyoneé else could know, The Eist of every offence is the Intent, and
a8 the accused pleaded guilty of lmbeéomlng conduct, it-was, in the opinion
of your ﬁommmen, the duty of the Lodge to pass sentence, and as the pun-
ishment. a fine of $5.00 was not excessivg, the sume should not have been
interfered with by the Grand Master,

Wherefore, your Committee recommend that the appeal be sustained.

CONSTITUTION

AND GENERAL REGULATIONS FOR THE FORMATION AND GOVERNMENT
OF DEGREE LODGES.

1.—Whenever ‘it may appear to the brethren of any Lodge or
Lodges in any city or town uuder the jurisdiction of the R. w.
Grand Lodge of Ontario, that it would be consistent with the in-
terests of the Order to establish a Degree Lodge in such Place, it
shall be proper for them to authorize ten brothers of the Scarlet
Degree to make a written application to this Grand Lodge to that
effect,

2.—8uch application shall bs signed by the full number of the
.. brethren so authorized ; and shall be accompanied by the Charter
Fee, §5 ; by a certificate from the D. D. G. M,, that the petitioners
ate properly qualified, and by # certificato over the Seal of the
Lodge or Lodges with which they are connected, that they are
membors in good standing, and that they have been duly author-
ized by their Lodge or Lodges to apply for such Charter.

3.—On receipt of a formal application for a Charter as above Te-
quired, the Grand Master may issue a Warrant fof the immediate
establishment of a Degree Lodge.

.
4.—As's00n as the necesaary authority shall have been obtained
from the Grand Master, the D. D. G. M. shall summon all Scarlet
Degree msmbers in gool standing in their Lodge  or Lodges, and

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proceed with the institution of the Lodge and the election and in-
stallation of the officers, after the m mner and form preseriled for
the same.

5.—A Degree Lodge shall be composed of members in gool
standing in the Order of the Scarlet Degreo, resilent within the
jurisdiction of the Degrée Lodge, and all business (except that of
conferring the 1st, 2nd, 3xd and 4th Degrees of this Order), shall
be transacted when open in the Scarlet Degree, and five members
shall constitute a quorum.

8.—The Appointed Officers shall be a Wardon, Conductor, and
Outside and Inside Guardians, to be appointed by the Degree
Master, upon the night of his installation,

9.—No brother shall be eligible for the office of Dogree Master
or Deputy Degree Master, who'is not a I. G. in gool standing in
some Subordinate Lodge of this Order in Ontario.

10.—Loss of good standing, suspension or expulsion from mem-
bership in a Subordinate Lodge, shull at once similariy affect the
member’s standing in the Degree Lodge, and re-instatement: in the
Subordinate shall work re-iustatement in the Dogree Lodge.

11.-=The Degree Master shall preside, and shall have power to
convene special meetings, and perform such other duties as are pre-
scribed by the official obligations and the usuges of the Order.

14.—The Seeretary shall keep accurate minutes of the transac-
tions of the Degree Todge ; he shall conduct all corres|ondence, and
report promptly to their respective Lodges the names of brothers
upon whom Degrees are conferred, and also the date and the name
Or names, or numbers of the Degrees conferred, He shall make out
for the Grand Lodgo, at the first regular meet'ng in each term, a
report ol the Officers for the current term, and the number of each
Degree conferred, and also of the funds of the Degree TLodge, par-
ticularizing the sources whence such funds have been derived. He
shall enter in a separate book or record, the name of every brother
receiving Degrecs, together with the name of his Lodge, and date
of rceeiving the said Degrees, and perform such other duties as are

prescribed by his charge of office, and the laws and usages of the
Order.

15.—The app'ication of a brother for any Degree, with the fes
for the same, mnst be recerved by his Subordinate Lodge, in which
Lodge he shall be balloted for by the nrembers of the Degree for
which he applies, when opened in that Degree. If three, or more,
black balls appear, he shall be declared rejected, otherwise he shall
be deemed eliyible, and a certificato to that effect shall be granted
him, which certificate, on being presented to the Degree  Lodge,
shall be its authority for conferring the Degree or Degrees applied
for.

16.—A Degree Lodge may, with the consent of two:thirds of
the members of the Subordinate Lodge or Lodges connected with

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dues. Should no fees or dues be charged, the expenaes of the De.
gree Lodge shall be boine by the Subordinate Lodge or Lodges to
which the Degree members belong, :

18.—Any Degree Lodge shsll liave power to adopt necessary By-
Laws, rules and regulations for its government, conformable to this
Constitution, and to the Constitution and Laws of the Grand Lodge
of Ontario, and the laws and usages of this Order.

19.—Degree Lodges shall be subject to all the laws applying to
Subordinate Lodges in the matter of sessions, terms, returns, trials,
and penalties, and forfeiture of Charter ; except that they shall not
be required to pay per capita tax to the Grand Lodge.

CONSTITUTION

AND GENERAL REGULATIONS FOR THE FORMATION AND GOVERNMENT

3.—Rebekah Degree Lodges shall have power to adopt such By-
Laws and Rules of Order as they may see fit ; provided always,
that no such By-Laws or Rules of Order shall become operative
until after they have been approved by the Grand Lodge of Ontario,
orin its recess, by its Committee on Laws of Subordinates,

4.—Rebekah Degree Lodges shall be subject to all the laws
applying to subordinate Lodges in the matter of sessions, trms,

returns, trials and penalties, and forfeiture of Charter; exce| ting
that they shall not be required to pay a per capita tax to this Grand
Lodge.
