(SAINT LEO, FLORIDA)

3y an dct of the Florida Legis-
lature, in the session of 1891, Saint
Leo,PascoCounty, was inec )rpol‘uted
as a town, and to this day it stands
unique among the many towns of
the United States. Territorially
it is-as large as most of the towns
in the State, but the freeze of
1894-1895 depleted its population.
Its first Mayor was Dr. Corrigan,
brother of the late Archbishop of
New York. He held the office for
a number of years, and even now,
in his old age, he is amongst the
most honored citizens of Saint Leo:
During the past three years the
office of Mayor has been held by
the Very Rev. Benedict Roth, O. S.
B, director of the local Catholie
College, and he bids fair to succeed
himself for many years to come.
He ranks among the Very few
priest-mayors in the country. The

town clerk is an ecclesiastic in the
local monastery, and two of the
city council areBenedictine Brothers.
The other officials are mostly non-
Catholic, and until recently one of
them, was a “Guardian of Liberty.”
The Director’s office in the Col-
lege serves all the purposés-of a
City Hall, as it is used as council
room, mayor’s office,, ete.
