Particulars of the battle between the 
Turks and the Servians on 29th Oct. state 
that the Turks attacked the heights of 
Djunis. The Servian artillery, offended 
at Tehernayeff’s deprecatory manner re­
fused to fight, and abandoned their posi­
tion despite the efforts of the Russian of­
ficers. A body of Russian volunteers de­
fended the heights desperately, half their 
number being killed. The Turks carried 
their position, thus cutting the Servian 
army in two. After the fall of Djunis, 
General Tchemayeff, with his staff and 
part of his army, retreated to Raganj, but 
have since returned to the neighborhood 
of Delignul. Gen. Horavitovitch’s corps 
fought some time, but were finally com­
pletely beaten and driven back on Kruche- 
vatz. The Deligrad positions are not un­
tenable. At night patrols went through 
the streets of Belgrade summoning the so­
journing Russian officers to proceed to the 
Ministry of War, whence they were des­
patched to the front.

St. Petersberg despatches of 31st say, 
that the Russian official Gazette states, 
that general Ignatieff, the Russian Amlias- 
sador at Constantinople,has been instruct­
ed to demand the Porte’s acceptance with­
in 48 hours of the ten days armistice and 
suspension of hostilities, otherwise diplo­
matic relatione between Russia and Turkey 
will be broken off. Ignatieff with whole 
personnel of Embassy will leave Constan­
tinople in event of Porte’s refusal. This 
ultimatum was despatched from Livadia, 
where the Russian court is sojourning to 
Constantinople yesterday.

The above intelligence has created great 
excitement in financial circles. Consols 
declined one-half per cent, with a depres­
sed feeling in all classes of European se­
curities.

A great deal of interest is manifested 
here in the Presidential elections in the 
United States, which came off yesterday. 
It was announced quite early last evening 
that New York City had given Tilileu 
about 55,000 majority, but it was claimed 
by Republican sympathisers that the ma­
jority outside of the City would l>e so large 
as to give a Republican majority o^about 
twenty thousand for the whole Slav •, It 
turn »ut, however, that the State gives 
Ті. .Aabout 25,000 majority.

The Republicans had counted on South 
Carolina, Wisconsin, West Virginia, New 
York, Connecticut, California, New Jer­
sey, and Oregon. They are known now 
to have carried Colorado with three elec­
toral College votes ; Illinois, with twenty- 
one; Delaware, three; Iowa, eleven; Kan­
sas, five ; Maine, seven ; Massachusetts, 
thirteen; Minnesota, five; New Hampshire, 
eight; Rhode Island, four; Vermont, five. 
The following States, with thcirelectoral 
votes, ore known to liaye gone. Democra­
tic:—Alabama, ten; Arkansas, eight; Con­
necticut, six; Florida, four;Georgia,eleven; 
Indiana, fifteen; Kentucky, twelve; Loui­
siana, eighteen; Maryland, eight; Missis­
sippi, eight ; Missouri, fifteen; New York, 
thirty-five ; New Jersey, nine ; Oregon, 
three; Texas, eight; Tennessee, twelve ; 
Virginia, eleven ; West Virginia, five * 
North Carolina,ten; South Carolina,seven; 
Wisconsin, ten; California, ten ; making a 
total of twp hundred and twenty-one votes 
out of the Electoral College of three hun­
dred ami sixty-nine, a splendid majority 
for Ті Id en.
