The public would like much to know the 

true reason for Mr. Fleming’s removal 
from the position of Chief Engineer of the 
Pacific Railroad. Mr. Fleming did not 
wish to retire from that position. This he 
states plainly in the circular to the officers 
of the road which he has published. In 
this he says :—

“As the head of the engineering staff to 
whom the Government has looked for 
opinions and reports on all questions, as 
the officer held responsible for the direction 
of every operation and the orga 
every detail, from the first explorations to 
the present time, it is with peculiar regret 
that I break ray connection with the 
Pacific Railway at this particular stage. 
I cannot conceal from the merabers of the 
staff that I would have preferred to have 
remained with them to help forward the 
more complete fruition of our joint labors; 
but circumstances have exacted that it 
shall be otherwise, and the time has come 
when my professional connection with the 
great undertaking into which I have 
thrown my best energies must close. ”

“A considerable number of suits brought 
against the Government by the contractors 
have been left undecided ; that it would 
be a very difficult matter for anyone 
except the Engineer who was connected 
with the work from its inception to satis­
factorily perform the service of finally 
adjusting and settling such claims ; and 
recommending that Mr. Sandford Fleming, 
formerly Chief Engineer on said railway, 
be relieved from the duties and responsi­
bilities connected with the office of 
Engineer-in-Chicf of the Pacific Railway, 
and be reappointed Chief Engineer of the 
Intercolonial Railway, to investigate the 
unsettled claims which have arisen in con­
nection with that undertaking, upon which 
no judicial decision has been given, and 
report on each case to the Department of 
Railways and Canals.

Minister considers it important that 
he should continue to have the benefit of 
Mr. Fleming’s professional skill and judg­
ment in important matters connected with 
the construction of the Pacific Railway ; 
he therefore recommends that that gentle­
man be retained as Consulting Engineer 
for the work, for the purpose of affording 
advice and assistance in that capacity to 
the Minister and officers of the Depart-

The Minister further recommends that 
Mr. Fleming be paid a salary of six thou­
sand dollars per annum, while discharging 
the combined duties of Consulting Engineer 
of the Canadian Pacific Railway and Chief 
Engineer of the Intercolonial Railway. ”

This was duly approved of, &c., but 
Mr. Fleming was not Willing to disgrace 
and humiliate himself to such an extent, 
and he declined the appointment, saying :

But my nomination to investigate the 
unsettled clain.s which have arisen in the 
construction of the Intercolonial Railway, 
places me in a position embarrassing 
is unwelcome. The service is not strictly 
of an engineering character, and it could 
scarcely oe possible to select a duty more 
distasteful for me to perform, or one for 
which, with my antecedents in the matter 
of these claims, I appear less fitted to act 

The difficulties now to be investigated 
and settled are due mainly to the adoption 
of jl policy entirely at variance with the 
views I held, and the recommendations 
made by me when Chief Engineer of the 
Intercolonial Railway some years ago.
They have arisen through the disregard of 
the earnest and repeated warnings which 
J gave in letters, official and unofficial.

Sir John has evidently became aware 
of the fact that the country is against 
the Government of which he is the head. 
He seems to realize that the false and 
hollow character of the cry by which he 
was returned to power in 1868,is already 
discovered by those who were deluded 
by it, and he is prepared for defeat in 
1883, should his administration hold to­
gether so long. Sir John’s bearing and 
utterances, whether he was in or out of 
power, have always been of jaunty and 
hopeful character ; but that attitude and 
style, as he knows, would be too daring 
in view of the dissatisfaction which his 
miserable policy has created and main­
tained. He may hereafter indulge in 
boasting, in accordance with his usual 
custom, but the spell is upon him and 
when he meets the people, face to face, 
even his great effrontery cannot equal 
the task of suppressing the misgivings 
which are engendered by their presence.

Sir Leonard Tilley and Sir John 
visited Bath the other day in the hope 
of turning a picnic held for religious 
purposes, into a political demonstration 
in their favor. They made a mistake 
however, for they came face to face 
with the people and the political wire­
pullers were not equal to the work of 
controlling the sentiment of the assem­
blage and turning it in the desired di­
rection. Sir John failed to win the 
people present over to him,and so he as­
sumed the role of apologist. He said

“The Government in fact had work­
ed earnestly in the interest of Canada, 
and all it asked was the support of the 
people in its great undertaking. If un­
fortunately the people of Canada should 
change their minds, if they should say 
we will open our markets to foreign 
competition, if they should say let the 
American farmer send in his produce 
and crush our own farmers, if they 
should sweep away the protection our 
industries now enjoyed, it would not be 
his fault ; neither would it be the fault 
of his Government if the people reversed 
the policy they endorsed in 1878. He 
would be content to fall, but in falling 
he would realize the fact that with him 
fell the great future of Canada.”

Sir John will not have fallen for the 
first time, when the people shall depose 
him in 1883. When he fell in 1873 it 
was by his want of political honor and 
Ins disregard for both the “great future” 
and good name of Canada. His res­
toration to power was through a pre­
tence and deception so huge that 
it overshadowed the great political 
crime that so blotted his career. 
Now, when the people are coming 
to their senses he—like Belshazzar— 
sees liis doom written on the wall of 
every political b irtqueting-room, and is 
ready to cry out that if lie is found to 
have sinned he can only say he did so 
believing he was doing right. His posi­
tion only proves that a man’s conscience 
is largely made from the materials and 
associations that surround him. Sir 
John’s political ethics may seem admir­
able in the eyes of Sir Leonard Tilley 
and other converts to his policy, but 
the code is a doomed one, as the wily 
old leader evidently realises. It has 
served him well, but, fortunately for 
the country, the secret of working it 
succesfully, like Sir John’s effrontery, 
is passing sway in the light of a correct­
ed and enlightened public sentiment.

TAKING EFFECT 1st JUNE 1880. cloths, their boots and shoes, their 
furniture, their axes and edge tools,

with Miramichi-made potato starch and 
put up in neat paper packages made 
from the straw and wood paper, which 
the prophetic soul of the now “ turned- 
out ” conjured up all through North­
umberland from Escuminac to Ludlow.

Under 
the benign ægis of Confederation, the 
people of old Canada were to have cçn- 
ferred upon them the blessings of re­
duced customs imposts, and happy 
generations, in the coming Dominion, 
were to grow prosperous under a twelve 
or fifteen per cent tariff*. The then 
down-trodden working-man of Mira­
michi, and New Brunswick, generally, 
was to have his choice of employment 
at high wages; he was to sell to every­
body and buy from few, while his taxation 
was to be so light that it would be great 
income with only nominal expenditure 
— an era of individual case and affluence 
and of national wealth, prosperty and 
contentment.

Eleven years passed and the prophetic 
vision had failed. The prophet was, 
however, again heard on “ the noble 
Miramichi,” but as he offered only a 
National Policy, with a tax on flour and 
other necessaries hidden in it, together 
with potato starch and paper factories, 
he was 1 : turned out. ” The Sun should, 
however, bear in mind that the people 
did it. It was, therefore, in error when 
blaming Mr. Snowball for “turning out ” 
the “ false prophet,” and as the latter 
gentleman was visiting St. John 
Monday last, our contemporary display­
ed bad taste in so pointedly alluding 
to this part of the subject.

Jerome 
afterwards told me at Police Headquarters 
that he had turned the bonds over to Me- 
Gibbon by the advice of Patchell, who 
told him that McGibbon would be able to 
negotiate them in some way. He was 
astonished to learn that they had been re­
covered from Patchell. When arrested, 
McGibbon told me that Patchell came to 
him on Tuesday morning and told him he 
had got the securities. Her'went to Coney 
Island Saturday and did not see any no­
tice of the lost envelope until Tuesday. 
That same day Patchell asked him for a 
loan of $500 and he gave it to him.” In­
spector Byrnes then related McGibbon’s 
story about how he came into possession 
of the bonds, as it has already been told.

“ Did not McGibbon say that he said to 
Patchell and Jerome, ‘ You can’t afford 
to have a stain on your character’?” Mr. 
Sullivan asked.

“ He said that he advised them several 
times to return the securities.”

George W. Bennet, book-keeper in the 
Continental National Bank was next call­
ed. A check drawn to the order of Ed­
ward M. Patchell and signed by William 
McGibbon was shown him. It was dated 
July 6, the day on which McGibbon says 
he lent Patchell $500. The witness iden­
tified the check as having been cashed at 
his bank.

The examination was here postponed 
until nine o’clock to-day. Mr. Bevan, of 
Guy, Bevan & Co., Patchell’s employers, 
was present yesterday at the examination. 
He told Justice Duffy that he would will­
ingly have furnished the $5,000 bail re­
quired for Patchell had he been in the 
city. The magistrate said that he would 
release Patchell on bail if the examination 
is not finished to-day.

The Rise la Bank an! Other Stocks.

“ The increase in value between January 
and July, as shown in the Montreal Herald, 
was nearly double that given by the 
Gazette, but the value of the same stocks 
in September, 1878, before the precious N. 
P. began its career, was $7,337,158, more 
so that it has still an ample field for de­
velopment. We hope it will soon go in and 
catch up to September, 1878 ‘There’s mil­
lions in it.’

2To Revenue Returns.
The N. P. was to promote the establish­

ment of new industries and the extension 
of old ones, and if it did not do that it 
would assuredly, according to its advocates, 
greatly increase the revenue and put a 
stop to deficits. It was never contem­
plated as a possible contingency that, it 
might fail as a protection measure, and 
fail at the same time as a means of raising 
a sufficient amount of revenue. And yet 
here we are at the end of the first complete 
financial year since the tariff was put in 
force, with a deficit larger than any we 
have had to face during the past five years— 
larger than any which has taken place 
since Sir John Macdonald was in office 
before Confederation. Our assertions to 
this effect, borne out by such statistics as 
have been published, are met with a gen­
eral denial, but the Government are evi­
dently unwilling to let the unpleasant truth 
come out. All that is wanted is the re­
turns for June, and these might have been 
published days ago. Instead ofgivingthem, 
the Government organs content themselves 
with promising to “ show such figures be- 
“fore long as will satisfy the public by 
“ showing them that evenin this year,they 
“are face to face with perfect solvency 
“ once more.” The journals which talk in 
this strain are in a position to procure the 
exact official returns if they wish to get 
them, and until they do no one will believe 
that they can make any better showing 
than we have already done.—Toronto 
Globe, July 14th.

The Army-Worm.
The army-worm which has been devas­

tating pafts of Long Island and New 
Jersey, is so called because it appears in 
such large numbers, and because, like 
others of its species, it moves in columns 
and follows a leader. It is a caterpillar, 
the larva of a moth, and is noted for its 
voracity, as it well may be, since it can eat 
it is said, more than double its own weight 
in twenty-four hours. Although less glut­
tonous, as a rule, it is more destructive 
than the locust, from its greater fecundity 
and wider distribution over the vegetable 
world. It feeds on leaves, flowers, roots, 
buds, seeds, even the wood of plants ; in­
deed it is nearly omnivorous. The worm 
is asserted to march iu regular and exact 
order ; it lives in society, and moves in 
procession either is single file, or two, 
three, and four abreast, the line being so 
perfect in the columns that the head of one 
is never beyond the head of another in the 
row. It follows the leader, stopping when 
the leader stops, making journeys from 
plant to plant or from tree to tree in quest 
of food, and returning to its nest in the 
same order. The worms form ranks, 
march and halt with the precision of sol­
diers. When several nests are in the same 
neighborhood, the going forth and coming 
back of the creeping battalions at the same 
hour, commonly called nightfall, is very 
uuriou^and interesting. Caterpillars in­
clude more than 1,000 varieties, there 
being 700 in New England alone. They 
all have thirteen segments ; the first con­
sisting of jaw and mouth ; the second, third 
and fourth of the thorax of the future in­
sect, and the other segments of the 
abdomen. Their rapid growth and extra­
ordinary consumption are shown by the 
common silkworm, which, according to 
Vincenzo Dandolu’s treatise on silk, in­
creases, during the thirty days necessary 
to its full growth, from one to forty lines 
in length, and from 1-100 to about 95 
grains in weight. In that time, therefore, 
it increases in weight 9,500 times, and 
cats, 50,000 times its weight of food. In 
the Northern States there are ^bout 1,000 
kinds of butterflies and/mothfi. 
female lays from 200 to 500 c 
species would produce, on an average, from 
each single female 300,000 caterpillars in 
a year. If one-half of these were females, 
the second generation would be 45,000,000, 
and the third 6,750,000,000. With such 
fertility, it is easy to see that the destruc­
tive power of caterpillars, particularly of 
thc army-worm must be prodigious.

Brayton Ives 86 Co’s Securities.
What the Examination at the Tombs 

Police Court Yesterday Developed.

The examination in the case of Lawrence 
R. Jerome, jr,, Edward M. Patchell and 
William McGibbon, charged vith unlaw­
ful possession of $87,200 worth of securi­
ties belonging to Brayton Ives & Co., 
begun at the Tombs yesterday. Ambrose 
H. Purdy appeared for Jerome and 
Patchell, and Algernon S. Sullivan for 
McGibbon. Mr. John R. Dos Passos re­
presented the District Attorney. James 
Betts Metcalf, a member of the firm of 
Brayton Ives & Co., was the first witness. 
He tolil how he had made up the securities 
for a call loan on the afternoon of July 3, 
and intrusted them to his messenger boy, 
Harry Seixas, to be delivered at the office 
of C. D. & J. H. Leverich, of No. 31 Wall 
street. The boy was to receive a check of 
$70,000 in return. At the closing of the 
board on that day the securities were 
worth $87,387.50. At 2.45, five minutes 
after he had gone out, the boy returned 
and reported his loss. Notice was imme­
diately given to the Exchange and appear­
ed on the tape of the indicator just after 
the closing quotations at 3.05 p. m. The 
transfer offices also were notified and 
advertisements were sent to two Sunday 
papers. Sunday and'Monday were holi­
days. “On Tuesday,” Mr. Metcalf con­
tinued, “ the Stock Exchange did not open 
until 11 o’clock. I had 500 circulars of 
the loss printed and before 11 eight mes- 
sengers had distributed them at the 
different offices.”

Harry Seixas, the messenger boy, testi­
fied that Діє put the envelope containing 
the stocks under his coat before he left the 
office. He had two checks in one hand 
when he went out. He kept his coat 
closed with the other hand and ran out. 
When he reached the office of C. D. & J. 
H. Leverich he* changed the checks to his 
other hand and opened his coat to get the 
envelope. It had disappeared. He ran 
back to the office and told the cashier, who 
told Mr. Metcalf.

Theodore B. Land, broker, of No. 54 
Wall street, testified that he was walking 
down that street on Saturday afternoon, 
and was about crossing to William street 
to get to his office, when a telegraph boy 
ran up to him, held up a large blue 
envelope and said :

“ Did you drop this, sir ?”
He took the envelope mechanically and 

without looking at it said “No.” He 
handed it back to thé boy and remarked : 
“ But perhaps those gentlemen ahead did. ”

There were three or four persons imme­
diately in advance of him, and he noticed 
two in particular who were walking to­
gether. He did not try to read what was 
on the envelope,and did not know why he 
did not, but as he handed it back to the 
boy, he thought he saw the name “ Bray­
ton Ives &.jCo.” on it. “Don’t give it 
away to anybody !” he said to the boy, 
who did not wait for him to finish his sen-

The Russian Imperial Yacht.
A correspondent of the Toronto Globe 

writing from London, July 8th says.— 
Yesterday Glasgow was 
honour of the launch of the Livadia, the 
new Russian Imperial yacht. Some 
months since I gave a short description of 
this remarkable vessel, which is certainly 
worth of notice, both on account of the 
magnificence of its appointments and of 
the peculiar lines' on which it has been 
constructed. The idea, as I think I ex­
plained before, which the designers had 
before them, was to build a yacht that 
should afford the accommodation of a 
floating palace for the Emperor and his 
suite,and at the same time possess a very 
considerable rate of speed. To do this 
they finally decided upon a modifi­
cation of the system of circular iron­
clads designed by Admiral Popoff, and 
they planned a vessel of which the 
hull is shaped like a turbot—in reality a 
broad; shallow oval—above which are 
erected the large and sumptuous saloons 
for tie Emperor. This, of course, is a 
solution of the problem quite in opposition 
to the method usually followed in order to 
obtain speed. Naval architects have 
hitherto always aimed at great length and 
fineneæ of lines when high speed is an im­
portant consideration. But so far as it is 
possible to judge at present,there seems to 
be no reason to doubt the success of the 
experiment tried in the construction of the 
Livat&a. No other vessel could 
its back a palace as great as that which it 
bears ; its breadth of beam will give it ex­
ceptional steadiness, and with its three 
powerful engines a speed of at least four­
teen knots an hjour is reckoned upon. The 
dimensions, I may state, are as follows ;— 
Length, 260 feet ; breadth, 150 feet ; depth, 
50 feet ; and tonnage, 11,600.

The Irish Assassination-
THE PERILS OF AN IRISH LAND AGENT— 

TEN BULLETS IN A MAN’S BODY.
The latest agrarian shooting in Ireland 

is of a pecnliarly vicious kind. It oc­
curred in the County Mayo, the victim 
being David Ferrick, who has been for 
the last twelve months agent over the pro­
perty in the County Mayo of Mr. George 
Brown, late member of Parliament for 
that county. Prevfbus to becoming 
Brown’s agent Ferrick, it is said, was 
rather a prominent local land agitator 
Since he became land agent, however, he 
seems to have acted in his new. character 
with great harshness towards “the per­
secuted peasantry,” in whose behalf it 
was his habit to attend * * demonstrations’’ 
in the West of Ireland, at which land­
lords and their agents were denounced 
and proscribed. His performances in the 
evicting line were so pronounced, that 
some weeks ago he was fired at, but es­
caped unhurt. Since then, like not a few 
Irish agents and landlords just now, a 
permanent guard of four policemen has 
been stationed at his residence on a large 
farm near the town of Ballinrobe. It is 
almost indispensable for a land agent in 
Ireland in these days toliavea daring, devil- 
may-care quality in his character. Fer­
rick appeared to be made of this stuff. 
He was what they describe in the rural 
districts as a “strapping” young fellow, 
about 26 years of age, six feet high and of 
great physical strength. Although he 
knew that he went about with his life in 
his hands, he refused to be attended when 
he walked abroad by his special police 
guard. It is stated that he used to say 
he wouldn’t “satisfy” those who 
watching for an opportunity of popping 
him by showing that he was afraid of them. 
One day lately he was walking home 
leisurely along the high road, about 3 
o’clock in the afternoon. At a spot on 
the road made dark and gloomy, even in 
broad day, by high walls and overhanging 
trees, he overtook and passed three men 
wearing grey freize greatcoats and slouch­
ed hats. He gave them the usual saluta­
tion among the peasantry. “God save you, 
men,” and one of them replied in the cus­
tomary form, “God save you kindly. ” He 
had scarcely proceeded two yards after 
this, when a volley of pistol-shots were 
fired at him with appalling effect. He 
fell on his face, riddled with bullets ; as he 
lay the men advanced and discharged 
more builets into him, one of them placing 
the barrel of his revolver close to the face 
of the prostrate victim and discharging it, 
blowing the left eye completely out of the 
head. Then they did what, it is believed, 
was never before done in a similar shoot­
ing case, they rifled his pockets, robbing 
him of a purse containing some money. 
They then crossed a high wall and disap­
peared. As the unfortunate land agent 
lay on the road, still conscious, strange to 
say, two men came along. To them he 
moaned a request that they would fetch 
a doctor and a priest. They stood over 
him, looked at him, recognized him, and 
refusing to go for either priest or doctor, 
walked away. Soon after the County 
Surveyor passed that way. He had the 
man placed in the cart and conveyed to an 
hospital, where the doctors found no few­
er than ten bullet wounds in his head and 
body. Some of the bullets which struck 
him passed right through, others are lodg­
ed, one near the left ear, another in the 
right hip, and a third in the back. The 
wretched man retained sufficient strength 
and consciousness to tell the terrible story. 
Among the people of the locality there 
was exhibited not only an absence of 
sympathy for the victim, but an im­
plied approval of the deed. This was 
shown by the conduct of the two men 
who left him to die on the roadside 
like a dog, and by the further circum­
stance that it was with the greatest diffi­
culty the loan of a cart was procured to 
carry him in the hospital. Then, again, 
this outrage was perpetrated while an in­
terment was taking place in a church­
yard hard by, and within a few perches 
of an inhabited cabin, yet the police have 
been unable to discover any one who will 
admit having seen any portion of the 
transaction. The man’s death is hourly 
expected. The wonder is that he has 
survived so long.

Vienna, July 19.
Fifteen hundred riflemen are here from 

every part of the monarchy to celebrate 
the first shooting contest of the United 
Riflemen of Austria ; also the crack shots 
from all parts of Germany and Great 
Britain and a few from America. The 
Prizes are valued at $200,000.

London, July 16.
The Timm in a leading editorial to-day 

says ;—“ The scope of the Compensation 
Bill respecting a 15, 30 or 50 pounds lindt, 
which has also suggested a one pound 
limit, is not to be settled until a report is 
made on the bill, when a new amendment 
fixing a limit at present unknown, will be 
made on the part of the Government. It 
must be admitted the vacillation of Gov­
ernment has inflicted more damage and 
discredit on the bill than the opposition 
of either the Conservatives or the Home 
Rulers. The principle of the bill is re­
garded with no less repugnance by many 
Liberals than by the Conservatives them­
selves. There are many who, though 
they will vote in a last resort for the bill, 
look upon it with dread and dislike, and 
will throw the whole responsibility upon 
the Ministers.
English Liberals regret the bill, and even 
some influential Irish members consider it 
unnecessary and mischievous. The bill 
has been cut and carved to meet the 
exigencies of the hour, as if it were pro­
moted by the Ministry for the minority, 
and compelled for that reason to defer to 
suggestions from every side. It is pos­
sible we have not seen the last of the 
changes. Even now the bill has. passed 
through so many and such unexpected 
vicissitudes that only a bold man would 
venture to predict its ultimate fate. We 
trust at any rate that whatever Parnell 
may think of the final proposals of the 
Government, we have at least reached the 
limit of the change. Nothing can be more 
disastrous than the state of unsettlement 
and anxiety in which public feeling in 
Ireland is kept by the incessant trans­
formation scenes’in this Parliamentary 
drama. An eminent one of Gladstone’s 
law officers in 1870, in hie charge to the 
Grand Jury of the County Kerry the other 
day, speaks gravely of the excitement and 
social danger produced in Ireland by 
agrarian agitation and warns the country 
that communists doctrines are contagious, 
and attacks upon rights of property will 
not confine themselves to land. The effect 
of discussions upon the bill have been to 
arouse the people of this country to the 
peril with which they are threatened, not 
in their relations with the Irish landed 
proprietors, but as capitalists having in­
vestments in any business connexion with 
Ireland. If this awakening could lead to 
watchfulness and caution, and regard for 
hazardous legislative experiments, the in­
jurious consequences of the bill may be 
counterbalanced by some permamer.t ad - 
vantages. ”

A Woven Wire Belt.
(Boston Journal of Commerce.)

Geo. S. Long of Hartford, Conn., has in­
vented a new material, or combination of 
materials, for machine belting, that ap­
pears to possess some elements of merit, 
which, however, will be proved by a more 
extended use than a test, or trial, for 
strength and hold can alone give. Wear 
is an element that cannot be clearly deter­
mined by any single test. The belting 
may be made of any width desired, and 
also of any thickness or strength desired. 
The warp is steel wire—in the specimen 
examined, five-and-a-half inches wide—of 
No. 25 gauge, and the filling is twisted 
cotton. This filling is woven in six picks, 
so that the wire beds itself into the cotton 
and makes a homogeneous fabric. A belt 
five-and-a-half inches wide was tested on 
a twelve inches and fourteen inches pulley, 
and weighted enough to stop a sixty horse­
power engine. There is no perceptible 
stretch to the belt in use, and by being 
passed through boiled linseed oil the belt 
is prepared to resist changesof temperature 
and moisture, and to run exposed to the 
the weather or in water. A simple device 
of sheet metal clamps at the end afford 
ready means of “ butting” the belts either 
by lacing or hooks. Its cost is not more 
than one-fourth that of the best leather 
belting of similar width. Coverings for 
furniture in upholstering, using silk or 
worsted instead of cotton for filling, is 
proposed for this new use of stesl wire,

New York, July 17. 
The temporary injunction obtained by 

the Direct United States cable to retain
certain arbitrators appointed in New York 
from proceeding to adjudicate upon cer­
tain claims made by the Dominion Tele­
graph Co. of Canada—notably the right
possessed by them under their agreement 
with the Direct Cable Co. to compel the 
said cable company to charge as low a 
tariff rate by their cable as may be charg* 
ed by the Anglo or any other competing 
company—has been dissolved by Judge 
Donohue on the preliminary * objection, 
that the articles of agreement under which 
the suit is brought by the Direct company, 
are not under the jurisdiction of the 
American courts, but under that of the 
courts of England.

London, July 17.
The tour of the Canadian cricketers is

finished and all farther arrangements are 
abandoned owing to the complete failure 
of the visit. Three members of the team 
were to have sailed for Canada and the re­
mainder will follow next week.

The weather throughout the week has 
been unusually adverse to business and 
agriculture, and in some parts of the 
country even disastrous. It is still hot 
and sultry, with frequent thunder storms. 
Parts of Leicestershire, Nottinghamshire, 
Yorkshire, Gloucestershire, and Berkshire 
are submerged by the overflow of rivers. 
Railway traffic is impeded, and the crops, 
especially hay, are ruined. Some lives 
have been lost by the floods. In Ireland 
the bad weather seems te have broken up, 
it being fine and favorable to the crops 
since Thursday.

Mr. Gladstone has remitted fifteen per 
cent, of the semi-annual rents of his Ha- 
warden tenants, on account of their losses 
from their exceptional season and reduced 
prices. He previously reduced their rents 
in the same amount for 1879.

Lemberg, July 17.

The gen d’ arme repulsed the Cossacks 
with firearms.

Toronto, July 17.

Soldiers :—For the credit of our. Active 
Militia it is to be hoped that we snail 
as little as possible on the streets, or in 
any other public place, of men half uni­
formed . Nothing is more offensive to good 
taste than a man dressed in a military red 
or blue coat and colored pants, or regula­
tion coat and trousers and a slouched hat 
or civilian’s cap. If the men are not pro­
vided with proper military clothing, let 
them drill in their ordinal y attire. Halt 
a uniform is much worse than none at all. 
In saying this we do not wish to discourage 
our Active Militia men,but simply to cor­
rect an abuse that is too often indulged in, 
both here and elsewhere, in rural districts, 
where men are permitted by their officers 
to wear all kinds of clothing mixed up 
with an article or two prescribed in the 
Queen’s Regulations or by General Orders. 
No commanding officer who knows his duty 
and properly regards discipline will per­
mit his men to appear half uniformed, as 
by so doing he brings ridicule upon a 
service that is of great importance to the 
country and deserves the encouragement 
of all good citizens.

Beware of the Mowing Machine 
A Sussex despatch to the Globe says :—A 
most serious accident occurred early this 
morning at Dutch Valley — about four 
miles distant from the Railway Station. 
Two sons of J. H. Barnes, the younger 
abont fourteen years of age, were in the 
garden. The elder began to mow with 
the mowing machine which was drawn to­
wards a hen’s nest in the grass, towards 
which the younger thoughtlessly ran, and 
in a moment the cutter bar of the machine 
struck the lad’s foot, mangling it fright­
fully and nearly severing it just below the 
ankle joint. Dr. Burnett was summoned, 
and he called in Dr. Vail for consultation. 
A piece of bone nearly as large as half a 
hen’s egg came out of the wound. The 
cords or tendons of the foot were drawn 
and left hanging like fringe. After 
sultation it was found impossible to save 
the foot, when Dr. Burnett, assisted by 
Dr. Vail, amputated the leg immediately 
above t)ie ankle. The poor fellow is doing 
as well as could be expected under the 
painful circumstances.”

Accident to the “ Andover.”
On Friday last the steamer Andover, 

while lying at Jardine’s landing, two or 
three miles below Indiantown, was forced 
up on the shore, high and dry,by pressure 
of logs which had drifted up with the tide 
out of the Southwest! Boom, and were 
crowded over against the North side of the 
river by the heavy wind. The steamer 
appeared to be in great danger, as many of 
the iron stays which support the frame 
and upper work were broken, and several 
rocks had broken through the planking. 
Her position was the more threatening 
because the bank of the river was very 
steep and the hull was careened over,and 
the water being very deep close in, there 
seemed to be danger of her falling 
and sinking. Considerable plant was 
taken to the spot by John C. Miller,Esq., 
and the owner, Mr. Call put on quite a 
force of men by whom necessary repairs 
were made, and the steamer relieved from 
her dangerous position on Sunday night.

Interesting to Farmers-/ information wanted.
To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

Dear Sir :—I have received a pamphlet 
from A. S. Packard jr. Esq., Secretary to 
the United States Entomological Commis­
sion, asking for information about an insect 
known as the Hessian Fly, which has 
caused immense damage to the wheat 
crops in a large portion of the States, and 
so great have its ravages been in some dis­
tricts, that the growing of wheat has had 
to be abandoned.

As I have not heard that this injurious 
insect has hitherto put in an appearance 
in New Brunswick, I should be glad to 
hear from any of the farmers, or others 
interested, who may see this letter, if they 
have been troubled with it, and which they 
may be able to recognize from the follow­
ing description

It belongs to the Diptera, or two winged 
insects, of which the common house-fly and 
mosquito are well known types. The body 
is rather slender, dark brown in color, the 
head round but somewhat flattened, the 
eyes black, the wings a dull smoky brown, 
while the legs are a lighter brown than the 
rest of the body. The length of the Fly 
is only about one-tenth of an inch. The 
Larva or Maggot is very small, ancl when 
about to turn into a fly much resembles 
flaxseed, and at this season of the year 
may be found between the stalk and the 
sheathing case of the leaf, a few inches 
above the ground at the roots of the young 
grain. Its presence will soon be detected 
as scattered shoots will be found withered 
and changed to a light yellow color strong­

I am the wife of an English officer, 
and at the time of which I write was 
residing in Paris. Late in June my 
husband had received orders to be in 
readiness to sail with his regiment for 
C. the following month, but as his ab­
sence was not likely to be of long dura­
tion I had decided not to accompany 
"him, and had decided to make Paris my 
headquarters during the time of our 
enforced separation.

My husband’s body servant fell sud­
denly ill, and sent in his resignation the 
very week they were expecting to start, 
xv e at once made inquiries on all sides 
for a man competent to fill the va­
cant post. In this instance fortune 
favored us. Just as we were beginning 
to despair of success a Frenchman who 
spoke very tolerable English applied for 
the situation, and his references being 
satisfactory we hastily engaged him, 
heartily glad to have brought an un­
pleasant affair to so fortunate a conclu­
sion.

Although I had many friends residing 
in Paris,I had no near relations I could
