Robinson then broke down, confessed 
that her husband and the girls’ father 
had been the father of the children 
born to Ellen and Jessie; that she had 
smothered them when born and he "had 
burled them. At the inquest a fourteen 
year old daughter said her father had 
had yiintnal Intercourse with"'her for 
months as wéll as with the other girls. 
Mrs. Robinson is under arrest, charged 
with murder. Robinson has disappear­
ed and! the police are actively search­
ing for him. *

The farmer supplies 
the horse and wagons for the ex­
change of commodities but it does not 
follow that the entire burden of pro­
viding the roads should fall on him 
also. The principle that a man should 
keep in good condition the roads pass­
ing his own property may be fair but, 
provided he does so, it Is not fair that 
he should be penalized for the care­
lessness of another man or another 
district where thé roads are not kept 
properly. The worst piece of road be­
tween the farm and the city is the 
measure of the size of 'the load a horse 
can haul and consequently of the cost 
of hauling. Good roads mean a better 
supply of farm products for the city at 
reasonable prices and also reasonable 
remuneration for the work of the man 
who produces the crops. On the other 
hand even the best of farmland is 
valueless to both the owner and the 
community unless good roads provide 
a means of outlet for the crop.

The problems of roads are not the 
problems of the individual but of the 
community, 
tory and ensuring roads at a reason­
able cost is no small business, and to 
be carried out successfully it demands 
expert supervision and organized ef- 

While the sentiment of the pro­
vince is strongly in favor of home rule 
in the expenditure of the money raised 
by the road tax, yet there should be 
some system whereby the whole pro­
vince, city and country alike, could 
unite in the endeavor to put our high­
ways on a plane of uniform excellence. 
No investment could be made that 
would reflect more quickly on the pros­
perity of the whole people and no bet­
ter inducement could be offered1 td at­
tract new settlers to the Idle lands of 
the province.

fact that the boat was well equiped 
for a heavy sea the life saving party, 
did not reach the scene without con­
siderable trouble, the water swamping 
the boat many times.

were swamped by the terrifie waves.

Miss Gladys Jack, who is about six­
teen years of age, and a daughter of 
Dr. Brydon Jack, of Vancouver, has 
been Visiting her cousin, Miss Marion 
Millidge, a girl of about nineteen years 
of age, and a daughter of Louis D.

Dr. Mclnerhey and 
a nurse worked on the young ladies for 
some time and later in the evening 
they regained consciousness and Were 
able to tell their story. Thus after 
struggling with the raging waters for 
nearly two hours the two young hero­
ines were saved through the heroic ef­
forts of Mr. Dykeman and the two 
volunteers.

They were returning when the ter­
rific storm arose. They managed to 
get along for some time despite the 
storm, but when they had almost 
reached the island, about 5.30 o’clockk, 
they struck a heavy squall and forth­
with the sailboat capsized. The two 
were thrown into the water.

Miss Millidge is an expert swimmer, 
while her cousin is unable to swim. 
Miss Jack got underneath the boat, 
and it was only with considerable 
bravery and hard work that her com­
panion succeeded in bringing her from 
beneath the upturned boat.

The two clung to the boat while the 
storm raged and the waters continued 
to swell. They screamed for help, and 
soon all toi the vicinity of Rothesay 
\yere informed of the accident. Boats 
were set out, but they were swamped- 
before they had reached very far.

Meanwhile the people of Rothesay 
and the vicinity were running up and 
dowiv the shore frantic at seeing the 
two girls in the water clinging to the 
boat.

But I saw all X wanted to see, 
and it was exceedingly interesting to 
watch his struggles to release himself. 
He pulled Just like a horse pulls when 
going uphill, and his legs kept slipping 
from under him, owing to the 
exerted; but he got free at last.

Deutsch de la Meurthe was one of 
the first to take an interest in aerial 
matters, and he has already given a 
number of prizes to aviators, including 
one of $10,000 which he gave, with 
Archdeacon, for the first flight of one 
kilometer. This was won by Mr. Far- 
man in his aeroplane.

The second donation comes from a 
Greek millionaire resident in Paris. 
Basil Zakaroff, who has given $125,000 
for the foundation of a chair of avia­
tion in connection with the faculty of 
sciences.

Zakaroff is well known for his phil­
anthropy. He pays the expenses of 
forty Greek scholars at the French 
university. Some years ago He endow­
ed the Greek nation with a handsome 
house in Paris for use as the Greek 
legation, »nd he intends doing the same 
for his country with all the Greek lo­
cations in Europe.

NEW YORK Aug.. 11—Railroad earn­
ings for the half year ended June 30 
Bhow a decided increase over the cor­
responding period ot 19C8. Reports cov­
ering 211,536 miles of road show an in­
crease r, $108,137,000, which is a gain 
in per cent, of 11.15. For the first six 
months of 1908, on 202,172 miles of road, 
the total earnings ware $987,005,757; 
for the first six months of 1909 the to­
tal was $1,077,855,189.

General revival in trade, with the 
emphasis on the iron and steel indus­
try, has been the chief factor govern 
ing the increase. As between the first 
half of 1908 and 1907 the earnings for 
1908 showed a loss in revenue of $197,- 
085,791. While the improvement shown 
in the half year recently ended does 
not by any means make up this defic­
iency, it goes a long way toward it, 
and is the best indication in concrete 
form that business is faster and faste 
gaining strength.

Comparison by months shows In a 
still more striking way the ebb and 
flow of proeperity, as reflected in rail­
way earnings. For the first six months 
of 1908 the percentages of decrease in 
earnings, as figured by the , Financial 
Chronicle from company reports and 
statistics,
January, 12.49 per cent; for February, 
11.79 per cent; for March, 13.37 per 
cent ; for April, 18.89 per cent; for May, 
22.67 per cent, and for June, 18.47 pel 
cent.

Increases in percentage this year con­
trast with these decreases as follows : 
—For January, 5.84 per cent; for Feb­
ruary, 8.68 per cent; for March, 11.78 
per cent; for April, 12.48 per cent; for 
May, 15.37 per cent, and for June, 
with very incomplete returns, 12.35 per 
cent. Only 296 roads figure in the Jun< 
returns, as compared with 724 roads 
heard from in May.
