Things being a bit dull, cur Lib-
eral friends have been building up
Conservative campaign funds.

It
always assumes that any fund what-
ever Is utter, absolute corruption if
possessed by Conservatives and al-
ways assumes that its party has no
campaign funds,

Rallways would carry its speakers
and workers free, the owners of liver-
ies would give the use of the carriages
free, Hotels would give them free
board and newspapers would give
them free space and these free ser-
vices would amount to a considerable
campaign fund in themselves,

The extreme of this hypocrisy was
reached some years ago when the fact
became known that the Conservative
party had contested the Province of
Ontario on less than $30,000, an av-
erage of $300 a constituency, and this
was described as being an enormous
fund, so enormous that it could be
meant only for corruption.

Let us give one or two facts about
campalgn funds.

The Conservative party has reason
to believe that the Liberal party had
a contract fund of about a million and
half n 1904 it is known that be-
tween $200,000 and $300,000 was sent
from the outside into the one pro-
vince of Nova Scotia. The Liberal par-
ty expenditure was not less lavish in
1906,

As a concrete fact, take the $69,350
which Hon. Frank Oliver deposited to
his credit in Edmonton. Mr. MeGilli-
c¢uddy’s charge is that this money was
Mr. Oliver's own money {mproperly
acquired. The difference is that this
money was a campaign fund, That
works out at the rate of $10,000 for
each seat in Alberta. At that rate the
party must have had about two and
one-quarter millions.

$16,000 For One Seat.

Again, speaking In the House of
Commons, H. H. Miller said that he
counted himself fortunate If he got
through an election on $16,000. He
represented a particularly inexpensive
rural constituency in Ontario.

If you have ever worn
a wash chamois glove yon know how
much better it fits if allowed to do the
last drying on your hand. We apply
this idea to linem suits und as a re-
sult they keep their shape to perfec-
tion. The trouble with washing linen
suits in the lar way is first th
wringing. Wring even a pocket hand:
Kerchief and you will find it crooked,
needing quite a little pulling to get
back in shape. Wring a linen or cot-
ton suit and Jdt is almost impossible
to get it in shape again

“We never wring our clothes in the'
usual way. After a garment is washed
the water is pressed out. The wet
garment is folded and placed in a
stron homespun sheet, The sheet is
then wrung. It requires two persons
to do™it, but the garment is in ne
way twisted ont of shape. After the
wringing it is partially <ried out of
doors, in the sun if it is white, in
the shade if colored. Even tan linens
should be dried In the sliade.

“Before it is entirely dried it is
brought in the ironing room and iron-
ed, not dry; s placed on a
und pressing
tained. . Our
object Is to get ft to look and fit as
it did when sent home by the tailor,
If a linen sult is carefully cut and
made it can be waghed any number of
times and returned in the best shape.
“The first step in our work is to
examine the linen suits as they are
brought in to us. If they are poorly
cut we return them, explaining why
it will be impossible for us to under-
take to launder them. As a rule they
are returned with the request that we
do the best we can. If the cutting is
quite hopeless we persist in our re-
fusal and advise dry cleaning

“The great objection to linen suits
is that they get out of shape when
washed. Ameng women, of wealth,
it has been the custom to wear a
linen suit umtil it was sent to the
laundry and then discard it Now
that even the talor suits are being so
elaborately embroidered this is too ex-
travagant even for the very wealthy,
S0 many women have Leen having
their suits ripped up, dered and
then remade. This i8 not inexpensive,
though it is better than discarding the
suit entirely,

“It was being called on to remake a
handsomely embroidered suit of Lhis
kind that made me think of opening
my laundry. - With my knowledge of
sewing and fitting 1 felt that it would
be quite safe to guarantee a fil
Though 1 had always managed to
wash and iron my own linen suits
satisfactorily I knew if I chould hap-
pen to get a handSome suit stretch-
ed out of shdpe Tt would be an easy
matter for me to rip it up and remake
it. So far I have only had to rip and
remake suits that have been poorly
cut,

“For washing Jinen suits T use only
the best white soap and T never rub
the soap on the cloth unless there is
a lot of hard dirt to be taken out. In
the majority of cases I soak for an
liour or so in soapy water, putting
them in when the water is quite hot
By the time it is cool enough to per-
mit washing freely, the soiled parts
are sufticiently soit to admit of clean-
Ing without very much scrubbing. 1|
rinse in sever: waters, always until
the last water is perfectly clear. Then
I pass through the stiffening water,
after which it is pressed as dry as
possible In the cotton sheet,

“Somp stiffening is necessary to
give the linen appearance of
freshness which | s when it comes
to you from the tailg On the other
band the greatest care should be tuk-|
en not to have too much stiffening.
That ruins the uppearance of what
would otherwise be a perfectly wdsh-
ed suit. You waut just enough to give
the linen body and yet not take away
from its suppleness

“Washing colored linens, excepting
tans and browns, | color all the wa-
ters to try alwuays to avoid putting
soap on color nen and also I do
not use water hotter than blood heat
allawion the lincn 1o soak only a few
minutes before washing it out and
putting it in a sccond water of the
same temperaturc, and colored. Threo
waters are generully enough for & col
ored linen suit. \Where the suit is not
much soiled two will be enough. The
stiffening water must be colored just
as was that in which the washing and
rinsing was don:

“After wringing in the cotton sheet
care must be taken in hanging both
coats and skirts for the drying pur-
pose. Fresh air for colored linen and
sun for the white that i8 the ideal dry-
ing process and | give it except in
rainy weather. House drying never
glves the satistaction that a good
laundress wants for her work. Steam
drying should b last resort. It in-
jures the texture of, the goods and
leaves the colors less brilliant,
“The figures on which I allow my
suits to get their final shaping are
the kind used by good dressmakers
and tatlors. 1 have all slzes and cover-
ed so that the suits get as nearly as
possible the shape of their owners, 1
keep the figures arrayed in fresh pet-
ticoats and shirtwaists and when the
freshly washed suits are on them I
am not ashamed for any one to walk
into my shaping rooms. Each suit is
taken from the figure and placed ni
its b for shipment, Great care is
tnken‘& see that every part of it is
perfectly™ dry. &

“Last summer 1 had a customer
who lived in two white linen suits.
They were plain tatlored suits and
exactly alike. I washed each suit twice
a week during the entire season, and
she had the reputation of being the
best groomed woman at the resort. At
the end of the season her suits were,
50 far as appearances went, as neew
and fresh as they were when they
were sent in by the tallor. She told
me that these suits had been cut un-
der her own eyes, because the sum-
mer before that same tallor had ruin-
ed a handsome suit for her, cutting
one underarm of the coat on the bias.
“Of course having her sults washed
#0 often made it a pretty expensive
way of dressing, but in no other could
she have got the same effect for as
little. money. Th my
