The Russian Caucasian army is 
working along the coast of the Black 
Sea. and has taken the Turkish port 
of Archava and repulsed the attacks 
of the Turks, who are still operating 
on the fringe of Russian territory.

By publishing a casualty list tonignt 
the British Admiralty confirmed the 
reports from Athens that the cruiser 
Amethyst made a dash into the Dar­
danelles and was struck by a number 
of shells. It is presumed here that 
Vice Admiral Carden sent the cruiser 
on this risky mission to unmask any 
concealed batteries which the Turks 
might have located along the Straits, 
and which the allied fleet has not de­
stroyed when they bombarded the 
forts.

Naval experts say that the bows of 
the Amethyst could be cushioned so 
that she would receive no damage 
from coming into contact with mines, 
and in their opinion her success 
proves that heavily armored ships 
could at the present time penetrate 
the Straits, as guns which could not 
sink a light protected cruiser would 
make little impression on battleships.

The Finance Department had con­
tributed $50,000 toward the Belgian 
Relief Fund, and 197,388 to the Hos­
pice Canadien. .The sum of $8,000 
extra had been expended in the offi­
ces of the Governor-General’s secre­
tary for extra clerks, telegrams, pos­
tage, etc., connected with the war, 
while the Privy Council office had 
spent $8,469 for telegrams and press 
despatches, and $2,394 for clerical 
assistance and printing. The sum of 
$6,978 was spent by the Secretary of 
State for the printing and distribu­
tion of documents relating to the 
war; as well as expenditures to con­
nection iwtth printing for the French 
National Relief Committee, the Bel­
gian Relief Committee, the Belgian 
Relief Commission, and the Red Cross

"If the full fighting power of the 
nation is to be be put forth on the 
field of battle," the appeal continues, 
“the full working power of the nation 
must be made available to carry on Its 
essential trades at home. In certain 
important occupations there are not 
enough men and women to do the 
work—In order to meet both the pres­
ent and future needs of national in­
dustry the government wish to obtain 
particulars from all women available, 
with or without previous training, for 
paid employment. Accordingly they 
Invite all women who are prepared, if 
needed, to take paid employment of 
any kind—Industrial, agricultural, 
clerical, etc.—to enter themselves upon 
the register of women for war service. 
The registration is for the purpose of 
finding out what reserve forces In wo­
men's labor, trained and untrained, 
can be made available, if required."

Washington, March 17—Six diploma­
tic notes were made public tonight tiy 
the State Department, constituting the 
entire correspondence of the last few 
weeks between the United States and 
Germany, and between the United 
States and Great Britain and France, 
relative to the abandonment of sub­
marine attacks on merchant ships, the 
shipment of conditional contraband 
and foodstuffs to civilians In a bellig­
erent country, the use of neutral flags 
by belligerent merchantmen, the re­
moval of mines, and the proclamation 
of a virtual blockade by the Allies 
against Germany.

The communications revealed that 
the United States government, realias-

tain and France reveal, for the first 
time, that the Allies officially regard 
their policy as a “blockade," but de­
sire to refrain from exercising the 
rights of belligerents under a block­
ade to confiscate ships and cargoes as 
a penalty for breach of blockade, sub­
stituting for It procedure In price 
courts, and compensation through sale 
of the detained merchandise.

The definition of a “radius of activi­
ty" for the Allied fleet in European 
waters, Including the Mediterranean, 
lo the first Intimation of the geogra­
phical limit of the blockade. Its limits 
were not given more exactly, the Al­
lies claim, because Germany was equal­
ly Indefinite In proclaiming all the

ests of neutrals.
Allies Regard it Officially as Blockade

Furthermore, the documents show 
that In a message of Inquiry to Great 
Britain and TYance the United States 
asked whether the embargo on all 
commerce between Germany and neu­
tral countries was to be carried out 
under the rules of a blockade, or by 
interference with ships and cargoes,
“as if no blockade existed." The two 
together presented, In the view of the 
American government, “a proposed 
course of action previously unknown 
tc International law.”

Tariff Resolution Passed
F. B. Carvell put in a plea for the

regarded as an able man by Kingsto 
nlans who had an opportunity of 
knowing him well when he was a Pro­
fessor of Queen’s University here;

who, when in power, showed so little 
concern for the British exporter and 
British trade that they fathered a pro­
posal which would have delivered 
great Canadian markets, bound and 
gagged, to the tender mercies of the 
United States, without gaining com­
mensurate benefits for Canada or for 
the Empire. Many of these gentlemen 
were also in the Canadian Parliament 
at the time of the South African war, 
when Sir Wilfrid Laurier sent Canar 
dian soldiers to Africa C. O. D., the 
“sorely taxed people of the mother- 
laud," for whom present day Grits 
evince such high regard, being called 
upon to pay the bills. Recollection 
of these matters merely serves to il­
lustrate the emptiness of the Liberal 
creed of this day as applied to con­
sideration of the tariff.

It may well be 
asked what would have become of the 
British preference if the reciprocity 
pact advocated by the Liberals had 
been adopted by Canada, and manu­
factured artlciee from the United Sta­
tes had been brought under its pro­
visions?

Liberals also claim that under the 
British preference Canadian trade 
with Great Britain increased 300 per 
oenL It is a matter of fact that dur­
ing the same period our trade with 
the United States increased 600 per 
cent and with other foreign countries 
450 per cent In goods not manufac­
tured in Canada the British manufac­
turer now has more protection than 
he ever had as against all 
foreign competition, while the indus­
tries of Canada have received addit­
ional benefit. The policy is a safe and 
sane one and one for which the Con­
servative government and the Conser­
vative party will accept full responsi­
bility whenever the Liberals desire to 
make a test of public opinion.

Instead of striking a blow at the 
British prelerence as claimed by the 
Liberals, the new tariff will have the 
effect of increasing it over all other 
countries exporting goods to Canada. 
For instance, let us take the case of 
an article which, under the former 
tariff, carried a general duty of ten 
per cent, and a British preferential 
of five per cent. Under the old tariff 
such an article, valued at $100, and 
imported from the United States would 
be subject to a duty of $10, and the 
same article imported from Great 
Britain to $5. Under the new tariff 
the article imported from the United 
States would carry a duty of $17.50 
and from Great Britain of $10. Un­
der the former tariff the preference in 
favor of Great Britain was $5 and un­
der the new tariff will be $7.50. In 
articles formerly on the free list the 
British exporter under the new tariff 
has an advantage he did not enjoy 
before as he can supply such under a 
five per cent duty, while his competi­
tor In the United States must pay sev­
en ‘and one half. Formerly both 
countries were on equal footing. Thus 
it will be seen that compared with 
all other countries, the British pref­
erence under the new tariff has been 
increased rather than diminished.

New York, Mar. 15.—Fresh evidence 
that Italy is pushing preparations to 
enter the European war was given 
recently when fifty Italian cavalrymen 
and six officers arrived here on board 
the Europa, of the La Veloce 
They (have come to aid In the ship­
ment of 10,000 horses and vast quan­
tities of war munitions purchased 
here.

When the Europa reached her pier, 
at Thirty-fourth street and Hudson 
river, the cavalrymen were drawn up 
on the forward deck for Inspection by 
Lieutenant Count Alessandro Marazlni, 
of the Umberto First cavalry, the 
creek regiment of Italy.

Dressed in khaki riding breeches, 
with leather puttees, six button coat 
of civilian cut. aud wlch gayly colored 
mufflers twisted about their necks, the 
men presented a striking sight. They 
are all about five feet six inches in 
height, dark of complexion and wiry 
of build, and each is twenty years old 
They were chosen for their mission 
lecause they are regarded as the most 
expert handlers of horses in the Ital­
ian army.

On the trip up the bay the soldiers 
frolicked about tihe forward deck, cry­
ing out in amazement as each new 
view was brought within their vision 
Lieutenant Marazlni called them to­
gether and gave them an entirely un- 
mllitary talk on the conduct to be ob­
served in New York.

ISYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST 
LAND REGULATIONS.

The sole head of a family, or any male 
over 18 years old, may homestead a quar­
ter-section of available Dominion land In 
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap­
plicant must appear In person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for 
the District. Entry by proxy may be 
made at any Dominion Lands Agency (but 
not Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine mtiee of hla homestead on a farm 
of at least SO acres, on certain con­
ditions. - A habitable bouse is required 
except where residence is performed in 
the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
83.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of 
three years after earning homestead 
patent also B0 acres; extra cultivation. 
:?re-exemption patent may be obtained as 
soon as hoideetead patent, on certain 
conditions.

LTD.446324 4484 44438 The Board of Trade's enquiries into 
business conditions at St John have 
elicited a number of most encouraging 
letters, from manufacturers and oth­
ers, showing that the reports of im­
proved conditions here are not with­
out justification.

T. S. Simms & Co., Ltd., brush manu­
facturers, say:

"We are pleased to advise that busi­
ness as far as we are concerned has 
decidedly improved In the last six or 
eight weeks; so much so in fact that 
we are now busier than we have been 
since this time two years ago and from 
running short time In most of our de­
partments, are running full time 
throughout and have been forced to 
run over time in some sections in an 
endeavor to catch up with orders.

“We are also pleased to advise that 
this improvement in trade is to a very, 
very small extent due to any unusual 
business arising from the war and the 
requirements of the Militia Depart­
ment; the business referred to coming 
mainly from Canada east of Winnipeg, 
and our exort business.

"We have no way of tracing the direct 
results of the ‘Made-ln-Canada’ cam­
paign aa regards the sale of our line; 
but from our general observations 
have no doubt that this has been an 
Influential factor In stimulating trade 
with us. The fact that our business 
Is exceeding the trade done last year 
Is a pleasing Indication to us that we 
are succeeding in bringing some trade 
to St. John that hitherto was going 
elsewhere.”

has done more business this winter 
than it did last season, and fresh and 
mild, cured fish are selling lower In 
Ontario and Quebec and points west 
today than this time last year,” said 
A. H. Brittain of Montreal, business 
manager of the big fish company, who 
was at the Royal yesterday, 
pie cannot complain about the high 
cost of living so far as fish are con­
cerned.

“The Dominion government by its 
efforts to provide cold storage for the 
shipment of fish to the interior of 
Canada has done a great deal to en­
courage the fish business,” said Mr. 
Brittain. “In the last few years there 
has been a rapid and steady Increase 
in the quantity of fresh fish being 
shipped from the Atlantic seaboard 
to interior points, and there is no 
doubt that the encouragement given 
by the Dominion Department of Fish­
eries has been an important factor in 
this development

“Now In order to keep up this de­
velopment we need a publicity cam­
paign to bring to the attention of the 
people in the Interior the value and 
importance of fish us food for the 
people. Notwithstanding Canada has 
off its shores the greatest fishing 
grounds in the world, the people of 
this country do not consume as much 
fish per capita aa less favored coun­
tries. With the increased cost of oth­
er articles of food fish should come 
more into demand, and tills should be 
of great benefit to the fishing industry 
of the lower provinces.

“This winter,” added Mr. Brittain, 
“We have had a steam trawler operat­
ing out of Canso all winter. 11x18 is 
the first time in history that fishing 
operations have been carried on from 
Canso in the winter.
