: Proceeding, McClure said that the ob-
ject of the vote being to agcertain
whether the sentiment of the country
would back up prohibition legislaticn,
all who did not vote must be taken into
consideration. He himgelf thought that
on the whole these were absolutely in.
different. Reviewing the various causes
that interfered with the full strength of
the temperance vote beicg gotten out,
the newness of the plebiscite ides, party
consideration and such, McClure held
the plebiacite vote was 8 remarkably
large one. In fact he found that in the
countries where great moral
questions were su nmitted to a"plebizcite,
the votes In question failed toget as
large & majorily vote as ome that de-
manded attention and could not and
would not be ignored. McClure said he
considered the government’s answer
with respect to the vote, honest, though
he could not agree with it. Conseiva-
tives refused to go any farther after the
commission report end the Liberals
made & similar refusal after the plebie-
cite Prohibitionists had nothing fo hope
for from either.

The Congervatives denounced the gov-
ernment for its attitude in the guestion
but refused to make any promises them-
gelves, He and thousands of others
were prepared to vote against the gov-
ernment if there was any reason fo hope
the Conservatives would enact prohibi-
tory legislation. However, he refusged to
let the Conservatives simply use the sub-
ject for their own purposes. In con-
clusion, he advised prohibitionista to
avoid party enlargements and declared
that prohibition was bound to assert
itsel! as it was the largest, mostim-
portant and comprehensive subject be-
fore the people.

It rep-
resents more to the insurgents than any
other place in the Philippines and little
doubt is entertained that they will make
a desperate stand there.

(Emmerson) regretted to observe that the
leader of the opposition had found
it adviesble to take a somewrat pessi-
mistic view of the fature of the province.
He had hopsd that the honorable mem-
ber wcu d nave adopted & toneof hope-
falnese and good cheer in order to have
nelped the government to inspire the
people with confidence in their capabil-
ities. Theze were everywhere indiestions
toat the province wason the eve o' great
prog ees in the line of agricultural and
mining development, and :t wounld have
been more seemly if the honorable gen-
tlemen had congratulated the govern-
ment and the country upon the fact that
av attempt at an advance waas af least
being ma e. How frue that the
government were mnot in position
to expend the peopie’s money in
these explorations but if they
could cfler swch inducements in
the way of franchises and areas that
hundreds of thousands of dollars would
be brought into the province, under con-
ditions that the people woumld receive
their fair share of the profita that might
be realized. He 'was sa isfied that if the
government had not by such a policy
met the views of the honorable gentle-
men opposite, they would st least meet
the views of the people.

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FLOOR BOARDS IN HIVES.

How They May Be Loose Usually, but
Fastened When Necessary.

Some hives have the floor boasds ot
bottoms fast, and some have them loose.
There are times when one kind is better,
and times when the otheris better. IL
view of these facts, Dr. C. C. Miller gives
the following information in The Na-
tional Stockman and Farmer:

In the spring of the year it is often
Jesirable to clean the dead bees and filth
off the hive. At such times, if the bottom
is nailed on, there is no way of mak-
ing a clean job of it but to take all the
bees and combs out of the hive, a trou-
blesome job and sometimes resulting in
injury to colony, especially if the weath-
“er be cold. If the floor board be loose,
it is an easy thing to raise the hive and
yat a clean floor board in place of the
dirty one, then after the dirty one is
cleaned it can be given to another hive,
and so on. The practice of tiering up
hives, having them two or more stories
kigh, is becoming more and more com-
mon all the time, and there is no possi-
bility of doing this unless the floor
woard be separate from the hive.

There are, however, times when it is
very desirable to have the floor boards
secured to the hive. Those who haul
hives to and from out-apiaries must have
the floor fast to the hive, so there is no
danger of bees getting out. There may
be other times when it is necessary to
have the floor fast to the hive, but most
of the time I would rather have the
floor separate.

It is not a very hard thing to have
hives so made that the floors ghall be
loose most of the time, but fastened se-
curely to the hive when needed. For-
merly I fastened the floors to my hives
with screws when I wanted to haul
them, then took the screws out when
they were not needed. But I found out
a better and a less expensive way.
now fasten them on with staples, which
can be bought for 10 cents a pound ot
less. The staples are what are some-
times called tobacco staples, and some-
times they go by other names. They are
the same as double pointed tacks, only
on a larger scale. The staples I use are
13 inches wide, and the two legs are
geven-eighths of an inch long. Of course
a size a little different from this would
answer. When a staple is driven in, one
leg in the hive and one in the floor
board, it holds asfirmly as a nail driven
in, pgrhaps more so. It is driven in not
quite full depth, and then it is very
easily drawn out. For hauling, four
staples are used to fasten the floor to
the hive, but for a hive that is merely
to be carried into the cellar two will do,
one abcut the middle at each side.

The first hives I had were 8o con-

THE HESSIAN FLY.

The Next to the Greatest of Farm
Pests In the United States.
~ An insect that can adapt itself to all
the climatic conditions and crop varia-
tions between North Dakota and Texas
must necessarily present an entertain-
ing if somewhat disconcerting variety
in its complex and elusive life history-
Investigators of the habits of the de-
structive Hersian fly seem to concede,
~ however, that this insect may be said,
< for all practical purposes, to live only on
< wheat, rye and barley, and that it will
b not perpetuate itself on other crops.
Throughout an immense territory in the
United States where wheat is grown in
close proximity to oats, timothy and
other grasses there is no record of the
fly’s attack upon these crops. In a re-
cent moncgraph of the department of
agriculture on the Hessian fly in ths
United States it is told that the attacks
of the fly upon the plants produce very
characteristic effects, generally so dis-
tinctive that the appearance of a field
will at once indicate to a practiced eye
the presence of the pest. The effects dif-
fer with theseason, perhaps, more prop-
erly, with the stage of growth of the
wheat plant at the time of attack.

In the autumn the eggs arelaid upon
the early appearing leaves, and the pas-
gage of the larvee down the sheath car-
ries them down to or below the surface
of the ground, often very near to the
root itself. Here their presence causes
more or less swelling of the base of leaf
and culm, scarcely enough to be count-
ed a gall formation, but the immediate

| effect seems to be a stimulus at the

' point of attack. Indeed the affected

! plants present a darker green color,

| which has been recognized by farmers

| a8 indicative of Hessian fly attack, this

! color to be followed later by a brownish
and then a yellowish color for the in-
fested tillers. If the plant is attacked
early and fails to tiller, the result is
death of the whole plant. If tillers have
already formed, the larvee may enter
but one or part of them, and the others
may develop into healthy stalks and far-
nish the basis for a crop.

The attack in spring being made

asually after the stalks are well formed,
the eggs are placed on the lower leaves,
and the larve, as a rule, will be found
just above the first joint. Their pres-
ence here so weakens the stalk that it
bends over, the upper part of the stalk
falling to a horizontal position and at
i right angles to the base. The appear-
ance of these fallen stalks is particular-
ly characteristic, and an examination
will bring to view the larva or puparia
just below the bend and above the low-
er joint. Rarely the larvee may occur
above the second or third joint, and it
is stated that sometimes they pass be-
low the ground, as with the autumn
brood, and in such case the stalk falls
by breaking at the surface of the
ground. These facts have a value not
only as a means of distinguishing the
Hessian fly from other wheat pests, but
it can easily be seen that the position
of the larve must be a determining
factor in the adoption of certain meas-
ures of control. :
41 One cheerful fact, made prominent
in the literature of the Hessian fly, is
the abundance of its natural enemies.
It, would be difficult to overestimate
the importance of the parasites of the
fly, since to them probably is due the
-usual scarcity of the insect. It is esti-
mated by writers who have dealt with
the subject that fully nine-tenths of
the Hessian flies are destroyed by para-
sites, a circumstance which accounts
for the fact that the Hessian fly is sel-
dom abundant or excessively destructive
for more than one year at a time in
any particular locality. Bulletin No. 16
of the department of agriculture de-
gcribes all these friendly parasites and
also recounts the various remedies prac-
ticed .against the Hessian fly.

half an inch of the bottom of the hive.

That made it so that whether the bot-
tom were fast or loose the bottom bare
of the frames had a space under them,
and were in nodanger of being glued tc
the floor. For good and sufficient rea-
gons a space is left above the frames of
about one-quarter of an inch. When,
then, one story was put over another, in-
stead of a space of ome-quarter of an
inch between the upper and lower sete
of frames, the space was three-quarters
of aninch, and the bees filled this space
with comb and honey, making a sticky,
dauby mess when the upper story was
taken off. To avoid this, the hive must
be shallow enough to let the frames
come clear to the bottom, and the con-
struction of the floor board must secure
the necessary £pace under the frames.
Looking at: the picture, you will see
that a cleat three-eighths of an inch
thick is nailed on the two sides and on
the back end of the floor board. Below
the floor board you see & CTOSS section of
the floor, showing a lap in the two parts
of the board, so that if the two parts
shrink apart the floor will be still bee
tight.

‘Measuring Ear Corn.

By weight an allowance of 14 pounds
4s usnally made for cob—that is, 56
pounds of grain is regarded as equal to
70 pounds of ear corn. Of course this
is only an approximation, and so, t0o,
is any rule which attempts to establish
a relation between the space occupied
by the grain and the ears. The ordinary
rule, however, for measuring in the crib
is tofind the number of square feet
which the crib contains and divide by
214, which gives the number of bushels
For example, a crib 24 feet long, 7%
feet wide and 10 feet high would hold
800 bushels of corn.. The same space
would contain 1 4-5 times as much
ghelled corn.—Iowa Homestead.

Bush Bean Plants.

As the weather begins to brighten
and the days to lengthen the handling
of $his crop becomes much less trouble-
gome, the seeds germinate more freely,
~nd there is much less danger of damp-
ing off, yet, for all that, plenty of seed
should be allowed to guard against pos-
<ble blanks. Thinningout to the proper
thickness is easily done once they are
gafely under way. The soil for these
ghould not be overrich, neither stiff nor
retentive. Allow ample space, not less
than 15 inches, between the. lines to
give the plants sufficient room for de-
velopment, and a night temperature of
55 degrees, with a rise of 15 degrees by
sun- heat, is quite enough to insure
strong, healthy growth. A much higher
temperature results in the plants becom-
ing drawn, when they are apt to fall
around, to the certain injury of the
crop, says William Scott in American
(:ardening.

Planting Corn Fer the 8ilo.

For the silo corn may well be planted
§n drills about 314 feet apart and with
kernels from two to six ineches apart in
the row. In a very wet season a heavier
crop may be harvested from plots drilled
{ with a grain drill, every tabe sowing,
{ but the greater yield of protein and
other valnable nutrients was found in
experiments at the Michigan station to
be in the crop planted with less seed
per acre. Frequent cultivation prevents
| the evaporation of moistare from the
. goil and secures its retention for the use
of the corn plant.

Distance Apart For Turnips.

From the resultsof experiments with
Swedish turnips conducted six years
in succession at the Ontario station the
general conclusion is drawn that as the
distance between plants in the row in-
creased from 8 to 20 inches the average
yield decreased, but the average weight
per root increased. The average yield
of plants 4 and 8 inches apart was 17.26
and 17.58 tons of root per acre respec-
tively. The average results for six years
showed that drills 20 inches apart gave
8 better yield than drills 26 and 82
inches apart.

There is absolutely nothing,
how insignificant or apparently
less, that may not be put to some
purpose if we but know how. When
time to plant tomatoes, peppers, egg
plants and the like have ready a lot of
unsoldered tin cans, such as salmon or
vegetables come packed in, tie a short
string around the middle of each and seb
on a board; fill to one and a half inches
of top with fine, rich soil; plant two or
three seeds in each can and place in &
warm, sunny spot. When up, and plants
are an inch or two above the rim, thin
out and fill the remaining portion of cans
with soil. This will give new life and
growth, and will be better than repot-
ting. When ready to put out in open
ground the transplanting may be effected

without disturbing the plants in the
Jeast. To do so remove the string from
the can, dig hole and place can a trifle
below the general surface, pulling soil
well around it. It may then be easily
lifted out, leaving the plant with its ball
of earth intact. Next level dirt around it
and place this same empty can over the
plant just set. Proceed in like manner
till all are set and eaeh plant has ite
sheltering can. These will keep off the
chill and racking winds of spring, pre-
vent the ravages of cut worms and other
insects, while the tin, readily warming
up, the plants scarcely fecl the change
from the hothouse, a heavy frost, even
when the plants are below the top of
cans doing but little injury. Though, if
preferred, frost threatening, small pieces
of paper may be laid on top of each can
with a little dirt thereon to hold in place,
to be removed next morning. Cans should
remain till plants have attained sufficient
growth, when .they may be readily re-
moved, one.slipped within another—ten
or 12 occupying no more space than one
—and stored away till next season. By
means of these worthless cans plants may
be set two to three weeks earlier than
without them. H. B. Mitchell,
tical Farmer.
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A New Use for Barnyard Manure.

A French authority states that farmers
are wasting their time in using barn-
yard manure or refuse as a fertilizer.
The contention is that the chemical con-
gtituents of manure, which alone are
valuable, form such a small part (about
1.62 per cent.) that there is a great waste
of - time and labor in putting it on the
Jand. The rest consists of water, of un-
assimilable woody tibre and mineral
matter of which the soil bas always a
plentiful supply. All this is considered
as dead weight which serves to retard
the effect of the active constituents, and
it is claimed that it would be better to
employ the chemical constituents proper,
a handtul of whkich represents effectively
the vegatative force of a ton of manure.
1t is also added that the small percent-
age which is of use 18 constantly wasting
pecause of fermentation causing the
gases such as ammonia to escape.

The director of the Pasieur Institute
at Lille has devised a means of using
these gases. To this end he advises cover-
ing the manure with a bell-shaped cover
turnished with a tube that ends in a re-
ceiver filled with acidulated water. The
ammonia, instead of dispersing through
the atmosphere, oculd be collected in
liquid form, from which the ammoniacal
salts could easily be secured, It is also
claimed that the other gases formaed by
fermentation, such as carbonic acid and
gaseous hydro carbons, will barn in the
open air and if this receiver were furn-
ished with a gasometer could be utilized
for lighting the buildings on the farm.
This is ap ingenious plan and may come
into use after a while. It shows, how-
ever, what can be done when science is
applied to agricultural subjects.

The Preservation of Eggs.

A fresh-laid egg is never improved by
age, but its good qualities may be pre-
served, it not wholly almost wholly, by
suitable handling. Eggs should be gath-
zeed from the nests at least A once every
day. An egg may deteriorate for food
purposes in one - of two ways: It may
change uunfavorably for food purposes by
the beginning of the process of hatching;
and it may decay through fermentation
started at the pores of the shell. Any
moisture on the shell bastens the begin-
ning of decay in that way. An egg may
look well when examined by candle light
in the usual way, and still be slightly
stale inside. Some egg merchants detect
whether they are quite fresh-flavored by
breaking some, emptying-. the contents
out and smelling the inside of the shells.

If only a few eggs in the lot are dis-
covered to be stale, that will cast dis-
credit on the whole and very greatly re-
duce the selling price. Immediately after
the eggs arc collected from the pests and
cleaned, they should be put ina coel
place, until they can be despatched te
market.

Great care should be taken in packing
eggs not to uss any substance which has
in itseif a disagreeable odor or flavor, as
that will likely be imparted to the eggs.
The keeping of eggs packed in musty
atraw or musty bran will impart that
disagreeable quality to them.— Report of
the Commissioner of Agriculture.

Milk Strains Among Hogs.

Too little aftention has been paid by
breeders and farmers to the milking qual-
ities of their brood sows, and yet of all
things to be taken into consideration in
sclecting brood sows this characteristic is
the most important. Maternity is the
function of a brood sow, and failing in
good milking capacity, she fails to f ulfill
this function. Did you ever note that the
sow that is the kindest, most careful
mother, is always the one that gives the
biggest flow of milk and the sow that
gives frequently, and she most gladly re-
sponds to the call of the little fellows for
a lunch as often as they want it. She is
careful and grateful to them for the relief
they give her. The other sow finds no
such comfort from her litter, since she
has no need for that kind of relief; on
the contrary, the frequent demands of the
half-starved pigs are unpleasant to her.
She becomes irritable and cross at their
persistent _calls for more. She would
rather be let alone, go off by herself, eat
her fill and lie down undisturbed while
she converts it into pork on her own back
instead of her pigs. Consequently, at the
weaning time, you will find her in pretty
good shape, while the pigs are all runts.
‘But the other sow and her litter, how do
they look? Just the reverse.—American

GOVRRNMENT RAILWAYS,

WHAT THE OFFICIAL FIGURES
SHOW FOR THE YEAR—THE
GROSS EARNINGS AND
EXPENDITURES.

Orrawa, March 24—Official figures
showing the result of the operation of
the government railway system daring
the past year are available.

The gross enninga of the government
roads amounted to'$3,313,847, and com-
pared with thote of the preceding year
show an increase of $2563,772. The gross
working expenses amounted to $3,577,
248, an increase of $399,979. The net loss
on the operations of the year was $263,-
401. These figures include $70,000 rent,
paid for the extension of the Intercolo-
nial into Montreal. There was &n ad-
dition of $252,756 to capital accomnt of
Intercolonial, making total expenditure
chargeable “capital” on the whole road
June 30th, 1898, $55,668913. The ad-
ditions made during the year
included $56651 for increased ac-
commodation at Halifax, $93943
for iocressed sccommodation  at
Moncton, $19,820.48 for extemsion to
deep water at North Bydney, and $65,510
on rolling stock. The gross earnings of
the yesr amounted to $3,117,669, an in-
‘crease of $251 641 and working expenses

679 84, making an excess of expenditare
$139978. Comparing the earnings with
those of the previous year, pasaenger

Aldermen Mest - to Consider
Proposed Legislation.

Maxwell Objects to Erection of an
Elevator.

An Important Meeting of
Council.

A ppecial session of the common coun-
oil was held Friday.

The board of trade resolution on civic
assessment wae sent to the bills and by-
laws committee.

The board of works were instructed to
report on a petition fr:m resident: of
Drary Cove asking fo be cut off from the
city, and the same board was given au-
thority to grant or refuse Mr G B Mayes
the temporary use of Dann’s wharf to
assiet in sinking crib work for the new
government whart, This bosrd with

the safety board were directed to con-
gider application for retaining walleon
Mill and Pri cess streets and for an arc
light at Kane’s corner.

The mayor was author sed to open &
subscription liet for the benefit of Digby
fire sufferers.

It was decided to grant to Mr Joseph
Bullock & 21 years renewal of his lease
of the land on which the oil works are
now eituated, limiting the improvements
to $10,000.

The bills and by-laws comm:ttee re-
ported drafts of & number of bills which
are to be sent to the legislature.

One prop siog the eale of property for
arrears of taxes was read and approved,
as was one providing for the vesting of
the title in the city of streets discon-
tinued under the existing statutes; one to
Erevsnt the users of water from Spruce

ake from obteining any propristary
rights in course of time; one fo legalize
the agreement made by the CP R and
authorize the city to make certain ex-
emptions in the railway’s favor; alsoa
bill, & copy of vhe Dominion act incor-
porating the Indiantown harbor, which
i to fully protect the city’s righta,

A bill to permit the government to
erect an elevator within the fire lim-
its was objected to by Ald Maxwell,who
said it anthorized the erection of a fire
trap among & lot of wooden buildings
and w a also prejudicial to the erecticn
of any other buildings.

Ald Macrae moved for its withdrawal
on the ground that the legislature had
no authority in the matter, and also be-
cause the insorance companies might
use it as an excuse for increasing their
rates. The bill, however, was approved
by a substantisl msjority of the council.

A bill providing that improvements
must be paid for no matter how many
times the lease has been renewed caused
some discuseion, but was passed, as were
bills providing for the paying for im-
provements in Lancaster and regarding
market, and an arbitrators bill, which
allows to arbitrators 50 cents for an ad-
| jonrnment without traneacting business,
and not more than $10 or less than $5
for a day of six hours, ofher days fo be
paid at the rate of not less than $1 or
more than $150 an hour.
feen are to exceed $26 and are not due or
payable until thirty days after the
award, :

In the afterncon s bill way taken up
intending to provide the taxing of
money on deposit or bonds held in
trust for heirs on one - fifth of its
value, making the taxes equal to enme-
tenth of the income.

There was a long discussion over this
bill, which finally resulted in amendirg
it by limiting the term of the one-fifth
rating to the two acgessmen's after the
estate is probated.

A bill was read providing that in the
case of estates with executors living out-
side of the city, the personal property
shall not be assessed. In the case of
three executors for an estate, any ex-
ecutor living in the city shall be taxed
on one-third of the amount of its per-
sonal property.

It wae explained this was fo prevent
the taxing of estates on the whole
amount by several municipalities shou.d
executors chance to live in them, The
bill was approved.

A bill was read giving exemption to
mortgsges held on property outside the

city.

%hs reasons for seeking the pa s ge of
this was that little rev:nue wasderived
from this source at present; that it was
in 8 measure a concession to those who
desired exemption of personal property;
that it wonld make 8t John a center for
investors and a center therefore f.r
revenue.

The mnext bill tak-n up was one ex-
empting city bonds, Portland bonds and
school oonds. This bill it was stated
was to enconrage the investment, by 8t
John ecitiz:ns, in our debentures. 4t
present few of \he bonda are held by Bt
John people, and therefore little revenue
is received from that somrce. It was
shown that in a few years'a large
amount of six per cents would be re-
placed by new issmes. The bill was
ordered printed.

‘The mext bill provided for taxing
branch banks on one-seventh of one per
cent of their gross business. This, it
was pointed out, would equalize the pay-
ment of taxes by banks. At present the
Bank of New Brunswick paid more taxes
'1'5'.2.5" branches in the city together.

The next bill proposed the imposition
of a tax of $150 a year on fire insurance
companies doing businees in the city.

Ald Millidge, chairman of the bills

4 | aud by-laws committee, stated that the

fire insurance men had objected to the
bill as being hard on small companies
and in favor of large ones. The insurance
men proposed toask the passage of an act
in lieu of the above, to' provide for their
being taxed on their gross policies, de.
ducting cancellstions, reinsurance and a
percentage for business expenses. He
thought the proposition & fair one and
suggested the sub-committee have an-
thority to accept the propogition of the
insurance men.

The council accepted this view, and

The common council was in session
Saturday afterncon completing the ar-
rangement of a programme for the pro:

vincial irl:rli ament.
The first bill taken up was one to re-
peal the act giving the Eastern Oil Com-

vany the monopoly  of the handling of
fllaminating oil in Bt John. - The com-
mon council hag been sending similar
bills to Fredericton for many years past,
but the company has been successfal in
opposing them' The council has the
company on the hip this year
as the land on which the
company has its works is owned by the
city. The lease is about to expire ard
the council will only remew it if the oil
company consents to the abolition of the
monopoly clause. Mr, Allan, solicitor
for the company, wae present and re-
fused to consent te the bill as worded.
The bill will probably.pass, however, as
the company has to have its lease re-
newed. The council ordered the bill
printed and sent to Fredericion as re-
ported by the bills and by-laws com-
mittee.

The next bill read wae one providing
that a plebiscite shall be taken on the
questicn of granting assistance for the
holding of an exhibition, the plebiacite to
be held on resolution of the council.
The motive in se king the enactment of
this law is in the fact that application is
made annually for assistance by the
Exhibition Association. There has el-
ways been opposition in ‘the council to
making the grant. The aldermen desire
that the responsibility for al fature
granta shall rest directly upon the peo-
ple. The bill was approved, and it was
resolved to take & plebiscite on the mat-
ter at the next civic election if the bill is
paesed in time,

A bill was taken up to provide for the
gelection of an alderman fo act
a8 chairman in the absence
of the mayor or deputi mayor
or in case of either or both of them being
present and refas ng to preside.

This bill is the reeult of the difficulty
which arose between the council and
the mayor last September when the
deputy mayor was absent and Mayor
Sears left the chair, blocking the busi-

ness.

Ald White was opposed to the bill. If
it were passed, he said,. the last vestage
of authority would be taken from the
mayor, ‘He held there was no precedent
for the enactment ot such a law. He
wanted the bill'withdrawn.

Ald MacRae supported the views ex-
pressed by Ald White.

Ald Christie said there was
need for such an act as
under the laws at present the council
could nos legally traneact any business,
no matter how important it might be, if
the mayor and deputy mayor were sick
or out of town. :

A vote was taken and the bill was ap-
proved.

Bills were then approved providing
for the imposition of a penalty of $5 a
day upon the police magistrate for. each
day he failed to make returns of fines
collected after the time specified by law,
and also ome providing that the police
magistrate shall, after May 1, receive
& esalary of $2500 & year. At
presert he received $2,750, and
if this act is nmot passed he will ehortly
be in the receipt of a salary of $3,000 a
Year. .

A bill was then approved giving the
council control of the chief of police and
of the police force. At present the chief
is appointed by the government and he
has the naming of the men who ghall act
ag policemen. The bill as read provides
that the chief shall hold office atthe
plessure of the common council, also
that the council shall hava the election
of chief in its hands as well as the selec-
tion and control of the police force.

Bills were approved doing away with
necessity for having a police sergeant
attend at the mayor’s office and abolish-
ing the office of high constable.

At a recent civic election the name of
a reputable citizen did not appear on
the list of voters. His taxes had been
proverly paid but, through tha error ofa
clerk in the chamberlain’s office, he loat
his vote. Sait was brought against the
city and a judgment was obtained The
affair cost the city about $500. The coun-
cil is of the opinion that $500 is a
high price for votes, and they
will send s bill to Fredericton
which will emsble & citizen whose
name {8 not on the election list to cast
his vote by making affidavit to the com-
mon clerk that he has paid his taxes.
The bill also provides that suits cannot
be bronght against the city hereafter for
lost votes.

The legislature is to be asked to give
the council authority to aseist any com-
pany which may desire to construct &
dry dock here by granting them & _nite,
exemption from taxation and & bonus of
$2,500 & year for 40 years. This bill is
giving effect to & resolution of council
passed some months ago,

The council approved a bill which was
gent them by the bosrd of trade. 1If this
bill pssses the legislatare the coun-
cil will have authority to ap-
point & commission and obtain
under oath information as to property
values. The bill as spproved by the
common council is not quite as broad as
that sent them by the board of board as
it does not give the commission authority
to obtain information as to personal

property.

This concluded the bills and the coun-
il directed the bills and by-laws com-
mittee, with other aldermen, they mey
desire to attend at Fredericton, to urge
the passage of the 8t Jobn billa.

AE! MacRse called attention to the
fact that a company was ceeking legis-
lation impowering them fto run a
street railway in Oarleton. He
thought the city should look after
thies matter as it was not desirable
that any more of the city’s franchises
should be given away. Ald Pardy, M P
P, promised to send a copy of the bill to
the council at once and the matter was
allowed to rest pending the receiving of
the bill

Ald MacRae thenjstated that contracts
for the lighti g of the city would soon ex-
pire. Hesaid if the council waited for
them to expire it might find itself in an
swkward position. If took some time to
provide facilities for street lichting and
the council might have to accept the
terms of the present company or go with-
out light. On his motion the safety
board were directed to call for tenders
for the lighting of the city and that the
tenders be returned in June.

This concluded the business and the
counncil adjourned.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT,

Debate On the Address Re-
sumed By Mr. Davin,

Who Was Somewhat Severe and Sar-
castic —He Attscked the Liberals
on the Preferential Tariff and
Yukon Policy,

Some Acrimonidus Talk.

Orrawa, March 24 —The debate on
the address was resumed today by Mr.
Davin, who could not be credited with
having added anything very new to the
literature alzeady compiled on the gub-
ject. Referring to the speech from the
throne, he characterized it as commenc-
ing with the cold soup of consummate
failure, mesaning the Washington negoti-
ations, and ending with the men-ce cf
an outrage in the way of a redistribution
bill. As to the plebiscite, it was contrary
to the constitution of England. There
was nothing in it for the farmers.

He had asked & prominent Liberal in
the west what he proposed to do if no
relief was given to farmers. The Liberal
replied that he would wait until this
geesion and if nothing wasdone he would
vote and work sgainst them in the
futare as he had done for them in the
past.

He repeated what Clarke Wallace
said about the preterential tariff, main-
taining that it was g0 anlnged as to
give & preference to the United States
and not to England. It was a sham
preference. Incidentally referring to
the Yukon, he said that as scon as
Ogzilvie was on his way to the K.ondike
Wade and McGregor fled, and ¢the me-
ment they were going to be tried these
political criminals fled back.

He spoke of the revolt of the member
for Lisgar, and quoted from what he
gaid at Regina on the tarifl. He referred to
Hon Mr Sifton’s speech in Ontario, and
said that every time the minister
of the interior spoke his newpaper
in Winnipeg called it a great mpee h.
This was the Free Press, which
wasonce a CP R paper but was now
the minister of the interior’s paver. He
devoted much of his time to the interior
department, touching upon the atlas ot
Western Canada, which was issued by
the department, and placed the Alaska
boundary as claimed by the United
States. He said that this atlas was used
sgainst the Canadian commissionere in
Washington.

Bat 8ir Wilfrid Laurier denied this.
He said it was not correct.

Hon Mr Tarte said that the note on
the foot of the atlas explained every:
thing satisfactorily.

He took up the Yakon affairs and op-
posed payment of royalty. He maintain-
ed that Ogilvie was wholly unfit for the
position, an 1 was not compefent to make
an inquiry. He charged Mr Lafontaine,
of the public worke department, with
having the privilege of going to the gov-
ernment commiesioner’s office and look-
ing over abandoned claims. The people
outside would not know of these. Lafon-
taine would get one half of the claim,
the official who aseisted him one quarter,
and the man who staked the claim an-
other quarter. t'e recited the story of
Wade and Mc¢Gregor etaking claims, and
gaid this was against the order of the
conucil appointing MoGregor.

He had never criticized the immigra-
tion policy of the department, but did
not believe in establishing colonies, a8
it wae hard to maintain them, and he
would prefer to see the government giv-
ing the same consideration to the old
country people as they gave to foreign-
ers.

Davin was about to make an attack on
Davis of Saskatchewan, when the latter,
who intended to reply to Davin and was
taking notes, left the chamber.

Mulock eaid that Davis had received a
telegram announcing the 8 rious illness
of his daughter and was hurrying away
to catch the train.

Davin finished his speech at 10 min-
utes to 10, having spoken nearly five
hours.

Mr Pope (Compton) followed, attacking
preferential trade and saying there was
no preference in respect to immigration.
Doukhobors and foreigners did not sat-
tract his attention. He wanted thegov-
ernment fo look after Canadian boys and
send them out west to get comfortable
homes there.

He (Pope) aconsed the Liberals of
wholesale corruption and charged that
Bagot had been bought. He also charged
that the plebiscite vote had been tam-
pered with in Quaebec by the Liberal or-
ganization and that 40,000 votes ap-
peared improper!y in the returns,

Davis (Saskatchewan) who had just re-
tarped to the honse was in time to move
the adjournment of debate.

The honse adjourned at 11.35 p m,

ANOTHER INTERESTING DAY
IN THIS IMPORTANT TRIAL.

What the Witnesses Said as to Prof
Hesse’s Ability As a Musician—

His recollections
of what tock place at hospital were very
faint. <

He was pot the eame man &ince the
accident. Maimed in mind and physi-
aally, wonld rather be dead if it were
not fcr wife and children.

1In 1898 he counld
swear that there were eight or nine
o:gan pupils, During 1898, to time of
acc dent, these eight or nine included
both male and famale, Mosf of them
ook the 8t Cecilian style. He gave
each ¢! the pupils one lesson a week.
The variations of the prices were due to

taken by the pupile. He counld not tell
how much commission he received from
piano sales in 1897-1893, or from the sale
of music. At Easter service his duties
at the chorch would keep him more
closely confined than at other times
during the year; this gemerally lasted
one week. e ocould mot tell
the number of pupils on the
plano during 1897. He would
underiake to swear he had 10 piano
pupils. Had about seven or eight dur-
ing 1898. Could not give their names as
he had not the record with him, Gave,
 plano lessons sll the year around. Hie
charge for giving piano leesons was $150.
Could not tell the amount of his income
from these general sources. Is mot no«
able to give vocal training, because this
wase not his vocation., Was quite sure
that when a person lost his professional
gtatus hie chance of earning money was
slim in eomparison to that which he had
earned previously. Could not make
a good income after professional
statns had been lost. Did mof, to his
recollection, tell the surgeons at the hos-
pital that he had jumped from the car.
Prof Kelley had officiated on the organ
since the accident and gives good satie-
faction as far as he knew.

At the conclusion of Prof Hesse’s testi-
mony Mr Pugeley stated he would like
the jary to go over in the morning an
examine a car and also the machinery
at the power station. Mr Palmer was
opposed to this proceeding. Seversl of
the jurymen stated they would like to
examine the working of the motors on &
car. It was arranged that the jury will
goover this morning. The jadge will
appoint attendants. The court then ad-
journed.

When the court opened Friday
morning Mr Palmer offered !n evidence
the affidavits of H H McLean filed be-
fore Judge McLeod in connection with
the issue of the commission.

Referring to the conductor and motor-
man of 1hecar, Mr McLean claimed
they were not to be relied on and their
evidence could not be believed, as they
had faisely reported o the company
atter the accident.

Asto the question of damages, the
detence proyosed to show that the plain-
tif was not as helpless as he fries to
make oat. Persons with artificial limba
can get along fairly ccmfortably, and it
will be shown that tney can occupy Va-
rious positions. It will be shown, too,
that a person with & wooden leg is not
prevented from playing a piano and do-
ing other work. It has been farther
claimed that the company did not help
Prot Hegse while at the hospital. No
assistance was asked for and the com-
pany was not approached in any way
for assistance. The defence will be able
to show that the plaintiff said he jump-
ed, and the evidence of some of the wit-
nessess how he jumped. The evidence
also shows that had he remained in the
¢ar ha would not have been injured.

Mr David 8 Roberts was the first wit-
ness called, Examined by Mr McLean
he said he was foreman of the street
railway shop. His duty was to look
after all :epsirs in connection with the
cars and trucks. He also has charge of
the conductors and motormen. Witness
was out of town the day of the accident.
He left Ssturday and just before leaving
examined the car and found everything
all right. The car was thoroughly over-
hsuled 8nd inspected in the June
previous. The brakes were re-set & day
or two previous to the accident. The
trucks were Beamish trucks and were in
good order and condition and have been
running since the accident. The brake
rod was 7 inches in diameter. Wit-
ness’s instructions were to spare no ex-
ense to have eveiything in perfect
order, especially the brake gear. Hein-
spected the break in the brake rod after
the accident. He noticed a defect iu it,
bus it would be impossible to detect &
fiaw in it betore. The flaw wasin the
thread of rod.

Cross-examined by Mr, Palmer, wit-
ness said he thought from the break in
the rod both brakes were entirely die-
abled. He understood that the safety of
the passengers depended on the work-
ing of the brakes, A man could run s
oar withont brakes, but he thought it
grosa carlessness for a company fo carry
passengers without brakes. The flaw
extended 3 of an inch, and witness
thought it was in the rod when pur-
chased. The mansfacturers should test
it. If the grease and dirt on rod had
been cleaned off by chemicals the flaw
might possibly have been geen.

Witness attributed acoident to the fact
that the motorman neglected to turn off
the canopy switch before reversing the
power, snd in this way had caused the
circanit breaker to open and stopped the
current on the whole system.

He never studied electricity to any
extent. Only a trained electrician could
understand the action of the dynamo.
Thought he was competent to inspect the
dynamo. Previously to going fo work
with the company wasa machinist The

brought here. The rods were made by
Anthony Pirie. He is an ordinary black-
smith. Did not tell the blackemith to
test the rod. Inspected the motor the
day before the accident. Garfield is a
man with five years experien:e. Always
sober and industricus. not know any-
thing againat his character. Do not know
when Mr Neilson first saw the brok-n
rod. Did not go under the car when he

ted it. If the motorman
left the canopy sewitch and opened
the power to seven notches he
would be liable to break the current
from the whole circuit. Re-examined by
Mr Pugeley witness said the car was
over the p t and was examined not more
than two days before the accident.
When the car was inspected if anything
locked at all suspicious it was at once
removed and replaced, The car was
also inspected every night. Mr. Patter-
gon made the inspection on Saturday
night. Would undertake to take a car
over to Indiantown without any brakes.
Could do go in perfect aafety.

The next witnees was Harry Irons.
Examined by Mr, McLean said heisa
conductor on street railway. Wasonthe
car the day of accident.Stayed on until he
got off opposite Rankine’s. Did not no-
tice anything wronmg. D.d not think
there was anything wrong with the mo-
tors. 1f there had been he could have
gmelt them as they would have burned
out.

Cross-examined by Mr Palmer—The
witness said if the motor had been out of
order the car could nmot have gone up
Dock street. Knew there was & generat-
ing power in the mofors independent of
the direct power. Did not say it was
getting too hot for him when he jumped
off the car, Had no uniform om. Did
not see anything wrong. Saw the con-
ductor trying to put on brakes, Did not
gee anything wrong at foot of
King street. Did not get off the car
because he was afraid. Did not remem-
ber why he got off, After he got off he
walked towards the scene of the acci-
dent. Mr Palmer then ssked witness
gome questiona about the working of the
motors, but the witness admitted he did
not understand the principles on which
the machine worked.

Re-exsmined by Mr McLean he said
he was gitting on the last seat on the
outside of the car looking towards the
rear and could not see what was
going on inside.

He said that some - time after
the accident he had a conversation with
Thos Gibbons, one of the plaintifi’s wit-
nesses. Mr Pugsley then asked the
witness it Gibbons did mnot eay
to him that he had eeen Prof
Hesge jump from the car, This question
was objected fo and ruled out on the
ground that when Gibbons was on the
stand on croeg-sxamination his attention
should have been called to the time and
place of the alleged conversation, and
that this not having been done zufficient
foundation had been laid for contradict-
ing him bi the evidence of a subsequent
'!ihloll. 'he judge concurred in this
view.

The next witness called was Henry A
Kinney. He said he was & motorman
in the employ of the Btreet Railway
Compsany, and made gix round trips on
car 41 the day of the accident. He had
occasion to reverse the power of his car
at Indiantown and it worked all right.
If the field were burned out in the con-
troller he would have noticed it by the
smell, and the car could not be started
in the usual way from three notches.

Cross-examined by Mr Palmer—Wit-
ness gaid the gemerating power would
be all right without the field wire. If the
wire was barned out the car would have
gone up hill with jerks.

Re-examined by Mr Puogsley witness
gaid he had run cars for eix years and
never met with accidents. He was not
an expert electrician, but followed the
instructions given to him and mat with
no trouble.

To Judge Vanwart the wiiness said
his car never got ont of his control, and
he ¢culd not tell what would ke the
effect on the motors and the controller
if soch occurred.

Charles H Watta was then called, He
said he was an employe.of the company;
was conductor of car No, 41 the day of
the accident. During the fime he no-
ticed nothing wrong with the car what-
ever. Had there been he would have
known it by the'motion, the smell and
the jerking of the car when starting,

Crogs-examined witness said the smell
would be camsed by the insulaiion burn.
ing on the wire. If anything else burn-
ed out it might smell, but witness had
not much experience in other things and
could not ell. Had witness been con-
ductor of the dieabled car and knew the
brakes were out of order he would not
have started the car. He never knew
another caze where a car was atfempted
to be run without brakes.

Re-examined witness said the instruc-
tions they received applied to the whole
car. The directions are that in all cases
they are to take the eafe course. He
would have transferred the passengers
and had his car taken over as a frailer.
That would be what the company would
exB:ot him to do.

Thomas Walker was then ealled.
Mr Pugsley asked him if Fr Raftery
had not said to him at the hospital that
Hesse had jumped off the car. This
question was objected to on the same
ground as that taken fo the question put
to Wiley, After a long argument the
question was ruled ont. The examina-
tion was then resumed and the witness
said that in his opinion if Hesse had
been pitched out of the car head first
there would have been some marks on
the head. There were no marks on
Hesse when he saw himn.

Cross-examined by Mr Palmer—Wit-
ness said he was & consulting physician
and commisaioner of the hospital. There
were about twelve phyesicians who could
attend patients at the hospital. :

Dr T D Walker was next called. Wit
ness said he had been practising since
1892, He w s on the hospital staff. On
July 17 he was sent for to attend to Hesse
at the corner of Paradise Row. He did
not know who sent for him, At the time
he was on duty at the hospital acting for
another doctor. He treated Hesse as was
usnal in accidents of that kind.
The decision of the msjority 0» the doe-
tors was that the limb should be left on.
Looked after Hesse and saw tnat he was
properly attended to. After the regular
gurgeon arrived he had nothing more to
do with him, If the limb had been
saved there was a possibility of his bav-
ing a movable joint. Thought it in the
patient’s interest to try to save the
limb. Later on the decision of the ma-
jority was to amputate. On one oceasion
when he went in to drees Hesse’s wound
Hesse assailed him for not having his
leg amputated sooner. Hesse shonted
out and as his room was near the passage
where he wonld have dietarbed the
other patients, witness told him to keep
quiet. Before ether was administered,
asked him how the accident happened
and Hesse gaid he had jumped off the
car. Never said to Dr Broderick that he
would consent to let the lez be taken off
it Mr Quigley would not ug2 that as an
appeal to the sympathyof the jury.

Cross-examined by Mr Palmer, wit-
nees said he had been employed by the
street railway on other occasione, Was
not in the habit of going on cages for the
railway.

THE FORRSTRY PROBLEM
IN NEW BRUNSWICK.

By Prof. W. ""ong, Read Be-
fore the Natura 1story Socie-
¥ on March 7th, I899.

Probably there is no other part of the
earth’s surface that originally bore so
noble a forest on & land so richly water-
ed. The most valued fimber trees of
the Northern Temperate Zone complete-
ly clothed New Brunswick’s hills and
valleys from her farthest inland waters
all around to the gea. Every part of the
Province is penetrated by -treams which
have not slope emough fo become tor.

rents, and which the melting of the
abundant snows of winter makes pass-
able tor the lnmber which thus may be
carried - cheaply into the many large
rivers and down these to the fine har-
bors at their mounths, Immense tracts
are admirably adapted for tree-growing
and are uselees for any other known pur-
e. Thua has Nature provided in
New Brunswick the conditions for a great
indwstry, and thus does she point out
our most profitable occupsation for the
foiure when Ioreetry must come to con-
pist in America, a8 already it does in
Euarope, not in the hunting cf trees but
in their cultivation.

In the meantime,however,New Bruns-
wick forests are being irretrievably dam-
sged. I donot now refer to defects in
Yorest regulations, systems of cutting,
stompage, ete, for I know nothing about
this sabjact. Ihave inferred, however,
from the numerous newepaper writings
of the late Edward Jack,who knew these
matters 30 practically and thoroughly,
that our general system of forest man-
agement is far m provident. But
there isone ememy of our forests far
deadlier than even the most reckless
lumberman, one whoee vigitations can
never be entirely recovered from, and
that is, forest fires. 1t is not the timber
they deatroy that makes these great
fires 80 bad, for in a generation or two it
may be partially restored, but it is the
permanent injury they do to the goil
whereby its capacity to produce trees for
the future is permanently lessemed or
even utterly destroyed. here nataral-
ly the wmofl is thin, as it is over
much of our forest land, the roots and
other organic matter binding it together
is utterly burnt out by great fires, and
the rain washes the earth off into the
streams leaving behind but the naked
rocks, hostile to vegetation. Thal soil
was placed there originally by the ice of
the glacial period, and has ever since
been held in position by ita continuous
covering of vegetation; once removed
there is no agency whatever can restore
it. An awful example of this permanent
deatruction is to be found in an area
many miles square on the upper Le-
preau Yiver; the still-standing rampikes
show how fine & foreat once clothed this
land, which now is but a stony desert
that never again can bear trees. Here
is a tract of eountry that might today be
yielding a revenue to the province and
supporting a considerable village at
the mouth of the river, but it
lens waste and useless forever because
a fire 20 years ago was not stopped in
time. This is an extreme case, but large
areas in the province have suflered in
but little less degree. The prevention
of forest fires is the first problem of for-
estry in any country,and it has to be
golved not only by stringent laws upon
railroads, lumbermen, hunters and set-
lers, but also by & rangerservice, a corps
of men whose business it is to watch for
fires in the dangerous season, and to
extinguish them at their beginning. The
ranger service may well be combined
with that of fish and game wardens,and
even with some phases of lumber sur-

eying.

But in addition toloss of timber and
permsanent injury to the soil, there are
yet otuer losses suffered through the de-

forests upon the amount and regularity
of annual reinfall, (both of which, as

the presence of forests, the
great advantage of° the farmer),
it is everywhere known that the removal
of forests leads to great fluctuations in
the water level of rivers, periods of ex-
treme low water alternating with de-
stractive floods. Thie not only interferes

but greatly lessens the value of their

waterpowers, a subject sure to become of

great practical importance in the near

fature, when, as the leading authorities

agree, the improvements in the conduc-

tion of power by eleetricity are mure to

make natural sources of power again of

value. Destruction of foreats, too, lessens

their game-producing power, and the

fish-producing power of their streame,

and hence destroys their a tractions to)
wealthy sportemen whom New Bruns.

wick is doing her best to attract. Yet

other losses that a people may suffer
with loss of their forests will occur to all.

Deforesting may, of course, occur im

other waye, and lead to the same losses,

though these are far less in degree than

fires entail. Land cleared for cultiva-

tion, though mostly kept intact by the

farmer’s crops, suffers slow deterioration,

but this loes is unavoidable and slight

in proportion to the gain. When reck-

less lumbering lays an area waste its

goil remaing bound by zoots and a new
growth may spring up, but in the mean-
time there is much loas and such land is
more liable to fires. At the present day
the forests are threatened by & new
danger—the indiscriminate rapacity of
pulp-mills, which take small lumber
and hence clear the land where they
operate. No pulp-mill should be
allowed fo operate in New Bruns-
wick in & way fo deforest any
piece of land, for a speedy profit of

kind will be dearly paid for in the
future, The only wise method in for-
entry management is to keep & forest in-
tact, and this can be done onls by asys-
tem of rotation in cutting, by which only
the larger txees are removed, the smaller
being lett to grow. The prevention of
forest fires, and a wise system of cutting
would make the annual lumber crop ag
certain and as continuous as the agrical-
tural crop. This would give permanence

Under so purely democratic a govern-
ment as that of New Branswick,no legie-
lature can afford to teke stepe notbacked
by public opizion.

If, however, the
great importance of this sulject to the
uture of the province were generally un-
derstood, the people could be trusted to
respond as they have for education and
ofther great interests. It is,however, the
duty of the government to tase the first
step, which should be towards the sac-
quisition and disremination of know-
ledge upon the snbjsct of forestry in a!l
its aspects and ite relations to allied in-
terests, such as game preservation, fish-
ing licenser, water-powers, location
of settlement, etc., and. following thie,
should come the formulation of & broad
plan for the economic management ot
thege great public interest. The experi.
ence of other countriea showa thatsuch
wide-reaching investigation must be
made independent of the ex'gencies of
local politice, which can be done cnly
by placing the whole smbject in the
hands of a commissior, unpaid exceptf.r
expenses, composed of the most puhlic-
gpirited and able citizens., Surely New
