“When Sir Wilfrid Laurier came into
power the foreign trade was only $237,-
000,000, but under the policy of the Lib-
eral government it had been increased to
$650,000,000, which means the handlmv of
$400,000,000 worth more of goods.”

Referring to Finance Minister Fielding,
he said he was the peer of any Canadian
statesman and in all projects for the de-
velopment _of St. John the speaker had
had no warmer friend or ally than Mr.
Fielding. The tariff which he had intro-
duced had greatly encouraged manufac-
turing in the dominion so that in the five
vears from 1900 to 1905, the capital in-
vested in factories had increased from
%446.000,000 to $883.000,000; wages paid to
laborers had increased tlom $113.000,000 to
$162,000,000 and the products of the fac-
tories had increased from $481,000,000 to
$706,000,000. |

This tariff had, therefore, not only in-
creased the foreign trade but the manu-
factures of (anada as well. Great quan-
titics of goods were being exported as
well as the needs of the dominion being
supplied.

Great Development Under Lib-
erals,

In epeaking of what had been done in
the twelve years of Liberal rule in devel-
oping the country, the minister told how
in his own d(‘]nu(mont $10,000,000 was
being spent each year in the erection of
public hml(lmm the building of wharves
and breakwaters, deepening of canals and

Action Till Now,

Toronto, Oct. 22 (Special)—Hon. George
E. Foster toda) lbaue(l writs - for $50,000
against J. A. Macdonald, editor and for
$100,000 against the Globe Printing Com-
pany, for allegations contained in a
speech by Mr. Macdonaid at Oriiia lately
and an editorial 'in the paper referring
to his connection ‘with Union Trust Com-
pany, western lands and Foresters’ fund
matters

The Globe tomorrow will say:—
oiMr. George. E. Foster -has .served--no-
tice of action on the Globe :and on Rev.
J. A. MacDonald in conaection with three
articles which appeared in the issue of the
21st inst., one being Mr. MacDonald’s ad-
dress at Orilla, the second the editorial
‘Base and Dastardly,” and the third the
first page article ‘Another Five Thounsand.’

“This action on Mr. Foster's part suould
be set down for what it is—an eleventh
hour bluff. In the three articles, « ‘swauch
Mr. Foster complains, nothing is charged
that was not charged or implied in M.
Aylesworth’s speech in the house of com-
mons on April 10,1907. A speech in the
house is pri\'ileged, but its publication in
the newspapers is not. Every live news-
paper in Capnada published that speech
virtually verbatim,

“The Globe and other laberal papers
of the country, as well as independent
papers, commented most unfavorably on
Mr. Foster’s conduct as manager of the
Union Trust Company in language simi-
lar to that employed in the articles now
cited. His conduct has been criticized ad-
versely from time to time ever since by
such papers as the Montreal Star and the
Toronto Newsy both of them employing
language quite.ag-condemnatory of Mr.
Foster's business morals as has ever ap-
peared in the columns of the Globe.

Ouimet' this afternoon entered an action
against Le Canada for $10,000 damages,
and several minor actions for $200 apicce,
the whole of the actions being in con-
nection with the recent attacks upoun him
in Le Canada for running for parliament,
although he is a pensioner of the state
as an ex-judge.

In his claim, Myr. Ouimet, who is Con-
servative candidate in Yamaska County,
sets forth that the allegations in the pro-
test served against his nomination were
untrue since he is perfeetly eligible as a
parliamentary candidate, and that the

Mr. MacRae’s Insult to the Inteiligence of Eiectorate is Plainly
Shown Up—Progressive Broad Policy of Liberal Govern-
ment Centrasted With Conservative Lethargy.

If the enthusiasm shown by these at-
tending a meeting in the schoolhouse at
Little River Tuesday evening, in thé inte-
rests of Dr. Pugsley, can be taken as an in-
dication of the feeling of the electorate in
that district, the minister of public works
should have a big majority from there
on October 26.

“Dr. Daniel says.it is utterly useless to
build wharves in Courtenay Bay, we
should wait until the railway comes three
vears hence and then build the wharves.

We would
wait until they build the railway over
the western prairie and then bring the
grain and cattle here and have no wharves
or no facilities of any kind to handle the
business and they would be obliged to take
it to Portland or Boston.

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CARVELL F

YS FOWLER IN SUSSEX
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Sussex, N.B., Oct. 20.—George W. Fow-
ler met his Waterloo in his honie town
tonight at ‘the hands of Frank B. Carvell
in the joint debate in the rink. An im-
mense crowd from all parts of -Kings and
Albert, some 3,500 people, were present
and the wildest enthusiasm prevailed.

Mr. Carvell, in the greatest speech of
his carcer, flayed his opponent unmerci-
fg]ly, exposing his deals in connection
with the Foresters’ funds and challenging

m in vain to give a satisfactory answer
to his questions.

Mr. Fowler, who opened the debate,
occupied the hour allotted to him in rak-
ing up all the &candals that are the fea-
tures- of the Comservative campaign and
for want of better material went back to
1893 and wearied the audience with a

long review of the planks in the Liberal|.

platform.

When it came to Mr. Carvell to reply,
aft# showing that his opponent had no
policy of his own to put forward, he en-
tered upon a masterly defence of the
Liberal administration and then dealt in
scathing terms with Mr. Fowler’s own re-
cord.

The audience was with Mr. Carvell from
the. start and cheered him again and
again. In the fifteen minutes which re-
mained for him, Mr. Fowler lost his tem-
per. He referred to the hisses which
greeted him as emanating from a flock of
geese ' and showed clearly that the shots
of his opponent had gone home. He fail-
ed utterly to make a good defence to Mr.
Carvell’s strictures, contenting himself
with calling him a “lying slanderer” and
the audience ‘‘cowards” when they re-
fused to remain after his time was up.

Fowler’s Defeat Assured.

‘While Mr. Fowler had many supporters
in the building, fhey were clearly in'the
minority. Carvell was the man the elec-
tors wanted to hear. fhe opinion is free-
ly expressed tonight that after Mr. Fow-
ler’s exhibition, Dr. McAlister’s election
is aésured. The meeting will long be re-
membéred as one of the most sensational
and dramatic ever held in this province.

Great “cheering greeted the arrival of
the two opposing men. Fowler was the
firet to make his appearance on the plat-
form and his supporters gave him a
hearty welcome. Mr. Carvell's appear-
ancé a minute or two later was the signal
for ‘a display of enthusiasm which lasted
for several minutes. :

After ths’em?oint meeting the jubilant
erowd of Liberals was addressed from the
balcony of the Depot House by Mr. Car-

- wvell and Dr. McAlister, while a huge bon-

fire burned nearby. The City Cornet
Band of St, John, hired by the Liberals,
furnished a splendid programme of music.
Walter J. Mills, mayor of Sussex, took
the chair at 8 o’clock. He referred briefly
to the object of the meeting and outlined
the arrangements made between the spea-
kers, by which Mr. Fowler should speak
for an hour, Mr. Carvell should reply for
an hour and a quarter, and DMr. Fowler
should be given a quarter of an hour to
close. He then introduced Mr. Fowler,
who was given a good reception by his
supporters.

¥r. Fowler, in opening, read a memor-

jum from Rev. H. E. Kennedy, con-
taining a resolution passed by the Kinges-
Albert Purity League denying that they
had any gonnection with the firm of Fow-
lev & Jonah.

He, proposed, he said, to discuss the
political issues of the day and at once
went back to 1893 and devoted about
three-quarters of his time to criticising
the Liberal platform-of fifteen years ago.
After enumerating -some dozen items
which he said contained all the planks
in. that platform he proceeded to go
through them one by one. After quoting
rows of figures on the burden of tax-
atiomr ‘and the increase of expenditure he
went on to discuss the question of dimin-
ishing the public debt.

On this latter point, Mr. Fow-
ler proceeded to ridicule the idea of Can-
ada giving Great Britain a preference and
ﬁetting nothing in return. He worked

Upon speaking on land for' the settler,
Mr. Fowler went over all the stock-in-
trade in the Conservative - campaign of
slander. The Robbing irrigation scheme,
the timber limits, and the Saskatchewan
Valley Land deal were all made to ‘do
duty.

He then went on to make claims that
the expansion of Canadian traffic since
1896 had not been nearly so rapid ag it
ought to have been and quoteg figures
ehowing the increase in the trade of Mex-
ico during the same period. ‘“Yet,” he
added with a fine show of patrietism, “we
think we are bigger toads in the
puddle than Mexico.”

In closing he referred to his having ask-
ed for fifteen minutes in reply and almost
entreated the audience to wait and hear
him. He took his seat with the parting
shot that if they were afraid they would
get out of the building, but if they were
men enough they would meet the enemy
face to face. He guaranteed that they
would get something worth hearing.

- LARGEST AFLOAT

White Star Line to Build Two
Monster Steamers 1000 Feet
Long. '

New York, Oct. 20.—An announcement
was made today that the Oceanic Steam
Navigation Company of Liverpool (the
White Star line), a subsidiary company
of the International Mercantile Naviga-
tion Company, is about to issue first
mortgage debentures to the amount of
%6,250,000 as additional capital for the
construction of four new liners at Bel-
fast, The dehentures will be of $300
each, issued at 97% and carry interest
at 43 per cent.

They will be furnished and decorated in
a style superior to anything hitherto at-
tempted by the White Star line and are
expected to be ready for the summer sea-
son in 1910.

Neison W. Brown's Efforts Got Improved Mail Services
Along the River---New Gramolithic Pavements Alse Laid
at Instance of Liberal Candidate. .

MAYES 1S CONDEMNED
OUT OF HIS OWN MOUTH

His Statement That His 55 Cent Contract Was Im-
properly Obtained is Shown by His Own Letter
to Be False--Hon. Mr. Pugsley Makes Public
Records of the Depariment on This Matter, and
Proves Also How He Resisted the Contractor’s
Delpand for Special Treatment.

Mayes' tatement that his 55-Icents
contract was improperly obtained is
now shown by his own letter to be false

A Telegraph reporter interviewed the
Minister of Public Works on Monday in
regard to the etatement of Contractor
Mayes, that his contract for the 55 cent
dredging was, obtained in an improper
manner, and asked him if he desired to
make a statement in regard to this as-
sertion. Dr. Pugsley replied as follows:—

“Mr. Mayes’  assertion is entirely at
variance with a statement made by him
in a letter which he wrote me on the
26th of December, 1907, in which he claim-

ed that I should cancel this contract and
aliow him ninety cents for silt, &c., and
$19.90 for boulders, the same as he was
receiving under his second contract, and
the same as was paid to the Dominion
Dredging Company. In this letter Mr.
Mayes states that HE HAD RECEIVED
HIS FIRST CONTRACT FOR DREDG-
ING AT 55 CENTS AFTER TENDER-

-1 ING IN THE REGULAR MANNER.

_“The records of the Department, of
which I have received a copy, show that
on the 29th of July, 1905, the department
called for tenders for dredging at Sand
Point Slip, St. John, the advertisement
calling for tenders providing that ONLY
DREDGES CAN . BE EMPLOYED
WHICH ARE REGISTERED IN CANA-
DA AT THE TIME OF FILING OF
TENDERS. In answer to this advertise-
ment two tenders were received as fol-
lows:—

“G. S. Mayes, St. John: Rock, bould-
ers, &c., $8.90 per cubic yard; other ma-
terials, 49c per cubic yard.

«M. J. Haney & Roger Miller, Toronto:
Rock, boulders, &c., $3.50 per cubic yard;
other materials, $1.25 per cubic yard.

“Mr. Mayes had 'mo dredge registered
in Canada, therefore his tender was ir-
regular and might have been rejected, and
the contract given to Messrs. Haney &
Miller, but as the tender of Mayes was
eo much below that of Haney & Miller for
all materials except rock and boulders, it
was decided to reject both tenders and
to call for new tenders, omitting the con-
dition that tpe dredge must be registered
in Canada at the time of tendering.

“Accordingly, new tenders were called
for by public advertisement published on
the 21st of Augnst, 1905. In response to
this advertisement, tenders were received
from the same parties as follows:—

“G3.°8. Mayes: Silt, sand, &ec., 55 cents;
solid rock or boulders, &c., $8.60.

“M. J. Haney & Roger Miller: Silt,
sand, &c., $1; solid rock or boulder, &c.,

.25.

“While Mayes’ tender was six cents
higher than his previous tender for silt,
sand etc., it was thirty cents per cubic
vard less for rock, boulders, &c., and the
tender of Haney & Miller was twenty-five
cents per cubic yard less than their pre-
vious tender for silt, sand, &c., and
twenty-five cents less for rock and bould-
ers.

“Owing to there being a very much
greater estimated quantity of silt, sand,
&e., than of rock and boulders, the then

. minister, ‘Mr. Hyman, awarded the con-

tract to Mr. Mayes, as being the lowest
tenderer.

“Additional dredging not covered by the
contract above referred to having been
deemed necessary, tenders were again in-
vited "by the department on the 28th of
June, 1906, by public advertisement in
answer to which only one tender was re-
ceived, that of Mr. Mayes, as follows:—

“G. 8. Mayes, Class 1. Solid rock in-
capable of removal by buckets, without
blasting, including boulders exceeding two
cubic yards in bulk, $19.90 per cubic yard.

“Class 2. Boulders less than two cubic
vards in bulk and not less than one-half
yard in bulk, $5.60 per cubic yard.

“Class 3. All other materials,
cents per cubic yard.

“The contract was awarded under this
tender to Mayes. Subsequently, as it was
made to appear to Hon. Mr. Fisher, act-
ing minister of public works, that Mr.
Mayes could not complete the work in the
time required, a portion of it was award-
ed to the Dominion Dredging Company,
at the prices given in Mayes’ tender, and
the remaining work upon the northern
side of the Sand Point Slip was completed
by the two contractors at these prices,
Mr. Mayes being at the same time requir-
ed to complete his first contract pursuant
to its terms, notwithstanding the oft re-
peated requests of Mr. Mayes and Mr.
McAvity that I should cancel it and allow
him the same prices as were provided by
the second contract.

“Indeed so careful was I on this point
that in the last contract between Mr.
Mayes and my department for dredging
the core in the 409-feet extension, I stipu-
lated that he should not be entitled to
ask payment for this work until he had
also completed his first—or 55 cent con-
tract. I took this precaution because of
his great delay in finishing the work, and
because I feared that unless I brought
this pressure to bear he might never com-
plete it.”

The West Side committee met yesterday
afternoon to consider the report of the
committee which waited on Hon. William
Pugsley last week to ask that the W. 8.
Fielding might dredge out the Sand Cove
berths. This is work that G. S. Mayes
should have done, but has left unfinished.

Ald. Elkin reported that the minister
of public works had consented to the
Fielding doing the dredging, provided the
government received a communication
from the city agreeing to pay a reasonable
sum for the work. It was decided that
the common clerk should write to Dr.
Pugsley agreeing to these terms. The
Fielding wiil dredge within sixty feet of
the upper end of No. 4 berth. It is ex-
pected the work will be undertaken this
week.

The committee also had under consider-
ation the heating of warehouses No. 5 and
No. 6. Plans and estimates had been re-
ceived from F. H. Barr, the cost, includ-
ing a boiler house, being about $1,800. It
was decided to recommend to the council
that the work be proceeded with.

The question of making repairs to the
Wiggins wharf. was also discussed. In
view of the value of the property the com-
mittee recommended that $10,000 should
be expended and that tenders should be
called for the pile driving. The treasury
board will be asked to arrange for a bond
issue to cover the cost of the work.

(Toronto Globe.)

“In 1896,” says The Mail and Empire, s

“the Conservative Government collected
from the people $27,700,000.” This is fol-
lowed by the statement, also accurate,
that “in 1908 the Laurier Government col-
lected in taxes $73,000,000.”

M. McDADE EXPOSES HAZEN'S
RECORD AS A “FRIEND OF LABOR”

Hon. J. Douglas Hazen, Premier of New
Bruhswick:—

My Dear Mr. Premicr:—I had intend-
ed leaving to the Milford mecting on
Thursday night my examnation of your
record as a friend of the working classes
of »ﬂ'n' city and county -of St.7John. Lest
my cold should interfere with my attend-
ing that meeting, or, being present, that
it might prevent me from doing reason-

cd td place before yourself and the public,

in this, my third open letter, some facts

showing' what you have done for labor,
as a member of the Canadian parliament
as well as leader of the provincial opposi-
tion and premier of theprovince.
Having as an M. P. destroyed the Har-

most dcserving of  our working classes

out of employment, you entered the pro-
vincial legislature as onc of the represen-
tatives from Sunbury County. Your en-
try was of a sensational character. You
had made charges of a 'serious nature
against the then premier, Hon. H. R. Em-
merson, who had sought to” build up a
great bridge building industry in this
province. You kept your charges until,
as you thought, the very eve of the elec-
tions and '’ then exploded your torpedo,
with' ‘the result that when the elections
came your party was blown to " pieces,
your leader among the number, the coun-
try endorsing Mr. Kmmerson by the unm-
precedented 'result of 41 igédts ‘out of 2
total of 46.' Nince then you have pursued
Mr,  Emmerson with the methods of the

Once in the legislature you tried to ex-

to make it appear that the laboring
classes had been taken by ‘the throats by
their employers all over the province, and
if this had not been so’ the result of the
election would have been different. .l
though the house met in that session of
1899 on March 23rd, you did not move
your secret ballot resolution until a month
later—just as prorogation was in sight.
You knew that there was then no time
left in which to have prepared a bill bas-
ed on your resohition. But it was a
grievance you were after. lou .were
sceking to array labor against capital,
with the hope of scoring some day against
the government. There was small smoke
at first and very little flame. But you
kept on fecding the fire until, in some

there was a hatred Dbetween labor and
capital instead of - harmony and mutual
respect, as there must be if a city or a
country, or a province, Or. a nation is to
become great and, prosperous. :

If your sccret ballot  resolution had
passed you could only have claimed credit
for introducing into the provincial field a
ballot on the same principle as that given
to the Dominion by the great Liberal
party, of (Canada. Now, you are claiming

great things because of having introduced
that resolution nine years ago—a resolu-
tion which received a three months’ hoist
not because Mr. Emmerson’s government
was opposed to the secret ballot, but be-
cause it was too late in the scssion then
to preparc a-bill based on the resolution
and because its passage at that time
would confirm to some extent your charges
that the working classes had been the
slaves of their employers in the election
which had almost entirely wiped out your
party in this province.

}ere are some sample eentences from
your speéches, Mr. Hazen, in sufiport of
your resolution mine years ugo, as taken
from the official debate of that year:

“Ar. Hazen—Today there were so many
large corporations, factories and. railway
companies that there wad not the slight-
est freedom of choice as formerly.... 1t
was a. well’ known fact> that iinder the
present provincial law employes, were not
able to vote at all times according to the
dictates of their own c¢onscience, as. it
would mean .the loss ‘of .theiremploy-
ment.”

Is it any wonder ihat the present Judge
White, who was then attorney general,
should have answered this'wholesale in-
sult of yours, Mr. Hazen, by the reply:
“There never was a time in the history
of the province when the laboring man
was as free and independent as he was
today. This was a day when laboring
men bound themselves together and were
a power in the land.”

Hon. Mr. Tweedie ridiculed the idea of
the poor man being intimidated. Dr.
Tweedie continuing, said: *‘He (the work-
ing man) was the most independent man
in .the country. He was not intimidated.
He was able to hold his own at public
méetings and in every way.”

A Hazen supporter (not now in the
house, and therefore not now named by
me) caught Mr. Tweedie up” with the re-
mark:

“Tf you give him (the working man) $5
he won't.” :

You, Mr. Hazen, let this remark go un-
rebuked, but the effect was realized later,
and when the report of the debate ap-
peared in the papers next day the mem-
ber reported as having insulted the work-
ing man by stating that he could be
bought for $5 rose to a question of privi-
lege and said: “He was represented in
the official debate as intimating that the
independence of the poor man could be
bought for $5. What he had said was &
remark made to the hon. provincial sec-
retary - across the . housé. that if he
(Tweedie) gave the voter $5 he would like
to see how he vnted. He exonerated the
reporter from any wish to misrepresent
him. There were other classes of people
that could be bought just as easily as the
working man.”

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said he ‘was rather
surprised to hear the hon. member say
the working man could be bought. The
hon.. member's remarks were taken down
in shorthand, and, he, awas satisfied the
reporter put down the words used as he
understood them.

,The official reporter of that day, Mr.

Hazen. was the same one of whom you
said in 1900. discussing the official reports:

“My. Hazen said he did not know how
it was with the other members, but copies
of his speeches had not been sent to him
for revision until about four weeks ago,
and he sent them back to the reporter
stating that he had such confidence in
him that he did not think it necessary
to take the trouble to revise them.”

In closing the debate you, Mr. Hazen,
told where you got the idea of your
sccret  ballot resolution. Among other
things you said:

“The hon. attorney general had twit-
ted him (Hazen) with having adopted
a Liberal principle. Ile (Hazen) thought
that any politician would be willing to
accept proper legislation, whether it came
from a party to which he was antagonis-
tie, or from a party which he supported.
He had no hesitation in saying that he
believed the Mackenzie government were
acting along lines in the interest of the
people of the country and in the interests
of the good government of the country,
when they introduced the present system
of hallot.”

You did not, however, Mr. Hazen, tell
the legislature and the country that in
giving the secret ballot to “the working
classes of the Dominion the Liberal party
had to contend against the united oppo-
sitiion of the whole Conservative party.

You acknowledged having got the idea
of the secret ballot from the Liberal
party of Canada. You went to the coun-
try in the last provincial election declar-
ing for “the secrecy of the ballot and an
honest carrying out of election laws, be-
lieving that every citizen of the province
entitled to the franchise should be free
to vote as his conscience dictates.”

Did you insert that plank in your plat-
form with a full knowledge that the then
government had passed a secret ballot
act? And was not your special object
to continue in the minds of the working
men of the country the idea that they
were oppressed by the employers of labor
and that they could only get justice by
giving you charge of ine reins of govern-
ment? .

In my next letter I hope to be able
to show you and the public how your
conduct has seriously disturbed the har-
mony that should exist between employer
and workman—and how after causing
this disturbance you have filled the mouth
of the working man with an empty spoon.

1 shall hope to be able to show that
you, Mr, Hazen, as the father, and Mr.
Hatheway, as the mother of the Compen-
sation Act, after bringing the infant into
the world, strangled it at its birth, and
that you have replaced the eplendid Com-
pensation Act promoted by the Hon. Mr.
Pugsley by a creature that ‘pleases neither
employers nor workmen and that deserves
the condemnation of all classes interested
in the development of our city and pro-
vince.

1t was in one of the conversations about
this time that he suggested the dredge
might be bought through an agent, and
that there would ‘be a ¢ommission of
$920,000 for the Liberal campaign fund.

This T regarded as a most improper pro-
posal and told him that while it would
be of advantage to my Department’ to

purchase the dredge it must be puréhased
direct and at a price which my Superin-
tendent of Dredging would certify to be
fair and reasonable..

How the Political Complexion of the Dominien Has
Changed in the Past Forty-one Years—Some Interest- .

The general election campaign of 1908
has now less than a week to run and af-

ter that all that will remain to do will
be the polling and counting of the votes
which will determine whether, for the
next five years, the brand of government
will be labelled Liberal or Conservative.

The members of the House of Commons
are elected for five years, unless Par-
liament is dissolved goomer by the Gov-
ernor-General. They require no property
qualification, but must be of the age of
21 years and a British subject not dis-
qualified by law. Fach memeber receives
an allowance of $2.500 for a &ession of
over thirty days with a deduction of $13
a“day for the days he does not attend.

The Liberal party has been in power
since 1896, a period of twelve years, hav-
ing in the election of 1904 received a ma-
jority of the popular vote of upwards of
50,000 votes. In that year the Liberals
secured a majority of members in all the
provinces with the exceptions of Ontario
and Prince Edward Island.

In the House on Division*the Liberals
usually secured a majority of 5¢ to 55,
running sometimes as high as 60, on im-
portant questions of policy, and although
there were numerous by-elections during
the four years’ existence of the late gov-
ernment the standing of the parties was
practically unchanged at %he end of the
terni, although the political complexion of

some of the provinces was slightly al-
tered. ;

’age 108, Section 56, Sub. 1, 2, 3.—(1)
For the purpose of breaking open or
making passable the highways in winter,
it shall be lawful for the surveyor, either
by verbal or written notice, to summon
so many of the male inhabitants in hiy
sub-section to turn out with such horses,
teams, sleds, sleighs or other necessary
implement which they may have, or which
may be under their control to break out
and clear the highway in his sub-section
and to haul or shovel snow in, to, or off
the same from time to time as the sur-
veyor may find necessary, and any per-
son €0 summoned and neglecting or re-
fusing to comply with such notice ghall
be liable, upon conviction to a penalty of
two dollars for each such neglect or re-
fusal and any surveyor who upon the re-
quest of the ratepayer shall not discharge
his duty in notifying the inhabitants as
foresaid - shall, upon conviction, be liable
for the same penalty for each neglect or
refusal so to do.

(2) 1t shall be the duty of the surveyor
to summon the inhabitants so far as pos-
sible in rotation so that no person shall
be required to turn out twice in succes-
sion if it can reasonably be avoided.

(3) Persons and teams shall be paid at
one half the rate allowed for statiute labor.

That the provisions in this sectiop are
very unpopular is apparent when it is
considered that in Lancaster parish, fotr'
instance, the highway board is obliged 0
keep the street railway tracks cleared of
snow and if they can allow only 50 cents
for laborers and men refuse to work for:
that amount it would result in tying up
the street car service, as according to the
law a higher wage could not be paid.

The section which fixes the rate to be
paid to laborers in the summer months g
as follows:

Page 92, Section 10.—Provided always
the board may if they deem it expedienf
to do so order and direct (“B”) that the
resident ratepayers of any parish or of
any of the districts in a parish may be
permitted and allowed to perform labor
upon the highways in lieu of a money
payment such labor to be performed at
the rate of twelve and one-half cents per
hour or one dollar per day of eight hours
and in the manner hereinafter provided.
The board shall furnish the assessors and
the collector with copies of such order.

At a Woodstock Meeting They

Woodstock, N. B., Oct. 20 (Special).—
Two incidents of the big Liberal meeting
here last night demonstrated that many
Conservatives are supporting Frank B.
Carvell in this election. The principal
speakers of the evening were Mr. Carvell,
Hon. W. P. Jones, and Hon. H. A. Mc
Keown, but the sensation of the meefing
was furnished by two councillors who have
been consistent Conservatives.

John E. Kenney, councillor of the par-
ish of Kent, a life-long Conservative, and
master of the Orange lodge in this section,
took the platform and stated he had been
the recipient of a bundle of literature for
distribution among members of the order
in hie district, but the pamphlets were of
such nature that he could not countenance
the party who would adopt such tactics.
The literature was the same as circulated
in Queens; Charlotte, York and other
counties. The councillor said he was done
with the Conservatives for such tactics.

Edward 8. Gilmore, councillor for Aber-
deen parish, said he was also a life-long
Conservative and had opposed Carvell at
the last election. At that time the cry
was raised that the G. T. P. project was
a fraud and the road would never be con-
structed. The carrying out of the pledge
of the Liberal party in this regard, how-
ever, and the unscrupulous antagonism of
the Comservatives to the plin had dis-
gusted him and caused him to believe
that the ‘Tories were but a party of scan-
dal raiseis.

TALKS

The Next Fifty Years is the Decisive Period Says South African
Nation Builder—Toronto University Honors Milner and Lord

Roberts.

Toronto, Oct. 21.—“Great Responsibili-
ties Which Rest Upon the Present Gen-
eration of Canadians,” was the subject
of an address delivered before the Uni-

versity of Toronto this afternoon by Vis-
count Milner in acknowledging the con-
ference of the honorary degree of LL.D.
It was fitting that when the university
honored the man who had held the im-
portant office of high commissioner of
Bouth Africa during the strenuous years,
that at the same time a similar honor
should be conferred on the greatest of
British soldiers, Earl Roberts.

President Falconer introduced Lord
Milner ‘and’ Sir Charles Moss presented
the name of Lord Roberts. .

Lord Milner after acknowledging the
honor conferred upon him, said it was a
further honor. that his name should have
been associated with that of the man
who had done more than any other liv-
ing man for the empire.

Addressing himself more particularly to
the student body, he said that while Can-
ada was not altogether a young country
as things went in tha new world, still it
was within comparatively recent times
that the Dominion had taken a foremost
place among the countries of the world.

“Its great future,” he said, “is absolute-
ly assured, but -the mext fifty years may

ssibly be the most decisive period in
ts history. Those will be peculiarly for
mative years. They may very well, very
widely, . determine the whole of its subse-
guent  development for centuries. The

stream will flow in channels which you
dig and in the direction which you give
to it.

“It is a great privilege, and a thing to
be proud of and rejoice in, but it is also
a great respomsibility to belong to that
generation of Canadians which is destined
to give a decisive turn to the history of
their country, and perhaps with it the
history of the whole empire. To that gen-
eration, those whom I am addressing be-
long. It is great responsibility for all
Canadian men and women who are young
today, but the heaviest burden of respon-
sibility rests upon those who have ten
talents. I mean to say that those who are
members of this and other universities
are brought into close contact with and
have opportunity of profiting by the best
thought and learnings of their age and
country.” i ;

Still further interest was added to the
ceremony by the presentation to the uni-
versity by Sir Mortimer Clark, in the
absence of the lieutenant governor, of the
beautiful banner, the gift of the Princess
of Wales.

Sir Mortimer, in making the presenta-
tion, read a letter from Earl Grey, ex-

Survey Talks of Agricultural

" Possibilities en Fort Churchil

Ottawa, Oct. 21 (Special).—That much
of the hitherto unknown country which
the proposed Hudeon Bay Railway would
traverse on its course north and east from
the present outposts of settlement on. the
Saskatchewan towards the terminus at the
mouth of the Churchill River is capable
of sustaining a farming population, is the
opinion held by William Mcinnes, of the
Geological Survey Department, who has
just returned from his third season’s ex-

_ ploratory work in that vast lone land.

Mr. Meclpnes had already examined the
country along the Nelson River from Split
Lake southwesterly to the pass, and had
established the existence of a clay belt
suitable for eultivation. It was to ascer-
tain how far north this belt extended that

‘the present season’s exploration was un-

dertaken, and Mr. Mclnnes is now satis-
fied that the belt runs north from that
basin to the Churchill River, an average
distance of about 100 miles.

“The country,” he said, “has the ad-
vantage of long summer days, and the
consequent preponderdnce of sunshine dur-
ing the four months of growing wéather
‘makes. it. possible.to ripen crops with mo
greater liability from frosts than was ex-
perienced by the early eettlers in Mani-
At Fort Stanley on the Churchill
River, about 200. miles north of Prince
Albert, the missionaries informed me that
they had successfully grown wheat.

my life was spent in the city of St. John,
New Brunswick, and as 1 look back some
thirty-five years ago, when as a mere
urchin, { sold daily papers in that city,
among the many customers with whom
1 daily came in contact, not one possessed
a higher place in my young heart than
this James Pender: At that time h& was
employed as a clerk in the hardware store
of the Hon. Isaac F. Burpee, on Prince
William street, and in the succeeaing
years of my acquaintance with him, that
spirit of boyish affection ‘was transformed
to one of manly esteem, which have
always maintained for the honorable gen-
tleman.

At a later period, while 1 was employ-
ed by the firm known as E. R. Moore
& Company, manufacturers of cut naus,
I recall distinctly Mr. Pender’s associa-
tion with that firm.

NEW YORK SPORTSMAN FREED
OF GAME VIOLATION CHARGE

Evidence, However, Showed That Henry Braithwaite, a Pro-

vincial Guide, Violated the

Act—He May be Arrested.

Newecastle, N.B., Oct. 21.—The postpon
ed investigation of the New York million-
aire, Arthur Robinson, charged with vio-
lation of the game laws at Holmes Lake,
Little South West Miramichi, was held
today. The charges were preferred by
Guide Henry Braithwaite, who, however,
failed to appear, though notified. Other
witnesses whom the defence desired
were absent. Affidavits were read from
Frederick- Deveau, Frank Crocker, Geo.
Pratt, New York, stating that no game
was. shot illegally while they were visiting
Robinson. Pratt also said that Braith-
waite had said in his and Robinson’s pre-
sence, that he, Braithwaite, was the great-
est game Jaw violatér in the province.

Arthur Robinson, sworn, said he lo-
cated at Holmes Lake over two years ago,
sixty-five miles from Newcastle. He em-
ployed thirty men in summer, twenty in
winter. He had twenty-eight buildings,
three acres cleared, power boat, electric
light, lots of machinery. He fished and
hunted, and entertained visitors. Guests
this year were Deveau and his son, Croc-
ker Dominic, his cousin, Miss Heiney, his
nephew, Andrew Holt, and others. His
wife had been with him since June 29.
Had shot no big game between close of
last season and the opening of this sea-
son. Had shot one moose. Dominic and
Miss Heiney had shot one moose and one
caribou each since the season opened, and
no employe or guest had violated the law.
Firearms had been used only twice in the
close season to fire at targets. He had not
been off ‘the clearings. A kerosine explo-
sive engine made a noise like gun shots.

After hearing Braithwaite’s charges he
had searched for the moose carcasses al-
leged to have been slain by him by Jack
Lake. He found one skeleton which was
bagged. He had been to Jack Lake with
Crocker, September 14, to show him what
a moose looked like, but took no guns.
Braithwaite was in his employ four years
at $1,200 dollars yearly. Braithwaite had
ill will against him. He had no big game

meat in the camp in the closed season.
He had beef there which his men might
have left at Braithwaite’s camp.

Mrs. Robinson corroborated her hus
band’s evidence, also told of finding in
the woods an insulting notice from Braith-
waite written on a blazed tree, which was
produced in court.

About twenty of Robinson’s em-
ployes further corroborated the evidence.

Hon. Allan Ritchie said he had no quar-
rel with Robinson over provisions com-
mandeered by Robinson’s men. !

Several witnesses told that Braithwaite
blamed Robinson for shooting two carcas-
ses by Jack Lack.

Alfred Carson had on September 19;
met Braithwaite’s party two days’ jour-
ney from their camp with two moose and
one deer. He saw Braithwaite the day
before. Braithwaite must have left camp
on Sept. 16. Allan McKeil was among
the party. -

Allan McKeil said he left Gover Laks,
September 16. He helped skin a deer for
Braithwaite’s party, September 15. He
had previously eaten meat called bear
meat, but saw no bear skin and asked no
questions. The party had gome into ‘the
woods, September 4, fished a few days
and had what was called bear meat sincs
about Sept. 10.

Lorenz Munn, Braithwaite’s helper,
said he saw the so-called bear meat on
Sept. 7. It looked rather long-legged for
a bear. It looked like a deer or caribou.

Game Wardens Noble Keating, McAl-
lister and Sargent testified that Robinson
offered them no bribes and they saw no
evidence of violation of the law. Several
testified that they had examined carcaszes
alleged illegally killed and found no bul-
let marks.

The Surveyor-General said that there
was_no evidence implicating Robinson or
his party, but that evidence had develop-
ed against Braithwaite, who, if not pre-
sent the next time would be arrested. The
court was adjourned to meet in Frederic-
ton, December 9.

In response to
this advertisement, tenders were received
from the same parties as follows:—

sand, etc., 31} solid rock and boulder, etc.,
$3.25.

“While Mayes’ tender was six cents
higher than his previous tender for silt,
sand, etc., it was thirty cents per cubic
yard less for rock, boulders, etc., and the
tender of Haney & Miller was twenty-
five cents per cubic yard less than their
previous tender for silt, sand, etc., and
twenty-five cents less for rock and bould-
ers.

“Owing to there being a very much
greater estima'ted guantity of silt, sand,
etc., than of rock and boulders, the then
minister, Mr. Hyman, awarded the con-
tract to Mr: Mayes, as being the lowest
tenderer.”

Report of Committee on
Bishop's Charge Gone Into

The business session of the Anglican
Synod opened in Trinity church school
room Wednesday. There was a full at-
tendance of clergy and delegates, the
names of which have already been pub-
lished.

The bishop's annual address was an
able and eloquent effort. It dealt with

various questions of church work in the!

acese, matters dealt with at the Lam-
beth conference, General Synod at utta-
wa, church union and the temperance
gnestion in connection with the church.

His lordship urged the importance of
holy communion, and especially the bene-
fit derived from corporate. communion.

Of church union he felt that much pro-
gress had been made and the union seem-
éd nearer. The question required caution
in dealing with it, else the union would
be in name only.

Religious education in the schools was

. aleo dealt with. It was a family duty

that no stone be left unturned for the
religious education of the young. He
asked that a committee of the synod be
appointed to meet a committee of other
religious hodies to confer on the question.

The new hymnal was referred to, and
His Lordship thought it would be found
that while the hymnal would not meet
the approval of everyone, it was SO
compiled as to more than ever unite
the schools of thought.

The work of Sunday schools also came
in ‘for consideration, and His Lordship
told that a commission Wwas to be “ap-
pointed by the Geeneral Synod of Canada
to enquire into methods of mere cen-
tralization of the word.

On the temperance question the general
synod had committed the church to a
more pronounced
and a vigorous policy towards the promo-
tion  of temperance would result. His
Lordship: advocated the totdl abstinence
from the use of intoxicants even where
the same might be a sacrifice in order that
the example would assist others.

‘Héme Mission work came in for atten-
tion and in this connection mention was
made that four clergymen had been se-
cured in England for work in the diocese
and six others would shortly arrive. Stip-
ends for clergymen in outlaying districts
should be increased and he advocated the
adoption of a canon along thp lines of
that in use in Nova Scotia which gave a
schedule. . .

The moral is fairly obvious. As usual
the Liberals ascribe their defeat to any
other cause or side issue rather than tar-
iff reform. This is Chamberlain’s doc-
trine, therefore its progress must never
be admitted. On this occasion they were
willing to acknowledge their own depend-
ance on the Irish vote by asserting that it
avas the defection of the Irish Roman
Catholics who thus revenged themselves
on Mr. Asquith for his attitude towards
the procession of the blessed sacrament.
Naturally no one believes that they ac-
tually voted for the Unionists, the spec-
tacle of such Irishmen electing an anti-
home ruler would be indeed a quaint one.
The fact that the poll was very light and
that Mr. Redmond exhorted them to re-
taliate on Mr. Asquith is held to show
that the Irish Catholics abstained from
voting and so proved that they are the
chief prop of the Liberal party. Never-
theless the general public is beginning to
notice that the succession of Conserva-

_ tive victories has been won with almost

monotonous regularity by tariff reform
candidates, no matter what side- issue
is - brought out to obscure the question.
1t does not seem quite probable that this
is entirely due to accident.

It would seem that demonstrations are
losing nothing of their popularity. The
fact that the government was given such
an immense majority by the masses, has
apparently impressed the people with a
gense of their own power. It is evident
that they now cherish the conviction that
‘mere numbers of them met together in
support of or against a measure is suffi-
cient mandate for their legislators to act
upon. ,The government itself fostered this
idea when it organized an immense dem-
onstration in Hyde Park last July, press-
ing 300,000 people including every tem-
perance society in the Kingdom into ser-
vice to support their licensing bill. It is
now proved that these tactics can be
employed by the other side as wel]. The
great demonstration of the autumn in
Hyde Park was the gathering together of
500,000 people to agitate against this bill
which easily holds front rank as the most
controversial measure under present legis-
lative discussion.

Nobody denies that the drink evil is
one of the most serious problems of this
country. There are far too many public
houses clustered together in the poorer
districts and the women and children are
much too frequently seen in them. No
sane person would seriously attempt to
oppose any really effective scheme of re-
form. The trouble with this ‘bill is that
there is good reason to doubt its efficien-
cy. It proposes to deprive publicans and
all who work in breweries of their liveli-
hood without insuring them proper com-
pensation, while at the same time it pro-
poses no measure by which clubs and
groceries shall be restricted. in their sale
of liquors, so that the enthusiastic toper
may still get as drunk as he pleases on
the whiskey sold in these places, while
the workers in beer breweries swell the
already overcrowded ranks of the unem-
ployed. It must be confessed that his
zeal sonmetimes leads the temperance re-
former into action which so clearly re-
sembles spite that it alienates the sym-
pathies of many who would support him.
Moreover the government is suspected of
passing' this bill chiefly to provide a pre-
cedent for attacking private property
with a view to future Socialistic measures.
Ko far these reasons many good conscien-
tious people who would really be willing
to sacrifice much to make temperance one
of the virtues of the British masses are
among those who applauded the thou-
sands of decent orderly men who poured
into London from all parts of England
and Wales to protest against this threat-
ened loes of their employment. All

through October we are promised frequent
demonstrations of the unemployed. ~With
this terrible problem of the workless con-
fronting a government which is pledged
to reject its legitimate solution—tariff re-
form—the intelligent onlooker may well
wonder whether there is really any dan-
ger that even a Radical administration
will lightly pass a measure which would
be sure to add the brewery workers to
their clamorous. crowds.

Face to face with these questions Lon-
don is certainly in a more serious mood
than during the gay and varied excite-
ments of the summer. But she is not
exactly dismal for all that.. There are still
the ordinary amusements, there is still the
White City—noWw more crowded than ever
in its last days—the air is murmurous
with rumors of novel entertainments and
just now the “feverish frivolous” are put-
ting in a term of hard labor on anagrams
with the same zest as was expended on
limericks last year. ; s

It is likely to be a short-lived craze for
the good government—which last year
complacently prided themselves upon the
splendid way in which limbricks swelled
the Post Office receipts—has now decided
that euch competitions are gambling and

‘must be stopped. This virtuous attitude

is of course resented by the numerous
papers that find their circulation enor-
mously increased by the “apt aid” of the
anagram, and naturally they point out
how careful the government was to post-
pone its righteous indignation until the
introduction of penny postage to the U.
8. might possibly augment the postal rev-
enue and replace last year’s golden har-

vest. Well, if this be true it is merely

to accuse the government of being pru-
dent. It is perhaps just as well to en-
sure that your virtues should not cost
you too much and some might object that
the august body is wasting time mneeded
for important measures on what is a harm-
less fad; but then who knows to what
unknown dépths of vice the subtle ana-
gram or brutal limerick may lead inno-
cent Britons? In the meantime it is
certain that the new postage is go popular
that it may well justify the Post Master
General's wildest dreams. There was an
enormous mail to the dominions of Uncle
Sam during the first week of October,
and there were people who waited be-
side post boxes till after midnight of Sep-
tember 30th, anxious to be the first to
drop their letters in. And after all per-
haps they didn’t gain the coveted honor.
The new rule was not officially in oper-
ation till the morning. Midnight letters
were marked /‘underpaid,” ‘it was the
early’ bird of the morning who enjoyed
that unique worm—the honor of sending
the first cheap letter.

And the tide of amusements all  the
while rushes among us with a force that
threatens to bear us away from: the safe
anchorage of  wholesome workaday -life
if we are not careful. There is consolation
for the conscientious, however, in the
reflection that many of these distractions
are educative. There are. thoughts that
set us-thinking in the excellent poetry
of Mr. Stephen Phillips’ “Faust” so mag-
nificently put on by Mr. Beerbohm Tree.
Those who go to see Mr. Jerome’s “Pass-
ing of the Third Floor Back,” as  presented
by Mr. Forbes Robertson, come away im-
pressed not only with the great gracious-
ness of Christian charity, but with the
fact that like adversity it has its “‘sweet
uses.”  Also “What Eyery Woman
Knows,” has been marvellously written
by Mr. Barrie and as marvelously acted
by Mr. Gerald Du Maurier and Miss
Trevelyan not merely ‘as a clever study
and revelation of Scotch character, but
also as a remarkably shrewd exposition of
woman'’s silent power in the affairs of the
world. With thousands crowding to see
such things nightly, one can almost be
willing to afford the many who go io
Drury Lane to find their crude ideas satis-
fied by the melodramatic ‘“Marriages of
Mayfair”’—a wonderful production, in
which -impossibly vicious or virtuous char-
acters demonstrate their peculiar qualities
among earthquakes, and other lurid
events, and where the nisses and the
classes—especially the latter—are alike as-
tonished at the pictures of high-life here
presented to them by the earnest-minded
dramatists,

And there is plenty of good music too
to train and refine one’s tastes. “The
concert season has set in with remarkable
severity,” said a lady plaintively to me
the other day. She was a musician and
may be said to be exposed to the full
force of it. The most talked about art-
istes last week were Mischa Elman, Har-
old Bauer and Madame Carreno. The
former has begun a farewel] series of con-
certs in England prior to a tour in Ameri-
ca and Australia. He played at the Al-
bert Hall last Sunday afternoon, giving
principally Spanish compositions amongst
them a ‘“‘Caprice Basque” by Sarasate—
whose death we are still deploring. If
ever the young violinist had doubts as to
his popularity in England they ought to
have been set at rest by his reception on
that occasion. Harold Bauer's recitals
were most successful and although the
critics are enthusiastic about his interpre-
tation of Mozart, the ordinary concert
goer is more impressed by his rendering
of Schumann—which certainly is exqui-
cite. Madame Carreno of course created
a 'sensation. She was always certain to
do rthat even in the days when she was li-
kened to Rubens in painting and criticis-
ed as being coarsely superb or superbly
coarse, just as one chooses to put 'it. Time
seems to have mellowed her aggressive-
ness, however, as the sunshine of many
years mellowed Rubens’ colors. Her ag-
gressiveness is less apparent and we see
now that she is thoughtful—and magnifi-
cent. To hear her play as she playved
the Waldstein this week was nothing less
than a glorious experience.

For the rest the report that Lord
Strathcona is now at Balmoral and the
surmise that this is prelimimary to his
imminent retirement with the rank of an
earl is the subject of much discussion
among C(anadians in London. I suppose
if we are wise we should exclusively
consider how fortunate it is that Canada
has a man as well fitted as Sir Montague
Allen to succeed one who has so ade-
quately and with such dignity represented
(Canada for so long. But as yet we fail
to realize more than the fact that one of
the kindliest and friendliest figures known
to us in our experience of London, will
not be so accessible or so frequently seen

among us as formerly and our regret is |

heartfelt. The suggestion of a new honor
for him, however, gives unmixed satisfac-
tion. It is felt to be the fitting reward
of the long and worthy service of Can-
ada’s Grand Old Man, .

Former Negro Employe of John D.
Archbold Confesses to Eeing the
Thief, :

New York, Oct. 21.—The John D. Arch-
bold Standard Qil letters involving Sena‘
tor Foraker, Congressman Sibley and
others- which W. R. Hearst has read in
public recently were stolen from the Arch-
bold files in 1905 by ‘a- Negro employed in
Mr. Archbold’s office and sold by him to
the* Hearst papers through a white man,
a confidential messenger of the Standard
Qil ‘Company, according to an article m
Collier’s 'Weekly for Oct. 24. The Negro
and the white man are said to have made
a trifle more than $12,000 out of the deal.

The article is headed ‘Mr. Hearst’s
‘Ihieves” and is written by Arthur' H
Gleason. Ome of the men, who, according
to Mr. Gleason’s story, got the letters
for Mr. Hearst was William W. Winfield,
a Negro file clerk, messenger and doorten-
der in Mr, Arcibold’s oftice and stepson
of Mr. Archbold’s butler, James N. Wil-
king; who has been with Mr. Archbold’s
family for twenty years. William Win-
field's brother John is porter in the Na-
tional Bank of Tarrytown. Winfield had
been in the Standard Oil office for ten
years when he was dropped in 1905. The
other man Mr. Gleason says was Charles
Stump, in the Standard O1l office for six
years when he, too, was dropped in 1905.

The white man and the Negro are rep-
resented as having played the races on
Saturdays along in 1904 and thus having
acquired an idea of what money would
do. Just after the presidential election of
that year Wintield brought to Stump the
first batch of the Archbold correspon-
dence, and soon Stump began making
visits to the New York oftices of the
Hearst newspapers. These offices the Col-
lier’s article makes the natural market for
such merchandise at that time because
“T'he I'reason of the Senate” was being
compiled for the Hearst Cosmopolitan
Magazine. But the material was of the
sort which could be used with greater
effect at another time and the letters
were put away in a eafe in the Hearst
offices.

Mr. Gleason quotes Charles Stump:
“Mr. Hearst hasn’t begun to read the
best of the letters. He’s beginning easy.
Wait till you hear him read the Nenator
Penrose and the Senator Aldrich letters.
Then there’ll be a seneation.  What’s hap-
pening now is nothing. He hasn't the
originals, you know. "l'hey were returned
to the Standard Oil files. Photographic
copies were made and those are the ones
Hearst 1s using. He hasn’t originals ex-
cept a few Hanna letters, which may not
come out at all. After the photographed
copies were sold to the Hearst people
some of the letters were Teturned to Mr.
Archbold by a friend of mine. Mr. Arch-
bold had offered us a thousand dollars,
but he didn't pay it after he got his hands
on the letters.”” Stump also is quoted as
saymg that after Mr,. Hearst began read-
ing the letters he wrote Mr. Hearst sug:
gesting that Mr. Hearst might send him
a littie more money. . He adds that noth-
ing came of thatletter.

Mr. Archbold ‘discovered the theft early
in 1905 ‘and discharged Winfield and
Stump. 'They already had: cleaned up
some $12,000. Mr. Gleason quotes Win-
field as saying to him on Oct. 9, 1998, at
35 Washington street; Tarrytown, that he

was * mighty ~anxiouws - to find Stump. |

“There’ll be a big thing for him and for
me too it 1-land him inside the month.
"After the next few -weeks there’ll be
potliing doing. Stump, who Mr. Gleason
says, 18 now. a desk clerk on the third
Hioor of the building occupied by Yale &

Murray street and lives at
1086 DeKalb avenue, Brooklyn, thus talk-
ed to Mr. 'Gleason on Oct, 12: - :
“What' is there in it for me if I see
Willie? This game of Archbold’s getting
us to swear ‘one ‘of the letters was faked |
by Hearst so| as to make it look ‘as if the
whole correspondence was ‘a yellow Jour-
nal - fake—1 want to know the price for
that. 1 want guarantees before I lose a
job for that scheme. Anyway, I want to
see $25 before I talk it over with Willie.”

New White Star Liners Longer
Than mauretania,

.

New York, Oct. 21.—The White Star
liners Titanic and Olympic, according to
announcement made hy the officials af
the line here, will be in commission én
the New York, Plymouth, Cherbourg and
Southampton service in about two years
and will be the biggest and finest ships,
although not - the swiftest, in the world.
They will be 800 feet long, or seventy feet
longer than the Cunarder Mauretania, the |
biggest ship afloat, and will have a speed !
of about twenty-two knots in all kinds of
weather. |

They will be of unusual depth and beam,
to accommodate tremendous cargoes that
will help to make them profitable. The |
line thinks apparently the problem of
ocean transportation is to be solved by
big and swift ships that can be run‘al-
most on schedule except in very foggy
weather. It was said that the new ships!
will exceed the Mauretania by fourteen
thousand gross tons—which in itself rep-
resents a liner of good dimensions. The
keels of the Titanic and Olympic will be
laid at the yards -of Harland & Wolff in
Belfast in January.

THE AROOSTOOK

(Maine Farmer:)

Much is heard in all parts of New Eng-
land and- increasingly in other sections of
the country of potato farming in north-
ern Maine.. No one familiar with the
facts will dispute that potatoes are the
paramount object of interest in north-
eastern Aroostook County, but potato
farming i a misnomer when applied to
the operations there carried on. Correctly
s'peakir‘lgrthe farming followed in Aroos-
took County is a short systematic rota-
tion of crops with potatoes for the main
cash cropg. The farmers of this great sec-
tion have not gone mad on potatoes, but
they have grown enthusiastic in the mat-
ter of sgientific handling of the soil and
have detonstrated in a broad way that
the land ‘can be chemically fertilized and
also kept physically fit for continued pro-
duction ‘of their money crop—potatoes—
by méans of the chemical fertilizers, a
short ~ratation and the intedsive culti:
vation, that has now come to be congl{k
ered a mecessity.. And this system  1s
practiced' not by an occasional farmer. nor
by the majority, but by practically all
regularly engaged in farming throughout
that- section.

Strangers in Aroostook County are at
first surprised and soon become consldgr-
ably astonished "at this universally . fol-
lowed system of exact'aqd paipstakmg
work 'given to all farming operations. 1t
is ‘speaking easily within bounds to say
that in ho otber 'section of the country—
‘a few fruit growing localities excepted—
| is there such exact and uniform adherence
to scientific  principles: in growing = of
crops, as in a dozen of the best ‘towns
of eastern Aroostook County. . = .

As we drove through these towns dur-
ing the first days of September by far
the largér number of farmers already had
blocks of from twenty to forty acres
carefully plowed for next season’s crops.
In ‘no case was: anything but first-class
plowing observed; well and evenly turned

inches being the-rule. The sod ground
thus turned-down had been in grass only‘
two seasons.  Potatoes, grain—oats and
barley sown together or wheat—and two]

Notice to Mariners.

On or about Oct. 1, 1908, the bell buoy
marking Quaco ledge, Bay of Fundy, will be
replaced by a combined gas and whistling
buoy. - The buoy is of steel, cylindrical,
painted red, with ‘“‘Quaco Ledge’’ painted on
the buoy in white letters; and is surmount-
ed by a pyramidal steel frame supporting
the whistle and lantern. The light” will be
a white light, automatically occulted at short
intervals, The illuminant is acetylene, gen-
erated automatically. The whistle is sounded
by the motion of the buoy on the waves.

An additional light, which will constitute
the front light of the Portage island range,
has been established on the southern ‘end of
Portage island, Miramichi bay, east coast
of New Brunswick. The light stands on
land 7 feet above high water mark, and is
distant 874 feet S. 27 E. from the back (main)
light. Lat. N. 47 9 43; long. W. 65 2 25. The
fixed white light is shown from an anchored
lens lantern hoisted on a pole 27 feet high.

All over St. John County as in other
counties in New Brunswick, the farmers
are up in arms against the new highway
act introduced by Premier Hazen. The
farmers in this county do not relish the
idea of having the control of the roads
taken from them in the manner adopted
by Mr. Hazen. For thirty yedrs the ‘con-
trol of the roads has been in the hands
of a board elected by the people but now
the new law provides for the appoint-
ment of an official by the local govern-
ment who will act as chairman and con-
trol the -expenditure and supervise the
work on the roads.

A resident of St. Jonn County discuss-
ing the provisions of the new act as pub-
lished in The Telegraph yesterday .said
it was not to be compared with the for-
mer act. Under the old law men work-
ing on the roads were paid from $1.25 to
$1.50 a day, while the new law stipulates
that the wages they shall receive in sum-
mer will be $1 per day and for winter
work 50 cents a day. This latter part
is particularly hard on the parish of Lan-
caster where an agreement has been en-
tered into with the street railway com-

pany to remove the snow from their
tracks.

As it is altogether unlikely that men
will agree to go out in winter and work
on the roads for 50 cents a day the pos-
sibility of the car service being tied up
looms up big. £

The, estimate of the .worth-ef a labor-
ing man as fixed by Mr. Hazep will not
add supporters to the Conzervative cause,
but rather will the people vdfe for the
candidates of a government that specifi-
cally states in its contracts that laboring
men shall not be paid iess than $1.75 per
day.

Fair-minded men who believe in fair
wages for the working man will vote for
Pugsley and Pender and the government
that believes in a square deal.
