No previous 
historian of the United States has labored 
so diligently in the cause of truth, ad­
hered so closely to ascertained facts, and 
indulged so sparingly in utterances solely 
aimed at feeding the national vanity. 
Bancroft writes not for America only, 
but for all the world.

The Sackvillc Races.
To the Editor of the Tribune.

The Sackville races, which were con­
tested yesterday and to-day, have result­
ed pretty much as was expected. The 
agony is now over, and, of the large at­
tendance of spectators on both days, 
nine-tenths have come to the conclusion 
that Sackville judges (with all due respect 
to their grey hairs) know nothing of the 
rules required to govern horse-racing or 
anything in that form.

The 
distance judge failed to return to the 
judges’ stand to report the result of his 
duties; but the judges decided that the 
Nova Scotia racer had won the heat and 
race, and .distanced the other horses. 
After some time spent In “blowing” on 
the part of the owner of a Memramcook 
horse, and iu “bluffing” by the judges, or 
their spokesman, the latter decided on 
calling Dolly Varden and the Memram­
cook horse to the front. The result in 
the second heat was—Dolly won and for 
a second time distanced the losing horse. 
And this was done in honest Sackville, 
horse-racing Sackvillc, where it is sup­
posed justice prevails. Time—à mile, 
1.05. The trotting race for 2.45 horses 
was contested by Rand’s Charcoal Juin, 
Estab rooks' Tiger and Bowes’ Princess.

There is a very heavy engine iu the other 
end oi the building, which operates the 
machinery for rolling ship knees -and 
other heavy work.

The process of rolling Iron bars or 
plates is really fascinating. A ball ot 
molten iron is pulled ont of a furnace’ 
run through a sqpeezer which presses it 
close and makes it about a foot or fifteen 
inches long, then ran through stands of 
grooved rollers, commencing with the 
largest, until the size required is obtain 
ed. By this time it is a round or square 
bar, A the case may be, sixteen or twen 
ty feet long. It is then laid oat on the 
>ron floor and straightened by tapping it 
with a light wooden maUet, after which 
it is cat tlie length required and is ready 
for market. There were several piles of 
bar iron at the work yesterday, and 
judges pronounced it of an excellent 
quality. Especially was this the case 
with one pile of refined iron, which was 
very much, admired.

To make nail plates about the same 
' process is gone through with. Rails 
iaud puddled iron bars are used 
purpose, but the rails are preferred. A 
piece of rail eighteen or twenty inches 
long is heated in the furnace and put 
through a set of rollers which leave it 
about an ineb thick, six Inches wide, and 
long in proportion to the quantity of iron. 
These flat bars are cut into lengths ot 
about 8 inches. They are again heated 
and the rolling process is renewed. At 
last the plate is put through rollers that 
leave it the thickness required for any 
size of nail.
