the following year application
was made to the Nova Scotia House of Assembly for a Charter

of Incorporation with the title: “The Trustees, Governoss and
Fellows of the Queen's College.” An Act creating such.a cor

poration with the powers of a University was passed in 1840

At the next meeting of the Legislature, this Act was amended

by changing the name to Acadia College.

In 185] the power of appointing the Governors was trans

ferred from the Eduecation Society to the Baptist Convention of

the Maritime Provinces. The developments of -succeefling years

mqdg it necessary that various amendments to the original Charter

should be obtained. In order to avoid .confusion and.bring the
Act of - Incorporation vinto more complete harmony with existing
conditjons, a general reyision and

consolidation of the different
Acts relating to the College was proposed by the Board of

Governors. The Report of the Committee of the Board having

been adopted by the Governors, was referred to the Convention.
That body, at its meeting in Yarmouth in August, 1891, nfte(
suggesting some modifications, approved the report and instructed
the Governors to apply to the Parliament of Nova Scotia for the
necessary legislation. Accordingly a bill embodying the proposed
alterations was passed by the two Houses at the Session of 1891,

and received the signaturo of the Lieutenant-Governor on the
19th of May in the same year.

A copy of the Revised Charter
is appended.

5. The Board of ‘Governors may establish and manage professional
and technical and other schools, and may support the same out of the
funds of the university,

6. The Board of Governors shall have the power to grant degrees in
theology and degrees of bachelor, master and doctor in the several arts,
sciences and faculties, and any and all degrees which may properly be con-
ferred by a university, and shall have the right to determine the course of
study, and the qualification for degrees, and the granting of the same.

7. The Board of Governors shall have full power arnd authority to fix
the number, residence, duties, salary, provision and emolument of the
president, professors, principals, teachers, tutors, instructors, officers,
agents and servants of said university, academy and seminary, and any
other preparatory or academical or other dep artment, and may also appoin
the president, professors, principals, teachers, tutors, instructors, officers,

Graduates of Horton Collegiate Academy, of the Union Baptist
Seminary of New Brunswick, and of approved High Schools, upon
presentation of certificates that they have completed the studies pre-
scribed for matriculation, and passed satisfactory examinations thereon,
may be admitted by passing the examination in English, from which
no candidate for admission to the Freshman Class will be excused.

The holder of a certificate or license Tequired of teachers of the .
Grade B class.in Nova Scotia, or Class I in New Brunswick, will be
exempted from examination in History, Geography, and Mathematics,

The holder of a New Brunswick teacher’s license of the Superior
School Class may be admitted to the Sophomore year by passing satis-
factory examinations on the subjects of the Freshman year not
included in the requirements for said license.

The holders of a Nova Scotia Grade A license, or of a New
Brunswick license of the Grammar School class, may be admitted to
the Sophomore year without examination.

Studerts desiring to enter upon the full Course, or to take general
studies, should report themselves to the President for registration on
the day before the opening of the College. A fee of one dollar is

charged for registration, and an additional fee of one ‘dollar for
matriculation.

Applicants for admission must be at least sixteen years of
age, and must present a certificate of good moral character.

The subjects of the Undergraduate Course form a system of
prescribed and elective study.' The subjects of the first two years
have been selected mainly for their disciplinary value, and with the
exception that a choice is offered between Greek and French, are
strictly prescribed. In the last two years the element of personal
choice is more freely introduced, the prescribed studies occupying
in the Junior year seven of the sixteen hours of instruction each
week, and in the Senior year four of the thirteen hours.

In addition to the regular class instruction, Honor courses have
been arranged for the advantage of students who may be able to
do more than the ordinary assignments of their classes. These are

*  open at the beginning of the Junior year to those undergraduates
who have made during the first two years an average of not less than
seventy-five per cent of the available marks. The course of study
selected must be continued during the Junior and Senior years, when
the successful student will be graduated with Honors in the depart:

ment chosen. .

Any student failing to complete the work required for graduation
with Honors shall be entitled to receive from the Professor of the
Department a certificate for the part of the course successfully accon:
plished, provided he shall have continued the study during at least:
one year.

Any undergraduate, having not lower than second-class standing
may, by vote of the Faculty, be permitted to give special attention to
a particular study, and in case his attainments justify it, he may
receive a certificate from the Professor of the Department.

Aids.

Scholarships in the Endowment Fund.

The Governors hold a few Scholarships, which can be assigned
to needy and deserving students, subject to the following regula
tion :—

“The Scholarships owned by the University shall not be granted
for a longer period than one year, and only on a written application
to the Scholarship Committee, through the President, before the
10th of October in each year.”

A certifidate from a Scholarship-holder, accompinied by satisfac

factory evidence that such Scholarship-holder is legally qualified to
grant the use of the Scholarship, may be presented to the President,
to be forwarded to the Committee on Scholarships ; and if such
certificate is satisfactory, the- student presenting the same will b
credited with the proper sum on account of the Scholarship. Al
certificates from Scholarship-holders granting to students the privi
leges of Scholarships, must he in the hands of the President of the
University before the 10th of October of each year.

The DeWolfe Scholarships.

There are seven of these Scholarships,.—two of the value of
$30.00 a year, four of $25.00, and one of $20.00. The nominatio
to these Scholarships, which, by the terms of the bequest, can b
granted ouly to male students, will be determined by the Senaty
according to the class-standing, needs and general conduet of the
applicants.
