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THE TELEPHONE QUESTION

A ———

The local telephones recently put
in are working very satistactorily, and
the advisability of putting in a switch
board is being considered. It now
seems probable that the government
will take over and operate all 'trunk
lines, and when this takes place those
owning phones will be able to ‘connect
ut once with the government system ;
80 the local switchbourd proposition
will be held in abeyance, awaiting

developmentx.
The .Elepﬁone commission appointed

by the Dominion Government is now
collecting evidence in relation to the
workings of local and general systems.

Dr. Doan, of Harrietsville, in Mid-
dlesex“®ounty, gave some interesting
information. He said that 19 miles of
cingle wire was put up in 1901 with
19 phones in use. Now there are 26
miles with 58 subscribers. The rental
of phones is $9 a year, and on the first
four months of the association’s busi
ness a dividend of 4 per cent was de-
clared. He sees no reason why farm-
e1s in any average township in Ontario
should not have telephsne communica-
tion at $10 a year.

Mr. Macdonald of Riguaud, Que.,
said that a loca) system had been
organized in his neighborhood, four
years ago, with 15 subscribers ; they
now have 24. The rate there is $7
per year.

W_T. Onghred of Wolfe County,
Que,, told of a local company which
bas 550 subscribers, with a rate of $12
for house and $15 for business phones.
The system cost $45 a mile, and they
have paid 5 per cent dividends for
years up to last year.

Presbyterian Woman's Society
Meets at Peterboro’.

Reports From Various Fields
Express Satisfaction,

But Urge Even Greater Effort
in the Future,

A Peterboro’ report: This second day
of the Presbyterian Woman’s Missian-
ary Society’s meeting was eminently one
of business. .The thoroughly representa-
tive character of the society appears
from the fact that. there are 731 auxil-

iaries and 377 mission bands in twenty-
eight Presbyteries, with a membership
of 24,580, and an annual income of $57,-
300.

A conspicuous personality at the meet-
ing is Dr. Margaret McKellar, of Nee-
much, India, who recalled that just fif-
teen years ago to-day she sailed for In-
dia to enter upon her mission.

The feature of the evening session
was the address of Rev. Sidney L.
Gulick, D. D., of Japan, on the new at-
titude towards Christianity developed
within the last five years in Japan, con-
nt upon the changed political situ-
ation resulting from the Anglo-Japan-
esa treaty and the improved status
g:\med b}' the Japanese army in the
Boxer rebellion”

Rev. Dr. Torriiicé made the address
of wolcome on behalf of Peterboro
‘vesbyterians, and Principal McLaren re-
viewed the society’s work for the year.
Miss Helen Davies; who is possessed of
a voice of beauty and good range, sang
both afternoon and evening, to the de-
light of the audience.

FISH GUILTY OF DISSIMULATION.

Imitate the Color of Surroundings to
Deceive Their Enemies.

3

A great deal of misunderstanding hav-
ing arisen concerning the objects of the
Imperial Government in sending officers
to this country to purchase horses, or
rather to see if horses suitable for the
British army can be purchased, the fol-
lowing short summary of the position
should prove of value. This statement

may be regarded as absolutely correct
and authoritative.

First and foremost, the demands of
the British Army in peace time car be
easily met within the four corners of the
United Kingdom. That demand is not
large, and may be taken as a normal one
of 2,500 horses annually, rising in cer-
tain years to possibly 3,500 of all kinds
and classes.

There is an idea abroad and certain
ministers and statesmen in this coun-
try have brought it forward and may
be considered responsible for it, that if
the Imperial Government will purchase
annually a fixed number of horses, say
from 300 to 500, in Canada, a great stim-
Iuls will be given horse breeding gen-
erally, and to breeding of the military
type of horse in particular. Falling in
with this idea, the Imperiat authorities
are anxious to put it to the test and,
for reasons of their own, they fully re-
cognize the advantage that will accrue
to the Empire from the opening up of a
large and limitless market that can be
drawn to meet the immense demand that
will be created in time of war. The
real question then that has now to be
answered by the practical experiment of
purchase during the next few months
is, can suitable horses be procured, and
at an average price that will, when the
horses are landed in England, favorably
compare with that paid for remounts
throughout Great Britain and Ireland?

The average price paid in England is
an open secret; it is £40, or say $200.

{ CANADA 'FOR IMPERIAL ARMY:
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The cost of freight and insurance will
certainly not exceed another $50, leaving
$150, or possibly slightly more, to be
paid for the animals selected on the spot.
A higher price can be paid for horses of
special color and type, such as horses
suitable for officers’ chargers and House-
hold Cavalry. It is therefor: obvious
that Canada is on its trial as to its abil-
ity to supply a suitable horse for army
purposes.

It is, further, of more importance to
Canada than to anyone else that, as the
horses purchased will be regarded in Eng-
land, as well as in this country, ag. typi-
cal, it will be in every way a great mis-
fortune if those sent home are of a class
and quality that will engender a be-
lief that the Canadian horse is of an in-
ferior type. Such a belief will probably
do more harm to Canadian horse breed-
ing and the reputation of Canadian
horses than anything else.

Two classes of horses are to be pur-
chased:

1st. Riding horses, fit for heavy and
light cavalry, ' from, say, 15 to 153
hands.

2nd. Draught horses. fit for being
driven postillion, with Horse and Field
Artillery. The latter must not be less
than 1,230 Iba, 15.2 to 15.334 hands in
height, strong, active and with good
shoulders to enable them to move fast,
and even to gallop, when required; the
age should be from 4 off to 6 years. In
all cases the British Government re-

uires horses with short backs, good
shoulders, plenty of bone and distinct
evidence of quality.

In the case of riding horses, those
with a near cross of the thoroughbred
are most likely to take the eye of the
inspecting officers.

The British Remount Officers are in
possession of detailed specifications,
showing the exact type and qualifica-
tions of the horses required.

GIFT TO NATIVE TOWN.

Andrew Carnegie Endows College of
Hygiene.

The first college of hygiene in Scof-
land is to be provided by the Carnegiz
trust at Dunfermline.

When Mr. Carnegie bought the Pitten-
crieff estate and handed it over to trus-
tees he also endowed the trust with a
large yearly revenue and ordained that
Dunfermline, his birthplace, should set
an example to Scotland—and England
too.

This college is to be for students un-
der 18 years of age. The course lasts
two years and there will be honors and
pass certificates.

The fees will be small. For each year’s
course the inclusive fee is $100. At the
close of the curriculum the student will
be qualified to teach anatomy, physio-
logy, (practical and theoretical), hygiene.
theory of movement and elementary me-
chanics, child study, first aid ambulance
and gymnastics in all its branches (in-
cluding remedial gymnastics), games,
dancing ,swimming, teaching, singing and
voice culture.

Only at dancing is there likely to be
any straining; there are many Scotch
households which send their sons and
daughters to ihe teaching professor who
regard the terpsichorean art as an inven-
tion of Satan. There iz to be a special
feature in the establishing of a residence
hall where upon paying $250 the student
will live what is described in the report
as a truly hygienic life and be under
competent supervision as regards food,
exercise and hours of study.

Another part of the scheme is the ex-
amination of school children, but this
will have to be proceeded with tentative-
ly as Scotch parents are conservative in
their prejudices.

POPE AND HIS POOR RELATIONS

Pius X. Refused to Find a Fat Bertk
Even for His Brother.

The Pope and his poor relations, writes
T. P. O'Connor, apropos of a news re-
port ,is a subject to me of never-ending
interest, .especially as it shows what a
fine, simple, democratic nature the Pope
maintains amid the intoxicating gran.
deur of his exalted position:

“The death of a cousin of Pope Pius
X. has again drawn attention to the
anomalous position of some of his fam-
ily. I need not go into the Roman ques-
tion, for all the world knows of the mor.
tal feud between the Vatican and the
Quirinal, between Pope and King. And
still at least two of the former’s near
relations have sworn to ‘be faithful te
the inseparable good of King and coun-
try.

“The Pope’s only brother is a village
postman, and the young man just dead,
his cousin, was a police official, both
obliged, by their oaths, im case of the
question coming up. to choose the King’a
part in any dispute with the Vatican.

“The Pope’s brother Angelo, when Pius
X. came to the Pontifical throne, wished
to resign, and a number of letters passed

i between the brothers on the subject, but

Pius X. would not consent to anything
of the kind.
“‘It is your living,’ he said. ‘If you
give it up, what will become of you?’
“And to such logic Angelo had no an-
swer, as there was no hint in the Papa}
words that he would be looked after by
the church. Thus }e continues to gzive
out letters and wears the King’s uniform,
giving his outward allegiance to the sov-
ereign whom his brother refuses to re-
knowledge, and privately praying the
latter forgiveness for betraying him.”

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NEW YORK'S .
BIRD PALACE.’

There i3 now nearing completion in the
New York Zological Park a mew house: for
birds, which bids fair to be unique among
such buildings in this copntry, if not indeed
in the world. It will consist of two large
exhibitiop halls, built in the shape of an
L, one, the parrot room, measuring 6 feet
in . length, while the main hall is 97 feet
long by 50 feet wide, and abcut 38 fect to
the apex of the roof. These rooms are
lined all around with spaclous cages, 9 10
12 feet id height. The most novel feature of
this building is the roof, which Is construct-
ed/entirely of glass, giving the impression
off a great conservatory. Indeed, it is in-
tended that a large number of plants and
vines shall be grown here, thus happily
combining a profusion of flowers with
brightly colored, singing birds. In the
centre of the main hall is a large flying
cage, 15 by 36 feet, by 18 in height, which
will contain 300 or 400 birds of many
species. It is provided with a good-sized

shallow, bathing pool, and when the gin- 2

jature fountain is playlng and the Birds
flying and singing among the branches of
the trees which will be provided, the sight
will be a beautiful one.

Besides the indoor cages there are 19
outdoor ones for the hardier birds suel as
those who live in cold regions. In all,
there will be over 75 inclosures. All the
decorations have been carefully worked
out with regard to their appropriateness;
for example, a terra cotta frieze of cocka-
toos extending quite around, the outside of
the building, with figures of horned owls
at the corners.

In this splendid building, which will be
&3 light as the woods and fields themselves,
many interesting familie sof birds will be
housed. Among these ame the thruyshes,
nightingales, warblers, mockingbirds,  tit-
mice, bulblus, odioles, tanagers, finches,
waxbills, weaver-birds, buntings, starlings,
bower-birds, crows, jays, larks, hornbills,
and \‘.pnc:ms, woodpeckers, cuckoos, cocka-
toos, macaws, parrots, and parrakeets, fruit
pigeons and doves, the smaller quail, the
sand-pipers and the plover, and many
others.

addition to this house, a glass court
will soon be bullt, which will occupy the
space betwen the arms of the L, and will
bring up the total number of cages to 115.

There are many ingenious devices which
have been planned especially for this build-
ing. Each cage hLas its separate porcelain
drinking and bathing basin, each controlled
by individual water pipes. The meshes of
the cage wires are a great deal larger than
{8 usual in bird cages, the !utention being
to give an open effect and unobstructed
view, without allowing the birds to escape
through tho wires. The cages will be filled
with growieg plants and turf, and these will
be as appropriate as possible. For in-
stance, desert birds will have saund, mes-
quite and cacti to make them feel at home;
wading birds will bave large poels with
cat-tails and water plants.

The cage doors are all at the. back, and a
keepers’ passage extends behind the cages,
thus making it possible to keep all tne
cleaning operations out of sight, and al-
lowing the keepers to have access to any
of the cages without disturbing visitors in
front of the cages. A sand shaft or shoot
leads down Iuto the cellar, from.which an
underground tunnel extends to the outside
roadway. So a cart can drive right into
the cellar, by means of this arrangement,
bringing grain or other supplies, and carting
away refuse cand.

There are feed rooms and a keepers’ room
and a spacious office for the curator, besides
a set of rooms cn the second floor for hos-
pitals, experimects, and laboratory work.

There is not a small cage In the building,
and the rd which will mostly be young
ones, shou o and thrive and build their
nestss in this avian place, provided with
the best water and food, Dprotected from
storm and from enemies, and given plenty
of euunlight, the sight' of flowers and green
plants, and abundance of room in which to
fly about.—New York Evening Post.

2 Picnic Dishes.

Meat cookery and picnic dishes were
the subjects of Mrs. Rorer’s demonstra-
tions in the Gimbel store yesterday.

“To-illustrate, the cooking of tender
meat we have chosen a planked steak.
This is one of the most sightly and ele-
gant of meat dishes.  Expensive, of
course. A good steak should be at least
11-2 to 2 inches thick. Droil guickly at
first, then slowly until sufficicntly cook
ed—rare, but not raw. Iave it ping
from side to side, not purple in the mi%-
dle, and well done on the edges. Scason
it carefully after it is partly broiled and
put it on a plank. Garnish with mashed
potatoes. Rnu it into the oven or under
the gas lights for tea minutes; trim the
edge with lled paper, pars and
lamon, and send to the table?

“Under the head of picnic dishies.”
said in the aiternoon, “we have, of
course, a longy list of sandwicles that
can be made yinerrolled-in
avax paper. or a dianp napkin, to keegp
until the aiternoon. Chopped meats mix-
ed with cream sauce make more palat-
able sandwiches than thin slices of
meat. aithourh they do not. keep so well.

SIMPLE BANMS OF AFRICA,

Kaffirs Have a Singular Way of Pro-
tecting Themselves in Trading.

In many parts ¢f Africa the system of
banking is: as yet primitive. The na-
tives of that part of South Afgiea which
to a great extent is inhabited by bush-
men and Hottentots have 3 peculiar sys-
tem of banks.. These Kaffirs, among
whom this curious system of banking
obtains, live near Kaffiraria,in the south
of the Colony country. The matives
cofne down south from their country to
trade in the several villages and towns
in large numbers, stay with the Boers
for a time and then return to Kaffir-
aria.

Their banking facilities are primitive
and consist entirely of banks of deposit
alone, without banks of deposit or issue,
and they have no cheques. But still they
enjoy banking privileges such as they
are. From those who trade, of their
own number, they select one who for the
occasion is to be their banker. He is

‘converted into a bank of deposit by

putting all the money of those whose
banker he is into a bag, and then they
sally forth to the stores to buy what-
ever they want.

When an article is purchased by any
of those who are in the banking arrange-
ment the price of the ariicle is taken
by the b&nker from this deposit bag,
counted several times, and then paid to
the seller of the article, after which all
the bank depositors cry out to the bank-
er, in the presence of the two witnesses
gelected, “You owe me so much!” This
is then repeated by the witnesses.
