Soon after-
wards the sacred ecdifice was closed, and
the work of restoration commenced. The
interior was sadly blecked up with high
pews and galleries in nave, aisles, and)
south transept. Tho accommodation for
the poorer inhabitatnts was l-provided in
the passages and in out of the way places.
A large pulpit, reading desk, and clerk’s
desk, stood in the middle of the Church.
The west part of the chancel was blocked
up by pews having railings on the top,
whilst the altar wasill-arranged and almost
fhidden from view. The organ shut ouwt
the largo west“windot, and was placed in
the usual gallery for singers. The iflegai
sale of pews along with houses in the
parish was in common-practice, and most
of them bore the supposed owners? name
in puinting or brass upon the door. The
interior.aspect was gloomy and miserable.
The restoration, which hos now been com-
pleted and brought to so happy a termina-
tion, includes a most substantial repair of
the whole of the fabric, both inside and
out, as well as a handsome fence walk to
the Churchyard, the latter of which has
been done at the expense of the corpora-
tion. In place of the late chancel of 1670,
a new onc has been ecrected, twenty fect
larger, and much more lofty than the old
one. It is surrounded by a clerestory,
Similar in all respects (o that of the nave,
The old decorated east window is now
restored to ifs former elegant size, and is
refixed in the cast end of the new chancel.
To the south side of the chancel s atiach-
ed an aisle, three bays long. To the north

new strong hultresses to-the angles, and
the foundations were also ‘strengthened.

To the south transept a large new window

of the chancel, opens into the Church by
two arches.  The altar is raised on seven
steps, and the large window above is
partly filled with extremely rich stained
alass, by Mr. O’Cennnv.  The subject is
our Lord upon the cross, and the three
Marys, but it requirves the rest of the win-
dow to be filled up to make it complete.
It is crected to tho memory of Mrs,
Hawksley Hall, who took deep interest in
the vestoration of the Church, by sovera
friends who know her worth and appreci.
ated her many virtues. At the foot of the
compartment the following is inscribed in
ancient characters :—%To the glory of God,
and in memory of Ellen Marion, wife of
Hawksloy Hall, who departed 1o her rest
on the 11th of March, 1855. The tribute
of many friends.” At the west of the
chancel benches are provied for the
choir, but they are not intended as the
permanent filtings, The memorial win-
dow to the late Francis Foljambe is now
placed in the south transept, and the
centre light of the west window of the
south aisle is filled with painted. glass,
representing the baptism of the Saviour by
John in the river Jordon. Al the new
roofs and the interior wood work isstained:
a light'brown colour and varnished;

The Morning
Piayera woro followed by tho Hundredth
Pealm, in which the whole congregation
most heartily joined, which had a most
thrilling cfieet.  'The Bishop said the
Communion scrvice, with the exception
of the opistle, which was vead by the
Ven. Archdeacon Wilkins, The Lord
Bisliop of Lincoln ascended the pulpit,

and preached from Ephesians 3, part of

the 14th and 15th verses—* Our Lord
Jesus Christ, of whoin the whole famuly in
heaven and carth 13 named.” His Lord-
ship roturred to the Communion table, and
Archdear.on Stonehouse commenced read-
ing the Ullertory sentences, during which
the collection was made towards the resto-
ration fund, and which amounted to the
handsome sum of £91 13s, 6d. The
Bishop having said the prayer for “the
whole state of Chnist’s Church militant
here on earth,” a voluntary was struck up,
during which part of tho congregation left
the Church, Upwards of 100 remained,
and partook of the Sacrament of the Ioly
Communion,

At three o'cluck a luncheon was served
m the town hall.  Upon the motion of the
Yenerable Archdeacon Wilkins, the Ifon,
Captain Duncombe was appuinted chair-
man. After the usual loyal and patriotic
toasts had licen disposed of in a befitting
manner, the Chawman proposed in an
clegant speech, the health of « The Bishap
of tho Diocese.” He said ho felt sure that
afl who had a privilege of hearing the
beautifu! sermon wluch the Bishop had
preached that Jay, must feel grateful to
Lim for coming amongst them on that
occesion. He hoped that the exhot.ation
of the Rev. Prelate would be of availin the
town of Retlord, and that unity and good
feeling would bo the result.

‘Tho Lord Bishop responded in a speech
abounding with Christian kindness and
feeling. He sail such occasions as the
present were not of uncomnion occur-
tence, and it was a heartfelt gratification
to lum to Lo able to ackinowledge the fact,
There was one subject of much import-
ance, and upon which he would occupy
them for a tew moments, he meant the
sysiem o open free benches, as compared
with the eoxclusive pew system. The
former had preemincatly the advaatage
over the latter in all respects, and the
argoments on both sides were familiar to
most pcople. The system of closed pesws
had dono wmoro than any other evil to
separate the poorer members of our Church
from the'wholo body. Initall the advant-
age went to the rich man, and none to the
humbler sort of people. There were no

doubt difficultics in a reform from tho
latter to the formor and better plan; but
upon consideration they were but of swmall
account as compared with the actual good
attained. In remarking upon the study
of our nncient Churches, and their restora.
tion, the Bishop said some people threw
love and devotion into the matter, and he
felt that such wac quite justifiable when
the moro solemn ccelebration of the ser-
vices of tho church, and the welfare of its
inembersewere aided theroby.

The eveming servicecommenced at seven
o'clock ; tho procession of the choristers
and clergy was similar to that of the morn-
ing. The Bishop again being present, took
his appointed station on tho north side of
altar. Tho Venerable Archdeacon Wil-
kins ascended the pulpit, and sclected for
his text the third verse of the Hundredth

Pyalm—s¢ Enter into his gates with thanks-

giving, and into his courts with preise ; be
thankful unto Ilim and speak good of His
name.” We may here state that the Arch-
deacon in the course of his sermon alluded
in feehng and appropriate terms to the
fact, that a working lame man had sub.

The Wednesday’s services consisted of
Morning Prayers at nine o’clock ; Litany
at three o’clock, when the children of the
Sunday school were catechised and a
short address delivered to them. They
afterwards partoolk of tea in the town hall,
At seven in the evening between two and
three hundred of the laboring classes took
tea and sandwiches in the town hall, both
of which repasts were liberally provided
by Mr. and Mrs. Scrimshaw, of the Mar.

QUEEX'S COLLEGE, BIRMINGHAM.

The Reverend Edward St, John Parry,
Balliol College, Oxon, has been unani-
mouzly clected resident Warden of tho
College. Amongst the testimonials in his
favor the following, bearing more especially
upon his duties, from an arcomplished
Fellow of the University of Uxford, was
submitted to the council :—

#Mr. Parry is the cldest son of the
Bizhop of Barbadoes; he was ordained by
the Bishop of Worcester in 1851, His
great knowledg. of young men, gained in
his own education at Rugny, his residence
at Oxford, his experience in tuition at
Winchesterand at Trinity College, Toronto;

Independently of the high honors taken by
Mr, Gibsone at the University of Cam-
bridge, he possesses, as shown by his testi.
monials, great experience in tuition, botk
public and private; upwards of eighty
officers of the Indian army have received
their mathematical education from him.
Mpr. Gibsone is now Vice.Principal at the
Elizabeth College, Guernsey, in Holy
Orders, and has been long conversant with
the sick chamber. Dr. Jordan, gold
medalist at the University of London, was
re-clected ag resident Medical Tutor,

Dowwsis Scuoors.—The magnificent
new schouls which were commenced by
the late Sir John Guest, and which have
been finished by his widow, the Lady
Charlotte Schreiber, were opened on
Tuesday last 1 the presence of the Bishop
of Llandaff and a brilliant assembly of the
surrounding gentry. The building consists
of seven schoolrooms—one for infants, and
three each for hoys and givls.  The whole
building is 233 feet long by 100 feet in the
ceatre—i. ., the infants school is 100 feet
long by 35 feet wide and 50 fect high. The
boys” schaol, south end, 15 120 fect long,
by 30 feet wide and 30 feet high; and
there are two class-rooms, ons 23 feet by
21, and the other 45 feet by 2% The
girls’ achool-rooms, north end, three in
number, are of the same- dimensions as
those of the south end.  The architect has
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been Sie C. Barey, and the total cost of the
structure has been £7,000. The number
of children for whom the means of cduca.
fion have heen provided excocds 1,400,

Deatit or Dr. GiLLy, oF NORITAM.—-
Dr. Gilly, one of the Canons of Durham
Cathedral and Vicar of Norham-on-the-
Pweed, died at his revidence in the cily of
Durham last week in the 67th year of his
age. Tho death of this liberal and en-
lightened divine is decply Jamented by all
classes, more especially by the peasantry
of Nurth Northumberland.  Dr. Gilly was
the first person who sought to amelorate
the condition of the agricultural labourers
in North Northumberland by calling the
attention of landholders and the general
public to the then miserable state of the
cottage dwellings generally found upon the
cstatas in this district; and his benevolent
suggestions have since been carried out
with much spirit by tho Duke of Northum-
berland and other large landholders. Dr.
Gilly was also favourably known as the
biographer of Felix Nefl, the Apostolic
Pastor of the French Vaudois, and as a
writer of several works on the Waldenses,
n people to whom he was zealously at-
tached, and to whose claiins on the sym-
pathy of the English Protestants he way
the first to draw attention. He was the
means of raising a farge subscription on
their behalf, by which a college and library
at La Tour, in Piedmont, was founded and
maintained. Up to the time of his last
sickness Dr, Gully wae engaged raising
money for the extension of education
among this interesting communily. The
Canonry of Durham, which is of the annual
value of about £1,800, will not, we believe,
be filled up. Theliving at Norham, which
is of the value of £529 a year,is in the
gift of the Dean and Chapter of Durham.

We obtain
the.fullowing extracts from a recent letter
by the Bishop.

« The great work, however, which is at

| this tane pressing itself upoa our aticntion,

is that of winning the coloured race in this
land of Chiist. At present our eflorts for
, their conversion are upon a8 very small
, scale, and atterly unworthy of the Church
; of England ; and yot we are not in a condi-

tion to increase our labourars. The great

practica! difficalty which stands in our

way is that of language. This can only
, be overcome by time. Hitherto scarcely
any of the clergy have acquired sufficient
knowledge of Dutch to ofticiate in their
language. Till this is done, however, the
coloured peaple cannot he ividely impres-
sed. _Somoe are gradual'y acjuiring it, and
will, X trust, ero long be able to declare to
the heathen, in their own tongue, the won-
derful works of God. If I had the men
and the medns of maintaining them, I could
easily employ in the ficld now open to us
a large additional staff of religious instruc-
torato the heathen, Tt is not easy to meet
with duly qualified agents for such a work
here. * * * Till our own college shall
have sufficient time to bear it$ fruits, add
furnish us with a supply of men duly quali-
fied to serve God ‘in the ministry of His
Church, we must continue to Jook to the

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Church at home for ¢ our fcllow hielpers to
the truth)  Much has been done in
various ways for this land of late, but all
will be of little use until our thin rnkse
shall be recruited by a few zealous men of
God, who aro willing to come over and
help us—to spend and, bo speat for Christ
Through you I would appeal to my breth.
ren of tho clergy at home, into whoso
hearts God may have put any thought or
desire to offer thomsclves for the building
up of His church, tha extcnsion of His
kingdom, and the salvation of souls in
distant lands ; and invite them to make
known toe my Commissary—the Rov.

In a fow years, tho college, under
ho supenintendence of its devoted princi-
pal, will, I doubt mot, in some degree
supply our wants, At present, unléss the
zeal and the love of the Mother Church
shail furnish both labourers and the means
of supporting them, our work must languigh,
and will perhaps ultimately fail."”
