Tho capital sentence pronounced the
other day amid many tears by Judge
Morrison, on tho poor betrayed girl Me.
Cabe, for the murder of her illegitimato
child, will surely never be carried into
exccution, This is the old story of the
woman suffering and the man going scott
frece. TrurH does not excuse women that
allow themselves to be betrayed to their
ruin, There must be something inherently
indelicato and ill-regulated in such, But
then let any one think of what theso girls
in a great many cases are, how ignorant,
how unwarned, how easily coaxed on to
their ruin, how ready to hopo the best of
those whom they havelearned tolove. The
whole makes up something unutterably
sad. They ought, of course, to know that
men aever seduce the woman they love.
Yes, they ought to know a great many
things which they don’t. But, is this
ignorance of theirs, or even this indeli-
cacy and lax morals, to be taken as sufki-
cient reason for their bearing the conse-
quences of their sin alone, and for their
heartless male associates in sin being al-
together passed over?  TruTH thinks that
such anidea is very monstrous, though at
the same time it repeats for the hun-
dredth time the fact that girls ought to
know better than to believe tho lies which
too many men think it fine fun to utter, in
order to lead such as they are to their des-
truction. Resent, girls, the slightest ap-
proach to indelicate familiarity, as you
would the deadlicst msult. Let your
womanhood be your protection. The
honorable won't tempt you to your in-
jury. Don’t give the dishonorable a
chance.

So the vice-regal reign of the Marquis
of Lorne and his Princess wife has come
to an end, and these two distinguished
personages are on the ocean, homeward
bound.

The advanced wing of tho English Lib-
crals have been in conference at Leeds,
and have como to certain resoluticas in-
dicating what they think thoe Liberal par-
ty ought to do. Itis gonomlly under

stood that tho rosult will bo a now Reform

bill next session for the purposo of assim-
ilating the franchiso in cities and country
places. If such a measuro is carried, tho
farm Inborers, to n largo extent, will bo
put in posscssion of tho franchise with
what result time only will show.

Tho great Morrico case, which threaton-
ed to shakoe tho whole country, has been
successfully arranged. It would, however,
bo folly to think that all reasonable ground
for anxioty in reforonco to the contmercinl
prospects of Canada has been removed.
Thoro is, on tho contrary, every likeli-
hood that tho country is sweoping the
outer circles of tho whirlpool of bad
times, and may at any time be drawn
much further in than is either desirable or
safe. Meantime, th- factories have re-
duced their working time to four daysa
week, This means privation and pinch-
ery to very many homes and, of course,
poor trade to many store-keepers. But
over-production and reckless expenditure
will always issue in some such fashion.
Tho wheat crop has,also, in many parts of
the country, been an absoluto failure,
which, of course, adds to the difliculty
and danger. On the whole, though
TrurH i8 no croaker, the outlook is any-
thing but encouraging.

Rat Portage is likely to be noticeahle
for more important things than its being
the scene of contest between Ontario and
Manitoba, Jtis, in all likelihood to be
the great watering place of the west as
far as Canadn is concerned.  Tts situation
is unrivalled, and when matters quict
down and Ontario is left in undisturbed
possession of the country, as she wi_l_l be,
then Rat Portage will go ahead.  There
is no summer resort for tho weary ones of
Manitoba ecither 80 near or so attmctive,
while pilgrims from the East in search of
rest and pleasure will assuredly make
their way in crowds to those regions which
are as picturesque and restful ascan be
imagined. Those who know both, say that
the Thousand Isles of tho St. Lawrence
are not a circumstance to the glorics of
those regions.

If thore is a single soul in Mamto-
ba not excluding Premier Norquay him-
self, who actually behieves that Ontario s
going to withdraw from tho disputea ter-
ritory, TruTn is sorry for him ; he shows
averdancy and a power of faith which
are positively refreshing. No, dear, sir.
Ontario is there to remain for many a long
day and year, and will only be extruded
by civil process with all which that im-
plics. The whole face of things is settl-
ing down already into quictness, and he-
fore many months pass Rat Portage will
be as much in reality, as in nght, a recog-
nized part of this Proviuce as 13 Port
Arthur or Owen Sound.

Havo you not oven thoe faintest sonso of
tho ridiculous in your mc tal bodies or
wooden brains ?

The increaso of wealth in England is
somothing vory remarkable.  In 1G660,the
wenlth was such that, if equally distrib-
uted, each porson would have had §226
for his or her share.  In 1812 it had risen
to 8635. In 1882, it stands at 81,240.
Tho wholo wealth last year was estimated
at about forty-three thousand millions of
dollars, Think of it. Some must have
vastly too much and others vastly too lit-
tlo.

Church of England and Tomporanco.

The Rev. Canon Baldwin, who was last
week eleeted Bishop of Huron, is one of
the must carnest and enthusiastic tomper-
ance workers in Canadi.  In season and
out of season his zeal in hehalf of the
wood cause knows no abatement.  Espeei-
ally has e been zealous in regard to the
iportance of temperance effort among
the children,  His Iabors in temperance
matters have not been at all confined to
his own ehurch, but he has shown himself
quite willing, at any time, to join a haud
with well meaning men of any denomina.
tion, or ne denomination, in this enter-
prise.  During the past few years in the
great halls and leading churches of the
City of Montreal, his presence has heen
familiar at most of the temperance gather-
ings, and his veice has also been often
heard at the cross roads school houses in
tne adjacent country when his engage-
ments have permitted him to attend. His
clevation to the important position of
Bishop of the Invgest Church of England
diocese iv this Province will be much to
the advantage of the temperance work in
his new field of Iabor.

It may bo here mentioned, also, that
Bishop Bond, of Montreal, has long been
associated with Canon Baldwin in his
temperance work, and has been no less
zealous and able in his advocacy, both of
total abstinence and prohibition,

Bishop Lewis, of Ottawa, is also an ahle
advocate of prohibition, and a lecture of
his in its support, delivered in the City of
QOtiawa a few years ago, is one of the
ablst of the kind in our Canadian tem-
perance literature.

Bishop Sweatman, of Toronto, is also
showing a very commendable interest in
the temperanco work, and he is now the
President of the Church of England Tem-
perance Society for this Provinee.

It will be seen, from the above facts,
that the leaders in other Protestant
. Churches will have to look well to their
Jaurels, or they will be left behind in this
great cause of humanity. It is not many
years ago sinco very fow prominent men
in connection with the Church of England
gave, apparently, much attention or coun-
tenanco to this work atall.  Nuow, how-
ever they have, there secms to be a very
united effort «<m their part, to remove
one of the greatest stumbling blocks the
church lias Iymg in the way of its true
progress,

The Church of England Temperance
Society i this Province is now doing a
larger amount of erganized temperance
work than probably auy other similar
church organization in Ontario.  Loeal
branchesare being established in a nunber
of places and a good number of successful
Bands of Hope are at work under its
auspices.  Weare glad to see that an able
correspondent m the Christian Guardian

Harp Tives Anean,—Itis plain enough
that the business outlouk fur the distillers
in the United States is gloomy enough,—
from their stand-point, at least. A lead-
ing organ of the business states that the
distillers are running, at present, at only
twenty per cent of their capacity, and be-
sides that enormous quantities of the pro-
duction of other years are yet on hand
and caunot be sold.  Then, too, the pro-
hilntionists are getting stronger and bolder
every year and threaten to canry every
thing before them before long,

ADULTERATED BrER.--The scarcity and
high price of hops during the past year
have had their effect in tempting many
beer makers, in the United States, to use
many cheap substitutes. It does not
appear that all this adulterating process
has been monopalized in the United States,
According to the Jiily Telegram, of this
city, a good deal of adulteration has heen
practiced here also.  Whriting on this sub.
Ject on the 1Tth dnst., the Telegraim says
“I¢ jsaflivmed that beer and porter are
hughly adulterated with quassia, grains of
paradise, el bark, and yarious other de-
leterious and highly injurious compounds,
greatly to the injury of all who drink
them.”  The writer adds that **The life
and health of a large proportion of the
community are at stake, and if the law
{ doesnot clothe the mspector and the police
with the necessary power (to stop this)
j the sooner it is amended the better.” A
{aure and smmple remedy against all this
eviland danger lies in total abstinence.

Tue Qxty REvgoy.—John B. Gough,
in a speech at Woadstack, Connecticat,
not long since, made theso pointed re-
marks :—You talk about moral suasion.
Make it your own case A young man
once said to wme: 1 believe in moray
auasion. I believo wo have no right to

attack theso men.” I todd him a little
fact that occurred, and Lasked him : **Sup-
poso that was your mother that was kick-
ed out of the ruin-shop when sho came to
plead with Mr, Leonard not te give her
boy drink, and when he mado her little
boy nine or ten years old drunk and sont
him howme out of spite, becauso she tried
to prevont his sclling liquor to her boy,
what would you do?” Hoesaid : I would
shoot him as ¥ would a wood-chuck.” 1
said: “1 would not. X bolieve in the
simple way. I beliove in the annihilation
of the traflic in*intoxicating .liquor ; and
the sooner we got rid of it the botter.”

How Orurens Surrenr.—Cardinal Man-
ning, at a public meeting in Stratford,
England,in November, 1882, said: ““This,
to me, is the strougest argument on this
question of personal liberty. Every house-
hold in this country consists on an aver-
age of five persons, the father, the mother,
and three children, aud every head of a
house that drinks tyrannizes, day and
night, over tho other four that are under
his rule. The life of the wife and&nother,
and the welfare of the children, from the
moment that the head of the house, the
father, takes to drinking, become wretch-
ed and full of misery.

Water ns o Hoalth Agont.

Without water in the living orgunism,
motion would bo impossible. The mus-
cles,digaments, cartilages, tondons, would
bo stiff, inolastie, immobile. The human
skin is about ono twenty-fifth part wa-.
ter; teoth, one-tenth water ; bones, one-
cighth; cartilage, one-half ; muscle, three-
fonrths; brain and blood, four-fifths ;
bile, milk, and pancreatio juice, nine-
tenths ; urine, lymph, gastric juice, nine-
teen-twentieths ; while porspimtion and
saliva aro only one-forticth part solid
matter.  Water is not only a permunent
constituent of all organisms, and of all
substances that onter into tho composi-
tion of the human organism, but, like all
other materials of organization, it is being
constantly changed. It has been caleu-
lated that a healthy adult man takes in-
to lhis system about four-and-n-hulf
pounds of water daily, and, of course,
casts as much out. Much of it he
takes in with tho food ho eats, sume it of
asa drink ; whilo he casts out in the urine
about two pounds, through the lungs one
pound, and somewhat over a pound
through tho skin.

Pure water js that which centuins no
clement save its own proper and unvary-
ing constituents; but no water i3 per-
fectly pure. Itissuv puwerful a sulvent
that it dissolves a httlo of nearly every-
thing with which 1t comes in contact.
But approximately pure water may be
found, and it 18 very unportant for us that
thoe purest shall be used.

The impuritices found in water may be
deseribed as mineral, vegetable, and ani-
mal.  The furm of mineral hupurity
found in the water generally used is
salts of lime, cither carbonate or sulphate,
making what is known as hard water.
The proper test of hand water is soap.
When soap comes in contact with the
sulphato of lime, as in washing, it curd-
les, forming a new soap, which will not
dissulive, and which is often seen floating
on the surface an the form of a greasy
scum. The better plan of testing water
for limo is to ¢ dissolvo a littlo soap in
aleohul, and place a few drops of it in the
water to be cxamined. If it remains
clear, tho water 18 perfectly goft ; af 1t be-
comes turbid or opaque, the water is
ranked as hand.”

Tho vast importancs of using only soft
water for ceoking, dnnking, and batlung
can readily bo seen. Tho lime in hard
water injures its solvent propertios, and
henee it is not suitable fo bathing. Hard
water, ner any other centaining impun-
tics, should bo used for cocking or drink.
ing ; because tho impurities of whatsoever
kind, are furcign and adventitious mat.
terz, that cannot bo used in the vital pro-
cusses, and hience only tend to obstruct
and derango theso processes, and to ox-
haust vital power in tho attempt to cant
them vat. Tho kidneya aro the organs
that take up and cast vul most of these
mineral impurities. Tho langs and skin
carry off their water chicfly in the fona
of vapor, leaving their s« Jid imparitics be.
Jund. Theso solid impuritics must begpt
rid «.f, andainasmuchas lungsand skin, and
even bowels, will net disposo of them, the
kidneys must. Henco the very scrious
tax vn tho kidneys wherever hanl water

is i gonerul usv. It s wot wunderful,
therefure, that gravel, stono in the blad-
der, and many kidney difliculties should
oxist. Hard water is irritating vo mueous
surfaces, obstructing to cireulating flusds,
and for vanous reasons & common eausy
of bilious, dyrpeptie, and nervous disor.
dors; or if not an adequate cause, cor-
tuinly an nid in their dovelopment.

MUSIC AND TRE DRAMA.

Fow actors have been the su'j :ot of 8o much
fulsomo adulatios and ridiculous disparago-
meut ; aud while we are all, doubtless, will
ing to wait to form our own individual
aopinion of the man and tho actor, it may not
bo uninteresting to rcad somewhat of what
other pooplo bavo tosay of him. In Lippin-
cotl's Afagozine for November is a timely
*'Sketch and Criticism” of Henry Irving by
tho Rev, Robert Laird Colléer, which wiil bo
founi interesting roading just now, when
the American press is discursing tho merits
and manncrisma of the man who has wo-ked
80 remarkable a revolution in things theat.
rical in London, Speaking of tho methods
of work adopted by Irving Mer, Collier says:
“‘He re-studics and re-reads his parts, He
in uoinstanco so illustrates the beauty of his
geniute—tho moral beauty of his genjus—as
in the readincss with which he alters and
modifies his iatellectual conception of his
characters as well as the least detail of out-
ward appointment.” “Tho gscret of Mr,
Irving's power,” says our author—“for scc-
ret it is—is ‘a hidden mystery.' His faults
aro palpable and ever present, indecd ono
must shut onc's oyo and ears to them, Itis
necessary to forgive them oven before thoy
arc commutted, and afterwards not only to
forgive seven times but geventy times seven.
* * Mr, Irving bas the spell-binding power
of an enormous personality. Oae feels his
presence.  No sooner does he put hiafcoton
tho beards than his audicnco know-—not
through his speech or hisaction, bat tLrough
this ‘hidden myatery’ of personality—that
they aro tho #pell-bound captives of an cz-
ceptional, indacd unigue, histrionic power.”
Of the much talk:d of wanneoiisms of gait
and speech, says our anthor :  “These atage
peculiaritics charaoterizo both his walkiog
and his spesking.  Mr, Irving atrides tho
stagoat tilnes with a rigidity that seems
artificial, and hisspeaking is uot unfrequent-
ly absolutely indistinct. Ho cocasionally
recites passages in a sort of rhythm which his
own cars scem to mistako for empharis, and
in certain cadooces of voico rot only
words but ontico sentences arc un'ntolligiblo
to the aadicnce. However, theso manner-
izms do not make Mr, Icving o great actor,
and happily they do not intrinsically mar
AMr, Irviog's great acting.”

In tho Century for November there isalso
a sketch of another ‘‘footlight favorite"—
tho famots actrets Mdme AModyssks, who

bas acquired s0 permanent o reputation and
grown so0 conatantly in pablic favor. Tho
author—J Raoken Towso—thinksthat ‘her
greatest strength lies in tho dircction of
pure comedy, and that shoimposcs too great
a strain upon her physical stroogth, and ex-
cceds tho Iimits of her mspiration in simu-
latiog the atormy pauions of tragedy, or
oven tho omotional throes of the modern
I lachrymoso drama. Sho can portray kauteur,

anger, or scoro, but not tho frenzy of cithor
¢ F3R0 or despast : sho can bo wfiitely tonder
yaud cayuisitely pathetic, hut the agony of a
y Rrcat naturo is boyond her grasp.
