The trio, comprising Mario Dusohenes on 
flute and recorders, Melvin Berman on the oboe and Kelsey Jones 
on the harpsichord, played music varying from John Bach to John Bull. 
In between these two extremes were compositions by Stamlts, Fischer, 
Telemann, Handel and Kelsey Jones himslf.

It was a pity that only one adagio 
of Bach’s was performed, and that 
as an encore. The trio played the 
Short piece sympathetically. It 
was, perhaps, the best example of 
the fine co-ordination that the 
group displayed.

Worthy Experiment
The Film Society experimented 

last Sunday by showing two docu­
mentaries. Previously, documentary 
films have taken second place 
to the main feature of the evening. 
This time they had the field to 
themselves, and they were worthy 
of it.

The Kurobe Gorge, described the 
preliminary stages of dam building 
high in the Japanese Alps, 
photography was perceptive and 
intelligent without being preten­
tious. Camera angles were superbly 
chosen, giving hazy, Impressionistic 
mountain landscapes on the screen. 
Mist, water and melting snow gave 
the film an air of old Japanese 
paintings. The air was quickly 
dispelled, however, when the dam 
makers arrived to create their own 
power.

Amateurs were responsible for 
the movie and they seemed to prove 
that the only difference between 
top-flight amateur and most profes­
sional film makers is money.

Far Removed
The second film on the bill pic­

tured a location far removed from 
the cold majesty of high mountains. 
The Back of Beyond, produced by 
the Shell Film Unit of Australia, 
showed life (and the lack of it) 
on the Birdvllle track, a dust road 
running through the «entrai desert 
of the continent.

The theme was one of pride and 
destruction. Along the track were 
the whitened skeletons of men and 
beasts who succumbed to the 
desert and the sturdy cattle ranch­
ers who are still trying to con­
quer it.

The arid loneliness of the open 
spaces was admirably captured by 
the director, John Heyer.

OTTAWA—The Civil Service 
Commission has announced that 
the federal government is seeking 
600 university graduates for con­
tinuing employment and 12UU 
under-graduates and post-gradu­
ate siudents for summer work.

At the graduate level, students 
are required from virtually all 
faculties but mainly from arts 
and commerce, engineering and 
agricultural science. Among these 
are approximately 1^5 engineers, 

100 agricultural scientists 
about 200 arts and corn- 

graduates for assignment 
to various classes.

There is also a need for a con­
siderable number of young 
people with a background in 
mathematics and physics for 
training in meteorology.

In 1885-86, there were 65 full­

time students registered at UNB, 
and eight others taking partial 
courses.

The University Monthly, the first 
student publication was started In 
1882. The first editor was George 
E. Foster and the first managing 
editor was William Pugsley.

The present electrical engineer­
ing building was at one time the 
university gymnasium.

The University of New Brunswick 
was granted the first charter of 
incorporation on February 12, 1800, 

the College of New Brunswick.

The first charter of UNB stated 
that the president of the university 
was to be "in the Holy Orders of 
the Church of England", and the 
professors were to be members of 
that communion.

In 1829, the Arts Building was 
officially opened. That year saw 
the emergence of King’s College 
by royal charter, - as UNB was 
known until 1859.
