13
to November 30, have ‘been recorded in
the daily bulletins.

It remained
to maintain it against the enemy’s offen-
sive. That was the object and the result
of the Battle of Flanders. October 22 to
November 15.

IV—GERMAN-DEFEAT AT YPRES

——

HE German attack in the two Flan-
Tders was conducted strategically

and tactically with remarkable en-
ergy. The complete and indisputable de-
feat in which it resulted is, therefore,
significant. ’ e

Everything possible had been done to
fortify the moral of the troops. At the
beginning of October the Crown Prince of
Bavariain a proclamation had exhorted
his soldiers “to make the decisive effort
against the French left wing,” and “to
settle thus the fate of the great battle
which has lasted for weeks.” On October
26 Prince Rupprecht of Bavaria declared
in an' Army Order that his troops “had
just been fighting under very difficult con-
ditions,” and he added :—

“It is our business now not to let the
struggle with our most detested enemy
drag on longer . . . the decisive blow is
still to be struck.

On October 30 General von Deimling,
commanding the 15th Army Corps (be-
jonging to General von Fabeck’s com-
mand), issued an order declaring that
“the thrust against Ypres will be of de-
cisive importance.”

It should be noted, also, that the Em-
peror proceeded in person to Thielt and
Courtrai to exalt by his presence the
ardour of his troops. Finally, at the close
of October, the entire German Press in-
cessantly proclamed the importance of
the “Battle of Calais.” Itis superfluous
+0.add that-events-in Poland - explain;: in
large measure, the passionate resolve of
ithe German General Staff to obtain a
decision in the Western theatre of opera-
tion at all costs. This decision would be
obtained if our left were pierced or driven
in. To reach Calais, that is, to break our
left; to carry Ypres, that is, to cut it in
half ; through both points to menace the
communications and supplies of the Brit-
ish Expeditionary Corps, perhaps even to
threaten Britain in her island—such was
the.German plan in the Battle of Flanders.
It was a_plan.that could not be executed.

FAILURE OF THE COASTAL ATTACK

The enemy, who had at his disposal a
considerable quantity of heavy artillery,
directed hiseffort at first upon the coast
and the country to the north of Dixmude.
His objective was, manifestly, the capture
of Dunkirk, then of Calais and Boulogne,
and this objective he pursued until
November 1.

On October 23 the Belgians along the
railway line from - Nieuport to Dixmude
were strengthened by a French division.
Dixmude was occupied by our marines
(fusiliers marins). During the subsequent
days our forces along the railway de-
veloped a magnificent resistance against
an my superior in number and power:
fully-backed by heavy artillery. On the
29th the inundations effected between the
canal and the railway line spread along
our front. On the 30th we recaptured
Ramscapelle, the only point on the rail-
way which the Belgians had lost. On
November 1 and 2 the enemy bombarded
Furnes, but began to show signs of weari-
ness. On the 2nd he evacuated the
ground between the Yser and the railway,
abandoning cannon, dead, and wounded.
On the 3rd our troops were able to re-
enter the Dixmude district.

The success achieved by the enemy at
Dixmude at this juncture was without
fruit. They succeeded in taking the
town.  They could not debouch from it:
The coastal attack had thus proved a
total failure. Since then it has never
been renewed. The Battle of Calais, so
noisily announced by the German Press;
amounted to a decided reverse for the
Germans.

THE BATTLE OF YPRES

The enemy had now begun an attack
more important than its predecessor, in
view of the numbers engaged in it. This

t attack was intended as a.renewal to the

south of the effort which had just been

Thus,
on October 31, we were obliged to send
supports -to the British -cavalry, then to
the two British Corps between which the
cavalry formed the conmecting link, and,
finally, to intercalate between these two
Corps a force equivalent to two Army
Corps.

Between October 30 and November 6
Ypres was several times in danger. The
British lost Zandvorde, Gheluvelt,
sines, and Wytschaete. The fronit.of
Allies; thus contracted; -was all the more
difficult to defend; but defended it was
without a recoil. The arrival of three
French divisions in our line enabled us to
resume from the fourth to the 8th-a vig-
orous offensive. On the 10th and the 11th
this offensive, brought up against fresh
and sharper German attacks, was check-
ed. Before it could be renewed the ar-
rival of fresh reinforcements had to be
awaited, which wcre dispatched to the
north on November 12. .

ENORMOUS GERMAN LOSSES.

By the 14th our troops had again begun
to progress, barring the road to.Ypres
against the German attacks, and inflicting
on the enemy, who advanced in massed
formations, losses which were especially
terrible in consequence of the fact that
the French and British artillery had
crowded nearly 300 guns on to these few
kilometres of front. - Thus the main mass
of the Germans sustained the same defeat
as the detachments operating farther to
the north along the coast. The support
which, according to the idea of the Ger-
man General Staff, the attack on Ypres
was to render to the coastal attack was as
futile as that attack itself had been.

During the second half of November
the enemy, exhausted, and having lost in
the Battle of Ypres alone more than 150,-
000 men, did not attemptto renew his
effort, but confined himself to an inter-
mittent cannonade. We, on the contrary,
achieved appreciable progress to the north
and south of Ypres, and ensured definitive-
ly, by a powerful defensive organization
of the position, the inviolability of our
front.

[The compiler of the report here adds
a foot-note stating that over 40,000 Ger-
man corpses were found on the battlefield
during these three weeks of battle. ]

REASONS FOR RECENT INACTIVITY.
The report next proceeds tg summarize
the character 4 of the operations
since the Battle of Flanders —that is, dur-
ing the period November 30-February 1.
It says that since the former date the
French Supreme Command had not
thought it advisable to embark upon im-
portant offensive operations. It has con-
fined itself to local attacks, the main. ob-
ject of which was to hold in front of us as
large a number of German Corps as pos-
sible, and thus to hinder the withdrawal
of the troops which, to our knowledge, the
German General Staff was anxious to disg
patch to Russia.

Asa matter of fact, the numbers trans-
ported to the Eastern front have been
very moderate. Of the 52 Army Corps
which faced us on the Western front, Ger-
many has only been able to take 44 Corps
for the Eastern front. On the other hand,
climatic conditions—the rain, mud, and
must—were such. as to diminish the effec-
tiveness of offensive operations and to add
to the costliness of any undertaking, which
was another reason for postponing them.
Still another reason lies in the fact that,
from now on, the Allied forces can count
upon a steadily expanding growth, equally
in point of numbers and units as of mat-
erial, while the German forces have at-
tained the maximum of their power and
can only diminish now, both in numbers
and in value. .

These considerations explain the char-
acter of the siege warfare which the
operations have assumed during the
period under review. Meanwhile it is by
no means the case that the siege warfare
has had the same results for the Germans
as for us. From November 15 to Febru-
ary 1 our opponents, in spite of very
numerous attacks attacks, did notsucceed
in taking anything from us, except a few
hundred metresof ground to the north
of Soissons. We, on the contrary, have
obtained numerous and appreciable re-
sults.

BALANCE OF GAINS AND LOSSES.

PROGRESS OF THE WAR
- ——
[May 11 to May 17]

Another week has gone by, and the
conflict continues with unabated vigor.
From the point of view of the Allies, the
past week has produced satisfactory re-
sults, though with heavy losses in killed,
wounded and missing men. The enemy’s
losses have been much greater, 3

In the western theatre of the war the
fiercest fighting, as well as the greatest

for the Allies, has taken

chlg north gFArras, Bround La

and in the vicinity of Ypres. In this sec-
tion British, French and Belgian troops
.haveé gained much ground from the
enemy; and while all have behaved with
great gallantry in the fighting, the Can-
adians have continued to be conspicuous
and have again covered themselves with'
glory, though at a fearful sacrifice of \life.
The long lists of Canadian casualties that
continue to come in, day after day, must
bring sorrow to many Canadian homes;
but the glory of the heroic conduct of our

citizen soldiers will never fade. The

Allies have driven the Germans complete-
ly from the western side of the Yser, and
have recovered most of the ground lost
in the battle of Langemarck, and further
to the south have gained much ground.
Further to the east, between the Meuse
and the Moselle, the French have recov-
ered the whole of the Forest of Le Pretre,
and are much nearer the realization of
their aim of driving the- enemy from his
position at St. Mihiel. Elsewhere the
lines in the western arena, from the
Vosges Mountains to the sea, are changed
but little from the previous week.

In the eastern theatre, the tide of com-
bat, which for two weeks had flowed
steadily in favor of the Teutonic Allies, was
turned and is now beginning again to flow
in favor of the Russians. In the Baltic
Provinces the Germans "hold Libau, but
their advance eastward has been checked.
The Russians have retired somewhat in
Russian Poland, and in western Galicia
have had to straighten their lines to the
east of Tarnow, Which is now held by the
Teutons; but in the south-east of Galicia
they have been more successful, and are
driving the Austro-German forces back.
Only brief and contradictory reports are
available of.the fighting in the whole of
this eastern field, but Petrograd seems to
feel no alarm for the success of the Rus-
sian arms, and is making its preparations
for a renewed forward movement.

The operations in the Dardanelles and
on the Gollipoli Peninsula have been pro-
secuted vigorously; but the task is one of
great difficulty, and, as anticipated, the
cost is proving enormous. The southern
part of the Peninsula is in the possession
of the Anglo-French Allies, and the lower
part of the Straits is Zleared of mines and
the forts on both sides, to the Narrows,
are silenced. 1n the Naval operations on
May 13 the British battleship Goliath was
torpe'doed and sunk, with a loss of over
500 men.

Qutside of the fighting in Europe, that
in German South-West Africa has attract-
ed most attention in the past week. Gen.
Botha has at last reached and taken
possession of Windhoek, the capital of the
Colony; and as the railways are now
practically all in the hands of the Union
forces, the subjugation of the whole Col-
ony may now be regarded as nearly com-
plete. The importance of this campaign
is not easy to gauge, but it will have a far-
reaching effect. The turn of German
East Africa is now to come. And a good
thing it will Pe, for natives and whites
alike, when the last vestige of Gefman
rule disappears from the Continent of
Affica. However good Germans have
been, individually, as colonists, as a colon-
ial governing power the German nation
has not been a success. The present war
has made manifest the real reason for
this—the domination of everything by
the State, and the complete subjugation
of individuality. to police and military -re-
gulgtionsandcontrol,

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WERNER HORN DENIED WRIT OF
HABEAS CORPUS

Boston, May 11.—No writ of habeas

Horn, the officer of the German army

according to an opinion handed down to-

day by Judge Morton in the United
States District Court. The petition filed
for Horn by ex-Congressman Joseph F.

O’Cannell and Daniel T. O’Connell is dis-

missed Ly order of the court. Horn will
be obliged to remain in East Cambridge
jail until he secures bail of $10,000 or is
acquitted by a jury in the United States
District Court on the charge of violating
the laws regarding the carrymg of ex-

plosives on a 'common carrier. It is
alleded in the indictment that Horn car-

ried the dynamite for use in blowing up
the bridge over the New Haven and Bos-

ton & Maine railroads from New York to
Vanceboro, Maine.

Horn claimed in his petition for-habeas
corpus that he was entitled to his release
on the ground that he was illegally re-

moved from Maine to Massachusetts to
answer to the indictments against him
here.

The court says that the questions raised
by Horn are open to him at his trial; that
if the acts in Maine were illegal, they were
outside the jurisdiction of the court here.
Counsel for Horn declare they will take
an appeal from ‘Judge Morton’s decision
to the United States Circuit Court of
Appeals, and if necessary to the United
States Supreme Court at . Washington.
The contention of Horn is that the
attempt to destroy the bridge was an act
of war and punishable only under inter-
national law and that there is no jurisdic-
tion under the mumc1pal law.

" CRIMINAL WARFARE AND
RETALIATION

P

ERMANY has begun a criminal war,
and has conducted it with criminal
methods. She has trodden under-

foot all the laws of God and of man, in-
ternational law, the law between nation
and nation, and, what is worse, the un-
written law of humanity. She has reverted
to methods of warfare which were used
in the dark ages, when. civilization and
humanity were words without meaning.
There is a strong heathen streak in the
German national character. When Treit-
schke began preaching that the State is
power, that morality and fairness need
not restrain Governments, that superior
force is the best of all reasons, thoughtful
Germans found Christianity a severe
restraint in the pursuit of Machtpolitik.
Hence many intellectual leaders turned
away from Christianity to the old German
heathen gods, to the gods of war and of
slaughter, to Odinand Thor. It is signifi-
cant that a number of powerful Odin and
Thor societies have arisen in modern
Germany.

German government is based upon. un-
questioning, discipline, and discipline is
‘enforced by terror. "By terror Gérmany
is endeavouring to subdue the nations
which she has attacked. To strike terror
into the hearts of her opponents she is
deliberately reverting to the methods of
barbaric ages, and she is making war upon
a defenceless population whenever oppor-
tunity arises, upon women and children,
hoping thereby to induce the attacked
nations to surrender and ask for peace.

German submarines have, by order of
their Government, sunk peaceful mer-
chant vessels without regard to the lives
of those on board, and prisoners in Ger-
many, especially English prisoners, have
apparently been deliberately ill-treated
and badly fed. Notunnaturally a demand
for retaliation has arisen. The official
German handbook on the customs of war,
-issued by the German General Staff in
1902, distinctly states that a nation can
be forced to observe the laws and customs
of war only by retaliation.

Although a soldier is supposed to obey
his officer unquestioningly, the English
soldier has two masters, his officer and
the law. An illegal command need not
be obeyed by the English soldier. An
English soldier who kills by order of his
officer is liable to be tried for murder.
That obedience to two *possibly conflict-
ing authorities is obviously subversive of
discipline, for it makes the soldier a judge
as to whether he should obey or not.
German discipline, on the other hand,
makes obedience absolute, considers the
soldier merely as a passive instrument
executing a higher will, and makes the
officer solely responsible for the soldier’s
action. That is the conception of discip-
line and responsibility held by our
enemies. A German soldier or sailor who,
at the orders of his officers, murders or
steals has only done his duty. A soldier
or sailor who refuses to murder or steal
when ordered to do so is liable to be shot
without trial for disobedience in face of
the enemy. iy

The British and the German conceptions
of the soldier’s duty are thus diametric-
ally opposed. The British soldier is ex-
pected by the law to use his own judge-
ment. The German soldier is expected to
obey unqueéstioningly. By the German
conception, the soldier has not to reason
whether the orders given to him are right
or wrong. Only he who has given the
order is responsible. To every German,
soldier or civilian, it is inconceivable that
men whose only duty consists in obeying
orders should be held responsible for
doing what they ought to do—their duty.
If the order to sink merchantmen were
given by the Emperor to Admiral von
Tirpitz and by the Admiral to the officers,
nobody, according to the German concep-
tion of right and wrong, is responsible
except the Emperor himself. Surely no
Englishman can  expect that German
officers and soldiers should be acquainted
with the English conception of right and
wrong, and regulate their conduct by
standards with which they may not be
acquainted.

It is sincerely to be hoped that the de-
mand for retaliation against German
prisoners will be disregarded. For if it
comes'to a game of mutual retaliation,
English- people can never go.as far as
Geérmans. In view of German methods,
we can have little doubt that the German

—authorities would not shrink #rom any
crime in the name of retaliation, and that
they would not hesitate to starve or Kkill
their prisoners.

It may beasked : What can be done?
‘The answer is that nothing can be done,
at least for the present. At .the time
when accounts may be settled much may
be done. The nations attacked by Ger-
many must suffer for the present ‘under
her criminal methods. ~ Seldiers.may not
only die for théir cotntry; but alSo suffer
1ot their country.” I the lofig run Ger-
many’s crimes will recoil upon the per-
petrators. The logic of history will
punish Germany more severely than can
the Governments of the Allies. If the
Allied Governments continue to fight a
clean fight, it will redound to their credit
for generations and generations. Twenty,
fifty, or a hundred years hence the nations
will have forgotten‘who began the war.
Contradictory accounts will be published.
If German crimes are answered with
similar crimes perpetrated in the naice of
retaliation by the Allies, future genera-
tions will say that it is doubtful who be-
géan the war, and that during the war both
sides behaved equally badly. Possibly, if
that state of affairs should arise, Germany
might in the future create sympathy
among other nations and obtain allies for
a'war of revenge.  If, on.the other hand,
Germany stands branded as a nation

hich has conducted a criminal war with

inal means, whereas the Allies have
fought an honourable fight, a war of re-
venge on the part of Germany need not
- much be feared, for that country would
remain isolated. Future generations may'
‘er not only for the crimes committed

them by his order in regard to the sub-| l
marine crews. No doubt he only meant)
to mark his disgust at German brutality,

and no doubt alsp no submarine prisoners
have suffered any cruel treatment owing

to the order. Unfortunately, however, he |

has provided the Germans with an excuse
for treating selected officers with cruelty.
It was a blunder, and one which we must
be careful not to repeat.

The only permissible form of retaliation
is well illustrated by the inscription which,
according to Wednesday’s Daily Express,
a Streatham gardener has placed on a
brooch which he has constructed out of
two William IV. farthings. The Gérmans
love to write on their brooches " God
punish England. ” The Englishman has
placed bn his “God forgive Germany.”
There is the true spirit—one, moreover,
perfectly compatible with the dealing of
hard blows in action.—The Spectator,
April 24.

SR FREDERICK WILLIAMS-TAYLOR, LL.D.

Sir Frederick Williams-Taylor, general
manager of the Bank of Montreal, who
had conferred upon him the honorary de-

ek et i Encaeuin ot Fhigeatay,
ick at ¢ on' Thu .,
‘May 13, is one of New Brunswick’s most
hed sons. =~ He was born at
Moncton, N. B, in 1863, and educated in
the Province. Sir Frederick joined the
Bank ofjMontreal as a lad of fifteen and
worked his way up by sheer ability to his
present position. After an ience,
which included many important -branches
in Canada, he was sent to Chicago, and
from there, in 1905, to London, England.
He returned to Canada as general man-
ager about two years ago. As a young
man, Sir Frederick was a noted amateur
athlete, especiallyin skating, rowing and
tennis. He stroked the famous Wander-
ers’ four-oared crew of Halifux in 1886.
Sir Frederick still takes a keen interest in
all outdoor sports as well as in every
worthy movement. He is a member of
the Montreal Home Guard and turns out
for drill as regularly as the youngest bank
clerk in his employ.

‘We have great pleasure in giving below,
in full, the able and eloquent address Sir
Frederick delivered at the Encznia o
receiving his degree. The "address is
worthy of the man and of the occasion:—

Mr. Chancellor and members of the
Senate of the University of New Bruns-
wick,—It is difficult, if not impossible, for
me adequately to express to you in words
the depth of my pleasure, the height of
my pride, in the signal honor of which I
have to-day been the recipient.

I must content myself by saying that
there is no titular honor in the gift of any
public body in this, our country, or of any
government thereof, that could so touch
my heart—that could afford me such in-
tense satisfaction—as the honorary degree
conferred upon me by the University of
New Brunswick.

NECESSITY'S STERN SCHOOL.

From my earliest youth the power and
pleasures of education, the hidden mys-
teries of the law have filled me with a
feeling of profound awe and veneration.
This feeling grows with passing time and
is accentuated by the fact thatI am not
among those privileged to claim this Uni-
versity as Alma Mater. My . education
was acquired in that exacting universal
school—the school of stern necessity. It
is thirty-seven years since I .eptered as a
pupil that ever open school of which we
are all lifelong scholars, and though the
demerits in my ‘case are obvious, yet the
fact remains that I eventually stand here
a proud graduate by courtesy of this his-
toric seat of learning.

I have run many hard races in my time,
I have competed in many events, and
gradually acquired a few prizes, but you
may accept my heartfelt assurance that
no previous honor or award is more high-
ly appreciated than this or.e so graciously
conferred upon me to-day, for it carries
with' it that priceless jewel, the commend-
ation of my fellow-countrymen—and, may
[ add, of my countrywomen —in this my
own, my native Province of New Bruns-
wick.

The Bible tells us that a prophet is
without honor in his own country, and it
isnot for me to attempt to palliate or
deny the truth of the statement. On the
contrary,’I can only exs;ras’deep satisfac-
tion that there is at least no such dis-
crimination against a banker in this geod
old Maritime Province.

BENEFITS OF EXPERIENCE

And now, Dr. Jones, you have paid me
a second great compliment in asking me
to address a_few words to the graduates
and - undergraduates of .this University.
I accept that invitation with mitigated
pleasure, for though few of us seniors
can resist the alluring chance of address-
ing words of admonition, of counsel, of
advice, to our younger fellow mortals—to
the rising generation—yet we all know,
that the one thing a father desires most
to give his son, the one outstanding gift
we elders:wish’ to bestow upon - youth, is
the benefit of our experience, and alas, it
is the one thing youth positively refuses
tp accept. g

Someone has said: “He who would a
pilot be must first himself the channel
try.” As a pilot of sorts, who has tried
the ch 1 of life, ed the currents,
gauged the depths, noted the shoals, found
he rocks—sometimes by running on them
—may I be permitted to present to you,
my young friends, a simple chart—a c|
such as I would use had I that priceless
boon, a second chance in life equipped
with the experience of the first voyage.

RULES FOR LIFE’S CONDUCT.

My chart gives the names of but eight
principal rocks, shoals, currents and light-
houses:

First—Intemperance is the greatest
‘handicap with which a young man can
burden himself. - Some of you may have
c 1deas on_the. subject, some may be
irresolute; some may even int a tend-
ency in that direction, but“there is not
one of you that will ‘not be tempted.
‘Therefore, it me to pass on to you
my worthy father’s words to me on leav-
ing home: “If you touch stimul be-

ung men,
women too, take my word for it, and dis-
miss this illusion.

There is scarcely a defect that youth,
with what I will call my chart, cannot
overcome, especially if you keep ever be-
fore you the wiedge that “Some men
are born great, some inherit greatness,”
whilst some are born in the Province of
New Brunswick.

NEW BRUNSWICK'S REAL WEALTH.

Statisticians and economist will tell you
that New.Brunswick is less progressive
than the Provinces to the West. There
is evidence to this effect. It is true that
our New Brunswick .population does not
increase as rapidly as we would desire.
The immigrant seeks the more beaten
path Westward. Our imports and exports
compare unfavorably with those of some
other provinces. But, by way’of compar-
ison, what about Scotland and Ireland as
compared with England? There we
surely find a corresponding disparity.
But, ladies and gentlemen, there is a pro-
duct in Scotland, Ireland and New Bruns-
wick not mentioned in our Canadian Year
Book or in Whitaker’s -Almanac, though
written in shining letters in the history
of the British Empire. The flesh and
blood, the men and women of New Bruns-
wick andsof the Maritime Proyinces
constitute a form of wealth'in this Dom-
inion of Canada the ultimate value of
which cannot be reduced to numerals—to
dollars and cents—cannot be computed
by soulless economists and statisticians.
