London, June 28.—The royal procla-
mation announcing that the coronation
of King Edward is to take place in
June next, the exact date not being
determined upon, was read this morn-
ing at St. James’ palace, Temple Bar,

. New York, June 25.—Frank A. Van-
derlip, formerly assistant secretary of the
treasury, who has just returned to Wash-
ington from a long trip abroad, is quoted

by theé Tribune’s correspondent as saying: |

“I -think it is not only possible, but
highly probable, that Europe can and will
agree to binding terms of trade combina-
tion against us within the next few years,
and that the result will bethe Host gigan-
tic and stubborn commercial war in the
history of_ ¢le world. = As most of our

commercial treaties expire in 1903 I look|

for the beginning of the war then in the
refusal of most of the continental nations
to renew those conventions.

““Af the present moment Austria, which
never did like us, is leading in the move-
ment against the United States, and I
found Goluchowski, heac of the ministry
of that eountry, our bitterest and most
outspoken foe. Obviously the other min-
isters--of -the. old world, including even
that of Englatid;-are-artfully encouraging
Goluchowski in his course of opposition
with a view of drawing our fire before
they openly declare themselves. For the
immediate future our trade prospects were
never- brighter in Europe. There has
been almost a total crop failure in Ger
many. The agricultural outlook is only
a littTe brighter in France than in Ger-
many, and even in England the crop
yield is not very promising, But assoon
as the continent recovers from its present
agricultural depression” I confidently be-
lieve the tocsin of war will be sounded.

In Russia there are loud professions of
friendship for the United Stotes, and one
hears many expressions of admiration of
our commercial development and meth-
ods. The Russians are modeling their
tariff system after -otirs,and in a few
yeats will try to apply it with vigor and
severity against all nations alike, but
particularly against the United States.

Néme, Alaska, May 20.
‘H. L; Hedger, D, 8.:

Deéar Sir —We made it here in 41
days; pretty bad travleing though,
had to use smowshoes quite a lot. I
have done a whole lot since getting
here. It being a very late spring and
I have made two trips to Gold Run,
one to the Kougarok. I leave for lat-
ter place again tomorrow night with a
*Joad.

She has been a tough old winter
here, lots of people frozen to death
and some snowed up for days at a time.
All the houses out of Nome were out
of sight in snow 1o to 20 feet over the
roof. One place I had to walk through
a tunnel 60 feet long to get into the
house, At Topcock two fellows got up |
one morning and started . a fire, it’
would not -burn, then they started to
try to get out of the: door, but they
were so - badly snowed up over roof and
door they could not make it. The fire
smoked and they were suffocated to
death. All one can see of a house
here along the coast is the stove pipe
and that is 10 to 15 feet long above the
roof.- They are freighting with horses
here and most of the stables are just
dug out of the snow dirfts and a door
put in,

Well, I have met lots of the old boys
here. Hawley is on the police force;
Nap of the A. E. Co. 1s doing well and
has lots of property and also has a team
of horses and is sznding lots of stuff up
the creeks. Of course,-they aie nearly
all broke this winter. I tell yon doc-
tor, this country is going to be a world
beater, It is colossal and it almost
bewilders one it is so vast. Hundreds
have gome this winter and are still
going to what is called the Arctic 250
miles north of here. They seem to
have something good there and there is
some wood there. The Arctic district
is really across the divide from the
Kougraock  district, about 100 miles,
1t itself is large and has several dis-
riets. One cannot commence to en-
uigerate the districts and creeks here,
there aie thousands and they all seem
ta carty gold, but whether in paying
quaniities is to be “seen—though {718
wel) known lots of creesk are rich,
