Since coming to this country McKin-
non has paid but little attention to
tplacer mining, but has been all the
time on the lookout for a vein of con-
gldmergte formation which he has all
along been firmly convinced existed
somewhere .in the district, he having
found at various times pieces of float.

Mr. McKinnon frequently got down to
bedrock, both in prospect holes and 1n
pockets. It was owing to having struck
a pocket bedrock that three weeks ago,
he went over on Indian river for the
purpose of washing out a grobstake
from one of the bars. While in that
vieinity, true to the habits of the old
prospector, he made frequent trips with
his _little pickax into the surrounding

McKinnon disclosed his information
to the two men with him, Bourke and
Clark, and the three started 'out to
learn, it possible, the extent of - the
find/ 'For 20 miles they fraccd the un-
broken ledge and at no point in that
distance did it narrow down. to less
than 850 feet in width, and 1n many
;)lacos it was found to_ be fully 500 feet
wide. Of its depth nothing- eould be
determined as at no place was the bot-
tom of the ledge found.
