A TERRIBLE EXPLOSION. THE OLDEST CHURCH IN CANADA.

Eight Killed—About a Dew 
Seriously Injured.

Just as the morning train from Fred­
ericton to St. John was rounding the curve 
above South Bay, on Tuesday morning, the 
boilers in Jewett’s mill exploded. Five 
persons, two of them lads, were killed out 
right., and a number very badly üynred. 
From the St John papers the following 
account of the accident is condensed :

The terrific nature of the explosion was 
evident at a glance. The heavy brick and 
stone furnace walls next the road and out­
side the mill proper were spread ont in a 
scattering pile, and upon it the woodwork 
and roof of the upper part of the fumaoe 
rooms lay smoking and smouldering, a 
confused mass of broken boards and timb­
ers. Here is where the six boilers of the 
mill had been situated on. Now one of 
them was standing up at an angle of thirty 
degrees from among the debris, another 
one or two lay hidden beneath it, and one 
more lay on its side high up on an embank­
ment at the railway siding just in front of 
the mill, and about 80 feet from it. This 
boiler, about 30 feet in length and- nearly 
three feet in diameter, had one end blown 
out of it and in the flight had just grazed 
the mill chimney and had torn a ditch 
nearly two feet deep through the edge of 
the high embankment upon which it lay.

But the direction in which the other 
boilers had been hurled by the terrific 
explosion was apparent, and was marked 
with the most awful and ghastly signs of 
the destruction to human life. These 
boilers, had shot in the opposite direction 
from the one which lay on the embank­
ment, taking the end and part of the roof 
out of the outer part of the mill next the 
bay and scattering the debris it all direc­
tions. They had

ASCENDED HIGH

over the numerous deal piles on the 
wharves and descended nearly 1000 feet 
from the mill into the pond. The course 
of the boilers was marked by human blood, 
brains, and pieces of clothing. Fora width 
of several feet these ghastly signs of death 
were visible. A few steps further down 
the mutilated remains of Henry Baird 
hung as they had struck among the ends 
of deal in the third pile about 100 feet or 
more from the mill.

THE HEAD WAS ALMOST SEVERED

from the body. Just below the eyebrows 
the face was cut across with a gash three 
or four inches long, and the whole lower 
portion of the face, was driven up almost 
into the top of the skull. The brains had 
been scattered. The breast was torn open 
and the viscera and heart lay exposed. 
Hanging to the end of a deal below the 
body were the lungs. No part of the re­
mains appeared to have escaped mutilation 
The boots had been tom off both feet and 
from one even the sock had been dragged. 
Baird was a lath sawyer and when laths 
were not being sawed very rapidly he 
would go into the furnace room on top of 
the boilers to warm himself. He was 
there this morning when the boilers ex­
ploded and was hurled out through the 
end of the mill with them.

John Dugan and Michael McFrederick 
were also on top of the brick furnace over 
the boilers when they exploded. Mc­
Frederick says he felt a sort of wind and 
the hot breath of steam which blew his 
hat from his head. He stood almost in 
the doorway and instinctively he started 
to run through it, just then the boilers 
burst with a deafening sound, and he 
was sent forward as if with a mighty wind 
till he struck against a wood pile 50 or 60 
feet from where he had been standing. 
He was almost frightened to death, but on 
recovering from the shock, found himself 
with scarcely a scratch. John Dugan and 
the other fireman who was on the furnace, 
was blown straight in the air and when 
the rescuers went to work to seek out the 
killed and wounded from the ruins he 
was found lying on a portion of the mill 
roof but not so seriously injured as might 
have been expected. He was badly scald­
ed and had his shoulder dislocated but it 
is thought his injuries are not of a fatal 
character.

THE FULL LIST OF THE DEAD

up to Wednesday night was as follows :
Henry Baird, aged 50, of Pisarinco ; 

James Baird, aged 17, son of Henry Baird ; 
Andrew Wark, aged 24, of Carleton ; Bert 
Currie, aged 8 years, deaf mute, son of 
Robert Currie of South Bay; Michael 
Lynch, of South Bay ; George Patrick 
Lynch, a brother of Michael Lynch ; 
Richard Hayes, colored, of South Bay; 
Frank Galt, of South Bay.

THE NUMBER OF MEN AND BOYS INJURED

seriously but whose injuries are not ex­
pected to result fatally is over a dozen. 
The list of the injured and their condition 
as given by the Gazette of Wednesday 
was as follows :

John Dugan, of South Bay who was 
thrown upon the roof and had his arms 
burned badly and his shoulder dislocated, 
is doing well. He is over 60 years of age.

Peter Harrington who lives in Carleton 
with his father, had his left leg broken 
below the knee and his right arm fractured 
besides receiving internal injuries.

His brother James Harrington received 
several serious scalds.

Ernest Cjaig, 16 years of age, son of 
Gilbert Craig of Carleton, was so badly 
hurt that he called upon those standing 
near him to kill him. One of his legs 
was broken, his head was scalded and one 
of his ears nearly boiled away. His body 
was also scalded.

Daniel Logue, who resides a short dist­
ance beyond the mill, was scalded about 
the face, neck and hands. He was able to 
walk home unassisted and will recover. 
George Godfrey, the mill wright, whose 
home is just across the track from the mill, 
was scalded about the face and head. Geo- 
Cusack, aged 12, had his face, back and 
hands scalded. John Duke of Carleton 
was scalded about the face.

Adam Armstrong, a young married 
man, of Sand Point, Carleton had his 
head, neck and shoulders fearfully scald­
ed and his sufferings for a time were in­
tense.

Timothy Leahy and Edward Hilland, 
John Allingham and others were scalded. 
Thomas Wark, whose brother Alexander 
was killed, was scalded quite badly and 
had one of his ribs broken.

The Rev. Dyson Hague is the rector of 
the oldest church in Canada. St. Paul’s 
Episcopal Church, Halifax, was built in 
1749, and almost every plank in it is 
eloquent with historic association. For it 
is built of wood — English oak — which 
was brought in ships from Boston, when 
Boston was English and poor, and raw, 
and not the aesthetic Boston of to-day, the 
“hub” of the universe.

That brings us back to the days of Lord 
Cornwallis and of the first efforts at col­
onizing and of

HARDSHIP AND ENDURANCE,

and of many noble public and private 
heroisms, of which the outcome was Hali­
fax and the Province of Nova Scotia.

“ And the church to-day,” said the Rev. 
Mr. Hague, “is just the church of 1749, 
barring the seats, which are modern, and 
a small extension. The pillars, the joists, 
the frame are just the same as they were 
when put together. In 1749 the English 
government sent out about 2,000 colonists, 
and this church was built by it to supply 
their religious needs. The walls are cov­
ered with the tablets of the prominent 
men of that time — generals and other 
high military men, together with influen­
tial civilians. There are also the “habili­
ments” of several noblemen, with their 
coats, arms, and, in feet, the whole 
church is more thickly covered with 
tablets and habiliments than this room is 
with pictures. St. Paul’s is to Nova Scotia 
what

WESTMINSTER ABBEY IS TO ENGLAND.

It is open every day, and visitors make a 
point of seeing it as a historical landmark. 
It is very large, and will seat 2,000 people. 
At one door there is a brass plate with the 
inscription : — “This church was built at 
the expense of the English government in 
1749 ; on the side there is the Royal Coat 
of Arms.”

There are many curious incidents in 
connection with St. Paul’s. The early 
colonists suffered great hardships. Their 
notions of protection from cold were crude. 
They had no idea, a hundred years ago, 
of heating the church, and so every wor­
shipper

BROUGHT HOT BRICKS WITH HIM

and took them away after the service. 
The Duke of Kent— or was it the Duke 
of Kent 7 — Well, the Duke of Somebody 
or Other— made the congregation a pres­
ent of two stoves. That was all right, but 
what was to be done with the smoke ? 
The smoke filled the church, and suffocat­
ed the people. At last somebody suggest­
ed pipes to take the smoke away. That 
created a tremendous sensation. They 
were quite proud of their stoves, for they 
painted them a beautiful color, and they 
exist, though not in the church, to this 
day. There was a military chaplain once 
whom a section of the congregation wish­
ed to make rector. The bishop refused to 
accept him, and his admirers in the con­
gregation left the church en masse, and 
joined the Baptists.”

LADY WOOD’S WILL.

Gen. Sir Evelyn Wood is making active 
preparations to dispute the will of Lady 
Wood in favor of Mrs. O’Shea, and it is 
said that Mr. Parnell will also be mention­
ed in this suit in connection with the 
charge of undue influence over the testa­
trix. Lady Wood was of the Lodge 
Eltham, Kent, prominently mentioned in 
the O’Shea trial. She died last year at an 
advanced age leaving considerable prop­
erty to Mrs. O’Shea. The case will be 
heard at the next sittings. Gen. Wood is 
sustained by other relatives in the contest

THE KING OE HOLLAND DEAD.

The Hague, Nov. 23. — The King of 
Holland died at 6 o,clock this morning. 
Last evening there was a sudden change 
for the worse in the King’s condition, the 
symptoms being those of uræmia. The 
Queen was immediately sent for and 
stayed at the patient’s bedside during the 
night. Life ebbed away quietly. The 
public buildings are closed and all amuse­
ments have been suspended. The mini­
sters assembled in council at noon. The 
shutters of all the royal palaces are closed 
and flags are at halfmast.

A proclamation, signed by all the mini­
sters, has been issued announcing the 
death of the King of Holland. His death, 
the proclamation says, leaves the country 
in deep mourning, but free, independent 
and prosperous. After eulogizing the late 
reign the proclamation says the people’s 
gratitude and blessing will follow the 
King beyond the grave. Continuing, it 
says : “ The country views with perfect 
confidence the accession of the Duke of 
Nassau, whose chivalrous devotion has 
won the hearts of all. Promising fidelity 
and unswerving respect and affection, the 
country awaits the future with tranquility 
and confidence. ”

William 111 (Wilhelm Alexander Paul 
Frederick Lodewijk) King of the Nether­
lands, was bom Feb. 19, 1817. He was 
educated in England. In 1849, after his 
accession to the throne, he faithfully car­
ried out and extended the liberal reforms 
initiated in 1848, and he reduced his civil 
list from 1,200,000 to 80,000 florins. The 
abolition of slavery in India colonies was 
decreed in 1862. In 1866 the Dutch prov­
ince of Limburg which since 1815, had 
formed part of the Germanic federation, 
was fully incorporated with his dominions, 
and on May 1867, the neutrality of the 
Grand Duchy of Luxemburg was recog­
nized, and it was placed under the abso­
lute sovereignty of his dynasty. During 
the Franco-German war of 1870-71 the 
king maintained a strict neutrality. In 
1873 he became engaged in warfare with 
Acheen, in Sumatra, which continued 
down to 1876. His first wife, Sophia, a 
daughter of King" William 1 of Wurtem- 
burg, died in 1880, and he married the 
queen who last week assumed the office of 
regent. •

A BEAR TRAP SAVED HIM.
Robert H. Pye’s Terrible Tramp in 

the Snow, •

Bangor Commercial.
Reference was made last week in the 

Commercial, to the flight from the lum­
ber camp of Morison & Hunting, while 
crazed by liquor, of one Robert Pye, said 
to have lived and worked in this city, 
and that the efforts of the crews there 
abouts, devoted to the thorough search, 
were of no avail. As at the time he was 
known to have been but poorly dressed, 
weak from sickness and of unsound mind 
he was given up as a lost man, hence the 
report about this city of his death. But 
he is not dead, or was not at last accounts 
of him, which are given in the Com­
mercial through the Cburtsey of Mr. “ Con ” 
Murphy, Old Town’s well known lumber­
man.

Some fourteen miles from this particu­
lar camp of Morison & Hunting is a camp 
operated by Mr. Murphy. One morning 
last week, one of the choppers while on 
his way to work, saw something moving 
in the snow which in the early daylight 
could not be well defined, but which on 
closer inspection proved to be a man seem­
ingly trying to cover himself with snow, 
as one might with bedding when cold. The 
chopper pulled the man out, finding him 
badly frozen, half dragged, half carried 
him back to camp. On his body was a 
remnant of one stocking, drawers and 
part of a shirt, the upper part of this hav­
ing been torn away exposing the (flesh. 
The temperature was below freezing. The 
man had his senses.

It was found his legs, arms, face and 
ears were frozen, but under the kind 
treatment given him he revived quite 
rapidly, and later told his rescuers the 
following story in substance. Mr. Mur­
phy, being very familiar with the ground, 
sees no reason to doubt it, and adds the 
man must have climbed hills and went 
into valleys, travelling fully twenty miles, 
over a part of the roughest section of 
Ma ine.

Pye does not know when he left the 
camp, but it is said to have been towards 
night, but first knew of being in the wil­
derness with a black sky overhead. He 
had on the shirt and drawers mentioned, 
two pairs of stockings and a pair of shoes. 
Flakes of snow were striking him in the 
face, but he could not see them and there 
were 8 inches of old snow upon the ground 
and bitter cold for the woods. Weak and 
dazed as he was, he at once knew he 
must fight for life, and as darkness pre­
vented forward locomotion, he shouted 
and jumped about in the snow. He could 
not keep warm but he did not freeze and 
with the daylight, even now well exhaust­
ed, he began a march in search of some 
camp. Of his where-abouts and how he 
came there he had no knowledge. On and 
on he went, now stopping to shout and 
listen but only echoes came back to him 
through the white and silent woods. He 
grew weaker and weaker, till exhausted 
almost and just about to give up the fight, 
he came upon a hear trap built against a 
tree. Tremblingly he investigated this,, 
finding a piece of frozen meat there as 
bait, which when warmed with his breath, 
proved to be tainted, showing the trap 
had not been visited by the hunter for 
weeks. He knew by this he was far from 
aid but when a moment later he espied 
under the snow an old barrel, and from 
this secured two or three handfuls of 
mouldy cracker crumbs, hope lifted him 
again and his march was renewed. His 
shoes had now so galled his swollen feet 
that he was obliged to remove them ; the 
first night he tore part of the shirt from 
the body, he knew not when, and every 
blast of winter and every flake of snow 
which fell as he shook the bushes, struck 
the flesh direct. Already his face and ears 
had frozen. In this shape he marched 
through the day, too hoarse to shout, and 
through the night kept up the dance of 
the previous one. The next morning he 
gave out and lay down in the snowTor his 
last sleep, and here, while just succumb­
ing to the creeping cold, he was found as 
has been stated.

Of him, Mr. Murphy’s clerk writes :
“ We gave him food and shelter, and if he 
gets able we will give him work. Robert 
Hawkes worked with him last summer 
and says he is a good workman. His 
name is Robert II. Pye, 30 years old 
mighty strong and rugged you may be 
sure. ”
THE BISHOP OF LINCOLN’S CASE.

A case which has attracted the universal 
attention of the religious world,both with­
in and without the pale of the Established 
Church, has just been decided by the 
Archbishop of Canterbury.

His Grace delivered judgment on the 
points presented at the trial ofcthe Bishop 
of Lincoln,charged with having been guilty 
of certain practices not warranted by the 
rubric of the Church of England.

As regards the charge of mixing water 
with wine during the communion service 
the court decides that such mixing is illegal 
when performed during the act of consec­
ration,but that the use of a mixed chalice, 
when mixed beforehand, is most illegal. 
As in the present case there was no 
allegation that the chalice had been so 
mixed in the presence of the congregation, 
the charge was dismissed.

Regarding the eastward position,it being 
alleged that the bishop was in the habit 
of turning his face to the east during the 
consecration of the elements and remain­
ed so standing with his back to the con­
gregation, and regarding certain manual 
acts then performed invisible to the con­
gregation, they were declared illegal, the 
court deciding that all manual acts must 
be visible.

The practice of lighting candles during 
the communion service other than those 
needed for giving light is held to be legal, 
but is characterized as distasteful to many 
churchmen.

The practice of the bishop, in making 
the sign of the cross while pronouncing 
absolution and during the benediction, is 
condemned and declared to be illegal, 
while the charge that the “ Agnus Dei ” 
was sung during the communion is dismiss­
ed.

The judgment was delivered at Lambeth 
Palace in the presence of a large congrega­
tion, many portions eliciting strong indi­
cations of approval, which were promptly 
suppressed. Both the English Church 
Union, which preferred the charges, and 
the Bishop of Lincoln will be compelled 
to pay their own costs.

SOME SUGGESTIONS FOR BRIDES.

What the Dress Should be and How the 
Veil Should bo Arranged.

From time immemorial the bride’s 
gown has been white; and if one could 
only have a simple muslin frock it seems 
as if it ought to be of that pure tone, be­
cause her own heart is thought to be as 
clean and white as is her gown. The 
white gown and the orange blossoms are 
the privilege of the bride, and even if she 
lias to economize and give up another 
gown I can quite appreciate the feelings of 
the girl who insists on the white satin, the 
blossoms and the tulle veil. She can nev­
er wear this costume but once in her life, 
for after she has become a wife roses must 
take the place of the orange blossoms and 
the tulle veil is never again assumed. 
Heavy, white corded silk, white velvet, 
white brocade, white mousseline de soie 
are all shown for the bride’s gown ; but 
the real wedding material is white satin. 
True, it grows yellow with age, as does 
ivory ; but if love is young in the heart 
there will be the same delight in looking 
at the folds in the wedding gown that 
there is in recalling the wedding day.

A widow who is being married for the 
second time, may wear, any color she 
wishes if she is in traveling costume, but 
in full dress she must have either pale grev 
or mauve, or, if she prefers, some other be­
coming color, hut never white ; nor should 
she wear orange blossoms. Roses, daisies 
or whatever flower is suited to the shade 
of her frock are proper, but the white, 
sweet smelling blossom belongs entirely to 
the young girl.

Somebody asks how to arrange a veil 
and how far it should extend. You can­
not buy a veil by the yard ; that is to say, 
you cannot tell how much you need ; the 
proper way is to have the storekeeper 
send a piece of tulle and then drape it on 
the bride’s head. It should fall well over 
her train though not beyond it, and should 
reach the edge of the skirt in front. The 
orange blossoms are put on so that they 
are only visible after the veil is thrown 
back, which ceremony should be per­
formed by two of the bridemaids when 
the newly made husband leans forward to 
kiss the bride.

In all large cities there are hairdressers 
who make a business of arranging brides’ 
veils, but in smaller ones these helpful 
people are not always to be found ; so just 
remember in putting it on that while it is 
light as air it still must be firmly pinned 
in position, and the orange blossoms well 
in place, so that when the front part is 
thrown back they will present a perfectly 
well arranged appearance.

If one wished, tulle could be substituted 
for the pearl decoration on the costume 
pictured, and it would, of course, make it 
much less expensive. By the bye, it should 
always be remembered that no matter 
how beautiful the neck and arms of a 
bride are she is sinning against good form 
who does not have high neck and long 
sleeved bodice, for it must be remembered 
that she is not going to a dance or a re­
ception, but to a religious ceremony that 
means the joy or misery of her future life, 
and, while everything may be as merry as 
a marriage bell, in the bride’s frock there 
should be an expression of her knowledge 
of that which she is undertaking. — Mrs. 
Mallon in Ladies’ Home Journal.

SHOT DEAD IN COURT.
The town of Rivas, Nicaragua, Panama 

was recently the scene of a terrible tragedy. 
Thomas Martinez was arrainged in court 
for trial charged with attempting to 
murder Dr. Flores. When the charges 
were read and the accused called upon to 
plead he stepped four paces to the front, 
and putting his hand into his inner breast 
pocket exclaimed : “Gentlemen, I know 
the jury will condemn me, but before 
being condemned I must get ride of this 
one.” He thereupon drew a revolver and 
shot Dr. Flores dead. Gustavo Chalnorro 
who stood next to Dr. Flores, picked up a 
chair, but almost immediately fell to the 
ground being shot through the brain. At 
this juncture Gregor Rojas, an old gentle­
man, father-in-law of the first victim, 
closed with the prisoner, who did not 
hesitate to draw the trigger, and the hall 
passed through Rojas’ mouth, coming out 
of the back of the neck. He is in a pre­
carious condition, but will probably re­
cover. After shooting Rojas the prisoner 
made a dash for liberty, firing at, but 
missing a soldier who attempted to de­
tain him. Three brothers of the accused 
were waiting outside the court house. 
Two of them flourished revolvers, while 
the third assisted his brother to mount a 
mule. The animal did not prove of ser­
vice. Martinez attempted to escape by a 
street that was in course of repair, hut 
found the road so rough that he was com­
pelled to dismount and proceed on foot. 
He disappeared for the time being, but 
remained in the neighborhood for two or 
three day. He then advised his father’s 
bailiff that he would be in the vicinity of 
his father’s house at a certain hour and 
would expect to find an animal ready for 
him. The officials were advised and 
captured the man.

SEQUEL TO A ROMANCE.
True Errand of the Murdered Bank 

Messengers.

The mysterious murder of the two bank 
messengers while in a first-class carriage 
on the Vienna mail train is the absorbing 
topic of conversation to-day. In its details, 
and in the general atmosphere of romance 
that surrounds it, it reminds many Eng­
lish readers of the startling incidents nar­
rated in the well-known novel, The Man 
from Scotland Yard.” The victims upon 
this occasion were two trusted employes 
of a Warsaw bank, and they had been 
dispatched with 55,000 rubles (about $33,- 
000) on a special and secret errand to a 
distant city. The reason for this errand 
with such a sum of money is most roman­
tic. Some months, since a sensation was 
caused in local society by the imprison­
ment of a well-known young man, whose 
parents were seminable and through 
whose veins there pulsed patrician blood 
that emanated from a king and came to 
him only slightly diluted. One night, 
from the window of the house of a prom­
inent financier on a fashionable street, 
were heard loud calls for the police, and 
when the latter reached the house they 
found the owner holding a young man 
whom, he said, he had caught in the 
room, which was his wife’s boudoir, with 
a diamond bracelet in his pocket and 
other jewelry on the table ready to be 
carried away. The young man was hur­
ried off to prison, and gave a fictitious 
name, under which he was tried without 
making any defence, convicted and sen­
tenced, and transported to the most dread­
ed prison in the kingdom.

Then rumors began to circulate in the 
newspapers that the real name of the 
young man was a duplicate of that of one 
of the highest officials in the Emperor’s 
household, that he was of titled birth and 
possessed of great wealth. Finally it was 
declared that the wife of the financier had 
gone to the Emperor and appealed to him 
to release the young man, confessing that 
he was her lover, and on the night that 
he was arrested was in her boudoir at her 
invitation, and when her husband was 
heard entering the house she had gone 
into an adjoining room, while the young 
man had hastily opened a bureau drawer, 
and, taking out her jewelry, had awaited 
the coming of her husband to catch him 
with it in his possession so that he might 
be thought a common housebreaker and 
she might be shielded.

When the Emperor heard this tale he 
at once gave an order for the young man’s 
release. Everything possible was done to 
suppress the story, and it would probably 
have succeeded had it not been for the 
double murder. The money which the 
messengers were carrying was partly for 
the purpose of paying the husband, who 
in such instances is entitled under the 
local laws to an idemnity, and partly to 
satisfy obligations incurred by the young 
man to the prison authorities for luxuries, 
both claims amounting to about 50,000 
roubles. The father of the young man is 
a director of the bank from which the 
money was taken, and it was he who sent 
it.

It is known now that two fashionably 
dressed young men entered the same 
compartment as that occupied by the 
messengers, and further that they re­
quested the guard to leave them undis­
turbed until the end of their journey. 
They were, according to the description 
of the station officials, very dudish in ap­
pearance, dressed in the latest style and 
had the appearance of peaceable jeunese 
doree rather than murderous conspirators. 
These two travelers left at Alexandroso 
and no trace of them has since been 
found. The bodies of the messengers 
were found beside the track cut, gashed 
and mutilated. They had been stabbed 
to death.

BOSTON MARKETS.
Butter. — The market for the choice 

grades of butter is very firm. The ar­
rivals from the West are more or less of a 
frosty flavor and are also lacking of good 
grain food and do not stand up very well. 
This causes a short supply of fresh, full 
flavored butter and full prices are ob­
tained for these lots. The favorable 
change in the weather has not as yet 
brought any improvement in the demand; 
the receipts of the finer grades clean up 
well each day. The lower grades of 
butter are quiet and steady. We quote : 
Extra to fancy western creamery, soft 
wood, 27 to 28c ; hard wood, 22 to 25c ; 
firsts and extra firsts, 18 to 20c ; extra to 
choice Northern creamer)', 28 to 28£c ; 
firsts and extra firsts, 22 to 25c ; Eastern 
creamery, fair to good, 24 to 26c ; extra 
imitation creamery, 18 to 21c ; common,
14 to 16c ; June creamery, 20 to 22c ; ladle 
packed, 13 to 16c ; Northern dairy, choice, 
20 to 25c ; common, 14 to 18c. These 
quotations are receivers’ prices for whole­
sale lots.

Eggs—The general demand is very quiet. 
The receipts are not so large, but there is 
a supply of held eggs here. Choice fresh 
laid and perfect eggs are scarce, and sell 
at full prices. We quote : Canadian, 24 
to 25c; Islands, 25 to 26c; Nova Scotia 
and New Brunswick, 25 to 26c ; held eggs| 
19 to 22o; limed, 18 to 20c.

Poultry.—The receipts to-day are 
smaller and the colder weather has caused 
a better feeling. Choice turkeys are in 
small supply and sell at higher prices. 
Chickens and fowls are about the same. 
Kentucky turkeys are arriving in better 
condition. We quote : Fresh-killed 
Northern and Eastern chickens, choice,
15 to 18c ; fair to good, 10 to 14c ; turkeys, 
18 to 22 ; fowls, 12 to 14c : green ducks, 
12 to 14c ; dry packed turkeys, 15 to 18c ; 
chickens, 11 to 12c ; Kentucky turkeys, 
12 to 14c ; fowls, 8 to 10c.

Potatoes.—The receipts continue large 
and a good, fair demand is reported at 
steady prices. Choice Aroostook and 
Houlton Hebrons are not in over supply, 
hut the receipts of Chenangoes and Bur- 
hanks are large. We quote : Maine Rose 
and Hebrons, $2.25 per bbl ; Nova Scotia 
and New Brunswick Rose and Hebrons, 
$2.25 per bbl ; Houlton Rose 80c per bush ; 
Aroostook Rose, 75c to 78c per bush; 
Houlton Hebrons, 83c per bush ; Aroos­
took Hebrons, 80c per bush ; N. B. and 
P. E I. Hebrons, 80c ; Rose, 75c ; White 
Star, 75c ; Chenangoes, 70 to 73c.

A company has been formed under the 
supervision and control of the government 
for the irrigation of the steppes in South 
Russia. It proposes to dig canals and to 
lead water to lands belonging to the gov­
ernment, to various rural constituencies, 
and to private persons. Several government 
engineers have been detailed for the 
services of the company, which will begin 
work in the Crimea.

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GLADSTONE AND PARNELL.

THE AREA OF ARABLE LAND.

Gladstone has, as every one expected he 
would, taken a very firm stand in regard 
to Parnell, and though the latter has as 
yet declined to surrender the leadership 
of his party, it is not easy to see how he 
can hope to hold out against the very 
strongly expressed opinions of the great 
liberal leader, backçd up as he is, not 
only by the great body of the party in 
England, but by many prominent Irish 
nationalists. Gladstone’s enemies are 
exultant over the manner in which he is 
compromised by his association with Par­
nell, and he himself is said to feel very 
keenly the false position he has unwit­
tingly occupied during recent years. He is 
a man of more than ordinary austerity of 
morals, and cannot regard social offences 
in any but the most objectionable light. 
His own life has been above even the 
faintest breath of suspicion in this respect, 
and he has carefully avoided giving 
countenance,even in the most indirect way, 
to persons whose names were sullied by 
being associated with social crimes. The 
very prominent part which Mrs. Gladstone 
has taken in all her husband’s goings and 
comings intensifies his feeling that he has 
been everything but fairly used by Par­
nell, whom he has hitherto regarded as a 
man of pure life and fixed principles. 
That he can admit the Irish leader to his 
confidence as formerly ; that he can al­
low his name to be associated with the 
guilty co-respondent in a divorce case is 
not possible, and it is evident that the 
home rule cause must be pressed either 
without Parnell or without Gladstone. 
Those who insist that Parnell ought to 
hold his place entirely misconceive the 
nature of the public opinion, which they 
thereby antagonize. There is no use in 
saying that the nation condoned Nelson’s 
fault, that this, that or the other great 
man was implicated in guilt equally as 
foul as Parnell’s, and yet were neither 
politically nor socially ostracized. It is 
idle to interpose the objection that vice is 
known to exist in high social circles, and 
that neither the public nor private stand­
ing of the party is affected thereby ; in 
other words, to object that it is the 
act, and not the discovery of it, that con­
stitutes the crime. Such hair-splitting 
will not do. The times have changed 
during the last hundred years. We have 
not reached anything like the highest 
possible plane of morality ; but we have, 
at least, got so far that when a certain class 
of offences are brought home to a public 
man, he must withdraw from the public 
gaze, long enough, at any rate, to show 
that he repents his error and has earned 
the right to be restored to his forfeited 
position. Public opinion in England will 
force Parnell out as it forced Sir Charles 
Dilke into retirement. Ireland will be 
fortunate if the just settlement of her 
acknowledged grievances is not seriously 
delayed by the criminal folly of her 
champion.

Mr. Gladstone, in a letter to Mr. Morley, 
thus states his views of Mr. Parnell’s 
course:

“ Having arrived at a certain conclusion 
in regard to the continuance of Mr. Par­
nell’s leadership, I saw Justin McCarthy 
on arriving in town and asked him 
whether I was likely to receive from Mr. 
Parnell any communication on the sub­
ject. Mr. McCarthy was unable to give 
me any information.

“ I mentioned to him that in 1882, after 
the Phoenix park murders, Mr. Parnell, 
although totally removed from any idea 
of responsibility, wrote me offering to 
take the Chiltern Hundreds, an offer 
much to his honor, but which I thought 
it my duty to decline.

“ While clinging to the hope of a com­
munication from Parnell, to whomsoever 
addressed, I thought it necessary, viewing 
the arrangements for the commencement 
of the session to-morrow, to acquaint Mr. 
McCarthy with the conclusion at which I 
had arrived. It was that, notwithstand­
ing the splendid services rendered by Mr. 
Parnell to his country, his continuance at 
present in the leadership would have con­
sequences disastrous in the highest degree 
to the cause of Ireland.

“ I think I may be warranted in asking 
you so far to expand the conclusion given 
above as to add that such continuance 
would not only place many hearty and 
effective friends of the Irish cause in a 
petition of great embarrassment, but 
would render , my retention of the leader­
ship of the liberals, based, as it has been, 
mainly upon the prosecution of the Irish 
cause, almost a nullity.

“ This expansion of my views I begged 
Mr. McCarthy to regard as confidential if 
he found that Mr. Parnell contemplated 
spontaneous action, but I also begged him 
to make my views known to the Irish 
party at their meeting to-morrow if he 
should find that Mr. Parnell had not in 
contemplation any step of the nature indi­
cated.

“ I now write you in case Mr. McCarthy 
should be unable to communicate with 
Mr. Parnell, as I understand that you may 
possibly have an opening to-morrow 
through another channel. Should you 
have such an opening I beg you to make 
known to Mr. Parnell the conclusions 
stated herein.”

Commenting upon the offer of Mr. 
Muloch, of Toronto, to defray the expen­
ses of Prof. Wright on a visit to Germany 
for the purpose of investing the Koch 
consumption cure, and also to pay for the 
machinery required for its manufacture in 
Canada, the St. John Sun says : His 
bad judgment as a member of parliament 
in supporting the party led by Sir 
Richard Cartwright and Mr. Laurier 
ought not to be remembered against him 
in considering his generous and public 
spirited act.” It is not very easy to com­
prehend the mental or moral character of 
the journal, which thinks such an obser­
vation in good taste. Does the Sun pro­
fess to believe that every liberal is neces­
sarily base and uncharitable, that it makes 
such an indecent comment upon a noble 
man, whom it ought to delight to honor ? 
Shame upon the journalism that cannot 
chronicle an exhibition of magnificent 
generosity, without a sneer at the politics 
of the man. .

A report has reached this office to the 
effect that a certain distinguished M.P.P., 
who also writes M.D. after his name, and 
whose residence is neither in York nor 
Victoria, while recently engaged in the 
necessary, if somewhat ungrateful, task of 
teaching a calf the art of drinking, was 
severely smitten by the refractory animal, 
upon a very prominent feature of bis 
physiogmony with the effect of sadly 
marring his amiable countenance. The 
observations attributed to the distin­
guished gentleman, on getting his breath, 
are said to have done justice to the occa­
sion if not to his religious training. We 
hope the Woodstock Press, which may be 
presumed to speak with authority on this 
subject, is in a position to give the true 
facts to the public.

Mr. Edward Jack, in a letter to the St. 
John Telegraph, in the course of many 
statements which meet our hearty ap­
proval says :

“Probably more than half of New Bruns­
wick, perhaps two thirds of the area in­
cluded in our bounds, is unfit for settle­
ment.”

Mr. Jack is so very much in earnest in 
his advocacy of New Brunswick’s interest 
that this statement, if inaccurate, is not 
intentionally so. We are not disposed 
to accept it for the following reasons. The 
area of New Brunswick is in round num­
bers 17,000,000 acres,of which 10,000,000 
are granted and the remainder are vacant. 
The actual area nowr “occupied,” to use 
the expression in the census,is 4,000,000 ; 
it was 3,800,000 in 1881. The crown land 
office estimate is that of the ungranted 
portion over 3,200,000 is fit for settlement. 
The New Brunswick railway has about 
800,000 acres of the', same class of land, 
and these totals aggregate 8,000,000 acres. 
There are in the hands of private indi­
viduals,and not occupied by actual settlers, 
about 4,360,000 acres. It seems scarcely 
possible that we must class all this as 
unfit for settlement, as we must do if the 
above figures are at all accurate and Mr. 
Jack’s estimate is correct. We are inclined 
to think that it would be nearer the mark 
to put the area of land fit for settlement 
at somewhat above one half the total area. 
The remainder must not be rejected al­
together, but there is no denying that a 
long time must elapse before the scarcity 
of land leads to its being occupied. Mr. 
Jack will probably say that considerable 
land that has been settled upon ought to 
have remained vacant. This is to a cer­
tain extent true : but not to so great a 
degree as many may suppose. We are 
inclined to estimate the land available for 
settlement in this province and not now 
occupied as follows :
Ungranted crown lands, 3,200,000 acres 
N. B. railway lands, 1,000,000 “
Unoccupied granted lands, 1,500,000 “

5,7000,000 “
Or about one third the whole are. Per­
haps this is what Mr. Jack means.

THE PROGRESS OF RECIPROCITY.

Chauncey M. Depew, a possible repub­
lican candidate for the presidency of the 
United States, has declared himself favor­
able to reciprocity with Canada. This 
does not meet with the approval of the 
New York Tribune, and the machine 
republican organs, but there are thousands 
of people who will accept Depew’s views. 
He has a greater influence than even 
the Tribune, for he is a man identified 
with the great business interests of the 
Vanderbilts, the most popular man to-day, 
probably, in the United States, one of the 
best speakers and in all respects possesses 
the reputation of being exceedingly level­
headed. The declaration of such a man 
makes the way much easier for the ad­
vocates of reciprocity. He cannot be 
accused of being an Anglo-maniac ; he is 
not a freetrader. He is one of the many 
who are beginning to understand the true 
condition of things in the United States 
and the magnificent possibilities of Canada! 
It is true that he speaks of reciprocity as 
a step towards that grand consummation, 
when the stars and stripes will wave from 
the Gulf of Mexico to the North Pole ; 
but that is neither here nor there. The 
political union of the two countries is not 
the logical sequence of free trade between 
them. There is not the slightest connec­
tion between the two ideas. Political an­
nexation can only come when the people 
of both countries want it. The present 
generation of voters in Canada do not 
want it ; if the next do, that is their affair, 
not ours, and if they wrant it they will 
have it, in spite of all we can do. As for 
freedom of trade intercourse creating a 
desire for political connection, that is utter 
nonsense. Nobody in Canada would think 
of annexation if we had'free trade with 
our neighbors.

How the times change ! The other day, 
so the story goes, a gentleman in a high 
educational position in Fredericton, de­
clined to drink ‘ the health of the Queen, 
and so unimportant is the refusal deem­
ed that no one has gone to the trouble of 
ascertaining whether the story is true or 
false. What a fuss this would have made 
a few years ago ! The senate would have 
been convened and the offender against 
loyalty, with the largest L in the printing 
office, would have been asked to give place 
to some one, who would be willing to 
stand up as long as he was able and do 
honor to toasts to the royal family. Now 
The Herald is not expressing any ap­
proval of the course of the learned pro­
fessor in the matter in question. On the 
contrary, it thinks that it would have 
been in much better taste for him to have 
joined with his hosts in drinking the 
toast, even if he is a republican, a home 
ruler and everything else that a man can 
be. We in New Brunswick, when drink­
ing the health of the Queen, do so because 
it is a way of honoring the head of the 
state, and if we import a little enthusi­
asm into it, we do so because we fancy 
that the present occupant of the throne 
is a woman of admirable life and a 
thoroughly constitutional sovereign, under 
whose rule the empire has prospered as 
never before. We have failed to see the 
necessity of transplanting to this side of 
the Atlantic sentiments which prevent 
our recognizing these considerations.

THE WEST INDIES EXHIBITION.

New Brunswick will be represented at 
the West Indies exhibition by samples of 
woods, which are now being prepared 
under the direction of the provincial gov­
ernment. Price lists will be sent and 
generally such information will be given 
to visitors to the exhibition in regard to 
the products of the province, as will be of 
the greatest advantage. What manufac­
turers and other private citizens will do is 
of course quite independent of this.

In selecting our woods as the prominent 
feature of the New Brunswick exhibit, the 
government have acted very wisely, for 
there is no line of business which can be 
extended more advantageously in the 
West Indies than this. We have a vast 
store of lumber, which could be manu­
factured for that market, and ought to be 
able to hold our own in it against all 
competitors.

Israel Tarte, of Le Canadien, is or has 
been a distinguished member of the con­
servative party. He is a sharp writer and 
a clever all round man — one of those who 
make you forget when you are with them 
all the objectionable things whicZ1 are at­
tributed to our French-Canadian .fellow 
citizens. Mr. Tarte has fallen afoul oi"^r 
Hector Langevin and the public works 
department and promises a dish of 
scandals, which if they fulfil the promise 
of the sample furnished, will be sufficient­
ly savory to satisfy the most exacting 
palate. The trouble originates in the Mc- 
Greevy quarrel we heard so much about 
a few months ago. Mr. Tarte says that he 
hopes Sir Hector will be able to show 
that he is not personally implicated ; but 
he professes to be able to prove that the 
whole department over which the 
genial knight presides is a hotbed of cor­
ruption. Mr. Tarte says he will show 
that the public have been defrauded of 
$500,000 by the McGreevy combination.

The Stanley controversy is a very pain­
ful affair. Without desiring to detract 
from the fame of the illustrious explorer, 
one may question the wisdom of his course 
as to the doings of his rear column. He 
ought to have known that he was power­
less to keep the truth back, and it would 
have been better if he had allowed it to 
come to light sooner. It seems a terrible 
satire upon an expedition, from which 
such results have been anticipated for the' 
cause of Christianity, that its track was 
marked by bloodshed, cannibalism and 
revolting cruelty. The christianizing 
effect of this must be more than doubtful. 
The truth is that the average Christian re­
gards the life of a pagan as of minor im­
portance. We may say we do not, but we 
do. We tell glibly of the bombardment 
ofVitou and the slaughter of a lot of people, 
all of them innocent of any transgression 
against their law or ours. We hear of 
deaths by hundreds on the terrible 
marches through African forests, and we 
say it is horrible, but then they were rot 
white people and it might have been 
worse. We hear of provisions stored at 
Khartoum and praise the wisdom of the 
policy which keeps the Soudanese in 
starvation in the hope of compelling 
them to surrender. Of course the African 
savages are in the wrong always. It 
is only we, Christians, who are always 
right. Are we not a people who love 
mercy and enforce it at the cannon’s 
mouth by the light of burning villages ? 
Are not justice and fair dealing our watch 
words, and do we not show it by the way 
we meet together and divide up the ter­
ritory of the pagans ? Has it not been 
said that the meek shall inherit the earth 
and is not our meekness proverbial ? The 
truth is that Christian nations should 
blush at the manner in which they have 
dealt with heathendom. Talk of the 
slow progress of missionary work — why 
the wonder is that it has made any pro­
gress at all. The Christian nations are 
fulfilling in a sense, never before intended, 
the words of the founder of their religion, 
and do not bring with them peace, but a 
sword. How many poor pagans have 
been slain for every one that has been 
christianized we can never tell — how 
much wrong has been done, how much 
hatred has been engendered, not to speak 
of the wealth that has been wasted in 
enterprises, the manner of conducting, 
which would never have been tolerated, 
if it were not for the pretence that good 
would come out of it. “ God moves in a 
mysterious way ; ” we sing, as we load the 
ships with whiskey and bibles for the 
heathen. “ The ways of Providence are 
inscrutable ” is our comforting reflection, 
when the people refuse to hear our teach­
ings and years pass with scarcely anything 
being accomplished. It is we and our 
ways that are “ mysterious ” and “ inscru­
table ; ” and Christendom cannot hope to 
clear its skirts and throw the responsi­
bility upon the Almighty. China and 
Africa have yet to play their part in the 
world’s drama, and Christendom may have 
to reap what it has sown.

The Westmorland liberals had what ap- 
appears to have been a very successful 
convention at Sackville recently. There 
is a good deal of activity just now in the 
liberal party. Sir Richard Cartwright 
and others are holding meetings in 
Ontario and reciprocity is made the prin­
cipal plank in the platform presented. 
We fail, however, to see the signs in the 
political horizon,' which the Halifax 

.Recorder thinks indicate a change in gov­
ernment as certain to occur within a few 
months. The present house of commons 
will stand by Sir John Macdonald and 
there is really no good ground to antici­
pate a new election very soon. It is stated 
apparently, with authority, that the elec­
toral lists will be revised in July next, 
and there will hardly be an election before 
that is done.

For the last twenty-five years St. John 
has been talking about being the winter 
port of Canada and yet only the other day, 
when an ocean steamer came there to un­
load she had to anchor out in the stream. 
This may be all right, and the reasons 
given seem good enough ; but unfortunate­
ly outsiders remember the fact and for­
get the excuses. To be sure the board of 
trade has met and passed some strong 
resolutions ; but then it is proverbial that 
the road to Halifax is paved with good 
resolutions.

If, as has been stated, there is no law 
to provide for the inspection of mill 
boilers, and if any one may undertake to 
manage one, it seems to be time for a 
change. The same reasons which make 
the government inspection of the boilers 
of steamboats advisable, and require that 
engineers should receive certificates apply 
to mill engineers.

The comments of the provincial press, 
upon the action of the government in 
delegating to W. H. Boyce the duty of 
placing the advantages of the province 
before the English tenant farmers, are all 
highly favorable. Mr. Boyce will find his 
position in England much strengthened 
by the favorable expressions of our papers 
towards him.

We call the St. John Gazette to order. 
The domain of Uncle Sam may extend 
from the St. Croix to the Pacific ; but it 
does not extend “ all the way from Texas 
to the northern boundary of Alaska.” 
There is a little block of land, so to speak, 
which interrupts this continuity of ter­
ritory, and its name is Canada.

The English farmer delegates, who 
never expected to be in Carleton last week) 
found that their engagements occupied 
more than they anticipated. They now 
expect to reach St. John on Tuesday 
and their movements will then be ar­
ranged.

The trial of Paris of Michael Eyraud for 
the murder of Notary Gouffe, who was en­
ticed to the house of Gabrielle Bompard, 
Eyraud’s mistress, and there choked to 
death, has been postponed until Decem­
ber 15. ____________ __

Several more 32 tons guns will shortly 
leave England and be placed on the York 
redoubt at the entrance of Halifax har­
bor.

A landslide demolished three houses in 
St. Sauveur Quebec,during Tuesday night. 
Nobody was hurt, but the houses are com­
pletely wrecked.

Government detectives are on the watch 
along the boundary line between Winnipeg 
and Vancouver to prevent smuggling of 
Chinese women into Canada for immoral 
purposes.

It is understood that Birchall confessed 
to Rev. Mr. Wade,his spiritual adviser,and 
that the confession will be given to the 
public as soon as Mrs. Birchall leaves the 
country for England.

It is said a mountain of mica has been 
discovered up the North Thompson river 
in British Columbia. The indications are 
that the mica is of very fine quality and 
almost unlimited in quantity.

John Robb, of Salisbury, aged 61 years, 
the other day covered 6,200 lathes with 
seven casksjof lime in eleven hours time. 
He wants to know the name of the man 
of his age who can beat that record.

Among the latest subscriptions received 
by Gen. Booth of the Salvation army for 
the promotion of his philanthropic scheme, 
are two cheques for £1000 each and one 
for £500. The fund now amounts to £60,- 
000.

The British chamber of commerce has 
addressed a letter to the Dominion board 
of trade asking an opinion as to the advis­
ability of holding a congress of all the 
chambers of commerce in the British Em­
pire. A favorable reply was given and 
the letter will be sent to other similar 
bodies in Canada.

R. A. Borden and others, of Moncton, 
have been incorporated as the “ Thomas 
Nut Lock company,” with a capital of 
$250,000, for the purpose of manufacturing 
the patent secured by C. H. Thomas. This 
nut lock has now been tested for about 
two years on different railways and has 
everywhere proved a complete success,

Monday morning about seven three 
men were tuckpointing Casey’s new block 
at Creemore when the scaffolding gave 
way and they fell about 20 feet on the hard 
ground. Edward Irwin was instantly kill 
ed. Joseph Gaynor had his arm broken 
in two places. William Eldridge, back 
severely hurt. The three men are from 
Toronto and are married.

Hon. John Carling has been interview­
ed by representatives of the Allan and 
Dominion lines and Canadian Pacific rail 
way. The deputation say the details of 
the scheme they submitted will be arrang­
ed in a few days. It is proposed to boom 
immigration by quoting $18 rate from 
Liverpool to Winnipeg, tickets to be held 
at these figures to bona fide settlers only.

The council of the board of trade met at 
Toronto to consider the resolution passed 
recently by the St. John board relative to 
the Canadian winter port. After consider­
able discussion a resolution was passed to 
the effect that, not having sufficient in­
formation as to the facilities afforded by 
the St. John to -cean steamers, it must 
decline to offer a. y advice to the govern­
ment.

Both the Canadian Pacific railway and 
the Northern Pacific, says a Winnipeg 
despatch, announce a reduction in the 
Manitoba grain rates, to come into opera­
tion Dec., 10, from all points at which a 
higher rate exists than twenty-two cents 
per one hundred pounds at present 
charged. The tariffs are now in course of 
preparation

On Tuesday forenoon as No. 555 train 
from Komoka was approaching Strathroy 
station Charles Clew, a brakeman residing 
in London,Ont., stepped out of the caboose 
to apply the brakes. The cars being some­
what frosty, he slipped and fell between 
them, his fell being noticed by the con­
ductor, but when the train was brought 
tea stop life was extinct,his remains being 
horribly mangled. The body was taken to 
London.

The deadlock in the North-West assem­
bly continues. On Monday the reply to 
the governor’s message was presented. It 
claims the legal right of the assembly to 
control the funds. The house refused a 
committee of supply. In the evening a mo­
tion by the advisory council being reject­
ed, the members of the advisory council, 
with one follower, then left the chamber, 
and a report censuring them for careless­
ness was carried, the vote standing 12 to 
0.

Alvin French, an engineer, was instant­
ly killed in a collision between two trains 
on the C. P. railway near Terrebonne, P. 
Q., Thursday morning. He was some time 
ago elected one of the seven delegates be­
longing to the Brotherhood of Locomotive 
engineers to attend the convention in 
Winnipeg and had only returned and was 
on his first trip when he met his death. 
He was a native of New Brunswick, but 
had been in the employ of the C. P. R. 
the past seven years.

John P. Chetwynd, lobster packer and 
commission merchant of Halifax, was 
arrested and jailed Wednesday, the police 
refusing to accept bail. The officials refuse 
to give any information, but he is said to 
be charged with forgery. Customs detec­
tives O’Keefe and Bonness arrived and 
Chetwynd’s whole establishment and 
stock in trade was seized for smuggling. 
He was a candidate for the city council six 
months ago,and two weeks since failed for 
$60,000 with assets practically nil. ,,,

A Æeeting was held at Montreal this" 
week between representatives of the 
Toronto and Montreal boards of trade to 
devise means to prevent theft of goods in 
transit. The transportation companies 
always denied their responsibility claim- 
that goods were not intact when put into 
their hands. The merchants present passed 
a resolution that in case of loss companies 
handling goods should pay jointly. Repre­
sentatives of shipping companies promised 
to lay the matter before their principals.

The inmates of six houses on St. Law­
rence street,Quebec,were aroused Wednes­
day, by a cracking noise made by their 
houses, which appeared to be felling, and 
they fled to the street scantily attired. It 
was found that the side of a very deep and 
wide trench excavated by the city along, 
side -of the houses was giving away with 
the weight of the houses and allowing 
them to sink. A large force consisting of 
the fire brigade, police, corporation em­
ployes and citizens worked hard and suc­
ceeded in preventing the houses from 
collapsing entirely.

The case of Arttyur Hoyt Day, charged 
with murdering his wife by pushing her 
over the bank at Niagara Falls last summer, 
and convicted before Justice Rose and sen­
tenced to hang December 19,was before 
the court of queen’s bench Wednesday on 
a point reserved by the judge at the trial 
for opinion of the full court. The point 
raised by the prisoner’s counsel was as to 
the advisability as evidence of statements 
obtained from the prisoner by detectives 
while he was accompanying them from 
Rochester, N. Y., to Niagara Falls, for the 
ostensible purpose of seeing if he could 
identify the clothing found on the dead 
woman. The point was decided against 
the prisoner and his conviction affirmed.

Eva Hamilton, the widow of young 
Hamilton the New York millionaire who 
died a month or so ago in the Western 
States, who has been in gaol at Newark, 
N. J., for some time, has been pardoned 
and released.

The river Shannon has overflowed its 
banks at Athlone. The town was submerg­
ed, hundreds of acres of farm land under 
water,crops destroyed and a large number 
of cattle perished. Many families were 
rendered homeless.

The health of Princess Louise of Wales, 
the Duchess of Fife, is again exciting 
anxiety. H. R. H. is taking part in the 
milder social festivities of the season but 
s' e is again troubled with an affection of 
the bronchial tubes.

The miners of Great Britain are repre­
sented in the House of Commons by five 
paid members of parliament—all chosen 
for their expert knowledge of the con­
dition and needs of the mining communi­
ties, and all men of more than average 
general intelligence.

George Godfrey, the celebrated colored 
fistic artist of Providence, R. I., gained a 
scientific triumph Wednesday on the 
stage of Cronheim’s threatre at Hoboken, 
when he outdid Ed. Smith, a Denver ar­
tist of renown. Jere Dunn was the judge, 
and the exhibitors were attended by 
Messrs. Frank Steel, Jimmie Campbell, 
William Muldoon and Jack Ashton.

Gen. Seliverskoff, a Russian agent in 
France, died Tuesday from effects of a bul­
let wound in the head. A stranger called 
upon him at his residence at Hotel Bade 
and half an hour after hie visitor had de­
parted Gen. Seliverskoff was found by his 
valet lying unconscious in his room shot 
in the head. A Russian Pole named Pad- 
leeky is suspected.

A special to the World from Missoula, 
Mont., says a battle is in progress between 
the military and Indians near Fort Keogh, 
Montana. It is said the Indians 'took the 
aggressive, refusing to surrender one of 
their number who shot a trapper. An at­
tempt-to secure the offender brought on a 
conflict, which is to all accounts now be­
ing waged with great vigor. The depart­
ment has ordered three companies of Fort 
Missoula troops to the scene. Advices 
from various points say lively skirmish­
ing is in progress all along the line.

, An Eastport despatch says: Immense 
shipments of potatoes are being imported 
on every steamer from St. John, and most 
of them are going directly to Portland, 
Boston New York. The steamer Win- 
throp, of the Maine Steamship com­
pany, carried a large cargo on her trip 
from St. John to New York last Saturday, 
paying $1,700 in duties. The steamer 
State of Maine which left St. John for 
New York on November 2, paid $1,300 in 
duties on her cargo of potatoes. The 
steamer Cumberland paid $2,400 in duties 
at this port recently. -

The New York World devotes two full 
pages to the celebrated Charlie Ross ab­
duction case, and says that the New York 
detectives have recently come upon a clue 
which bids fair to result in the return of 
Charlie to his parents within a few days. 
According to the World, the boy has been 
living for some time in New York city, 
but disappeared a few days ago and has 
since been located in a gaol in one of the 
eastern states. The World’s story is rath­
er vaguely written but ends with the as­
sertion that Inspector Brynes will have 
the young man in New York in a day or 
two.

At the 100 foot oil field at Pittsburgh on. 
Wednesday afternoon Barney Brell, aged 
60 years, shot his wife through the breast, 
and then shot himself in the temple. 
Brell died before near neighbors, who 
heard the shooting, could get into the 
house. Mrs. Brell was living at 6, P. M with 
small chances for recovery. The 30 years 
of married life of the couple has not been 
happy, frequent charges of unfaithfulness 
being made on both sides. The woman’s 
father became immensely wealthy through 
the oil development, and when he died, 
two months ago, he left her $50,000. The 
quarrel resulted from the old charges and 
the woman’s refusal to give her husband 
money as plentifully as he wished.

A ukase has been issued by the Czar 
that no Jews shall henceforth be permitted 
to enter the Greek church unless his wife, 
children, brothers and parents do the 
same. The object is to put a stop to the 
practice of the Jews sacrificing one 
member of their family to the Russian 
church, thus securing the right to earn a 
livelihood for all, as while the other mem­
bers of the family adhered to the old 
feith they acted as nominal employes of 
the pre vert in the business which was con­
ducted on the co-operation principle. Ac­
cording to the new edict unless all the 
family become Christians they may starve 
to death. As might be expected conver­
sions to Christianity are now frequent. 
The Jews are, however, prevented from 
joining either the Roman Catholic or 
Protestant church.

Two drunken men, John Hoffman, al­
most a giant, and Tony Fechner, a pygmy, 
both of Brooklyn, while intoxicated de­
cided to settle a dispute about the pain of 
death by hanging by a practical experi­
ment. The dwarf agreed to be the sub­
ject, and the stalwart consented to act as 
executioner. A rope and a hatchet wrere 
procured, and a clothes pole was selected 
as a gibbet. The noose was put round 
Feehner’s neck and the other end of the 
rope thrown over the pole. It being un­
derstood that the hanging man was to 
whistle when he had enjoyed a sufficient 
experience to settle the dispute, he was 
hoisted up by Hoffman. Soon his tongue 
began to protrude and his eyes started 
from their sockets. Whistling was out 
of the question, so Hoffman received no 
signal to cut his friend down. Fortunate­
ly, just as the experiment was about to 
prove absolutely successful, the ropejbroke, 
thus saving the pygmy’s life. The two 
men had a savage fight when Fischner 
had recovered his wind. Hoffman was 
sent to jail by Justice Tighe yesterday for 
ten days for intoxication, and when that 
term iaout be will be tried for assault.

An Important Decision.

During the present term of the Supreme 
court at Fredericton, a most important judg­
ment and one of great interest to the people 
of large was given. It is a common custom 
for those interested in a will to take the will, 
on the death of the testator, to the office of 
the registrar of deeds and prove it before 
him by the oath of one of the subscribing 
witnesses and record the will in the office of 
the registrar of deeds, without proving it in 
the Probate court. The court held that a 
certified copy of the will from the register of 
deeds could not be received in evidence as a 
proof of title without having first been 
proved in the Probate court and then regist­
ered in the office of the registrar of deeds as 
required by the Probate act. Where the 
willis lost, this decision may have the effect 
of disturbing some titles where the will has 
been recorded in the office of the registrar 
of deeds and not proved in the Probate court.

Marysville Recreations.

The young men of Marysville have estab­
lished a reading room, provided with news­
papers, books, and games. There is talk of 
establishing a gymnasium. This will be a 
comfortable rendezvous for the boys during 
the long winter.

He says 
that although wages arc high, living and 
clothes are high in proportion, and that a 
man is no better off than at home, and that 
New Brunswick is the country for him.

Much sympathy has been expressed at 
Marysville regarding the terrible fete which 
befell Michael Lynch,-who was hurled in­
stantly into eternity by the explosion at 
Jewett’s mill. Deceased was well known 
and respected among the mill employes at 
Marysville, and was to have been married 
this week.

The remains of Andrew Dunphy arrived 
at Blackville from Patton in Maine on Fri­
day last. Deceased met with his death while 
working in the lumber wooks, through a 
falling tree striking his head and dashing 
out his brains. He leaves a wife and seven 
children, and much sympathy has been 
felt in the vicinity at the sad fate which 
overtook him.

Isaac N. Sharp, of Millstream, died at his 
residence last Friday week, of la grippe. 
Deceased, who was the father of Dr. 
Clarance Sharp of Marysville, was a leading 
merchant in King's county, and owned grist, 
saw and carding mills, besides an extensive 
farm. He was universally respected and 
much sympathy is felt for the widow, and 
eight children who are left to mourn his 
loss. The funeral, which took place at 
Millstream on Monday last was largely 
attended.

The death is announced of Mrs. Beveridge 
relict of the late Hon. B. Beveridge, which 
took place at Minneapolis on Thursday 
week last. Mrs. Beveridge who died at the 
advanced age of seventy-one was a daughter 
of the late James Taylor of this city. The 
funeral took place on Sunday the 23rd inst. 
at Appleton, Wis., at the residence of her 
son Dr. Beveridge. Deceased who formerly 
resided at Andover, moved to Minneapolis 
with her family about ten years ago.

Intelligence has been received in this 
city by letter regarding the untimely death 
of Jeremiah Pickard of Douglas, which oc­
curred at Victoria, B. C., and was reported 
in last week’s issue. It appears that de­
ceased, who was subject to fits, started out 
to work one morning as usual, but on the 
way was taken with a sudden seizure,which 
resulted in his death. He was conveyed, 
while unconscious, into a house, where he 
laid in a trance for twenty hours, at the 
expiration of which time he recovered 
somewhat, and was able to give his name to 
the inmates. He expired in a few hours 
afterwards. Failing to find his relatives, 
the persons in whose house he had died, 
advertised the name and body. This at­
tracted the notice of Dudley Pickard, the 
father of deceased, and the remains were 
identified, much to the sorrow of his 
anxious relatives and friends. The report 
circulated through the city regarding the 
young man’s death, is incorrect, and 
only calculated to add to the grief of the 
sorrowing relatives. The above are the 
true facts of the case.

Gospel Temperance Meeting.

There was a good attendance at the meet­
ing in Temperance hall on Sunday evening 
last. Alderman H. G. Estey presided and 
gave an introductory speech on the objects 
of these gatherings. Herbert C. Creed in an 
interesting address brought out the import­
ance of moral persuasion as compared with 
legal force. He was of opinion that the 
former produced the higher results, although 
the latter was necessary. Leading writers 
on the great temperance question all ad­
vocated moral suasion, and every religious 
denomination expressed approval of the 
work.

The address concluded with quotations 
from great writers on the temperance ques­
tion .

Beating A Constable.

H. Stairs 
was charged before justices T. L. Earle and 
Estey, with an assault upon the person of 
constable Hammond. Henry B. Rainsford 
appeared for the prosecution, and George F. 
Gregory conducted the defence. It appears 
that defendant was served with a capias by 
the constable on election day and incited by 
his friends resisted the officer in the dis­
charge of his duties. The latter was knocked 
down, beaten, and severely handled. The 
case was settled by Stairs agreeing to keep 
the peace, and to pay $60 besides his own 
costs.

While a party of skaters were enjoying 
themselves on the frozen pond adjoining 
McIntosh’s mill on Thursday evening last, 
one of them Frank Burnett by name, fell on 
the ice and dislocated his right leg near the 
hip. So painful was the leg, the sufferer 
had to be driven to town, and have his in­
jury attended to by Dr. Coburn. He will be 
all right in a day or two.

Timothy Burke, of Hanwell, while en­
gaged in his work of constructing pevey 
handles, gave his wrist a severe sprain. No 
notice was taken of the affair at first but 
the wrist grew so painful, work had to be 
suspended, and surgical assistance called in.

A NEW INDUSTRY.
Description of the New Soap Works at 

St. Mary’s.

The building recently erected by the soap 
company of this city, between St. Mary's 
and the highway bridge, is a fine substantial 
factory. It has a commanding situation and 
is most convenient for the purpose for which 
it has been erected, pure dry air being essen­
tial as far as soap manufacture is concerned. 
It is a 30 x 60 feet factory, and is two and a 
half storeys high. The frame is of spruce 
and hemlock, boarded in with boards of the 
latter.

The interior of the factory is well sheathed 
and has been rendered imprégnât le by 
cold by filling in the spaces between the 
walls with sawdust. The rooms arc well 
ventilated, well lighted, and provided with 
good stairways at each end. The factory 
will be fitted up with an extensive plant 
recently purchased by J. H, Murch from the 
Granite soap works. This plant will turn 
out a superior article of toilet and fancy 
soaps, which should command an extensive 
sale in the dominion. Mr. Murch, having 
exceptional experience in the manufacture 
of this article, is confident that a large trade 
can be secured for the company. Common 
soaps will also be turned out, but the com­
pany will make a specialty of the toilet 
article.

It will take about one month to have the 
machinery placed in position, and the com­
pany expect to commence business with the 
new year.

DEATHS

To the Editor of The Herald :
In looking over the city by-laws, I came 

across “ A law regulîting the weight, manu­
facture and sale of bread.”

Section 2 proyides : “ That every loaf of 
bread made for sale, or offered, or exposed 
for sale, shall be of the weight of either one, 
two, or four pounds."

“ Section 4. Every loaf of bread sold or 
exposed for sale, which shall not be stamped, 
as provided for by the preceding section, or 
which does not contain the full weight 
denoted by the figure or figures stamped 
upon it, shall be liable to seizure by the 
inspector of bread, and shall be forfeited to 
the use of the alms house, and the baker 
shall bé liable to a penalty of five dollars.”

Now, sir, I would like to ask if there is an 
inspector of bread, and if not why not? Do 
the city council know of the injustice per 
petrated daily in this city, or do they care 
anything about the consumers of bakers' 
bread? I happened to require a loaf a few 
days ago, and went to procure it ; the loaf 
happened to be put on the scale,and although 
marked 2 lbs., it weighed exactly 1 lb. 13 oz., 
or 3 oz. short of the regular and lawful 
weight. We then tried some other loaves 
and in no case was there a loaf less than 
2 oz. short. Do the public know what that 
means? This baker produces and sells at 
least 400 loaves per day, that would make 
800 oz. at the least short weight daily, or 50 
lbs.— one-fourth of a barrel of flour. Not a 
bad profit.

The users of bakers’ bread have the right 
to be protected in this matter. Two or three 
ounces appear to be a small matter to talk or 
write about, but where a family uses two, 
three, or four loaves a day, it becomes a very 
serious matter. I refrain from mentioning 
the initials on the loaf I purchased, but 
trust that you will, editorally, bring this 
matter before the council ; it would do far 
more good than should I write a ream of 
paper on the subject. Yours truly,

No matter what injury is done the 
roots of the trees, which are large pines, 
they will sprout up again directly — like 
the phoenix from her ashes.

Fifth — The fifth is the most wonder­
ful of the seven natural curiosities of the 
peninsula. It is the famous “ floating- 
stone. ” It stands, or seems to stand, in 
front of the palace erected in its honor. 
It is an irregular cube of great bulk. It 
appears to be resting on the ground, free 
from supports on all sides, but, strange to 
say, two men at opposite ends of a rope 
may pass it under the stone without en­
countering any obstacle whatever.

The sixth wonder is the “ hot stone, ” 
which from remote ages Jhas laid glowing 
with heat on the top of a high hill.

The seventh and last Corean wonder is 
a drop of the sweat of Buddha. For thirty 
paces around the large temple in which it 
is enshrined not a blade of grass will grow. 
There are no trees or flowers inside the 
sacred square. Even the animals decline 
to profane a spot so holy.

WHAT THE GHOST DANCE IS.

THE OCEAN CABLES OF THE 
WORLD.

According to the latest report of the In­
ternational Bureau of Telegraph Admini­
strations, the submarine telegraph system 
of the world consists of 120, 070 nautical 
miles of cable. Government administra­
tions own 12,524 miles, while 107,546 are 
the property of private companies. The 
total cost of these cables is in the neigh­
bourhood of two hundred million dollars. 
The largest owner of submarine cables is 
the Eastern Telegraph Company, whose 
system covers the ground from England to 
India, and comprises 21,860 miles of cable. 
The Eastern Extension, which exploits 
the Far East, has 12,958 miles more. Early 
in last year the system of West African 
cables, which started from Cadiz only six 
years ago, was completed to Cape Town, 
so that the Dark Continent is now com­
pletely encircled by submarine telegraph, 
touching at numerous points along the 
coast. More than 17,000 miles of cable 
have been required to do this, and several 
companies, with more or less aid from the 
British, French, Spanish, and Portugese 
governments, have participated in carry­
ing out the work. The North Atlantic is 
spanned by no less than eleven cables, all 
laid since 1870, though, I think, not all 
are working at the present time ; five com­
panies are engaged in forwarding tele­
grams between North America and Europe, 
and the total length of the cables owned 
by them, including coast connections, is 
over 30,000 nautical miles.

RECIPROCITY SPEAKS PLAINLY 
IN ITS FAVOR.

Mr. Chauncey M. Depew,at the Chamber 
of Commerce dinner last night, speaking 
to the toast “ Commercial Reciprocity,” 
said : “ To increase our available resources 
we must enlarge the area of the markets 
for our surplus products. The solution of 
our dangerous problems and the solvent 
of our future prosperity lie largely in the 
direction of commercial reciprocity among 
the nations of America. An imaginary 
liqe 4,000 miles in length divides the 
United States with Canada. For all the 
purpose of trade, tariff, and taxation, Can­
ada is independent of Great Britain. She 
has an area larger than that of the who’e 
United States. She possesses incalculable 
resources, which under favoring circum­
stances could be developed. She has 
already a population larger than the State 
of New York. She needs our commodities 
and we need hers in about equal measures, 
and they could be exchanged to the infin­
ite advantage of both countries. The 
protectionist who believes that tariff, 
should be levied upon the principle of 
protection, the revenue reformer who be­
lieves that they should be exacted only 
for revenue, the free trader who thinks 
that they should not be imposed at all, 
could all agree, that whatever tariff laws 
existed in the United States should be 
adopted by the Canadian parliament and 
become applicable alike along all the coasts 
of this republic and Canada as against 
the rest of the world. But between them­
selves there should be the largest reci­
procity and closest commercial relations.

Th Maharajah Dhuleep Singh, who has 
recently begged to be received back in 
favor with the queen, has petitioned her 
to restore him his grand cross of the si 
of India, which he returned owrin 
anger.

Kansas City Nov. 23 — Mrs. James A. 
Finley wife of ex-Councilman Finley, of 
this city, now Postmaster and Poet Trader 
at Pine Ridge Agency, is in this city. Mrs 
Finley left the agency a few days ago by 
direction of her husband who sent her 
here for safety. In an interview she thus 
described the ghost dances.

“ One ghost dance that I saw was partic­
ipated in by 480 Indians. In preparing for 
the dance they cut the tallest tree that 
they can find, and having dragged it to a 
level place of prairie, set it up in the ground. 
The others form in a circle and begin to 
go around and around the tree. They be­
gin the dance Friday afternoon. It is kept 
on Saturday and Sunday until sundown. 
During all this time they do not eat or 
drink. They keep going around in one 
direction and until they become so dizzy 
that they can scarcely stand,then turn and 
go into the other direction, and keep it up 
until they swoon from exhaustion. This 
is what they desire, for while they are in 
a swoon they think they see and talk with 
the new Christ.”

“ When they regain consciousness they 
tell their experiences to the four wise 
men under the trees. All their tales end 
with the same story about the two 
mountains that are to belch forth mud 
and bury the white men, and the return 
of good old Indian times. They lose all 
their senses in the dance. They think they 
are animals. Some'get down on all fours 
and bob about like buffaloes. When they 
cannot lose their senses from exhaustion 
they butt their heads together, beat them 
upon the ground and do anything to be­
come insensible,so that they may be usher­
ed into the presence of the new Christ. 
One poor Indian when he recovered his 
senses said that Christ had told him he 
must return to earth because he 
had not brought with him his wife and 
child. His child had died two years be­
fore, and the way the poor fellow cried 
was the most heart-rending thing I ever 
saw. At the end of the dance they have 
a grand feast, the revel lasting all Sunday 
night. They kill several steers and eat 
them raw — drink and gorge themselves 
to make up for their fast.”

“ The arrival of the troops there will 
make the Indians much worse, and they 
will surely fight. They have said all along 
that nothing should break up the ghost 
dance, even if they were all killed. But, 
then,if they had been allowed to continue 
I think they would have gone crazy, so 
that they would have taken to the warpath 
anyway. They are all well armed and 
have plenty of ammunition.”

“ At last Friday’s dance one of the braves 
was to go into a trance,and remain in this 
condition four days. At the close of this 
period he was to come to life as a buffalo 
— he would still have the form of a man 
but he would be a buffalo. They were 
then to kill the buffalo, and every Indian 
who would not eat a piece of him would 
become a dog. The man who was to turn 
into a buffalo was perfectly willing, and I 
suppose they have killed and eaten by 
this time.”

“ If the government just lets them alone 
there will be no need of troops, they will 
kill themselves dancing. Seven or eight 
of them died as a result of one dance near 
Wounded Knee. They are now dancing 
on a creek about five miles south of Wound­
ed Knee and dancing with all their arms.

Every Indian has about four clubs mad^ 
out of round stones twisted in raw hides. 
Thèy throw these around during the dance, 
strew the ground with them and beat their 
heads against them. The agent with his 
Indian police cannot control them and it 
was necessary to have the troops, on the 
ground.”
