W. Carrier con'ributes to the Cath-
olic World an instructive paper,
wherein we are told that the art of
prnting with movable metal types
was probably invented by & Dutch-
man, Laurens Janszyon Coster, in
1445. No soomer was the art in

ized, especially by Guatenberg and
the puhlishiog honse—probably the
eailiest one to come into existence—
of Fust and Schoeffer, who begav
orinting at Mainz in 1457, their first
work being a Psalterium. From
Mairz the art of printing spread
rapidly”into other Earopean plisce,
Strasburg employing-it in 1460, and
Italy, Switzeiland, France, the
Netheilande, Spain and Fogland
goon following suit. - The earliest
printed worke, of which Father
Currier gives quite a good list, were
reproductions of tbe Greek aud Latin
classios, with treatises on philosophi-
oal or theclogiocal subjscts written
by contemporary ecclesiastics. The
printing-press made more widely
known the dieccveries of Columbus,
and that Navigator’s letter to San-
chez, apprising him of the smocess of
his voyage, wes printed at Rome as
soon as it reached that city ; a copy
of this impression of it forming one
of the treasures of the Baston public
Library.

A paper that will have a special
interest for many people hereahouts
is that which Jesse Albert Liocke
contributes to this issue of the Cath-
World on “John Haivard’s Parish
Charch.” The charch in question
is St. Saviour’s, Southwark, London,
which is eaid to be, after West-
minster ' Abbey, the finest medieval
building in that metropelis, This
churoh was formerly called St. Mary
Overy, and the present edifice dates
from the twelfth century.
it was confiscated by Heory VIIL.,
and its name was then changed to
its prosent designation. In 1614 it
was purchased from tho crown, and
Mr, Liocke asserts that it is destined
in the near fatare to become the
cathedral of a new Anglican diocese

Thames. In it are buried the an-
cestors - of Ralph Waldo - Emerson;
there is the tomb of the first Eoglish
poet, John Gower, and of its regis-
ters i§ recorded the baptism, Nov.

ANYONE who has followed the
discussion on the question of re.
medial legislation during the ses-
sion of parliament just closed, can-
not have fuiled to,observe the dis-
honesty of the course pursued by
the opponents of the bill, and the
utter untenableness of the ground
taken by them. It is really hu-
miliating to find men, claiming to
be loyal Canadians and upholders
of our constitution, taking advan-

There, gentle
reader, is the declaration of a
modest man! Were Mr. Davies’
characteristic recklessness less
generally understood, the above
quoted words might be regarded
as most; extraordinary. But they
are so much in kaeplpg with his
usual manner sofexpression on
public-questions that few will be
surprised at their utter extrava-
gance and variance with facts.
Suppose we admit, for argument
sake, that every man, woman and
child in this Province were per-
fectly satisfied with our schools,
that would not, in the slightest
degree affect the question of re
wedial legislation for Manitoba.
The interjecting of such expres-
sions as those above quoted is on-
ly intended to divert the public
mind from the main issue, viz
whether or not the federal com-
pact by which the Manitoba min-
ority were guaranteed separate
schools is to be preserved intact.

hor. member had said that the accounts
wouid be squared, and that no govern-
ment was justified in adding to and in-
creasing the public debt every year.
Yet year after year, huge deficits have
been rolled up. How can the honorable
member justify his condact in remain-
ing in a govepnment which has not
kept its promises? The hon. member
for West River had also been heard
from He said no business men would
remain in a government that would
allow.the business of the country to get
into the conditions in which they found
it. How could be, as a business man,
remain in & government which pursued
such a ruinous policy? He thought it
was high time that both the hon mem-
ber for West River and the hon. member
for Springton should fold their tents,
and, like the arab, steal silently away,
The Leader of the Government, the
bright and particular star around which
the statelites revolve, is also on record
as promising to take steps for abolishing
the deficits and making ends meet. He
kept his promise by having a big deficit
each year. If ever there was a political
failure it is the Leader of the presentl
.Government. The hon. member for |
East Point igalso on record on this
matter of making ends meet. He said
that uopless this were done, national
bankruptcy stared us in the face. Al-
though nothing was done to meet the
views he then expressed, we find him
to-day one ot the most servile followers
of the present Government, The hon.
member for Fort Augustus had also ex
pressed himself as e(:ipposed to deficits,
He said he considered it & great mistake
to roll up deficit after deficit. No doubt
he wes sincere. But evil associations
had evidently corrupted him aad he was
in the same political slough as the other
supporters of the administration. In
1891 they endeavored to equalize revenue
and expenditure by giving discounts in
the Eand Office. In consequence they
demoralized that department to such an
extent that two leaves are now snfficient
for the Commissioner’s report, in spite
of the fact that it is the only revenue
yielding department in the public
service. They first gave discounts to
their friends, but later on some of their
opponents were similarly favored, In
1891 they obtained $72,878 from the
Land Office, and yet they bad a deficit
of upwards of $30,000. The interest
paid yearly is a sure indication
of the debt of a country. The Leader
of the Government in his budget speech
took great credit for a reduction in the
amount paid for interest, He said that if
the late government had remained in
power and had increased the debt to
the same extent they would have to
pay $20,000 interest instead of $14 000.
Taking up this statement, Mr. Shaw
proceeded to prove that the present
Government had largely increased,
rather than decreased, the amount paid
for interest. In 1890, the last year of
the late Government, they paid out
$2,607, and the present (Government,
doring the first year of their power,
paid the enormous sum of $7,075. Still
the Leader brazanly says they curtailed
the public debt. But he knows better
than that. Ia 1892, as shown by the
Parliamentary Reporter, the Leader
whined considerably in his budget
speech, and when taxed with anather
