HOW SARDINES ARE CAUGHT AND PREPARED.

A eonuponde;.t of the London Times, ni

an article on tte French fisherics, has the
following :

The great French satdine fishery is con-

ducted in & way that is quite remarkable
for the extravagance it involves, The uprat

fisheries on the British coast—indeed, all
the net fisheries of our coastd—are curried
on in the most primitive wuy, und with very
great success. The French sardine fishery
18 conducted in a way altogether different
from ours; it presents this anomaly~ namely,
that the French have mude it a bait fighery,
requirng the annual expenditure of an
enormous sum of money lor & subsiance with
which 10 entice the fish, this substunce being
the roe ot the cod-=a fizurative whale w0
ea'ch usprut.  On the shores of the North
Sea tisheries have been established solely tor
the parpose of providing the eges ot the cod-
fish as buit for the sardine catchers of Cou-
carnean.

This roe, which is prepared, costs 050
francs per barrel ; “ench bout employed in the’
sardine Gshery will use about 15 barrels
every season, and, us there are about 3,000
