ADOPT POLICY OF

London, April 1.—How signally Lord
Salisbury’s plan of settling the Irish
question by twenty years of resolute gov-
ernment has failed, was strikingly shown
in the House of Commons last night.
The question for debate was the Irish
question and it drew one of the largest
and most eagerly attentive audiences of
tho session. Al the foremost speakers of
the House including John Redmond for
the Irish, Arthur Balfour for the Tories,
and H. H. Asquith and Augustine Birrell
for the Liberals engaged im the discus-
sion and it is doubtful if any other Irish
debate ever attainéd a higher level of
argumentative excellence.

The resolution passed stated that, in
the opinion of this house the solution of
this problem can only be attained by
giving the Irish people legislative and
executive control of all purely Irish af-
fairs.””

PROSPECTS GOOD
FOR CROP OF 1908

Although An Early Forecast it is
Favorable That Losses of 1907
Will be Retrieved.

Winnipeg, April 1.—Provided the
weather turns warm, seeding will com-
mence this week in the early distriets
of Manitoba, where the land is light
and w_vll drained, such localities being
the districts of Carberry and Burn-
side. This will be five to six weeks
earlier than was possible Jlast year

Yand ‘bodes well for~ general prospeets.

Taken altogether, seeding should be
fairly general by the middle of April,
and all wheat, even-on heavy land,
should ‘be got in around the beginning
practically no
seeding had been .done by the end of
April anid little was done in the first
week of May.

Seeding became general about May
1 10 15, but much of the wheat was
not put in till well on to the end of the
month, while the very big acreage
destined for wheat in Southern Sask-
atchewan was seeded to flax and coarse
grains, owing to thé lateness of the
seasqu. Farmers generally would
have been better off if they had quit
seeding wheat in the southern part
of Saskatchewan considerably earlier
thay they did and relied more on bar-
ley and oats.

They took long chanee on an ~un-
usually late fall and got nipped in
many cases. Thus, although it 1s
too early at present to form an ac-
curate idea as to the seasoh’s pros-
peets, it is likely that with the small
amount of snow on the ground and
every. indication of early spring that
the erop will get a good start. As to
the acreage, under normal conditions
there should be a great increase in
the area seeded to wheat. The short
vernal season last year favored sum-
mer fallow, and -although the frost
came early fall was unusualy prolong-
ed and favorable for plowing. In
some distriets where the grain was hit
heavily by early frosts, the farmers
burned the over-crop and will scratch
in a crop this. spring with ‘good
chances of success.

Manitoba farmers are complaining
somewhat bitterly of the methods of

WAS ENOUGH SEED
IN THE PROVINCE

Applications for Seed Grain Closep
Tuesday---258,826 Bushels
Required.

A total of 258,826 Lurhele of graia
has been ordered by th> :iarmers of
Alberta from the seed grain branch of
the Dominion government to be used
as seed in the province this yea:. The
greater proportion of this seed grain
was purchased in the prov a-e, there
being only some 30,000 bu:'i:ls of Ene-
lish oats and a little Ontaric bailey
used here. Practically all of the oats
could have been ohlained in Alberta
were it -not that considerable oats had
been bought at outside points and it
was thought desirable to dispose of it.
This report indicates that the crop
failure last year in Alberta was not so
disastrous as was suppesed.

The time for receiving applications
for sced grain closed on March 3lst.
The following is a>report ei the num-
ber of bushels of each kind of grain
ordered in the various distriets in the
province :(—

Of this quantity of grain required
15,638 bushels of wheat, 68,886 bushels
of oats and 11,139 bushels of .baxley
were ‘applied for by homestéaders and

of barley were applied for by parties
owning o renting lands. Of the total
amount of grain required by those
finaneially able to pay for it that ap-
plied for" by homesteaders was 514
bushels of wheat, 4,773 bushels of oats
and 683 1-2 bushels of barley. That
applied for by parties owning or rent-
ing land was -582 bushels of wheat, 9.-
545 bushels of oats and 1,534 bushels
of barley,

The distribution of this grain is
now being carried on apace and by the
middle of April it is expected that
the grain ordered will all be pretty
well distributed. This huge undertak-
ing of buying, cleaning and deliver-
ing .this large volume of grain has
necessitated a large amount of work.
One drawback in. the distribution is

that all of the wheat, oats and barley |

ordered by ene man cannot be deliv-
cred at ence and this will in many
cases necessitate a second trip to the
nearest station by the farmer to se-
cure all of his seed.

FEAR UPRISING
IN LITTLE HAYTI

All is Not Tranquil. Government
Taking Precautions Against
Revolutionists.

Port Au Prince, Hayti, Mareh 30.—
Rumors  of impending uprisings
against the government are current on
all sides tonight. The authorities
are taking precautions, and, as a re-
suit, refugees are hurriedly seeking
sheiter in the legatiods. - Among the
Yefugees 18 Muior Leon Larocque, who

was the Haytian military attache at

Jamestown exhibition. Large cases
of arms and ammunition were taken
into the palace tiiis morning. The
sudden change of the situation caused
much surprise. The news was made
public here this morning that the
minister of one of the powers here has
been notified by the- Washington
authorities that the whites were not
in danger in fiayti and that the pre-
sence of warships here was not neces-
sary, created great joy in the palace
and elsewhere, but an increased feel-
ing of uneasiness among the foreign-
ers. This was accentuated later when
it became known that the government
had received a report from General
Jules Coicou, chief of -militia district
of Port Au Prince, of a new conspiracy
on foot, in which M, Solon Menos, Dr.
Aulain, Senator Tancréde and others
are implicated.

The government decided to issue a
proclamation ordering a close watch
on those mentioned in the report and
have them arrested as soon as the
necessary order could be issued.
Among the first steps taken by the
government was to issue an order to
arrekt against Major Laroque, who
narrowly escaped execution aiter the
events of March 15th by the timely
arrival here of the British ecruiser, In-
defatigable, and her firing a three gun
signal announcing her advent to re-
prezentatives of the powers. Major

MILE T00 MUCH?

Council in Committee Discusses Cost
of Laying Street Railway--Mount-
ed Constables Needed

(From Tuesday’s Bulletin.)

Is the eity running'itself into bank-
ruptey in trying to lay the best pave-
ment and put down the best
car line in Canada or the TUnited
States? This was the question that
was debated at some length by the
city council in committee on Monday
evening, and by the %ime the meeting
adjourned some of the members ap-
peared to be hopelessly atsea regard-
ing what the actual cost would be.

Alderman MeclInnis got hold of one
idea and harped on -it continually.
The city was paying practically $92.-
030 per mile to pave and lay a double
strea@t car line, and allowing that the
street railway paid five per eent. on
the money invested, he wondered
where the eity would get off at.

““No man but a crazy man would)
think of paying $80,000 or $90,000 per)
mile for a street railway line,”  said
the doctor. He figured out that it
would cost the city a quarter of a
million dollars to do the work.

Commissioner Pace tried to show
him that he was confusing the cost of
paving and track.laying with thet of
track laying on unpaved streets, but
the doctor was deep in some mathe-
matical problem and went home with

City-Engineer Keely submitted a re~
port regarding the material required
for the double track curves on the
strect railway from Jasper avenue to
Namayo.

SUFFRAGETTE -WAR KITE.

How Ladies Sent a Message to British
Parliament.

London, April. 1—The suffragettes
completely baffled the ‘whole of the
police force at Westminster one day
last week, and succeeded in addres-
sing both houses of parliament.

Shortly before the Commons met at
noon, two women -arrived at Vine
wharf, at the foot of Lambeth bridge,
with three parcels containing one mile
of strong string, a blue and white war
kite, and a huge yvellow flag, on which
was printed in bold black letters,
“Votes for Wowen, Albert hall, Mar.
19"

man who had been impressed for the
serviee, as suffragettes cannot fly war-
kites, ascended to a roof in the whart,

a frown on his face as he ount-nnpluh[\nul sent the kite and flag on its jour-

Last
yvear one mounted policeman was em-
ployed for a time, but owing to  an
injury to the horse the animal was
sold and this service discontinued.
The regquested addition to ‘the force
this year would mean the purchase of
two. horses and equipment for one,
approximately
$300. The Chief also asked for - an
addition of $5 per month to the salary
of Detective-Sergeant Griffiths “and
for the power fo engage a second per-
manent detective if necessary. At
the present time the police force con-
sists of thé chicf, two sergeants, one
detective sergeant, 8 constables and
one court orderly.  The population of
the eity igs now about 20,000, and the
Chief  thought there should: be at
least one policeman for every 1,000
people. Norwood and Fraser and
Ross Flats wére not patrolled at pre-
sent unless a man was taken from
his regular duty for this work.

T0 GRAB MANCHURIA

—

Is Only Waiting Good Opportunity to

* Force War on China—Wants
Room For  Surplus Population
Near Seat of Empire,

London, March 30.—England is get-
ting surer and surer that Japan and
China are bound to fight, There are
reasons for anticipating trouble be-
tween Japan ‘and the United States,
but there are better ones for counting
on a clash between the Japanese and
the Chinese,

Japan’s chance for gain is greater
and the risks are less. From the Un-
ited States—even -assuming a Japan-
ese victory—the Mikado could expect
to wrest nothing but the Philippines
and. perhaps the Hawaiin group; if
he whipped the Chinese the possibili-
ties of territorial expansion would Le
almost limitless,

The Philippines and the Haswaiin
Islands would not be such Impo:tant |
acquisitions after all. The latter are |
too small to eount for much. The ior-
mer are rich in possibilities bHut un-
developed and endlessly troublesame
to rule.

Field for Colonization,

Some say Japan wants America and
Europe for fields for her surpius pup-
lation. Well, what’s the matter wiih
China for such a purpose? It is uj-
ready thickly settled in spots ¢f ¢ uise
But not everywhere, Manchuria is
not-overflowing, and not nearly such
a difficult place to colonize us a white
man's country, either,

Besides all these reasons—as British
statesman and financiers and ‘nili* Wy
and naval experts see them—the Mik-
ado acts as if he wants Manchuria,

No Englishman acquainted with
Oriental conditions doubts that Japan
has been trying to pick a quarrel with
China. Japan has been domineering
and arrogant in Korea and Manchu-
ria. She has acted unreasonably in
connection with the proposition of
paralelling the Manchurian railroad.
She seems to have been doing every-
thing to cause an explosion,

The Mikado made demands in con-
nection with the Tatsu incident with
which probably hé did not expect the
Chinese to comply, and backed them
up with a proclamation and naval de-
monstration,

The opinion is that there would
have been a fight had England not

The elder stategmen
had a notion, too, that their pretext
was a little too mimsy—that the
world’s sympathy would be against
them in the eyent of a clash—that
they had. better, make another oppor-
tunity and try again,
Awkward for Japanese,

It was rather awkward for the Jap-
anese, They had gone so far that
they had hard work to stop, and
the end they came out with some loss
of diplomatic prestige. China was nhu-
miliated to be sure, and Javan got
the release of the vessel and an apol-
ogy, bat Japan~had to-admit that her
stibjects” hhd” Ben'dmuggling arms
to Chinese rebels and outlaws, and
finally she was compelled to agree to
stop the -abuses, She may not do it,
however.

Japan’s game;is to hurry matters
along all she can. China’s purpose is
to spar for time. The Japanese can
beat the Chinese 'now, ' Japan has
plenty of first-class fighting men and
a strong army. She lacks the money.
By rushing the campaign she could
reduce expenses to a minimumn, how-
cver.

China’s army is much better than
when it fought Japan, but nothing to
brag of, and she has practically no
navy. She plainly looks for trouble
and is building up here military forze
with the aid of foreign experts as fast
as she can. 1f Japan gives her time
cnough she may be harder to rneat,
In fact, she may be so hard that she
cannot be beaten at all,

Tragic Result of Drunken Row.

Montreal, March 30.—An extraor-
dinary fatality occurred here today on
a sfreet car as a result of a quarrel
between several drunken men. Fred-
erick Kaiser, a stage hand at His
Majesty’s Theatre, got on a car with
his brother and a bar-tender named
Louis Laflamme. All three had been
drinking, and got into a discussion
which led to the two brothers threat-
ening Laflamme. The latter raised
his umbrella as though to strike
Kaiser, but in the scuffle the point
of his umbrella jabbed into Kaiser’s
eye, penetrating clean through to his
brain: Kaiser dropped unconscious
and was hurried to the hospital, where
he died nine hours later without re-
covering consciousness. Laflamme
was arrested and will have to face a|
charge of manslaughter.

New York, Mar. 20—The Hagfmar-
ket tragedy of Chicago was almost re-
enacted at Union square vyesterday
when anarchists who have graduated
from the ranks of socialism, attempt-
ed to put a bomb into Capt. Reilly’s
squad of policemen. The bomb ex-
ploded in the hands of the assassin,
who was mortally wounded.

RAILWAY COMPANY L(-)SE.

(From Monday’s Bulletin.)

On Saturday Mr, Justice Harvey
handed out a decision in the case o,
the Winterburn Farm Co. vs, E. Y.
& P. Railway Company, in which he
held that the Company were liable
for the damages caused to the plain-
tiffs crops by reason of there being no
protection for them owing to the ne-
glect of the defendant company . to
erect a fence along their right of way,
as provided for in the Railway Act.
The action was tried before a jury
in the Supreme Court some time ago
and the jury gave a verdict for $1,202
damages, leaving the question of
whether the E. Y. & P. were respon-
sble to be settled by the judge. By
his judgment on Saturday, Mr. Justice
Harvey finds the E, Y. & P. Co, dre
liable and confirms the decision of the
jury as to the amount of the damage
sustained.
