Motor Car
Leaps Wall

-‘5 each, At Church With Bridal Party, But 
jBride is Taken From Wreckage and

Ceremony is Held.
New York, Feb. 4.—A heavy limou­

sine automobile containing six per­
sons, among them a bride-elect and 
bridegroom elect, leaped from the em­
bankment in front of St. Peter and 
Paul’s Church, in Passaic, N.J, yes- 
terdaj'j wrapped itself about a tele­
phone pole, and slid fifteen feet 
down and on top of a crowded t.oUy 
car.

Street, Kingsland, about five miles 
from Passaic,, and Stanley K. Pawley, 
also of Kingsland, were on their way 
to the church to be married. They 
were accompanied try Mrs." Anna" Bar­
eness, mother of the bride, and Mrs. 

Andrew Labash, Jr., 
was driving the car, and beside him 
was John Tell.

To reach - the front door of the 
"church, which stands high above the 
street, it is necessary to ascend an 
inclined roadway which is supported 
above the'sidewalk by a stone wall, 
which at the top of the roadway is 
fifteen feet above the sidewalk. -The 
car was going up the incline and was 
ravelling at a rapid rate when La-

Bob Bartlett thinks that the 
ni fortunate members of Capt. Scott’s 
party held on as long as they could 
possibly do so. believing that they 
would get bacit to their base in a cer­
tain iime and with a certain amount 
of provisions to supply them. It is 
likely, be thinks, a conmuation of bliz­
zards prevented them from consum- 
efing this idea, and the result was 
that they were too weak to withstand 
the rigours of the last journey.”

Capt. Bartlett paid a fine tribute to 
Ci pt. Scott and the morale of the men 
of the Antarctic expedition, which is 
•fi lly borne out by Scott's last appeal 
few those whom they left behind in the 
old land.

It will be r.ead with satisfaction that 
the Premier of the British Government 
in the House of Commons yesterday 
pl dged himself that the appeal would 
be responded to in the same noble 
spirit in which it was made.

It was the appeal of men who died 
doing their duty. The response 
should be as magnanimous.

1879. was 
stationed at. Rorke's Drift. On the 

j morning of the 22nd Colonel Durnford 
I was ordered to move up with all his 
] command from Rorke’s Drift to the 
j camp at Isandlwana. This was an 
! amazing blunder, for this left tie 

post, a point of . great tactical 
portance, practically unguarded. The 
position was being used as a base of 
supplies, and enormous quantities of 
provisions and commissariat were 
stored there. But it had no defences. 
The Mission House at the post had 
been converted into a hospital, and 
contained many wounded and conval­
escent soldiers.

At Isandlwana Colonel Durnford 
met with a tragic and historic dis­
aster. His force was annihilated, and

.Sentenced.

Assailant of Katie Marks Got Ten 
Years on Another Charge.

A stiff sentence was imposed this 
morning on Cyrille Chartrand, who 
has appeared in the courts on several 
serious charges of late, when he was 
sentenced to a term of ten years in 
prison on a charge of assault com­
mitted In the jail while Chartrand 
wee aweiting sentence on a charge of 
having assaulted and attempted to kill 
Katie Marks, a young girl student, 
about a month ago. He has not been j 

tried on the latter case, but will be 
up for voluntary statement next week.

The second charge Is considered of 
a much more serious nature, so It is 
presumed that Chartrand. will have 
more than a few years in which to re­
pent. He is not by any means a 
stranger to the police or to the jail 
authorities, as he Bas been several 
times imprisoned. On one occasion 
he served a term for impersonating a 
Protestant minister.

The assault on the child was one 
of the most cowardly and brutfi 1 crimes 
which has been committed in Montre­
al for a long while. The little one. 
while on her way to school, was met 
by Chartrand, who decoyed her to the 
basement of the institution (in which 
he was working), and attempted to 
assault her.' The child screamed for 
help, when Chartrand opened the 
furnace door, and threatened to 
throw her into the flames. When help 
arrived the monster had fled, and the 
child was lying unconscious on the 
floor. Her hair and scalp were so 
badly burned that she has been unable 
to appear in court since.—Montreal 
Witness, Feb. 4.

Another Mystery ot 
The Silent Sea.

New Port News, Vt., Feb. 5.-----
Another mystery of the deep, practi­
cally paralleling the unexplained dis­
appearance of the crew of the schoon­
er Marie Celeste, several years ago, 
has come to port with the British 
tank steamer Roumanian. On Jan- 
19, churning along ten days out from 
Port Arthur, and near the Azores she 
picked up the Norwegian bark Re- 
mflttent, seaworthy, provisioned and 
fully rigged but without a soul on 
board and no indication of the crew’s 
fate. The Roumanian after towing 
the Remittent to within 100 miles of 
Cape Henry lost her in a violent gale.

The Remittent was comanded by 
Captain Torgersen and she sailed 
from Rio Grande, Solsud, October L5, 
for Liverpool. She was 351 tons, a 
comparatively small ship and prob­
ably carried in addition to her master 
a crew of five or six.

New York, Feb. 1.—With the signa­
ture to-day of a contract to \join the 
New York National League Baseball 
Club, Jas. Thorpe, the Carlisle In­
dian, is grabbed up by Manager Mc- 
Gaw, of the New York Giants at a 
salary reported to he over $5,000 
with only an ordinary record behind 
him of ability as a ball player.

McGaw never saw Thorpe play ball. 
He will make a valuable acquisition 
to major league baseball. McGaw, 
who pays little attention to averages,, 
is certain that the Indian has the 
makings of a great ball player.

Thorpe played in the south as a 
pitcher, outfielder and first baseman.

. LONDON, Feb. 11.

Despatches give details of the Ant­
arctic tragedy. Capt. Oates evidently 
set out from the tent In which his four 
companions had all but succumbed to 
starvation and extrustion, to brave 
death alone in the blizzard which hrd 
overwhelmed them. After a brave 
struggle of weeks, with his hands 
frostbitten, "Oates declared to his com­
rades that he was going to set out in 
the storm, but did not know when he 
would come back. He left the tent 
and was «ever seen again. The oth­
ers, later, tried to push on, but were 
forced into camp again on March 21, 
after nine days’ struggle with the 
blizzard. Food and fuel were alike 
exhausted. Probobly realizing * that 
his party were doomed, Captain Scott 
entered in his diary, four days later, 
on March 25th, a message to the pub­
lic. In this he declared that disaster 
was not’ due to faulty organization, 
but to misfortune. He said nobody in 
the world could expect successfully to 
encounter such temperature and 
storms as they had met, and which 
had so retarded their progress. When 
they arrived within 11 miles of the de­
pot they had only fuel enough for one 
hot meal and food for two days. The 
doomed explorer wrote apologetically 
tiis rough notes. He said that these 
and their bodies must tell the tale. 
He appealed to his countrymen to 
care for those depending on the per­
ishing explorers.

LONDON, Feb. 11.
According to special despatches, 

the Terra Nova Relief Party, which 
found the bodies, read a simple ritual 
and erected a cairn over them. They 
then set out to search for the body of 
captain Oates, but, although they 
covered over twenty mile discovered, 
no trace of it. It was with great dif­
ficulty they brought back all of the 
records, includ’ng Raoul Amundsen’s 
letter to the King of Norway, and a 
large quantity of geological speci­
mens. March 25th, 1912, was the date 
of Capt. Scott’s last message, and it is 
believed it ,was written only four 
days before death overtook the party.

BERLIN, Feb. 11.
Dr. Friedmann has decided to sail 

for New York from Bremen, on the 
Kronprinzessin Cecille on Feb. 18th. 
He returned to Berlin to-day, saying 
that he had been to Frankfort-on-the- 
Main, where he had handed over his 
remedy for Tuberculosis to Dr. Paul 
Ehrlich, who will make experiments 
with it at, the Government Institute 
of Experimental Therapeutics at that 
place.

TOKIO, Feb. 11.
Rioting continued until the early 

hours this morning, when the mobs 
dispersed owing to intense cold, and 
a lack of further object on which to 
vent tlieir fury. At noon to-day the 
patriots and soldiers were withdrawn 
from the streets. Prince Taro Kat- 
sura, the Premier, and the members 
of his Cabinet, who had assembled >at 
the Premier’s official residence at 10 
o’clock last evening, remained in ses­
sion ntil thi morning. The building 
being strongly guarded. The Council 
of Elder Statesmen was called to­
gether at the Palace this afternoon. 
Statements made in well-informed cir­
cles lead to the belief that Katsura 
and his colleagues will resign. Count 
Combei Yamamoto, formerly Minister 
of Marine, has signified his willing­
ness to accept the Premiership, to­
gether with the leadership of the old 
Constitutional Party, of which Mar­
quis Saronji is now the chief. Prince 
Katsura will, iq the meantime, pro­
ceed with the organization of his pro­
posed new party.

SOFIA, Feb. 11.
The Turkish Army ,in the Gallipoli 

peninsula, lost between 5,000 and 6,- 
000 men, and 50 officers, during the 
fighting at Bulair. Several thousand 
Turkish soldiers have fallen in a bat­
tle before the Tchatalja lines on Feb. 
9th, and thousands more at Charkeui. 
southeast of Rcdosto. Report says 
that the Bulgarian army, having re­
pulsed several Turkish attacks along 
Tchatalja lines, except on the ex­
treme right flank, where they were ex­
posed to a convergent fire from the 
Turkish warships in the Sea of Mai- 
mora and the Gulf of Buzuk Chekeed- 
je, retired to fresh positions, five of 
six miles in the rear. Large bodies 
of nmn have been sent out to clear the 
fieldmf battle of the Turkish dead 
bodies, which number over 5,000. It 
is believed that the number of Turk­
ish wounded must be more than dou­
ble as great. Turkish warships 
shelled the Bulgarian left flank all 
day, but only killed one, and slightly 
wounded another Bulgarian soldier. 
The Bulgarian losses, were insignifi­
cant.
