Intoxicating Liquors !
From and after the first day of 

January, 1917, no persons except the 
Controller appointed under the pro­
visions of the Prohibition Plebiscite 
Act, 1915, shall import into the Col­
ony any intoxicating liquors, except 
for sacramental purposes, under a 
penalty of not less than one hundred 
dollars, and not exceeding five hun­
dred dollars, or, in default of pay­
ment, imprisonment not exceeding 
three months.

If any one after the first day of 
January, 1917, manufactures any in­
toxicating liquors at any place within 
the Colony he shall be liable to a pen­
alty Of not less than one hundred dol­
lars, and not exceeding five hundred 
dollars, or, in default of payment, im­
prisonment not exceeding three 
months.

If any one not licensed in accord-, 
ance with the provisions of the said 
Prohibition Plebiscite Act (Druggists 
and Medical Practitioners) sells, after 
the 1st day of January, 1917, any in­
toxicating liquors, he shall be liable 
to a penalty of not less than one hun­
dred dollars nor more'than five hun­
dred dollars, or. In default of pay­
ment, imprisonment, not exceeding 
three months.

Martin who has not 
only had a spleiidid courue in medi­
cine and surgery, but had the unusual 
and yatuablp experience of several 
summers with t)f. Grenfell pn<he Lab­
rador coast, reached Yong Jpng in 
February, 1916, to begin his work of 
language study in preparation for 
medical missionary service..”

The sum of $4,000 is needed to 
erect a hospital at Yung Jung but un­
fortunately the Mission BoardYPPUld 
not grant the request owing to there 
being no tuyd available.

As ‘ showing the great need of such 
an institution we may say that Dr. 
Martin treated 3,500 patients from 
Feb. 15th to June 15th, 1916. Dr.

Verdun and
Roumania,

For the second time a 
victory at Verdun drives 
home in brilliant and 
convincing fashion one 
of the capital lessons of 

the war, which Germany, in the midst 
of her sensational doings in Rou­
mania, will be reluctantly compelled 
to learn. It has the greater signifi­
cance in being the second perform­
ance of its kind. The sudden advance 
of the French some weeks ago might' 
perhaps have claimed the element of 
surprise as the cause of its success: 
it is hard to see how the. Germans can 
urge the same excuse this time. Fore­
warned, they have kept troops énbugh 
for its defence, as the number of pri­
soners taken on a comparatively short 
front attests. The victory is there­
fore a striking proof of the enemy’s 
increasing weakness, or relative 
weakness, on jthe most important 
front, ■ But R proves more than that. 
There must be another- explanation of 
the achievement of siich. a' feat at a 
time when mud and rain and fog have 
condemned the rèst of the Allied line 
to unwilling inactivity,. - We, had heard 
a few hints of. the usual preliminary 
bombardment,. btit it. does, not seem 
to have been on anything approach­
ing the Somme shale, and in this re­
sembles the. last coup at Verdun.

Undoubtedly either' a new method, 
or a considerable modification of the 
ordinary method, of attack has lately 
been evolved by the brilliant pair of 
Frenchmen; Petain and Nivelle. The 
latter’s quoted words that victory is 
certain are uttered in a context which 
suggests that they are more than a 
mere generality and that the German „ 
rSeflt&nce has been subjected, to a 
conclusive test that has found it want­
ing. The advance still proceeds, de­
monstrating the Allies’ general su­
periority in the west and in particu­
lar the price Germany is paying for 
her Roumanian adventure.

The news from that quarter, how­
ever, may justify Germany in think­
ing that the price is not too high for 
what she is buying. Making allow­
ance for exaggerated claims, her pos­
session of the Wallachian grain fields 
and oil mines will go far towards 
neutralizing the effect of the block­
ade. This is no disaster for us, for it 
has long been recognized that the 
blockade will never of itself bring 
victory, however greatly it may con­
tribute to that end when a crushing 
defeat has been administered in the 
field. Yet Germany’s immense econ­
omic improvement wilj be accompan­
ied by a large military ohe as well if 
matters get much worse in Ktjuma- 
nia. We can .hardly credit the Stock­
holm announcement that Galatz has 
been evacuated.

THE TALE OF THE TOOTH BRUSH.
Many of uz are careful of our hair­

brushes and clothes brushes but so 
few remember the humble tooth­
brush. To keep the teeth perfectly 
white and perfect the tooth brush 
should receive care as well. A good 
toothbrush if used conscientiously 
should not be .in use more than two 
weeks at a time, and it is better to 
keep two in use so that each may have 
a period of frying out^end airing. It 
never pays to buy a cheap brush if 
the price Is at the expense of the bris­

tles. In the first place, a poor set of 
bristles will not do their work well, 
and, in the second place, loosely fas- 
teneded bristles are very dangerous If 
they slip down the throat, where they 
may catch and decay or penetrate the 
walls of the digestive tract.

Always wash out the brush thor­
oughly after each application and, by 
the way, a-new brush should be soak­
ed in a weak solution of bicarbonate 
of soda for two hours both to disin­
fect it from shop handling and to set 
the bristles so that they will not fall 
out readiily.

The teeth should be brushed at 
night, after each meal and upon ris­
ing. It is particularly important to 
clean them the last thing before re­
tiring, so that food particles will not 
remain in the .teeth crevices to decay 
over night when the mouth salvia Is 
not active enough to prevent It. f •

During a long' illness the teeth 
should be carefully cleaned when they 
cannot receive attention from à den­
tist. If this were done fewer teeth 
troubles would be laid to the aliment, 
which is not much more to blame than 
neglect of the mouth.

to Americans
Call Upon President Wilson to Take

Some Action to put an end to the
Ghastly Suffering Inflicted by Ger­
many Upon the Belgians, Who arc
Being Treated Like Cattle.
London, Dec. 11—The Associated 

Press has received from Amsterdam 
an “Appeal to the American people" 
by the Holland section of the League 
of Neutral States. The appeal is 
signed by President Niemeyar and 
Secretaries Deiafaille and Walch. The 
appeal, in part, says:

“Your President has said that soon­
er or later a moment would come 
when the war would make the posi­
tion of neutral nations unbearable. 
For us Hollanders that moment has 
arrived; not through oar own Suffer­
ings, but because we cannot passive­
ly contemplate the ghastly suffering 
inflicted by Germany upon Belgium, 
our neighbor. To us the cruelty on 
the Belgian/s by Germany is more 
vivid every day. Every day num­
bers of fugitives, in spite of the dead­
ly electric wire which the Germans 
have erected along the frontier, suc­
ceed in escaping to the Netherlands. 
From them we learn the painful de­
tails of the unalterable despair of 
the women and children who are left 
behind, and -of the agonizing scenes 
which take place when husbands, 
brothers and sons, dragged from their 
homes arjd women folk, and packed 
into cattle and freight cars and thus 
transported, slaves, to an unknown 
destination and to an unknown fate.

Call to Neutral Nations.
“To put an end to this—to arrest 

this helHsh scourge, which at this 
moment lacerates the whole of North­
ern France and Western Russia— 
there is but one way open, and that is 
collective action on the part of the 
neutral nations.

“And for you, citizens of the might­
iest of the neutral States, it is, in our 
opinion, the right and duty to take 

-the leadership upon you. This ty­
ranny is not to be borne in patience, 
and the neutral nations can no longer 
stand idly by. while in Western Eu­
rope the most primitive laws of hu­
manity, observed even by uncivilized 
races, are trampled under foot.

“We ap/eal_to you to urge your 
Government to energetic and decisive 
action, and to call upon the other 
neutral nations to rally around you. 
We do not hésitait to take- it upon 
ourselves Jo speak with firm convic­
tion In the name of humanity, and 
our hope is firmly fixed on" that 
sense of justice which has always 
formed one of the most cherished 
traditions of citizens of the United 
States. Americans, we are convinced 
that you will not disappoint our ex­
pectations."

The London Observer, commenting 
on the German peace offer, says it is 
dominated with a completeness for 
which the Pan-Germans, even In their 
wildest dreams, scarcely dared to 
hope. A magnificent middle Empire 
for an International Federation under 
German headship practically exists 
and comprises at least 160,000,000 per­
sons. This is the position which Ger­
many has achieved by arms and would 
like to secure permanently by peace 
negotiations. The present manoeuvre 
has no other object. With such a 
position in prospect, Germany could 
well afford to retire from France and 
Belgium and even pay an indemnity to 
the latter. In such circumstances 
peace by negotiation could only be a 
betrayal of the Allied' cause. The Al­
lies cannot secure a right peace or a 
safe settlement until they have over­
thrown the central league by force 
of arms. If the Allies are wise they 
will keep the whole height and 
breadth of their original aims. They 
will declare that they are as resolved 
to establish a just and staple system 
of international peace as was Lin­
coln to maintain the Union, and as re­
solved to smash Germai, militarism 
and domination as was Lincoln to 
smash slavery.

Up­
on leaving Verdun for his new head­
quarters, General Nivelle, takingi 
leave of his staff, spoke as follows:

The German War Office 
admits the loss to the French of the 
village of Bezonvaux Wood west of 
that place, but asserts that the French 
thrust further northward broke down 
before the German fire on the heights 
north of Bezonvaux. The new French 
lines at Vacheranville and Bezon­
vaux and the Chambrette Farm region 
have been heavily bombarded by Ger­
man guns. North of the Ancre River 
in the Somme sector British detach­
ments attempted to enter German 
trenches but were repulsed. The Teu­
tonic armies under Field Marshal Von 
Mackensen in ' Eastern Wallachia, 
have crossed the Buzeu and lower 
Calmatuiul River. In addition to tak­
ing 1160 prisoners captured great 
quantities of rolling stock, with in­
numerable vehicles of other kinds. 
The pursuit of the Russian and Rou­
manian troops in Dobrudja continues. 
The Teutonic forces are now close to 
the forest district in the north where 
it is expected the Russo-Roumanlan 
armies will offer strong resistance. 
Petrograd admits the capture by the 
Germans and Bulgarian forcés of the 
village of Testmole in Dobrudja. 
Desperate encounters marked the 
fighting in Volhynia, where the forces 
of Prince Leopold are declared by the 
Berlin War Office to have stormed 
the Russian position on a front of six 
hundred yards north of the railroad 
between Voval ami Lutsk, capturing 
five officers, three hundred men, and 
several machine guns and mine-
