fish markets, shall forward to 
the Colonial Secretary a state­
ment giving the full names of 
each person upon the articles of 
said ship, with his age, place of 
birth, place of residence, and 
complete information as to his 
dependents and their residence. 
The statement shall be certified 
to be correct by the Customs au­
thorities of the port of clear­
ance before the ship is cleared 
for the voyage.

2. Upon the receipt of said 
statement by the Colonial Sec­
retary and upon his being satis­
fied as to the correctness there­
of, he shall issue a certificate to 
the effect fh )> the Newfound­
land Government will be respon­
sible to the stamen whose names 
are so listed, in the event of any 
such seaman being taken as a 
prisoner of war, cast away, or 
injured as a result of any war

Your Boys and Girls.
Since the condition of the health de­

' “fussy/’ when she tries to persuade 
them to give attention to their teeth.

But when a dentist talks to them 
outlining the troubles that neglect 
Will cause, and giving good reasons 
for the necessity of constant care, the 
boys are impressed.

Another habit of the small boy is 
to use his teeth for a nut cracker, and 
to enter into competition to see whe­
ther he can crack the toughest nuts 
Little girls bit off threads and tear 
of cloth instead of using the ' scis­
sors. They must be taught that the 
price of teeth which will last through 
life is constant and respectful atten 
tion.

Says Germany 
Near Collapse;* 

Knows Her Peril
Swiss Observer Asserts Leaders See 

Inevitable Doom if Peace Does Not 
Uome—Limit of Effort Reached— 
Her Man Power’ 18 Exhausted, Her 
Transport Facilities Failing, Her 
Allies a Burden—Economic Ruin 
Menaces—Allies, and Especially 
America, Can, hy Defeating Her 
“Peace Offensive,” Win Victory.
Paris. Aug. 9.—“Germany is on her 

last legs, but her feet are still firmly 
planted.”

This is the summary of the situa­
tion, given me to-day by a prominent 
Swiss manufacturer whose position 
enables him to obtain exceptional 
knowledge of affairs in the Central 
Empires. “I am surprised,” he said, 
“to find how many persons here fail 
to realise the state of affairs in Ger­
many. Your optimists exaggerate the. 
stories of starvation and bloody re­
volts; your pessimists say gloomily 
‘Germany is as strong as ever,' and 
no one seems able to judge the ques­
tion on its merits without prejudice.

“Naturally When you are carrying j 
a tremendous burden yourself you are 
apt to lose sight of the other fellow’s 
trouble, but surely a moment’s com­
parison of the respective positions of 
the belligerents would show that 
whatever the weight on French shoul­
ders, it weighs doubly on German, 
and that while France’s load is being 
lightened by the Allies, especially by 
America, Germany's is growing daily 
heavier and cannot fail ultimately to 
crush her.

If Frenchmen knew how steadily 
and inevitably the war pressure on 
Germany is - increasing, there would 
be none of this talk about their own 
difficulties. Remember Japan at the 
end of her war with Russia. The 
world knows now that Japan was ex­
hausted and that had Russia perse­
vered, she must have been victorious. 
That is the situation to-day.

If the Allies can surmount the 
‘last quarter of an hour,’ victory is in 
their grasp.

“Like Japan, then, Germany has the 
advantage of being ‘a close corpora­
tion.’ Her press and public opinion 
are well in hand. She can maintain 
the bluff right to the finish unless the 
Allies force a showdown, but her ap­
parent strength is delusive—the build­
ing looks as strong as ever, but its 
foundation is crumbling.

“I will tell you the facts on which 
my opinion is based. At the begin­
ning of this year well informed Ger­
mans admitted freely that their sit­
uation was desperate. The peace di­
version had failed, and Germany had 
to meet the combined forces of the 
Allies at maximum strength with her, 
own army, so shattered by losses as 
to be almost a skeleton, i 
REAL LOSSES CAREFULLY HID­

DEN.

“The world will probably never 
learn the real figures of German loss­
es. Even the high officials tell you 
that much has been suppressed, in 
the public interest.’ Heroic measures 
were necessary and they were adopt­
ed.

Mines, factories, offices, even the 
army services behind the front, were 
implacably combed out, and every 
man who could stand active service 
was transferred and his place was 
taken by the old. the unfit, women 
and prisoners. In Germany to-day 
there are literally no able-bodied men 
under forty-five years save a limited 
number of specialists who are abso- 
dutely unreplaceable.

“No other country could have 
scraped the man-power bucket to the 
bottom so thoroughly, but the German 
people has been disciplined to an ex­
tent unthinkable in France, England, 
or America.

“The Allies, too. are at a disadvan­
tage in respect to the utilisation of 
prisoners. Let alone everything else, 
their public opinion would never stand 
for the brutal savagery with which 
prisoners in Germany have been for­
ced td work to release soldiers for 
the front. In the mines and munition 
factories, on the* land and on the rail­
roads, all the roughest labor is per­
formed by prisoners’ ‘slave gangs,’ 
whose taskmaster is armed, not with 
the whip, but the rifle. There are a 
million prisoners, and they have 
been ruthlessly exploited. What al­
lied country can affirm that her pris­
oners have released even a hundred 
thousand men for army service"?

"Thus Germany has contrived to 
pass 1917, but in doing so she has 
reached her limit. There is now no 
issue from her difficulties .and her 
leaders know it.

“There has been much talk in the 
allied countries about the shortness 
of the German food, supply. It is true 
that her food is reduced, but make no 
mistake: Germany will never fall by 
starvation. I should not be surprised 
if half those stories were deliberately 
circufated by the German Government 
to distract attention from their real 
weakness. • !"

THREE WEAK SPOTS.
“No, Germany's weak spots are to 

be sought elsewhere. They are three

—men, transport, and allies. The | 
first two are intimately connected. 
Apart from the never-ending and gi- J 
gantic drain of the armies, Germany 
has made colossal efforts to cope with 
the huge demand for war materials. 
By concentrating on a standardized 
pattern of their most useful weapon, 
the cannon .she has been able to reply 
to the allied artillery augmentation 
and still increase the output of other 
growing necessities, like grenades and 
machine guns.

“The same way with airplanes. 
They standardize the Benz and Mer­
cedes motors and turn out 250 week­
ly. For the airplanes themselves the 
decision to abandon Zeppelins has 
been exceedingly valuable. The huge 
Zeppelin factory at Friedrichsliafen 
alone produces a hundred planes a 
week.

“But all this effort has been screw­
ed up to the topmost notch. No fur­
ther increase is possible, and even to 
attain that result sacrifices have been 
imperative. That is where the ques­
tion of transport be-omes importai t. 
Not only are the railroads—lines, 
sleepers, and roadbeds—in bad repair, 
and short of men to operate them, bn*, 
war material requirements have com­
pelled the Germans to withdraw la- ( 
bor from the manufacture of new j 
rolling stock. Men who have worked 
on the German railroads tell me they 
are often forced to put in thirtyvsix 
hours without relief, and with that 
he incessantly at grips with defective 
material. Of course, accidents are 
common. They are increasing and
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there is no way out of the vicious cir­
cle.

“Just one illustration. Last win­
ter Berlin had a coal famine, though 
Germany is one of the greatest coal 
producing nations, simply because it 
was impossible to rush coal trains to 
the city at the moment when water 
transport was blocked by ice.

(14INS IN RUSSIA ONLY DELUSIVE
“Her allies, too, are a continual 

drain on German vitality. Bulgaria 
and Turkey need money always, and 
men often. Austria needs men, mon­
ey, and above all peace. For the mo­
ment the Russian collapse has silen­
ced the Austrians’ murmurs, but the 
German leaders have no delusions on 
the subject. They know the victories 
in Russia, like the exploits of their 
submarines, are only palliatives 
which soothe and stimulate the peo­
ple without affecting the main issue. 
The evil day is merely postponed, that 
is all. They have a little more time 
in which to try to evade destiny, and 
nothing further.

"Just consider their position. In 
every branch of energy Germany is 
-all out.’ Even before the war her 
people were staggering under taxation 
despite the successes of her world­
wide commerce. To-day her debt is 
enormously increased, her commerce 
annihilated and her money so depre­
ciated that only the war restrictions 
of international finance save her 
from immediate bankruptcy. Why, 
even to pay for her limited purchases 
in Switzerland she has to extort a 

■forced loan in circumstances border­
ing on blackmail.

“About the popular situation in 
Germany I will say only this : Every 
onp knows how strong was the So­
cialist Party before the war. In view 
of what has happened, is there any­
thing to save Germany from popular 
fury unless those masters can plead 
victory as the final justification for 
everything? ,

"There we come to the only hope of

German militarism. Like Japan 
against Rursia Germany is victorious 
on the fnap. Like Japan she is strain­
ing every nerve to uphold l ie phan­
tom of victory. Like Japan she 
knows that her enemies will win if 
she does not obtain peace.

"There have been many great Ger­
man offensives. They have failed be­
cause directed against the heroic ar­
mies of the Allies. Her last and 
greatest will be a peace offensive, di­
rected against the war-weary allied 
peoples. Let the latter be worthy of 
their fighters at the Marne, Ypres 
and Verdun. Let them look at the 
burden of Germany and think less 
about their own.

AMERICA’S OPPORTUNITY.
“The thought of America should be 

enough to steel their perseverance, 
but when you have struggled and suf­
fered for three years it is hard to wait 
for a fourth. That is where America 
should act now. While her men are 
being drained she should stimulate 
the spirit of the Allies with money 
and propaganda.”

Your Boys and Girls.

a child receives its first impressions, 
but we would perhaps be surprised 
if we could see the effect produced on 
the baby mind by its environment, 
whether it be cheerful, placid, and up­
lifting, or gloomy, depressing and 
nerve-exciting. The home in which 
the little one enters into existence and 
its atmosphere arc the first influence 
which are brought to bear on a young 
child and which arc often of lasting 
effect.

The Need
of Economy.

We cannot complain that 
fate has dealt unkindly 
with us here in New 
foundland. The summer 

draws to a close and with it a fishery 
of unusual abundance, affected a lit­
tle adversely by the recent shortage 
of salt. It is likely to he affected 
far more seriously by lack of car­
riers to take the fish to the foreign 
markets, and it seems likely that we 
shall have to rely this year entirely 
upon ourselves in that respect. The 
loss of the Durango is a sharp re­
minder to us of the real tenuity of 
our communication with the outside 
world; the serious loss of the cargo 
apart, another ship will have to re­
place her at all costs. Next to the 
marketing of our exports, the local 
food situation demands our first at­
tention. It is most gratifying to know 
that the propaganda of the Agricul­
tural Committee and others earlier 
in the year, aided by unusually good 
weather conditions, promises to bear 
large fruit. It is estimated that the 
hay and oats crops will be large this 
year and the potato yield a good 35 
per cent, above last year’s. We shall 
need every bushel of the increase. 
It is impossible to speak with too 
much emphasis. Up to the present 
Newfoundland has been a fool’s para­
dise. The whole world is short of its 
most vital food, flour. Almost the 
whole world has, voluntarily or com­
pulsorily, cut down its consumption 
of flour. We have not. We not only 
do not produce any ourselves but are 
gluttons in the consumption of it. If 
we do not make a change voluntarily 
we shall be compelled to do so; com­
pulsion is, in fact, already on the way. 
With North America some 400,000,000 
bushels of wheat short of the require­
ments of its European Allies, it is in­
conceivable that any part of it will 
be allowed to consume so large a 
proportionate share of the existing 
stocks as we have always done. Even 
if we want to, two gentlemen by the 
name of Hoover and Hanna will not 
allow us to. A large system of ra­
tioning is already under way, and it 
is the right and proper thing. We 
must reconcile ourselves to the pros­
pect of having our customary supply 
of flour cut down considerably, prob­
ably at least 20 per cent. In other 
words, Instead of getting about 400,000 
barrels a year we will be allowed only 
320,000, and will be lucky to get that. 
There is only one way to face such 
a prospect, and it is the simplest and 
easiest—to reduce our consumption in 
proportion. It is what they are do­
ing in the States and Canada and what 
they have done with amazing results 
in England, where the available 
stocks have been greatly increased 
almost entirely through a moderate 
and mostly voluntary economy on the 
part of every man, woman and child. 
Mr. Gosling’s suggestion of a bread­
less meal for everyone once every day 
would, if carried out, merely be con­
forming with the practice elsewhere. 
It would automatically offset the 
diminution in supply that clearly 
threatens us. The problem is a very 
simple one in such a country as this. 
The Food Control Board and the pub­
lic between them can solve it without 
the least difficulty. The Board can 
do, must do, two obvious things. It 
can see to it that our supply is the 
greatest that can be obtained. That, 
we understand, is the first object of 
the Chairman’s mission to Canada and 
the States. It can then distribute 
equally and impartially, in fact ra­
tion, the supply obtained. If any here 
and there will not economise the 
Board must compel them to. It must 
make Impossible a state of things 
wherein A unselfishly and patriot! 
cally uses less flour and B, selfishly 
and un patriotically, goes on as before. 
As we have said, equal distribution 
should be a simple matter in New­
foundland, where the requirements of 
every settlement are so exactly 
known. For Its own part, the public 
can, and must, assist the Board. If 
we have a surplus of potatoes, it must 
not be a surplus in fact but must 
supply the certain deficiency of flour. 
There is not the slightest call for 
anxiety. The last and worst thing to 
be done is the laying in of large 
stocks of flour, which would only 
precipitate action by the foreign con 
trollers and aggravate matters at 
home. All that is needed is economy 
in the use of flour, but that ecenomy 
must be genuine and it must be uni­
versal. The Board can see that it is 
both., We are not giving advice as to 
what ought or can be done; we are 
merely stating the simple truth of 
what must be done.

We live in an age of pleasure. We 
crave for excitement. The pomps 
and vanities of this old world seem to? 
have caught us in their vortex. In a 
bygone age a great calamity caused a 
nine days’ wonder. Now it only lasts 
a fraction of that time. It is speedily 
forgotten.

"Lost in the mass of mean forgotten 
things.” We are liable to forget that 
all our pleasures and profits are 
bought with a price—the sacrifice of 
thousands of human lives in Belgium 
and France.

The newspapers announce that re­
cruiting has practically ceased, only 
three having volunteered and were 
accepted last week. This is an appal­
ling state of affairs. What is the 
Government going to do about It? Is 
this the result of adding to our finan­
cial burdens the expense of a Minis­
try of Militia? Are we, as a people, 
going to be satisfied to see our New­
foundland Regiment go out of exist­
ence, surely an unthinkable thing.

When the National or Coalition 
Government was formed we expected 
them to take immediate steps to keep 
the First Newfoundland Regiment up 
to its required strength. They have

Why have not 
some of them volunteered? Over a 
score of the members of the Cana­
dian Parliament are fighting to-day 
in the trenches.

There are two courses open to the 
Government to-day. One to devise 
immediately some stringent measure 
to provide recruits, or resign at once, 
and appeal to the country. Emphatic­
ally the latter course was the one 
that should have been adopted. They 
have never ceased telling us that the 
great cause which they have at heart 
is the carrying on of the war. It is 
time deeds took the place of words. 
Rest assured gentlemen the one 
thing which the people will not stand 
for is inaction. It will exasperate 
public opinion beyond human endur­
ance. By their actions they are mak­
ing the country responsible for the 
bloodshed in Europe. It is almost 
impossible to control one’s feelings 
when writing oh this matter.

Truly the old order of the world 
is hastening to an end. People in 
England seem terribly in earnest 
about the war.

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THE PRESIDENT’S ANSWER TO 
THE POPE.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
President Wilson has rejected the 

Pope’s peace proposals. In a note de­
spatched last night and made public 
here to-night the President says: 
"While every heart not blinded and 
hardened by the terrible war must be 
touched by the moving appeal of His 
Holiness, it would be folly to take the 
path of peace he points out, if it does 
not in fact lead to the goal he pro­
poses. To deal with such powers 
as the present rulers of Germany up­
on Pope Benedict’s plan, declared the 
President, would involve the recu­
peration of strength and renewal of 
the world's domination of that pow­
er now balked, but not defeated, af­
ter sweeping a continent with the 
blood of innocent women and children 
and helpless poor, as well as of sol­
diers. Permanent peace must be bas­
ed upon the faith of all peoples and 
upon justice and fairness and the 
common rights of mankind. He adds: 
"And we cannot take the word of the 
present rulers of Germany as a guar­
antee of anything that is to endure, 
unless explicitly supported by such 
conclusive evidence of the will and 
purpose of the German people thenv- 
jsclves as other peoples of the world 
would be Justified in accepting:" The 
text of the note follows: Aug. 27th, 
1917. To His Holiness Benedictus 
XV., Pope. In acknowledgment of 
the communication of your Holiness 
to the belligerent peoples, dated Aug- 
uts 1st, 1917, the President of the 
United States requests me to trans­
mit the following reply: Every heart 
that has not been blinded and hard­
ened by this terrible war must be 
touched by this moving appeal of His 
Holiness the Pope and roust feel the 
dignity and force of the humane and 
generous motives which prompted it 
and must fervently wish that we 
might take the path of peace he so 
persuasively points out, but it would 
be folly to take it if it docs not in 
faith lead to the goal he proposes. Our 
response must be based upon stern 
facts and upon nothing else. It is 
not the mere cessation of arms 
that he desires; it is a stable 
and enduring peace. This agony must 
not be gone through with again, and 
it must be a matter of very sober 
judgment whet will Insure us against 
it. His Holiness in substance pro­
poses that we return to the status quo 
ante bellum, that then there would be 
general condonation, disarmament 
and concert of nations based upon 
the acceptance of the principle of ar­
bitration; that by a similar concert 
the freedom of the seas would be es­
tablished and that the territorial 
claims of France and Italy, the per­
plexing problems of the Balkan States 
and the restitution of Poland be left 
to such conciliatory adjustments as 
may be possible in the new temper of 
such peace, due regard being paid to 
the aspirations of the people whose 
political fortunes and affiliations will 
be involved. It is manifest that no 
part of this program can be success­
fully carried out unless the restitution 
of the status quo ante furnishes a 
firm and satisfactory basis for it. The 
object of this war is to deliver the 
free people of the world from the 
menace and actual power of a vast 
military establishment controlled by 
an irresponsible Government which, 
having secretly planned to dominate 
the world, proceeded to carry the plan 
out without regard either to the sac­
red obligations of treaty or the long 
established practices and long cher­
ished principles of international ac­
tion and honor ; which chose its own 
time for war, delivered its blow fierce­
ly and suddenly, stopped at no bar­
rier, either of law or mercy, swept a 
whole continent within the tide of 
blood, not the blood of soldiers only 
but blood of innocent women and 
children also and of the helpless poor, 
and now stands the balked, but not de­
feated enemy of four fifths of the 
world. #

This power is not the German peo­
ple. It is the ruthless master of the 
German people. It is no business of 
ours how that great people came un­
der its control or submitted with tem­
porary zest to the domination of its 
purpose, but it is our business to see 
to it that the history of the rest of the 
world is no longer left to its hand­

Watch Your Horse.
8. P. C. A. Tells How Rules Given to 

Obviate Trouble with Equtaes in 
Hot Weather.
Hot weather rules for the treat­

ment of horses, which will be found 
especially valuable to owners and 
drivers at this time of the year, havfe 
been drawn up by the Society Pre­
vention of Cruelty to Animals.

They are as follows;

1. Load light and drive slowly.
2. Stop in the shade if possible.
3. Water your horse as often as 

possible. So long as a horse is work­
ing, water in moderate quantities 
will not hurt him. But let him drink 
only a few swallows if he is going to 
stand still.

4. When he comes in after work, 
sponge off the harness marks and 
sweat, his eyes, his nose and mouth, 
and the dock. Wash his feet but not 
his legs.

5. If the thermometer is 75 degrees 
or higher, wipe him all over with a 
wet sponge. Use vinegar water if 
possible. Do not turn the hose on 
him.

6. Saturday night give a bran mash, 
cold, and add a tablespoonful of 
saltpetre.

7. Do not use a horse hat unless it 
is a canopy-top hat. The ordinary 
bell shaped hat does more harm than 
good.

8. A sponèe on top of the head, or 
even a cloth, is good if kept wet. If 
dry it is worse than nothing.

9. if a horse is overcame by heat, 
get him Into the shade, remove har­
ness and bridle, wash out Ins mouth,

sponge him all over, shower his legs 
and give him four ounces of aromatic 
spirits of ammonia, or two ounces of 
sweet spirits of nitre, in a pint rot 
water, or give him a pint of cof(e» 
warm. Cool his head at once, using 
cold water, or if necessary, chopped 
ice wraped in cloth.

10. If the horse is off his feed, try 
him with tWo quarts, of oats mixed 
with bran and a little water, and add 
a little salt or sugar. Or give him 
oatmeal gruel or barley water to 
drink.

11. Watch your horse. If he stops
sweating suddenly, or if he breathes 
short and quick, or if his cars droop 
or if he stands with his legs braced 
sideways, he is in danger of a heat 
or sun stroke, and needs attention'it 
once. V \

12. If it is so hot that the horse 
sweats in the stable at night, tie him 
outside. Unless he cools off during 
the night he cannot well stand thé 
next day’s heat.

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War News.

FRENCH OFFICIAL.

' PARIS, Aug. 28.
The War Office communication i 

sued last night says: Artillery fight­
ing has been rather violent on the 
left bank of the Meuse, especially in 
the region to the north of Hill 344. 
The enemy made no attempt against 
our new positions during the day. In 
Lorraine in the direction of Zeeiche- 
prey and In Alsace at Tharemins, 
Weilerkopf, we have repulsed ten 
surprise attacks and have made a 
number of prisoners.

Avecapelle and Adinkirko 
wore bombarded by long range guns.

Army of the East, Aug. 26.—Can­
nonading and patrol encounters have 
taken place to the north of Monastir,

Soukhomlinoff as having been prin 
cipally responsible for the defeat of 
the Russian army.

ROUMANIANS REPULSE ATTACKS.

Northeast of Sovela the 
Roumanians recovered a post which 
had been wrested from them.

TREASON IN MONTREAL.

1 MONTREAL, Aug. 28.
At an anti-conscription meeting 

held here last night, attended by sev­
eral thousand people, the speakers 
counselled their hearers to resist the 
conscription measure by every means 
possible. One of the speakers, Robt. 
Parsons, an anarchist, told them that 
an effort was being made to make 
what were called soldiers, but what 
were really murderers of them. He 
condemned Mayor Martin for sending 
so many policemen to the meeting. 
The policemen were of the people 
and they shouted, "To Hell with our 
jobs,” rather than fight the people in 
connection with conscription. Then 
he advised a general strike where the 
workers would feed themselves by 
taking what thy needed from store­
houses. "Are you going to submit?” 
he shouted, and the crowd roared 
back "No.” He told them to get to­
gether and be prepared to resist vio- 
lencè with violence. Mogeau advised 
his hearers to kick down the stair­
ways such recruiting officers as might 
come after them.

WOMEN CONFERENCE.

; STOCKHOLM, Aug. 28.
An international conference of wo­

men from both belligerent and neu­
tral countries will be held here from 
Sept. 16 to 18. The Conference will 
be of a semi-private nature.

SOCIALIST AND LABOR CONFER­

I LONDON, Aug. 28.
The Inter-Allied Socialist and La­

bor Conference was opened in London 
this morning under the presidency of 
Mr. Henderson, M.P. Some of the 
delegates representing Great Britain, 
Belgium, Russia, France, Portugal, 
Greece, South Africa and Italy were 
present.

CAUGHT A TARTAR.
Y A GULF PORT, Aug. 28.

The capture and destruction of a 
German submarine by an American 
destroyer and the killing of four 
members of the submarine’s crew 
who had boarded a British steamer, 
is reported by William Raymond 
Brown, an American seaman, who ar­
rived here to-day aboard a British 
steamer. According to the story told 
by Brown the submarine emerged 
near the steamer but soon after she 
came alongside, an American de­
stroyer came up and destroyed the 
U-boat. After the submarine was de­
stroyed the men who had previously 
gone aboard the British vessel tried 
to take charge. One of the German 
officers was hit on the head and kill­
ed as he was going to the engine room 
and three others were kiklled in the 
fighting that followed. Brown said 
that only two Germans remained on 
board the submarine after she came 
alongside the steamer. The Germans 
who were not killed in the fight on 
the steamer were turned over to the 
destroyer as prisoners.

BALTIMORE, Aug. 28.
A cable received last night by the

General Korniloff 
said the death penalty, the restora­
tion of which he had asked, together 
with other measures, constituted only 

small part of what was necessary 
in an army stricken with the terrible 
evils of disorganization and insubor­
dination. During the present month, 
General Korniloff said, soldiers had 
killed four regimental commanders 
and other officers, and ceased these 
outrages only when they were threat­
ened with being shot. Undoubtedly it 
will finally be repressed but the dan­
ger of fresh debacles is weighing 
constantly on the country. The sit­
uation on the front is no better. We 
have lost the whole of Galicia, the 
whole of Bukowina and all the fruits 
of our recent victories at several 
points. The enemy has crossed our 
frontier and is threatening our fertile 
southern provinces. He is endeavoring 
to destroy the Roumanian army and 
is knocking at the gates of Riga. If 
our army does not hold the shore of 
the Gulf of Riga, the road to Petro- 
grad will be opened. The old regime 
bequeathed to Russia and army, which 
despite the several defects in its or­
ganization nevertheless was animated 
by a fighting spirit and was ready 
for sacrifices. The whole series of 
measures taken by those who are 
completely foreign to the spirit and 
needs of the army has transferred it 
into a collection of Individual groups, 
which have lost all sense of duty and 
only tremble for their own personal 
safety. If Russia wishes to be saved 
the army must be regenerated at any 
cost. We must immediately take 
measures such as I have referred to 
which have been approved in their 
entirety by the acting 
War. General Korniloff then outlin­
ed the importance of these measures, 
in addition to the restoration of the 
death penalty, which are first, restora­
tion of discipline in the army by the 
strengthening of authority of officers 
and non-commissioned officers ; sec­
ond, improvement of the financial 
position of officers who have been in 
a very difficult position in the recent 
military operation; third, restriction 
of the functions of the regimental 
committees, which although managing 
the economic affairs of the regiments, 
must not be permitted to have any 
part in the decision regarding mili­
tary operations or the appointment of 
leaders. General Korniloff expressed 
his firm belief that the measures 
which he proposed would immediately 
be put into action. “I * believe,” he 
said, "that the genius and reason of 
the Russian people will save the 
country. I believe in a bright future 
for our army; I believe its ancient 
glory will be restored.”

When General Korniloff had con­
cluded his speech there were loud 
cheers from every side except from 
th extreme left, where several mem­
bers of the Soldiers’ and Workmen’s 
organization remained silent. The 
General immediately left the hall and 
proceeded to a train which took him 
to headquarters.

After the religious delegates had 
spoken, General Kaledines, leader of 
the Don Cossacks, representing the 
Council of Cossacks, mounted the 
tribune and read a resolution passed 
by the Cossacks, demanding above 
everything for the salvation of the 
country, a continuation of the war 
until complete victory was attained in 
close union with the Allies. General 
Kaledines proposed with the same end 
in'view the following measures : first 
the placing of the army outside poli­
tics; second, the suppression of regi­
mental committees and councils, and 
restriction of the functions of those 
which may be maintained with a 
purely economic mission; third, the 
reversion ' of the declaration of sol­
diers’ rights; fourth, the reinforcing 
of discipline by strong measures and

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PROGRESS OF ITALIANS.

ROME-, Aug. 25.
The Italians made further progress 

yesterday on the Mainsizza plateau, 
on the front north of Gorizia. The 
war office announnees the Austrians 
made counter attacks, but failed to 
recover the positions taken by the 
Italians. The announcement follows: 
On the whole battle front there were 
artillery actions yesterday. On the 
Bainsizza plateau our troops, con­
tinuing their progress, have been in 
closer contact with the enemy. Vig­
orous local attacks assured for us 
some positions which the enemy fail­
ed to recapture, although he made 
violent counter attacks. Unfavorable 
atmospherical conditions greatly im­
peded the activity of our airplanes.

EVACUATING TRIESTE.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 28.
News despatches from Zurich, Swit­

zerland, to the Rome newspapers 
telegraphed to the Italian embassy 
here to-day, say the civilian popula­
tion of Trieste, Austria, toward 
which the Italian troops are advan­
cing in their great drive against the 
Austrians, is evacuating the city by 
order of the Austrian military 
thorities. It was stated that it was 
not a military evacuation.

ATHENS, Aug. 28.
In his address to parliament Pre­

mier Venlzelos to-day traced the 
course of events in Greece from the 
last Balkan ■ war pp to the present. 
He gave a detailed account of his con­
ference with King Constantine in the 
early days of the war on the ques­
tion of departure from neutrality and 
said the King acted In bad faith. 
Constantine’s Royalist advisers, the 
Premier asserted, took advantage of 
the King’s illness and duped the peo­
ple by persuading them they must 
choose between the King and Venize^ 
los, between peace and war. The 
Royalist policy sacrificed the inter­
ests of Greece to serve the Germans. 
Constantine’s motto was "Deutschland 
Uber Ailes.” Venizelos dealt severely 
with former Premier Counardis, ex­
pressing the conviction he was in 
reality an agent of the Central Pow­
ers. Referring to the German pro­
paganda, Venizelos said Baron Von 
Schenck, the chief propagandist, who 
was expelled from Greece last year 
was working under Royal patronage. 
The Premier corroborated his state­
ments throughout his speech by inter­
esting revelations taken from diplo­
matic documents. His address was 
interrupted frequently by applause. 
The opposition was represented only 
sparsely in the chamber and did not 
undertake to reply to his speech.

|Capt. Parsons Reports Fishery 
Splendid on the Labrador.

GERMANY’S REPLY.

BUENOS AIRES, Aug. 28.
Germany’s reply to Argentina’s 

note embodying demands in connec­
tion with the submarine campaign as 
affecting Argentina shipping, has 
been received. In official circles It 
was stated that the reply was satis­
factory.

The S.S. Thetis, Capt. W. Parsons, 
reached port yesterday afternoon from 
the Labrador mail service, having 
gone as far north as Hopedale. Capt. 
Parsons made the round trip in 18 
days and reports excellent weather 
throughout the voyage. The fishery 
is one of the best for many years, 
in so much that practically all the 
crews have secured big voyages. At 
Batteau fishermen have done excep­
tionally well, 150 schooners have full 
loads and as many more with saving 
catches. The great scarcity of salt 
has been a tremenduous drawback to 
a large number of crews and as a con­
sequence thousands of quintals of fish 
were lost to the fishermen. Captain 
Parsons brought along the following 
interesting report, the first part of 
which, was compiled by the Captain 
of the steamer Hawk up to the 19th.

Says the High Fleet 
Goes to Sea Often.

Visitor to Wilhelmshnven Reports
Ships Go Out Usually Twice a Week.
—Never Venture Very Far.
Copenhagen, Aug. 15.—The German 

fleet, according to an informant of 
The Associated Press who recently 
had been at Wilhelmshaven, justifies 
its name of High Sea Fleet by running 
out from Wilhelmshaven with con­
siderable regularity, some times two 
or three times a week, however, and 
never goes very far out to sea.

The High Sea Fleet usually leaves 
Wilhelmshaven in the evening and is 
back by early dinner time between 11 
o’clock and boon or. the following 
day. On a few occasions it has re­
mained out longer, but only because 
thick weather set in, making a pass­
age through the German mine fields 
dangerous and forcing it to remain 
in the shelter of Heligoland until the 
weather cleared.

A great part of the time the battle­
ships and cruisers comprising the bat­
tle fleet are anchored in security be­
hind mine fields and nets and a triple 
line of pickets protecting the entrance 
to the base. Once in March the fleet 
had a considerable period of enforced 
repose, when British mine layers, tak­
ing advantage of thick weather, sowed 
the coastal waters so full of mines 
that the German vessels wire unable 
to leave the harbor.

The enlisted personnel of the fleet 
knew nothing of American prepara­
tions for active participation in the 
war. The men were told by their of­
ficers that America’s declaration of 
war on Germany was only issued as 
a cover to preparations against Japan 

j and that American troops would not 
bo used in Europe.

The German losses in submarines, 
according to the informant, have been 
twenty to twenty-two boats, this figure 
apparently covering the losses since 
the start of the unrestricted sub­
marine warfare campaign. Four ad­
ditional boats are said to have been 
lost in the Mediterranean.

Germany now has almost 300 sub­
marines, the newest boats of the 
big seagoing type and armed with a 
six-inch gun. This armament appear­
ed on boats commissioned in the mid­
dle of June, the earlier boats of this 
latest, or D. E. E. type, and the pre­
ceding C. E. E. type being armed with 
a pair of 105 millimeter guns, ap­
proximately four-inch guns, fore and 
aft.

The 300 submarines, however, in­
clude a large number of the so-called 
canal boat type, built for passage 
through the Belgian canals to Zee­
brugge, and which are of inferior 
armament and a smaller radius of ac­
tion.

PAYMENT EOR DIGNITIES.
Lord Selborne desires Ministers to 

pledge themselves “that when any 
honor or dignity is conferred upon a 
British subject, other than a member 
of the Royal Family or the members 
of the naval, military, or permanent 
service under the Crown, a definite 
public statement of the reasons for 
which it has been recommended to 
the Crown shall accompany the noti­
fication of the grant; and that a de­
claration to the Sovereign be made by 
the Prime Minister, in recommending 
any person to his Majesty’s favor for 
any such honor or dignity, that he has 
satisfied himself that no payment or 
expectation of payment is directly or 
indirectly associated with the grant 
or promise of such honor or dignity.” 
As the son of one who won his peer­
age as Lord Chancellor, Lord Sel­
borne is on safer ground in making 
this demand than might be the case 
with some other holders of peerages 
of recent creation. As a former party 
Whip in the Commons, he may also be 
in possession of facts which prove the 
existence of a “cash down” system in 
this regard. One is inclined to doubt, 
however, whether either the Prime 
Minister or party Whips are so very 
simple as to leave proofs of such a 
traffic—if such a traffic in these days 
exists—lying about.

AT WORK AND FLAW
London is a merry place these days. 

The elementary schools have “broken 
up,” and the youngsters, north, east, 
south and west, have been holding 
high revel in the miles of parks and 
open spaces which are among Lon­
don’s chief possessions, although the 
heavy rain of the last few days has 
temporarily put a stop to sojourning 
out of doors. Their middle and up­
per class cousins, who are learning 
the way they should go at public and 
private schools, are also experiencing 
the joys of the long summer holiday, 
but there are not the old-time scenes 
at the railway stations which one 
used to delight in before the war.
