To-day we are pleased to announce 
that the Department of Shipping has 
received cabied instructions, stating 
the advisability of taking the course 
which we suggested, and in accord­
ance with these instructions, the de­
partment is giving timely notice to 
owners of vessels, who have suffered 
loss or damage through the work of 
enemy submarines or otherwise, to 
place with the Minister full particu­
lars of the loss of same together with 
the amount of actual sums involved 
in such loss, buttressed by proofs of 
the same. In other words that each 
statement of claim shall be accompan­
ied by affidavit, containing all the de­
tails of ship, cargo, value, insurance, 
and whatever other items may be 
deemed essential, in order to satisfy 
the authorities that there is a just 
and legitimate claim for loss incur­
red. This notice will run for six 
days, consecutively, that owners in 
outports may be advised and so pre­
pare and forward any claims they 
may have for damage done their ves­
sels by the enemy.

Belligerents have the right to de­
stroy commerce in war time, provid­
ing that safety is guaranteed the 
crews of such vessels as may be 
supjt, biiV the object of the Germans 
.wîfiÿ not only to destroy shipping but 
the lives of the men employed in 
navigating and sailing the ships of 
the Allied merchant marine. Crews 
were set adrift in frail boats, hun­
dreds of miles from land, during the 
most desperate weather, to make land 
or perish as Providence deemed. We 
need go no farther for evidence of 
this than last summer when men be­
longing to fishing vessels, sunk by U- 
boats operating in Western Atlantic 
waters, were obliged to take to their 
dories many leagues from the coast, 
and with, in some cases, broken oars 
pull the distance between them and 
safety. The “sink without trace’’ or­
der was carried out in many cases, 
and craft which had failed to reach 
their destinations were posted as 
missing, their disappearance being 
accepted as having been caused by 
the elements, whereas their loss may 
have been directly traceable to the 
enemy.

(From the Montreal Gazette.)
The Admiralty has formally thank­

ed the mercantile marine and fishing 
industry for their “incomparable ser­
vices” during the war. The official 
despatch adds that without the for­
mer’s loyal co-operation with the 
navy and its indomitable courage, the 
enemy’s submarine campaign must 
have attained its object. These are 
words of high praise; and they are de­
served. The captains, officers and 
men of the merchant vessels during 
the activity of the enemy’s submar­
ine squadrons started out on each 
voyage with the knowledge that it 
might be the last for themselves and 
their ships. There were times when 
from one hundred to two hundred 
ships a week, sailing to or from Brit­
ish ports, were sunk, often with the 
loss of many lives, always with risk 
and hardship for the survivors. 
Brought back to a home port, the men 
who escaped at once sought new ships 
and started out again. Some of them, 
when the opportunity offered, defend­
ed the property in their care against 
attack by enemy craft They did this 
even after the military murder of 
Captain Fryatt, of the steamship 
Brussels, one of the worst crimes per­
petrated by German authority during 
the war. Captain Fryatt resisted an 
attack on his ship and later was cap­
tured, subjected to a form of trial and 
executed. It was evidently expected 
by those who shared in the proceed­
ings that other merchant captains 
would be deterred from following 
Captain Fryatt’s example. They were 
not. But those who, when opportu­
nity offered, fought their assailants 
were no braver than those who, with­
out’ armament or purpose to use it, 
sailed daily into waters infested with 
u’-boats,

>y at Bristol, said the English mili- 
fcry service act was passed in order 
lo meet a great emergency. When 
that emergency was passed the need i 
was passed and the act would lapse. I 
He added, there was no intention to | 
renew it. Whether Great Britain j 
would require conscription in the fu­
ture in any shape or form, Mr. Lloyd 
George said, depended not upon the 
opinion which he now expressed but 
upon the peace terms which were 
made. Continuing the Prime Minister | 
said, ,“What drove us to conscription 
was the existence of conscript armies 
on the continent that inevitably rush­
ed the world into war. They could not 
have great military machines there 
without tempting the men at the head 
of them to try their luck with those 
machines. The Germans always felt 
there was nothing to resist their per­
fect military machine. If you want a 
permanent peace, if you want to pre­
vent the horrors of this war being re­
peated, you must put an end to con­
scription armies of the continent of 
Europe. The first thing to do is to 
prevent the repetition of blunders of 
the past by making it impossible to 
have those great conscript armies in 
the future. We did not have the ma­
chinery for an offensive war, our navy 
is a defensive weapon and not an of­
fensive one, and that is why we do not 
mean to give it up. We have kept 
these islands free from invasion for 
centuries and we mean to take no risk 
in the future.” Mr. Lloyd George de­
clared that the decision which would 
be taken in the next few months in the 
Peace Conference was going to leave 
a mark upon the world. The ages to 
come, he said, would be able to reap 
the fruits of it. The Premier next 
dealt with the question of indemnity. 
He declared the war had cost Germany 
less than it had cost Great Britain. It
