When events happen that cannot be

GEORGE H. HALLEY,
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An All-African
Air Roufe.

Years ago, Cecil Rhedes, that

ardent Imperialist, whose re-
mains now lie amid the solitudes
of the Matoppo Hills, having
died before his plans could be
worked out, had visions of an
all-African British line of rail-
way from Cairo to the Cape of
Good Hope. But this imperial
vision has not yet come to rea-
lization. Next to it, however,
has dawned the day of the all-
African air service between the
points named, which is imperial
in inception and all-British in
execution. A regular aviation
service is now about to be taken
up traversing the African con-
. tinent from North to South, a
total flying distance of about
fifty-two hundred miles, most of
this being over the trackless
equatorial jungle of the Dark
Continent. Notwithstanding the
immense length of the schedule,
the official announcement of this
enterprise places the actual fly-
ing time at fifty-two hours, or at
the rate of one hundred miles
per hour, while the machines
are in the air, about twice as
long as it takes an express train
to go from St. John’s to Port
aux Basques, when everything
is clear and running time cer-
tain.

* * * * * *

During last year, three Brit-
ish exploring parties were con-
tinuously at work, surveying
and preparing the route, con-
structing aerodromes and ac-
quiring landing fields from local
tribal heads. And ' this work
was -carried out without the
knowledge of the world at large.
It was shortly following the con-
clusion of the armistice with
Turkey in 1918 that Sir J. M.
Salmond, of the British Air
Ministry, saw a favorable oppor-
" tunity to make a selection of
parties competent to survey
and report upon possible air
routes across Africa, and in
December of that year, three
expeditions, each consisting of
six officers and the necessary
assistants started out, each one
taking a separate section of the
piecnned route. The Northern
section, in length about fifteen
hundred miles, from Cairo to
Nimule in the Soudan, was in
charge of Major Long: the sec-
ond section from Nimule to
Abercorn in Rhodesia, over nine
hundred miles was surveyed by
that well known big game hunt-
er from India, Major Emmett.
The southern and longest
stretch of two. thousand miles
from Abercorn to Cape Town
was completed by the party un-
der Major Court-Treatt, who
had previously travelled through
the great Sahara desert starting
from 'ﬁmbuctoo

Storms as named originally
by its Portuguese  discover-
er, Diaz. On December 25,
1919, the British Air Ministry
made known the outcome of the
survey. The saving of time ef-
fected by the opening of this
air route will be enormous. The
total distance by sea and other
methods of communication is
six thousand, two hundred and
twenty-three miles, to complete
which a journey of from 59 to
75 days was required. The dif-
ference between this and tt‘i
estimated 52 hours required fo

the air passage is so enormous
that it cannot fail. to become
popular. No train could ever
hope to make the through run
in a similarly short period, and
perhaps the spirit of Rhodes is
thoroughly in sympathy with a
project of which doubtless he
had never dreamed, when his
great design of connecting Cairo
and the Cape with two lines
of steel was born. Britain leads,
as the great Empire Builder
would have her, and this splen-
did conquest of the air would
perhaps appeal more to the
great South African than his
own unaccomplished but gigan-
tic project.

throughout the island may share in
this loving ownership of this ceme-
tery of Newfoundland in France. We
look to the women of Newfoundland
to show their practical sympathy for
these, our dead, in the same magni-
ficent manner in which they worked
shoulder to shoulder for these same
men when alive. Remember, the re-
sults of the Great War are still with
us, and we must not be weary in well
doing, until all is cleared up and set
right. This is one great occasion,
one great opportunity that has come
to us of united'ly sharing a responsi-
bility that must touch every woman’s
heart—we know we shall not fail each
other, and we shall not fail those
who are gone. It is the intention of
the Beaumont-Hamel committee to
hold a mass meeting of women next
Friday afternoon, the 9th inst. All
women will be welcome. More de-
tails will be given to-morrow.

CODFI$H.—There should be no
rom for desponde‘ncy over the out-
look for the codfishery the coming
season, if all connected with the iu-
dustry unite in the idea to do every-
thing possible to have well-cured tish
to send to the foreigu markets. As it
comes out of the water, our fish s
the best in the world and we should
not fear competition if we make it
well.

Nobody expects next fall such high
prices as prevailed for dry codfish the
past five years. All concerned shou!d
therefore govern themselves accord-
ingly, especially the planters and
fishermen, and econnmize wheraver
possible on the outfit. We do not
agree with pessimists, who predict
that fish will be down to five or six
shillings a quintal.

The total stocks of dry codfish on
hand in Newfoundlend to-day are es-
i timated to be about 340,000 quinials.
At the average rate of export, this will
all be cleaned out by the end of June,
so that there will be no old fish to
‘market when the new comes in.

l Last year, in August, there were
{100,000 quintals of the previous year's
|catch. Of the 340,000 referred to
‘above, there are 140,000 quintals
West, 120,000 North, and 80,000 in tha
city.

| Dry codfish like other food products
! the world over, will not be likely to
go from one extreme in price to the
i other in one year or even two. It
need never go back to pre-war prices
if our fishermen cure the fish as it
ought to be cured, and if our expor:-
ers would ship reliable cargoes. It
rests with ourselves to keep the price
{up to $12.00 for shore and $9.00 for
Labrador the coming season.

COD OIL.—Owing to the attractive
price of common oil and the prospect
| for next fall’'s prices, we find that
i many fishermen are inclined to drop
(out of the Refined Oil Industry this
| season, alleging that it does not pay
'as well at $2.00 or $2.20 a gallon as
| the rotted oil at $300.00 per tun. This
{ would be a regrettable mistake from
! several viewpoints.

To-day Newfoundland Codliver Oil,
{ thanks to the campaign of improvz-
'ment by the Government inspectors,
| is on an equal footing as regards quo-
tations in the foreign markets, as the
Norwegian article. Codliver oil will
probably go to $3.00 again next fall
and we think it would be a mistake for
those who have th2 outfit to give up
manufacturing. Newfoundland will be
cleaned out of both kinds by summer,
and the prospects for the coming sea
son are very hopeful.

HERRBING.—Scotch Pack Herring
are rated at $12.00 to $14.00 per bar-
rel in the local market, and Split at
$4.50 to $5.50. The demand is poor
as nobody is keen on buying in view
of former experience in the New York
market. The whole system will need
to be revolutionized before expérters
and packers will have the neeessary
confidence in the business to invest
capital again and make it a profitabla
industry.

PORK AND BEEF.—It is good news
to learn that prices of Pork and Beef
are {umbling in Chicago, and that
there are good prospects that those
indespensible articles in the fishery
will be much lower than last year.
The St. John’s importers were wise in
holding off from ordering all the win-
ter and now the country will get the
benefit of the reduced prices. Only
about 7,000 barrels of Pork and 3,500
barrels of Beef hava been brought to
St. John’s since January 1st.

FLOUR. — Flour imports to St.
John's so far this ycar are short about
20,000 barrels as compared with 191J.
This is’ said to be caused by shortage
of tonnage more than from any other
cause. Beside, there was a good sur-
plus of flour on hand with dealers
here at the close of the year. We do
not think that anybody expects lower
prices this side of September. Latest
market news indicate higher flour for
the summer. The price of

Bread pudding can be made with
dry cocoa added to it.
