The head winds and unfavor-
able sailing weather during the
full week passed have delayed
the arrival of the Northern fleet
of fishing schooners just that
period over their originally an-
nounced schedule. This unfore-
seen delay, however, will not in
anyway interfere with the car-
rying out of the programme
which has been mapped out,
and the arrival of the main body
of the fleet in port will be the
signal for the commencement of
the entertainment planned for
Mr. Coaker and those who give
him allegiance. There has been
no let-up in the policy to be ad-
opted, All the arrangements
have been perfected, and the
few details to be considered will
be finalised in short order. That
there may be no misapprehen-
sion on the part of the lawful
guardians of the pcace, with
regard to the proposed demon-
stration, it ean truthfully be
said that those alone who fear
the power of the fishermen of
the North need be in dread.

Hearing with the fingers and’ seeing {
through the nose are the accomplish- ||
ments of Willetta Huggins, a Wis-|@
consin girl of 17. Stone blind and |

" completely deaf for the past five years,
she has learned to distinguish sounds
by their vibrations, and to tell colors
by smell. Up to the age ,of 12, Willet-

ta had enjoyed the partial use of her |

eyes and ears, and her physical de-
velopment had been normal. When
their loss became complete she went
through a long period of dejected
apathy. Then she learned of Helen
Keller and morose indifference to
everything about her changed to live-
ly interest ‘and the desire to emulate
. Miss Keller. To-day Willetta carries
on conversations by touch and attends
concerts and lectures which she
“hears” by touching her fingers to an
audiphone. Says Dr. Thomas J. Wil-
liams of Chicago in the current Jour-
nal of the American Medical Associa-
tion: “Her fine sense of touch. does
not stop here. She can actually read
by running her fingers tips over
newspaper headings of half-inch or
even smaller type, and she can read-
ily and rapidly distinghish the denom-
iration of paper money by feeling the
imprint of the number and difference
o: the designs.” Dr. Williams tells
of a number of experiments to which
he submitted the girl. She “heard”
him talk, he says, by resting her fing-
er tips on his larynx, his head or his
chest. She learned to differentiate
between the vibrations of speech
through intervening objects such as a
billiard cue resting on. the speaker's*
head or chest. She caught the vibra-
tions in the air by holding a sheet
of paper between her hands and let<
ting the speaker talk against it. She
heard ‘words spoken over the tele-
phone by resting her fingers against
the receiver. She learned to talk by
holding her fingersson her own larynx.
She can tell by smell how many per-
sons, up to eight, are in the room with
her, and by smell also ‘she, knows
flowers and detects the colors of ma-
terials. She was able to affirm that
a sweater which the doctor handed
her was of two colors—lavender and
purple, and could correctly place her
fingers on the dividing line. Beads
all smell green, she says. And this
is true of othr articles of ‘glass or
which are glazed.
