School Legislation.
To the Editor of the Mercury.

Sir,—Ab the suggestions and motions 
made before the House and in Committee 
are likely to form the groundwork of 
the New Educational Bill for Ontario, it 
might not be out ot place should the 
proposed modifications of the present 
system receive some further discussion 
before they pass into law. Much of the 
present agitation,especially in connection 
with Grammar Schools, has doubtless 
arisen from the late report of the Super­
intendent of these institutions, but how 
the evils complained of are to b<* reme­
died by the contemplated changes does 
not appear. It will be admitted that the 
chief feature in Grammar School educa­
tion is the classical, being mainly estab- ! 
lished to prepare matriculants fo;- the ' 
Universities and professions. Few in Ca­
nada, apart from this utilitarian aspect, 
undertake a classical education for mere 
accomplishment, or the advantage of 
what is usually styled a finished edu­
cation. If, therefore, a classical educa­
tion be necessary for the higher profes­
sions, are Grammar Schools likely to bo 
the more effective if they are thrown 
open to pupils of all grades and both 
sexes? Should the experiment be made 
the contrary will certainly be the result.

that even an English education can be 
obtained but in few of them, is it certain 
that the present Grammar School 
system is to blame ? Is it not rather be­
cause this work is not required of them 
that they fail to do it? Because in 
the entrance examinations to our Uni­
versities, but especially in connection 
with some ot the professions, an Eng­
lish education is almost wholly ignored, 
while honours, medals and scholar­
ships are bestowed on tiny other de­
partment rather than this. Grammar 
Schools under any system will fail to fur. 
nish an article so little in demand. The 
mere fact that it is desirable will not 
furnish it so long as young men who 
could with difficulty pass examinations 
as second-class school teachers—even be­
fore a County Board—may without diffi­
culty gain admission into many of our 
Religious and Medical Institutions,where 
little or nothing is added to their Eng­
lish education during their whole course. 
Grammar Schools furnish nine-tenths of 
the pupils attending such institutions.— 
Can they be blamed for iumishing the 
very articles in demand ?

Another great cause of the want of ef­
ficiency in Grammar Schools, as they at 
present exist, is not so much in their sys­
tem as in their number, and localities hi 
which many of them are established.—

It is a mistake to es­
tablish Grammar Schools in such places 
with the view of benefitting or accom­
modating the Canadian people. Com­
paratively few after all can enjoy even 
the questionable advantages which such 
schools afford, without going from homo. 
Under these circumstances, ten or twen 
ty miles more or less is a matter of no ac­
count. These evils remedied, a few well- 
sustained and properly conducted Gram 
mar Schools, established in our leading 
County towns, will do the work required 
more effectively under the present sys­
tem, than can legitimately be expected 
should the proposed changes be intro­
duced.

The injustice of excluding females 
from the advantages of a Grammar 
School education is only apparent. Not 
one parent in a hundred would desire his 
daughter—and certainly not many of the 
daughters themselves desire to engage 
in many of those branches which ought 
to form the distinctive feature of a Gram­
mar School education.

Female Department, with perhaps one 
male and several thoroughly competent 
female teachers? In there, let a sound 
English Education ho the first requisite, 
followed by an Ornamental, if necessary. 
One-half the Grammar Schools, ns at pre­
sent constituted, done away with, and 
such High Schools established in their 
stead, will more fully meet the Educa­
tional requirements of the country, than 
the mere opening of the present, schools 
to all grades and classes of pupils. The 
work of the remaining Grammar Schools 
should be strictly defined,and s’iould have 
reference especially to the Uni versity and 
the professions. Having finished their 
English Education, pupils might gradu­
ate from these High Schools t - the Gram­
mar Schools at regular intt wals, upon 
passing written examinati -us, which 
ought to be uniform throughout the 
Province. Should no other provision be 
made for high' r female education than 
the mere opening of Grammar Schools 
for their admission, while such a change 
may be of some advantage to those who 
live in their immediate neighbourhood, 
the confidence of those who must send 
their daughters from home can never he 
placed in a system where no supervision 
whatever seems to he contemplated, ex­
cept such as may be exercised during 
school, hours. In countries where the 
sexes are educated in the same institu­
tions, school legislation takes cognizance 
of this difficulty ; and such arrangement 
with regard to school-rooms, hoarding 
establishments, &c , as may partially at 
least, gain public confidence, are found 
in connection with the system.

The Legal Tender Act.
There is a report in the Tribune to 

the effect that the Supremo Court is 
pretty certain to adjudge the Legal 
Tender Act unconstitutional. Such 
a decision might be of vast impor­
tance to every country in the world 
that has had monetary transactions 
with the United States. If the Act 
be declared unconstitutional the last 
hope of the repudiators has fled, their 
last argument, though only one that 
could have its premises in villainy, 
gone. While the act is in force, it 
gives at least a show of legality to 
purposed robbery, but if it be nulli­
fied, there will remain not the shadow 
of an excuse for paying with green 
backs the bonds which were purchased 
with gold on the strength of the as­
surance they bore*.upon their faces, 
that with gold they would be re 
deemed. It required the passage of 
the Act in question to make green­
backs a legal tender. Previously, 
there was no stronger plea that they 
should be accepted in payment, than 
there would have been had they been 
merely so much soi'ed paper. But 
when this law compelled the country 
to receive them, an idea was conceived 
to make foreigner accept them too. 
A dollar is a dollar though a green 
back, and if creditors were paid nomi­
nally, it would satisfy the moral code 
of some of the debtors as well as, 
or perhaps better than, if they were 
paid in reality. It will be well for 
the States and for other countries too, 
should there be yet sufficient honesty 
left in the chief tribunal of the Re­
public to destroy the only existing 
excuse for national robbery.

Legislature of Ontario.
Tobokto, Dec. 17.

Mr. Scott (Grey) inquired of the Minis­
try whether they intended to confirm 
titles to persons who have squatted on 
and improved lands, not for speculative 
purposes, but to make a homo for them­
selves ; and were originally sold on time, 
subject to actual settlement, and pay­
ments not fully made,or settlement duties 
performed,whether they will cancel such 
original sales and resell to the party in 
possession.

Hon. Mr Richards said that the prac­
tice of the department was, that where 
lands were sold yeaas ago and one instal­
ment paid on them—where the purchas­
er had never gone into possession, but 
yeais after another came along and took 
possession, and made improvements of a 
permanent character—and resided on the 
lands a number of years—the practice of 
the Department in such a case was to 
cancel the original sale and sell to the 
one in possession. The practice had 
been pursued as far as he was aware,ever 
since the Crown Land Department had 
an existence. A number of sales had, 
however, been stopped in the County of 
Grey, because of the pressure brought to 
bear on the Government by Municipali­
ties for their taxes ; and because of the 
number of applicants to cancel sales of 
land in the locality, which had been 
stopped on the ground that parties 
werç getting them at prices below their

Mr. Boyd enquired if it was the inten 
tion of the Department to allow the lands 
generally to he sold for taxes.

Hon. Mr. Richards replied that that 
was the course the Government decided 
on adopting. They would not deprive 
themselves of the power of enforcing the 
conditions on which the lands were orig­
inally sold. All the action the Govern­
ment had taken was as he had stated, 
with reference to the Grey and Huron 
lands. They had not interfered to cancel 
the sales as yet.

A motion for leave to have the peti­
tions in favour of thejGeorgian BayJCaual 
heard by counsel was lost.

The other business before the House 
was unimportant.

Central Asia.—Two Wesleyan mis­
sionaries in China,who have just returned 
from a tour through the western provin­
ces to the confines of Thibet, a distance 
of over three thousand miles, have pub 
lislied an interesting report on that as yet 
little known portion of the immense 
Asiatic Empire. They saw nu abundance 
of coal, and evidences of gold, silver, 
lead, and iron mine.'. Catholic missions 
were so nuuierous that priests were found 
even in the small villages, and the con­
verts to this Church were estimated by 
hundreds of thousands. The missions in 
China, whether Catholic or Protestant, 
represent an element of civilization, and 
the marvellous growth of the Roman 
Catholic Church, which is confirmed by 
the unanimous testimony of all who 
have travelled in China, will greatly aid 
in bringing China under the influence of 
modern civilization.

The Adjournment.—The Leader 
says it is now pretty well understood 
that an adjournment of the House 
ovir the holidays will take place on 
Tuesday or Wednesday next. This 
course could not have been avoided, 
as it. became quite evident in the early 
part of the present week that the pro 
rogation could not take place before 
Christmas without detriment to the 
public interests.

Red River Distress.
There is reason to fear that the dis­

tress at the Red River Settlement will . 
prove to be a more serious matter than j 
was at first anticipated. An extract from : 
a letter from the Rev. Mr. Black, pub- ! 
liehed in Lhe Globe, gives a definite idea 
of the state of matters in the colony : “All 
day on Wednesday our relief committee 
eat in the court room investigating the 
returns (20 in number) from all the par­
ishes, as to the state of the people. The 
results are frightful. There are, at this 
moment, 484 families, consisting of 2,842 
persons in want, and must be relieved 
or starve. Of the families, 237 are Pro­
testant, ana 247 Catholics. Of the per­
sons, 951 belong to the former, and 
1,391 to the latter persuasion. And be­
sides these, there are (including txth 
churches), 48 families and 242 individ- 
»le, who have so little on hand, that they 
must he passed into the other class in a 
few weeks. And beyond these again, 
there are many more who, it is to be 
feared, cannot get through without help. 
So, 1 believe, we will be very little be­
yond the mark if we reckon the number 

.of the neceesition before the winter is 
over, at 3,000. Now, count what amount 
of Hour this number would require for 
the five months between now and open 

^.water. At 21hs. a day for each, I make it 
4,500 barrels—or taking it only at our 
present number (say 2,400), 3,600 barrels. 
We have 100 on hand, and about equal 
to 800 on the way. Where is the rest to 
come from? And how is it to he got in ? 
The state of things is really .appalling. 
The fishing also is a failure ; and strange 
to say, not a rabbit is to be seen. Buffalo 
hunters, moreover, are returning with 
nothing ; some are said to have eaten 
heir horses.
