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CANADA VERY GENEROUS.
Concedes Everything to Washington and 

Gets Nothing in Return.

Washington, Jan. 25.—The war de­
partment has baen further correspond­
ence with the Canadian officials at Ot­
tawa, with the gratifying result that the 
Canadian government has conseted to 
admit, free of all restrictions, all sup­
plies brought into the Klondike region by 
the United States government relief ex­
pedition. The fr.ee admission of sup­
plies is strictly limited to the govern­
ment expedition, but there is no in­
hibition upon the sale of the food sup­
plies taken in to such of the miners as 
can pay for them.

The war department advices from 
Norway are that the steamship Manitoba 
which has been chartered to carry the 
reindeer to New York lies storm-bound 
at Trend jel.

NEWS OrVAEEETO MAKE RUSSIA SPEAK.
Japan Will Send a Teat Shipment to 

Talienwan—Russia Bidding for the 
Chinese Loan.

London, Jan. 25.—The Daily Mail says 
that a Japanese warship will shortly 
land Japanese goods at Talienwan with 
the object ef testing whether the port is 
to be regarded as being open or under 
Russian control. The outcome of the 
action will undoubtedly influence the re­
lations between Russia and Japau. The 
paper adds that every detail respecting 
common action by Great Britain and 
Japan in Chinese waters has _ been de­
finitely agreed upon, Japan being, as she 
has been throughout, the moving spirit.

The Pekin correspondent of the Times 
says Russia has notified the TsungU Ye­
men of her willingness to provide » loan 
on the same financial terms as England 
offers. France supports Russia in the 
matter.

The Shanghai correspondent of the 
Daily Mail save: “The British fleet has 
been divided Into two squadrons, one at 
Chusan under Admiral Sir Alexander 
Bullock, bn board the Centurion, and the 
other at Chemulpo under the command 
of Rear-Admiral Fitzgerald.”

TESL1N LAKE RAILWAY.LORD NEVILLE’S DISGRACE.
In a Bow Street Court to Answer to a 

C barge of Fraud on a Confiding 
Youth.

London, Jan. 25.—Lord Neville, who 
has been confined in an ordinary cell at 
the Bow Street police station, was 
brought up in the extradition court at 
Bow Street yesterday. He fidgetted un­
easily and seemed on the point of break­
ing down in tears. ' Mr. Horace Avery 
prosecuted on behalf of the treasury,and 
Sir George Lewis appeared lor the de­
fence. Mr. Avery read the charges, 
which were practically a repetition of 
the testimony presented during the suit 
against Mr. Clay to recover the sum of 
£11,113, due on two promisory notes 
signed by Clarke, Whose signature is al­
leged to have been obtained by Lord 
Neville through freedulept representa­
tions. Counsel added that Mr. Clay’s 
statement made at that-time remained 
uncontradicted, Lord Neville failing to 
appear.

Sir George Lewis interrupted Mr. 
Avery at this point, remarking, “How 
could he when be was not called up. 
He was willing and eager to testify.”

Mr. Avery contended that the offence 
amounted to forgery and asserted that it 
wae a cause oi deliberate and gross fraud 
psrpetrated by this person on a gentle­
man 25 years 'his junior. Mr. Clay 
identified the notes and letters.

Before the adjournment Sir George 
Lewis insisted upon makingastatement. 
He said that In the Clay trial Lord 
Neville was not called. Now he would 
be put in the dock after a long illness. 
When he heard that proceedings were to 
be instituted against him Lord Neville 
bad berried back to England and sur­
rendered. Counsel also said that Lord 
Neville demanded that the case be heard 
at the earliest possible moment.

“ The hearing of the case was adjourn­
ed for a week, the prisoner being admit­
ted to bail in £2,000, furnished by his 
brother, Henry, and hie brother-in-law, 
Lieut.-Colonel Hon. Charles Hardy, son 
of the first Earl of Cranbrook. The 
actual charge against Lord Neville is 
having procured the signature of 
Spencer Clay to two notes for £8,000 
and £8,000 respectively by false repre­
sentations, relative to the nature of the 
documents signed by Mr. Clay.

Ottawa, Jan". 26.— The continued 

presence in Ottawa for several days past 
of Wm. Mackenzie and Dan Mann is 
now explained. It is announced that 
these gentlemen have closed a deal with 
the government for the construction of a 
railway either from Glenora or Tele­
graph Creek, at the head of navigation 
on the Stickine, to Callbreath’s poet on 
Teslin Lake, a distance of about 130 
miles, whence there is uninterrupted 
navigation to Dawson, as Engineer Jenn- 
ing’a report shows. The line, which will 
be a narrow gange one,will pass-through 
an undulating country where railway 
construction will be comparatively easy.

The exact details of the bargain are 
not yet officially announced, bnt it is 
understood that Mackenzie & Mann will 
get a block of land as subsidy. There 
will not be any cash subsidy. It is ob­
ligatory on the contractors that the line 
must be completed by September 1 next, 
so as to permit of supplies being 
into the Yukon before next winter. As 
a guarantee of their ability to carry out 
the stipulation of the contract, Macken­
zie & Mann have deposited with the gov­
ernment the sum of $260,000, which will 
be forfeited should they fail. They in­
tend going to work at once to purchase 
material and supplies. Before many 
days are over they will have 
nearly 10,000 men en route to 
the scene of operations. The intention 
is to draw supplies by sleighs ovsr the 
ice from the mouth of the Stickine and 
from the point of commencement of the 
railway. First of all, they will niake a 
good trail to Teslin, which will be avail­
able for the spring rush of miners. The 
British Columbia government is un­
derstood to be a party to building the 
line. Close connection will be made 
with C.P.R. steamers on this route, and 
it is not unlikely that the company will 
operate the railway when built.

Wichita, Kansas, Jan. 25.—For a 
week or more agenta of the Dominion 
government and Canadian railways 
have been working in tbe country sur­
rounding this city in the endeavor to in­
duce immigration to the districts of 
Saskatchewan, Alberta and Assiniboia, 
in the Canadian Northwest. A number 
of meetings have been held, and at one 
in this city last evening a clnb of 
farmers, numbering 150, was or­
ganized with a view of planting 
a colony in that country. The 
majority of the members are farmers 
financially able to make the journey and 
have enough to start in the new coun­
try. Many of them have met with a 
fair degree of eucceas in KaneM, while 
others of them have failed and are now 
seeking to recover lost ground. Cyra* 
Sullivan wm elected president, and a 
complete organization will ne formed. 
Representatives will then be sent to the 
Northwest to report, and if satisfactory 
report is received a colony will be formed. 
The government agrees to offer trans­
portation to settlers, admission of their 
goods free of duty, and a free homestead 
of 160 acres of land.

Evidence is daily accumulating which 
goes to show that prospective miners 
from across the border, are looking with 
more and more favor towards Victoria 
as an outfitting point for the Northern 
gold fields. Many parties from the 
States have come here to buy their sup­
plies during the week, and all express 
satisfaction with the treatment received 
at the hands of the merchants here, and 

regards their purchases they voice 
the opinion that American cities could 
not attempt to compete with Victoria in 
most lines of goods used in the North.

If anything was wanted to confirm the 
opinions already expressed by Ameri­
cans regarding Victoria’s advantages as 
an outfitting point, it can be found in 
the interview accorded the Colonist by 
Mr. J. H. Collins, of Los Angeles, whole 
here in the interests of a party of ten 
miners from that city.

Mr. Collins, with several of his party, 
is staying at the Wilson house. Before 
coming “here he looked into the 
prices of outfits at San Francisco and 
Tacoma, and he says most emphatically 
that he is saving hundreds of dollars by 
pnrehasing his supplies here. The party 
is composed of ten practical men, and 
each will take in about eight months’ 
supplies. In the party are two black- 
emiths, two carpenters, one a ship and 
the other a house carpenter, a jeweller, 
and the remainder machinists. They 
will leave for the North the firet of next 
month, and will take the Stickine route, 
the idea being to prospect the district 
drained by the Hootalinqua. Speaking 
on the matter of outfitting, Mr. Collins 
Baid to the Colonist representative :

“ If Victoria is properly advertised, 
hundreds of people will come here from 
Lower California to outfit. From Los 
Angeles alone 500 people will start for 
the Yukon country this spring, and I 
am convinced that if they were told the 
truth about Victoria the majority would 
come here to outfit. The fact is that 
our merchants in California do not un­
derstand the outfitting trade or the re­
quirements of miners, and, moreover, 
tney have not the right kind of goods.

*• Before deciding to outfit in your city 
I carefully investigated prices in Los 
Angeles, San Francisco and Tacoma. 
The first named city is out of the ques­
tion, ’Frisco was not much better, while 
Tacoma, although it made a big bid for 
my trade and the merchants cut their 
prices almost in two in some instances, 
could not, I found, comjjete with Vic­
toria. In the last mentioned place I 
spent last Saturday looking into the 
matter of outfits. I had previously ob­
tained a price list from a Victoria mer­
chant, and to the many merchants who 
fairly besieged me at my hotel I 
I said, ‘ show me that you can beat these 
figures and I will give you my order, as 
I would prefer leaving my money with 
an American firm.’

“ Some of them tried to convince me 
that Victoria merchants purchased three 
quarters of their miners supplies in the 
States, but they could not explain how 
it was that mostly every line here 
cheaper. Now, as an illustration, they 
asked me about 20 percent, more for wool­
len goods, blankets, etc., and I found that 
they wanted from 60 cents to $1.60 more 
fbr mackinaw suite than the merchants 
here. In provisions, also, with the ex­
ception of certain kinds of evaporated 
fruits, I also found I could buy cheaper 
here, and in addition save the duty of

•Four people in the South who intend 
*oing North, are lamentably ignorant 
regarding this duty. Seattle merchants 
-have been busy circulating advertising 
matter in California, which would lead 
•one to believe that this duty will cut no 
figure. It was only when I came North 
that I learned the truth about the mat­
ter, and when I found that in addition 
to this I could get goods cheaper and 
better in Victoria than in any American 
city I have been in, I was not long 
in deciding. The goods sold here 
seem to be superior in 
respects .to those offered in the States. 
Why, they showed me some * woollen 
goods ’ which contained very little wool 
in them, and asked me a considerably 
higher price than what the real article 
is sold for here.

“ We will leave probably several thon 
sand dollars with yonr merchants, and I 

safely predict that our example will 
be followed by many others from the 
Los Angeles district. I know of at least 
two large parties who will come here to 
outfit in the course of a week or so.”

The party Mr. Collins represents will 
take with them hydraulic machinery to 

' work the creeks along the Stickine route 
if they find favorable prospecte. Each 
man will take in from 800 to 900 pounds 

_ of an outfit, exclusive of tents, etc.
Mr. Collins says that the people in 

• California are all talking Klondike and 
that railway men by the score have left 
the railway service to go to the gold 
fields. He believes like many others 
that the Stickine route will prove the 
best, particularly as the rush to Dyea 
and Skagway will result in much delay 
to parties with large outfits.

Mr. Collins is a level-headed Ameri­
can business man, and his statements re 
outfitting in this city will carry weight 
with many people in Los Angeles.

'THE WIRE TO ALBERS!.1 to my house, which is about three- 
quarters of a mile distant; had wire 
hxed to my house on December 
2; had instrnmenls working after 
a lot of difficulty on December 8; 
line worked O K until December U; 
went down on the 7th ; fixed two breaks ; 
started out and went to end of Cameron 
lake to find trouble; found none, and 
returned on the 8th. I sent a man over 
the line, and he reported it in good 
order. He went three miles on this side 
of Alberni and found no trouble. On 
the 9th the Comox line went down south 
of Parksville. I mended four breaks, 
put wire on six poles, and had it in 
working order at 3 p.m. on the same 
day. Haslam came here and told me 
the line was in the mud on the 10th. I 
went over my line and found it in good 
working order, as I left it affèr fixing it 
on the 7th. On the 11th I did not go 
over it, but it wae still open. On tne 
13th I went over my section again, and 
found it in good working order. On the 
14th I took a man with me and went as 
far as Cameron lake, and proceeded on 
to Alberni next piorning, the 15th; 
found no trouble; arrived at the tele­
graph office about 11 a.m., when Mr. 
Haslam said that the line had been 
working for about an hour, but it had 
gone open again ; he said he would try a 
couple more batteries ; he reached under 
the counter and started to work with the 
wires and we immediately heard Parks­
ville calling.

“ I may mention that in going over 
the line from Parksville to Alberni, I 
tested the line both ways every two 
miles. I found the current every time 
towards Parksville, but no current to­
wards Alberni ; the last test was made 
within two miles of Alberni, about 10 
o’clock on the morning we reached 
there.

“ I have forgotten to mention that on 
the 10th, while returning to Parksville, 
I met Mr. Haslam on his way to Al­
berni. He asked if I found any trouble. 
I told him ‘ No,’ and asked him where 
line was down in the mud. He answered 
‘ Line looked as if in the mud.’ I told 
him I bad been over my whole beat and 
found no trouble of any kind. He said 
‘Perhaps it is my end that is down.’ 
There has been no trouble since the 
15th.”

A letter from H. S. Law, grocer, Al­
berni, is in the correspondence. He 
seems to have no difficulty in pointing 
out that the delay to a message of his 
“ seemed to point to incompetence or 
culpable negligence on the part of those 
at Parksville.”

Sydney Aspland, Alberni, writes to C. 
H. Haslam, the agent there, that he is 
“ expecting important cablegrams and 
have also messages to send forward, and 
it seemed a most extraordinary and dis­
graceful state of affairs that the messages 
could not be got through when the line 
seemed to be all in order,”

W. F. Archibald writes that he was 
afraid there wae trouble in the batteries 
at Alberni or Parksville. From the 
correspondence it now appears that the 
trouble was in the Alberni office, yet the 
complaining public were all round Mr. 
Haslam.

Mr. Keely, in a note to the minister, 
says : “ It appears from this file of letters 
that our former lineman at Parksville 
acted in a very reprehensible manner at 
the time of the removal of that office.”

AD CATACUMBAS.

Beneath the surface of that great city
which sitteth on seven hills,” a city 

which at one time was the seat of the 
most extravagant and wanton luxury, 
and the scene of almost the severest and 
most terrible persecutions ever enacted 
on this earth—Rome, once the capital of 
the nations, and the mistress of the 
world—lies a vast necropolis, six hun­
dred acres in extent, honeycombed with 
dark dreary labyrinths and confused dis­
mal ramifications perhaps hundreds of 
miles in length (one estimate, which 
must, however, be very greatly exagger­
ated, places the aggregate length of these 
passages at more than five hundred 
miles), placed tier upon tier, corridor 
upon corridor, a veritable maze which it 
would be impossible to map out, and 
which no one man has ever explored.

The traveller upon entering these cata­
combs (formerly termed “adcatacum- 
bas ”) is confronted immediately with a 
vast pile ol skulls and bones, comprising 
all that remains of over two thousand 
victims of a devastating plague which 
occurred in the sixteenth century, which 
in the semi-darkness present a weird and 
ghastly spectacle, and even now a noi­
some edor appears to emanate from the 
baneful mass. Proceeding down the nar­
row passages' the darkness now rapidly 
becomes intense ; now and again, how­
ever, an aperture for air (in the upper 
galleries) somewhat softening the horror 
of this charnel house of centuries. On 
each side of the galleries we see exca­
vated hollows one above another, in 
which repose the remains of vast 
multitudes of dead. Roman pa­
gans, in some cases, on one side, 
Christian martyrs on the other, the 
former bearing inscriptions indicating 
anger at the removal by death of wife or 
husband, such as “ I, Procope, lift np 
my hands against the gods who snatched 
me away innocent.

From The Daily Colonist, January 26. MR. LANDOR IN THIBET.OP IN THE THODSANDS. How He Has Acquired Intimate Knowledge kJ 
of Some of the Native Customs.

The Rangoon Gazette prints the fol- 
lowing respecting the trÿlng experiences, 
already reported, of Mr. Walter Savage 
Landor in Thibet : •

“ Considering the remarkable suffer­
ing through which he passed, Mr. Lan­
dor does not present very marked indi­
cations of his terrible experiences at 
first eight. He finds some difficulty in 
walking, the bridge of his nose bears 
slight scars where the instruments need 
in the hot iron torture left marks, hut 
in reality the inhuman treatment he re­
ceived at the hands of Thibetans pro­
duced effects which there is only too 
much reason to fear may prove lasting. 
The sight of the left eye for the present 
is almost entirely gone. The most seri­
ons injury is that sustained by the 
spine, which, so far, shows little sign of 
improvement, in spite of the long rest 
at Almora. Mr. Landor is still hopeful 
by aid of the medical skill which will be 
available when he reaches England that 
he may be restored to some degree of 
health, but can at best only look for­
ward to regaining his former vigor in a 
partial measure, and his present condi­
tion gives his friends no little anxiety.

“ Considering the dniation and inten­
sity of his suffering it is marvellous he 
should have recovered as much as he has 
done already. A photograph taken as 
soon as he was rescued from toe Thibet­
ans by a party sent to his aid by the 
government of India tells more clearly 
than any words can do the extent to 
which he was tried. The portrait looks 
like that of an old man of sixty f the face 
is haggard and drawn and scored by deep 
lines and the marks of toe burns can be 
traced far more clearly than now. His 
experience on the stretching log, on 
which he was placed for twenty-hours 
without relief, alone would be sufficient 
to put an end to the existence of most 
men. As it was it has dangerously in­
jured his spine and left scare on his 
hands and ankles which he will prob- 
ably never lose. He ascribes his survival 
of this particular cruelty to the excep­
tional suppleness of his frame which 
enabled him to live through tor­
ture which generally proves fatal. 
But this was hardly toe worst of 
his experiences, for he was twice taken 
to the execution ground and compelled 
to endure the agony of momentarily 
pecting decapitation. Semi-starvation, 
too, formed a feature of his trials, for his 
captors only fed him once in three days, 
and throughout his journey his supply 
of provisions was extremely scanty. 
Extremes of heat and cold tried him 
severely, for tbe Thibetans left him with 
nothing to wear bnt a few ragged gar­
ments wholly insufficient to shield him 
from the rigors of the climate. Mr. 
Landor, being under a pledge to give the 
London Daily Mail the benefit of the 
first detailed account of hie adventures, 
is naturally unable to make public at 
present the story of his journey.

“ Luckily enough a series of unique 
photographs was saved, and a number of 
maps and records of surveys which when 
published will add much to our knowl­
edge of a portion of Southern Thibet 
which hitherto has been a terra incog­
nita.

For several months past railroads in 
the Northwestern States have in their 
Klondike literature endeavored to im­
press upon prospective gold-bnnters the 
fact that they could outfit more advan­
tageously in San Francisco, Seattle or 
Tacoma than in any Canadian Coast 
city. One of the chief arguments used 
was that the Alaska Commercial Com­
pany of San Francisco purchased most of 
the immense supplies used in the North­
ern trade in Seattle. If a wealthy cor­
poration, the circulars stated, could buy 
cheaper in American cities the indivi­
dual buyer could do likewise.

This argument will from now on be a 
dead letter, for yesterday the company 
in question placed orders, subject to re­
peals, with Victoria merchants aggre­
gating in value about $200,000.

In recent years the Alaska Commer­
cial Company have left considerable 
money with the merchants of this city, 
finding it greatly to their advantage to 
buy certain lines here. However, it 
appears whenever they could, the com­
pany, which is purely an Am­
erican concern, placed their orders 
in cities on the other side. Mr. A. 
Garstle, the buyer of toe company, has 
been in the city for four days, placing 
orders. The fact that these will run up 
to the hundreds of thousands, tells more 
emphatically than anything he could 
say relative to Victoria’s advantages as 
a purchasing point for the North. Mr. 
Garstle did say, however, that the com­
petition in the North was keener now 
than in years gone by, and that the 
company were compelled to buy in the 
cheapest market in order to meet the 
changed conditions. The company’s 
purchases here this year amounted to 
nearly $170,000 more than in former 
years’, and the northwestern railroads 
will now have to annul the literature 
containing their chief argument and 
adopt something which can be substan­
tiated by a few facts.

The largest order placed by the com­
pany here was with the Brockman & 
Ker Milling Co. The big concern will 
take all their supplies of rolled oats, 
cornmeal etc, from this firm, although 
they were quoted lower prices for in­
ferior goods across the border. The rest 
of the orders for groceries etc. were 
placed with Messrs. Simon Leiser, B. P. 
Rithet & Oo. Ltd., Hudson Bay Co., 
Weiler Bros, and a number of other 
firms.

Several large lines of dry goods will be 
purchased by the company in Eastern 
•Canada. The goods ordered by the com­
pany in Victoria, which include a large 
supply of drugs, are to be delivered May 
1. and they are to be sent through by

Even if we leave 
the duty out of the question, we esti­
mate that we are at least saving 20 per 
cent, on tbe drv goods we are packing in 
with us. When our party is complete 
'there will be seven of us, and as we are 
-each taking in supplies sufficient to last 
ns a year and a half, you can see that it 
paid us to look around before purchas­
ing. We found that Los Angeles and 
Sacramento were simply out of the ques­
tion; but Seattle was not bad. How­
ever, we obtained some of the price lists 
sent out by your merchants in the latter 
city and were not long in deciding where 
to outfit. Almost everything we need is 
cheaper here than in Seattle. Why. one 
of our party bought a rifle for $16 in 
Seattle and paid $4.16 duty on it 
when he came across toe border. 
In our trip around Victoria to-day 
we find that the same rifle sells here 
for $15. In the matter of clothing and 
blankets Seattle cannot compete with 
you. The merchants over^ there aeked 
us $10 and $12 for Mackinaw suits which 
we can buy here for $7.60, and then 
there is the duty to be considered. All 
of the party wrote to friends to-day ad­
vising them to come to Victoria to out­
fit, when they come North.”

One Firm Alone Is Now Getting Ready No 
Less Than Eight Hundred Outfits.

TH E CITYSEAL SKIN GARMENTS.
The following regulations of the United 

States Treasury Department are of special 
interest to all those persons intending to 
visit the United States, and to take with 
them, either as personal effects or mer­
chandise, any fur seal skins, or articles 
manufactured therefrom :

1. No fur seal skins, whether raw, 
dressed, dyed, or otherwise manufac­
tured, shall be admitted to entry in the 
United States, unless there shall be at­
tached to the invoice a certificate, signed 
by the United States consul at the place 
of exportation, that said skins were not 
taken from seals killed within the waters 
mentioned in said act, specifying in de­
tail the locality of such taking, whether 
on land or at sea, and also the person 
from whom said skins were purchased 
in their raw and dressed state, the date 
of said purchase and the lot number. 
Consuls shall require satisfactory evi­
dence of the truth of such facts by oath 
or otherwise before giving any such 
certificate.

No fur seal skins, raw, dressed, dyed, 
or otherwise manufactured shall be ad­
mitted to entry as part of a passenger’s 
personal effects unless accompanied by 
an invoice certified by the consul as 
herein provided.

AH fur seal skins, whether raw, 
dressed, dyed, or otherwise manufac­
tured, the invoices of which are not ac­
companied by the certificate above pre­
scribed, shall be seized by the collector 
of customs and destroyed as provided for 
in section 9 of the act of December 29, 
1897.

2. Every article manufactured, in 
whole or in part, from fur seal skins, the 
invoice of which is presented as afore­
said to the consul, shall have legibly 
stamped thereon the name of the manu­
facturer and the place of manufacture, 
and shall be accompanied by a statement 
in writing under the oath of said manu­
facturer that said skin or skins used in 
said article were taken from seals not 
killed at sea within the waters men­
tioned in said act, specifying the locality 
in detail, and also the person from whom 
said skins were purchased in their raw 
and dressed state, the date of said pur­
chase and the lot number.

3. When an application is made to a 
consul for a certificate under these regu­
lations the invoice and proofs of - origin 
presented by the exporter shall be sub­
mitted to the treasury agent designated 
for the purpose of investigation, and the 
consul shall not certify any such invoice 
until such agent shall have made his re­
port.

1. All articles manufactured in whole 
or in part from fur seal skins and im­
ported into the United States shall have 
the linings thereof so arranged that the 
pelt of the skin or skins underneath 
shall be exposed for examination.

5. All fur seal skins, whether raw, 
dressed, dyed or otherwise manufac­
tured, in whole or in part, whether im­
ported as merchandise or as part of a 
passenger’s effects, shall be sent _ to the 
public stores for a careful examination 
and inspection to prevent evasion of the 
law.
6. All garments made in whole or in part 

of seal skins and taken from this coun­
try may be re-entered on presentation 
of a certificate of ownership from the 
collector of customs of the port of de­
parture, which certificate shall have 
been obtained before leaving this coun­
try.

7. Nothing in these regulations shall 
affect the right of any officer of the cus­
toms to inspect and seize any fur seal 
skin or garment imported which he may 
find to have been imported in violation 
of said act.

The law prohibits the importation 
into the United States of any fur seal 
skins taken in the waters of the North 
Pacific ocean, and the above regulations 
are'designed to carry into effect said 
law, and the laws are rigidly enforced 
by. the U. S. customs officers. It will be 
seep that fur seal skins of any kind can 
not be imported into the United States, 
whether as merchandise or as part of the 
passengers’ effects, unless accompanied 
by the required consular certificate. It 
w'ill save passengers taking sealskin furs 
or garments into the United States a 
great deal of annoyance and delay, and 
possibly seizure, if thev provide them­
selves with the required consular certifi­
cate before they start.

The magnitude of the business now 
being done by Vidtoria outfitters may be 
judged from the fact that one firm alone 
is now turning out no less than eight 
hundred outfits, the majority of which 
will have to be ready by the 15th of next 
month. The firm referred to is Messrs. 
Simon Leiser & Co., Yates street. They 
are outfitting one party of forty, headed 
by Capt. Armstrong, of Golden, East 
Kootenay. The party will take in sixty 
tons of supplies and machinery. They 
will leave in the City of Nanaimo and go 
to Teelin Lake, by the Stickine route, 
where they will use the machinery in 
fitting up a steamer to ply on the lake.

Two parties of Californians are also 
outfitting with the same firm. One of 
the parties hails from ’Frisco and is 
comprised of seven miners who sent 
their order on e head some days ago, so 
that, they could leave here by Feb. 6.

The majority of the local merchants, 
who are handling miners supplies are 
working night and day to keep pace with 
the orders that are fairly pouring in from 
all quarters.

They spent several days in 
Seattle pricing outfits, buta careful com­
parison of the prices ruling in that place 
and in Victoria resulted in the purchase 
of their entire outfit here.

O (Toronto Mail and Empire ITwo of the Northern steamers are due 
to-day, the Corona and the Danube. The 
City of Seattle will be the only one to 
sail for Alaska, and according to pro­
gramme she is to be here early this 
morning and sail at 9 o’clock. She will 
have most of her load on board by the 
time she arrives, and there will 
be nothing here 
a few passengers. The Queen 
booked to leave Victoria on her first 
trip of the season on the 4th proximo, 
and the Cleveland of the same line three 
days latter. This latter vessel became 
famous last year as a gold carrier from 
the north, and her history from the 
time she was built until the memorable 
disaster of. a few months ago on the 
rocks of the West Coast would fill many 
columns. The Cleveland’s repairs are 
not yet quite complete, but when ready 
for service again the steamer will 
have accommodation for 1,000 tons 
of freight and 300 second class 
passengers. Tickets for the City of Na­
naimo, sailing on about the third of Feb- 
uary, are selling well, as they are also 
for the Islander. Additional berths 
being placed in the Islander and she is 
expected to carry the banner crowd in 
point of numbers, sailing np to the time 
of her departure. The steamer Mischief 
with her party of Los Angeles folk, who 
have been in this city for some time past, 
and who are going into the Yukon via 
the Stickine, got away yesterday heavily 
freighted. She carried twenty horses 
belonging to the party, and a large num­
ber of dogs.

Ia their presentment to Judge Forin 
the Revelstoke grand jury last week 
dealt with four important matters. They 
drew attention to the urgency of pro­
tective measures being taken against the 
further encroachments of the Columbia 
river on the townsite at this place, de­
claring that unless the protection work 
is proceeded with before the water rises 
at the end of April, a large portion of 
the centre of the townsite will in all 
probability be wiped out, and the ap­
proaches to the school house and the 
churches cut off, as well as jeopardizing 
the safety of the buildings. The loca­
tion of the dumping ground for garbage 
and night soil is a vexed question here. 
Dr. Duncan, secretary of the Provincial 
Board of Health, fixed on a site below 
and to the south of the town. The selec­
tion, however, was over-ruled by Mr. O. 
Phillipps-Wolley, provincial sanitary 
inspector, who expropriated land to the 
north of and near the town, directly in 
the track of the prevailing northwesterly 
wind*. The grand jury submit that per­
mien-m be given to either discharge the 
garbasre into the Columbia river, or that 
the sue selected by Dr. Duncan be 
chosen, instead of the present location. 
They further urged Judge Forin’s in­
fluence in the matter of supporting an 
appeal to the Provincial Government 
for an additional grant of $160 for fire 
protection purposes. Lastly, the pre- 
Ben tmenK,saye : “A matter of very 
great importance to this town and dis­
trict, to which we would respectfully 
draw your attention, is the necessity of 
improving means of transportation to 
the Big Bend district, by constructing 
wagon roads to a point beyond the 
canyon, and improving the navigation 
from that point northwards on the 
Columbia river. The amount of work 
already done in this district fully war­
rants the expenditure needed in this 
direction.”

An interesting case has come before 
Judge Bole at New Westminster wherein 
the validity of the native marriage dere- 
mony will be tested in the suit of Smith 
v. Young. The defendant ia the official 
administrator at Nanaimo. The plain­
tiff is a Oowichan Indian woman, who, 
in 1865, was married, in the tribal man­
ner, to a white man. Her husband and 
son, having since died, she claims the 
estate which otherwise would go to the 
crown. This will be the first time a 
suit of this nature has occurred in the 
province.

The Rossland city solicitor has in 
hand the defence of a suit for $10,000 
damages brought against the city by the 
Guarantee Loan and Trust Company of 
Toronto. The claim of the, company is 
that it had negotiated for the sal# of 
$50,000 worth of Rossland debentures 
under the terms of an agreement, and 
that by the failure of the city to, sell it 
the bonds the company had suffered a 
loss of $10,000 profit assured by the sale 
of the debentures.

Rossland has decided to give the fire­
men a sort of retainer, instead of their 
being absolutely “volunteer.” The chief 
will receive $400 per annum, the assis­
tant chief $76 per month, and the driver 
$60 per month, and the call men are to 
be given $10 per month each.

The store of Mr. M. J. O’Hearn, mer­
chant tailor and general furnisher, Boss- 
land, has been damaged by fire to the 
extent of $760.

Mr. Gaglietto, a well-known store­
keeper of Kamloope, is missing, and his 
prolonged absence is causing anxiety. 
He left Kamloops some time ago to go to 
the coast, and has not been beard of 
since. '

During the four months of Green­
wood’s incorporation, which ended on 
December 31, the total civic receipts 
were $1,110. The city owes the Bank of 
Montreal $748.

Archibald Campbell, a timekeeper on 
the Crow’s Nest Railway, has died at 
Crow’s Nest lake from the effects of an 
overdose of morphine. He swallowed 
nine pills and never awoke from the 
deep sleep that followed.

Mr. G. Kydd. late manager of the 
Bank of British North America, at San-' 
don, has been appointed manager of the 
Merchants’ Bank of Halifax, at Nelson.

Mr. George Lovatt, a visitor from To­
ronto, aged 62, died suddenly at Sandon 
the other day.

8o There is every indication of a great 

scramble for Yukon railway charters 
during the coming session of Parliament. 
Already twenty-one applications have 
been made for the incorporation of vari­
ous railway enterprises, all of which 
have the Klondike as their goal. Ten of 
the projected companies ask powers not 
only to build and operate railroads to 
the Yukon, but to deal in mining lands, 
to develop mining properties, to own 
and operate smelters, 
schemes are therefore railway and mining 
enterprises combined. Besides this,other 
powers out of the ordinary are sought. 
Many proposed companies ask to be au­
thorized to acquire and operate waggon 
roads, and to collect tolls from all using 
such thoroughfares. Permission to con­
struct and operate saw mills, vessels, 
wharves and docks, telegraph and tele­
phone lines, to deal in water-powers, to 
divert streams, to acquire timber limite, 
and to act as an express company is 
sought by several concerns from parlia­
ment. Some of the companies ask to be 
constituted, as well as mining and rail­
way corporations, general trading insti­
tutions, dealing in provisions, clothing, 
machinery, establishing and owning re­
tail stores, and owning and operating 
hotels, boarding-houses, etc.

Various and devious are the ways by 
which it is proposed to open up com­
munication with the land of gold. Ed­
monton, the Lynn canal and Ashcroft 
are favorite starting points. The Cari- 
boo-Oassiar railway seeks to build from 
the Canadian Pacific, near Ashcroft, to 
Lake Teelin, thence following the course 
of the Hootalinqua, Lewis and Yukon 
rivers to Dawson city.

The British Columbia and Northern 
railway also proposes to start at Ash­
croft, but will follow the valley of the 
Fraser to thq headwaters of the Stickine 
river, and proceed thencé down - the 
valley of the Lewis river to Fort 
Selkirk. Several companies are anxi­
ous to start from Edmonton, N. 
W.T., and build north and west into the 
Yukon. The Northern and Ynkon rail­
way wants to lay tracks from Edmonton 
northwesterly to the Peace river, and 
down through Teelin lake to the centre 
of attraction. Another project, of which 
Mr. J. B. Powell sighs himself general 
manager, proposes to build from Edmon­
ton to the Klondike, with no particular 
route in view, and to issue paid-up pro­
moters’ stock. Senator Longhead's firm 
gives notice of a scheme to build from 
Edmonton to the Peace river, and thence 
to the Ynkdn, by the most practicable 
and feasible route.

Most of the prospective railway mag­
nates think that the Ratifie coast affords 
the beet means of ingress to the Klon­
dike. The route mapped out for the 
Lynn Canal and Dalton railway is from 
the head of the Lynn .canal northward 
along Dalton’s trail to a point near Fort 
Selkirk. The Stickine and Teslin lake 
com pan v is heading for the Yukon by 
way of " Fort Wrangel, following the 
Stickine river to Telegraph creek, and 
thence to Fort Selkirk, by way of 
Teslin lake. The Ynkon and .Pacific 
railway proposes to build from Skag­
way or Dyea to ,L»kB Bennett, and 
thence communicate by water with 
Dawson City. Another route for which 
a charter is sought begins near the 
shore of the Lynn caqal, and proceeds 
along or near the Dalton trail to the Yu­
kon river. Some capitalists ask permis­
sion to put their own or other people’s 
money in a line beginning on the Stick­
ine river and continuing by way of Lake 
Teslin and Hootalinqua river to a point 
on the Yukon. Mr. Dalton McCarthy’s 
firm gives notice of application for a 
charter from Ghilcoot inlet, at the head 
,of the Lynn canal, up the Chilcoot river 
to Chilcoot summit, thence to Five Fin­
ger rapids, on the Lewis river, and 
thence to Fort Selkirk. The Pacific 
and Yukon railway proposes to start 
from the same point, going 
through the Chilcoot pass to Dalton’s 
poet, on the Alsek river, and thence to 
the Five Fingers’ rapids. A line is pro­
jected from Portland Inlet to Telegraph 
creek, on the Stickine river, thence to 
Teslin lake, and along the Yukon to 
Dawson City. Another route to be ap­
propriated by charter is from the Lynn 
canal to the White pass, thence by way 
of Lake Bernard to the Hootalinqua 
river. The British Pacific railway also 
proposes to build branches through the 
Caesiar and Yukon district to prevent 
any scarcity of railways.

Several of the proposed charters cover 
practically the same routes. The trails, 
passes and valleys will re-echo with the 
shriek of the iron horse very soon if the 
applications to parliament afford any 
indication of the number of railroads 
about to be built.

The present plans, if executed, would 
make Dawson City the most important 
railway centre in the world. Last ses­
sion a couple of companies got through 
charters to serve the Klondike with 
railway facilities. They may be expect­
ed to offer objection to the new competi­
tors, so far as they cover similar ground. 
As the disposition Of the railwaÿ com­
mittee has been against overloading any 
particular part of the country with rail­
way charters this opposition may count 
for something. It is understood that the 
government is maturing plans of its own 
for giving the new district railway con­
nection. It may undertake to bnild a 
line, or it may offer a substantial 
subsidy to the company that is prepared 
to do so with the least possible delay. 
These circumstances cannot fail to com­
plicate the question as to how far the 
appetite for charters ought to be grati- 

ed. It is stated that already at least 
one Yukon charter has changed hands 
at a fancy price, and without assuming 
that there is any intention to traffic in 
franchises, that is a phase of the matter 
that will receive attention. The railway 
committee of the House of Commons 
will be the tribunal which will hear and 
determine the arguments of the various 
promoters, and as such will be the cen­
tre of attraction in what promises to be 
a distinctly Klondike session of parlia-

iKIAOCHOU AND KOREA.
Views of the Oriental Press on Recent Opera­

tions by European Powers.
!

A few days ago we gave the opinions 
oi two leading members of the Straits 
Chinese community with reference to 
the Kiaochau incident, both of whom 
were firmly convinced of the existence of 
a great foreign coalition and the por­
tending partition of China. To-day our 
representative had an interesting chat 
with a well-informed English-speaking 
Chinaman who was recently in Europe, 
and who claims to be conversant with 
both Western and Eastern politics. He 
by no means regards the situation as 
hopeless nor the attitude of the powers 
as unfriendly to China. _ In fact he 
flatly disbelieves in the existence of any 
such coalition, and looks upon our 
special telegram to-day as mere rumor, 
quite on a par with other previous 
rumors of a similar nature. As regards 
the Kiaochau incident, he said it had 
long been known that Germany was on 
the lookout for a coaling station to sup­
port her commerce, and toe whole thing 
was premeditated. WheninEuropehemet 
Major von Hanneken, who was formerly 
in command of the northern squadron of 
the Chinese navy, and he gathered from 
him that there was a feeling of great dis­
satisfaction at being left, ae it were, out 
in the cold. Britain had her ports, 
France had obtained advantageous terms 
in the south, and Russia had secured 
railway concessions in the north, whilst 
Germany wae ont of it. Oar informant 
then asked Major Hanneken what port 
they would like, and he immediately re­
plied Kiaochau., Germany was a rower 
of groat and growing commercial im­
portance, and be failed to see why some 
concession should not have been made 
to her. He also felt assured that what­
ever action Germany had taken was 
taken with the full knowledge of Russia. 
This all tended to show that toe mis­
sionary outrages which were committed 
by irresponsible parties had been on the 
pretext for advancing what was doubt­
less a settled policy and advantage taken 
oi the opportunity tons afforded to secure 
a coaling station.

The views held by Singapore Chinese 
as to the imminent break np of China, 
nnder foreign pressure, are borne out by 
the opinions entertained by the Chinese 
further north.—Singapore Free Press.

EXPORT DUTY ON ORE.
To impose an export duty on ore at 

the present time would be little less than 
a disaster to the mining industry in Brit- 
ise Columbia. Practically, a smelting 
monopoly would be created, while at the 
same time, the smelting capacity in this 
province would be quite inadequate to 
treat more than a small portion of the 
ore which will be produced this year. 
There are now only two smelters in 
operation in the province.—Newe-Ad- 
vertiser.

UNION OP BAST AND WEST KOOTENAY.
The near approach to ns from the East 

of the Crow’s Nest railway is bringing 
about a union of the interests of East 
and West Kootenay in a very gratifying 
manner. The circuitous route necessary 
to travel by any public conveyance, 
covers about 4C3 miles. Already a stage 
company is about to put on a line from 
Fort Steele to the new town of Kalama 
at Armstrong or Goit River landing. 
The distance to be covered is about 70 
miles. From Kaslo to Kalama is about 
60 miles. Consequently one will soon 
have to travel bnt about 120 miles as 
compared with 490 as formerly, a saving 
of several hundred percent, on distance. 
When the railway is once completed
