One man had his 
leg jammed, while two were ent about 
the head and shoulders. Capt. Hall was 
injured by a spar as the vessel went 
down. Several of the women were more 
dead than alive when taken aboard, and 
with difficulty were resuscitat"* ”

Capt. Johnson was lend in 
of the bravery displayed hy t 
rescued by him. To two in parSbular he 
gave much credit for the cainfcese dis­
played. According to Capt. Johnson, 
the women were far more n 
the men, and gavé valuable assistance 
in caring for the survivors as each suc­
ceeding raft was picked np. In most in­
stances it was with great difficulty that 
the survivors were gotten aboard, owing 
to the heavy sea running. The captain 
and the crew of the Dispatch gave every 
attention to the wants ot the passengers. 
In many instances their wardrobes 
entirely depleted. While many ot the 
passengers had ample time' to robe 
themselves after the alarm had been 
given, many failed to do so, and as a 
result not a few were but Hi clad, While 
those more fortunate were drenched to 
the skin and, suffered equaBy with the 
less fortunate once.

'Steamer Walla Walla, of the Pacific 

Coast Steamship company, bound for 
Victoria, came in collision with a large 
four-masted iron sailing bark near Cape 
Mendocino at 4 o’clock on Thursday 
morning, when 17 hours ont from San 
Francisco, and foundered. Whether the 
sailing vessel met a similar fate, ot sur­
vived the collision, is not known.

Of the passengers and crew of the 
Walla Walla—she carried a crew of 80 
all told, and her passenger list for sev­
eral trips past has averaged from 50 to 
00—60 have been saved. Of the others 
nothing can be learned, and while they 
may have reached some other point, or 
have been picked up by coasting craft, 
their fate is as yet uncertain. A bulle­
tin from San Francisco brought liy the 
steamer Majestic yesterday says that 30 
lives were lost in the disaster. The 
saved—69 in number—were picked np 
by the steamer Despatch and landed at 
Trinidad, near Eureka, in Humboldt 
county, California, yesterday morning. 
They included Capt. A. L. Hall, mas­
ter of the wrecked steamer; Miss Wil­
liams, principal of the Girl’s Central 
school of Victoria, who was spending her 
Christmas vacation in San Francisco, 
and Mrs. C. Hastings, also bound from 
San Francisco to. Victoria.

The details of the disaster to the well 
known Pacific Coast liner are meagre, 
for as neither the C. P. R. nor Western 
Union -wires were working yesterday,.

When the last 
raft was lowered and 15-passengers put 
on it it had drifted but a few feet when 
the steamer’s bow was submerged, and 
the stern raised, apparently making a 
dive for the bottom of-the sea. Several 
people were afterward picked up by the 
many-drifting life boats and rafts.

Those in the boat who were saved were 
Engineer Brown, Fireman John McClel­
lan, Coal Passer William Schinn, Sailor 
O’Leary, Chief Cook Marshall and Pas­
sengers William B. Smith and William 
Morehouse. When the Djspatch reached 
Eureka on Friday morning with the sur­
vivors tugs were immediately sent out 
for the missing boats. The tug Ranger 
picked up one containing 11 passengers 
and three of the crew.

Later a life boat from the wrecked 
steamer containing seven passenger* 
landed safely in a big fresh water la­
goon IS miles north of Trinidad. A 
stage has been despatched from Trinidad 
to return with the survivors. Eieht 
other passengers who 'landed at Big 
iLagoon on Friday arrived at Trinidad 
late that night, among them being 
Second Officer Lapp, who was on watch 
at the time of the collision. A lifeboat, 
which left the Walla Walla with 10 per­
sons on board, arrived at Trinidad with 
only nine people, the wife of Revenue 
Officer Ketzschnnr of Tacoma having 
died on board and her body was thrown 
overboard.

There are still one boat and two life 
rafts missing and hopes are entertained 
that oerhaps a mniority of the missing 
may have been on them and will be pick­
ed np at sea.

As soon as the news of the collision 
and the many lives lost was known to 
the Eureka citizens, the mayor, Chamber 
of Commerce and citizens set about to 
relieve the rescued, most of them being 
poorly clad. In half an hour the schoon­
er iRnhne was detailed to go over the 
Humboldt bar in search of others. In 
about three hours she returned with 14. 
having picked this number up from a 
raft that had drifted as far north as 
Trinidad. Not being able to land at 
that point, they returned, intending to 
attempt to go over the bar when rescued 
by the schooner Buhne.

We were 
at one time from a half to three-quar­
ters of a mile off the Ranger, but she 
failed to sight us and we continued our 
passage on toward Mendocino light, hop­
ing to reach that place before dark.

About day­
break we once more started for shore 
and had a hard fight with the breakers.

The WaUa Wal­
la’s officers who were on watch hurried 
to the stations at the boats, aud one by 
one eight life boats were swung clear of 
the davits and lowered into the sea, still 
obscured by the darkness of night. 
Quickly the lifeboats were filled with 
passengers and crew of the fast-sinking 
steamer, -and those remaining on the 
liner put over the four life-rafts from 
the upper deck and many clnng to these 

they swept over into the waters.
- The boats were eutiicient to accom­
modate all on board the steamer, but 
who of those ou board reached them has 
yet to be learned, for no definite news 
has -been received of tbe numbers who 
secured places in theuoats, or of how 
mâny of the boats made the land, in 
fact, all that can be learned is that Capt. 
Hail aud 68 others have beeu landed 
near Enreka, California, and have 
started thence for San Francisco on the 
Pacific Coast Steamship company’s 
steamer Pomona. If no othere have 
been picked up or made the land in the 
boats or on the-rafts, the loss ot life will 
no doubt be much heavier than 30, the 
number reported to have been lost in 
Saq Francisco despatch. The Walla 
Walla’s crew numbered 80 people, and 
the steamer has never brought less than 
a total complement of 46 passengers 
from the Golden Gate. Her general 

number of passengers at this
______is from 50 to 60 ,and it is
pected that the list will be swelled on 
this trip by people returning north after 
spending the holidays in San Francisco. 
When the collision occurred the Walla 
Walla was about 240 miles from the 
Golden Gate, and Trinidad, where her 
survivors were landed, is just north of 
Cape Mendocino, and„not far from, the 
scene of the disaster.

The identity of tne sailing craft which 
sunk the Walla Walla, like her fate, is 
yet a mystery. As far as can be learn­
ed, she was a four-masted, iron hall 
bark, believed to be a French vessel, 
although this is uncertain.

The identity of the French bark which) 
collided with and sank the steamer 
Walla Walla, is known. She is the 
French bark Max, a four-masted iron 
vessel of 1,562 tons, bound from Glas-, 
gow for San Francisco. A despatch to 
the Colonist from Seattle says that 
telegrams from Neah Bay give news of 
the arrival there of the steam collier 
Washtenaw, which reports having been 
in company with the French bark (Max 
off Mendocino on January 2. The Max 
reported being in collision with a large 
passenger steamer at 4 -o’clock that 
morning. The Max had three holes 
stove in her bow and ber stem was bent 
to port, but no lives were lost on the 
bark. The Max left Glasgow on Sep­
tember 9 for San Francisco ,and—as is 
tire custom ot San Fraiiéisco-bound 
shipe—she bore in towards Mendocino 
light to get her bearing8, a»d there she 
struck and sunk the Walla Walla. The 
Max was In ballast.

Oapt. AWL. Hall, master of the Walla 
Walla was in bed when the collision oc­
curred. His bunk was driven from its 
position, and he was rudely awakened, 
when the crash followed the compact 
made by the bow of the bon bark which 
cut into the Walla Walla’s starboard' 
[bow so deeply that the big hole made 
reached the hatch combing on the 
main deck, and tore the iron hull three 
feet below the water line. The officers 
and passengers were spon on deck. When 
Capt. Hall comprehended the situation 
he realized the condition of hik vessel. 
The suddenness ot the collision afforded 
the officers and crew of the Walla Walla 

time to learn the name of the ves­
sel that had struck her. This much was 
known though. She was a four-masted 
iron bulled bark, believed to .be French. 
She loomed np suddenly through the 
haze and when Second Officer Luke-^- 
vho was on watch—saw her lights it 
was too late to avert a collision. After 
extricating herself from the starboard 
bow of the steamer th6 bark backed off 
and was seen no more. Her fate re­
mains unknown. While it is believed her 
forward rigging might have beeu broken, 
it is thought unlikely by many 
hull suffered any damage, while on the 
other hand many shipping men aver that 
she mustr have ‘been disabled, or she- 
would have stood by the steamer.

Capt. Hall, on examining the damage 
lone, immediately ordered all the pas­
sengers awakened, the life boats and 
rafts lowered and the passengers put 
aboard them.

Lon/lon, Jan. 2.—A despatch to the 
Central News from Vienna says a report 
has been received there via Sofia to the 
effect that Miss Ellen M. Stone, the Am­
erican captive missionary, has beeu re­
leased. The report lacks confirmation.

The Sofia correspondent of the Daily 
Telegraph has cabled an unconfirmed, 
rumor to the effect that Miss Stone and 
Mme. Tsilka were liberated in Turkey 
on January 1, and that the Americans 
who conducted the negotiations resulting 
in this reported release agreed, in the 
presence of the captives, to maintain ab­
solute silence concerning the captors. If 
this promise is broken, concluded the 
correspondent, vengeance will be wreak­
ed upon the American mission.

Washington, Jan. 2.—The state de­
partment officials say they have no re­
cent news on the subject ot Miss Stone, 
and therefore cannot confirm the de­
spatch from London transmitting a re­
port that she has Ibeen released. At the 
same time such "a consummation of the 
efforts in her behalf would not be sur­
prising, as the latest news received here 
shows that responsible persons are in 
communication with the brigands who 
hold her captive, and the latter know 
these persons have all the mpney that 
can be raised with which to ransom the

LOST WITH THE SHIP.

Steerage Passengers Imprisoned by 
Broken Timbers—Stories of 

Self-Sacrifice.

Enreka, Jan. 3.—S. Williamson, a 
bartender on the Walla WaUa, was one 
of the last to leave the wreck. When the 
crash came he went forward and a large 
ibark just passed, which he supposed to 
be a French vessel. He states that the 
bark was so near that he could have 
jumped on board her at that time. The 
passengers tv ere "hastily getting into life­
boats until the deck was pretty clear. 
One family, consisting of five, supposed 
to be foreigners, remained in the bow 
of the" boat. Different members of the 
family were asked to get into boats, but 
as ttifere was no room for the entire fam­
ily they clang together, wishing to die 
together rather than be separated. They 
were in the steerage of the Walla 
Walla, and happened to be in the end 
of the steerage which_was shut off from 
the compartment where the bark pierced 
her. The timbers of the boat were so 
crushed by the bark that people in the 
other end of tile ster.age were shnt off 
from the exit and were thns closed in, 
with no hope of escape or chance to free 
themselves. Two of these people were 
gotten out, but more are supposed to 
have been held and gone down with the

Mr. Williamson stayed with the ship 
until she was about to go down, when 
lie grasped a rope and swung over the 
side. He tried -to keep on top ot the 
wreck, but »s the vessel began to sink 
he was caught in the propeller and had 
a hard fight to free himself. He was 
at last picked up by a raft, and with a 
few others was takeu up by the Dis­
patch. The raft was under two feet of 
water and the men were compelled to sit 
in this and hold on tor fear'of being 
washed off by the heavy seas. They re­
mained in this condition until picked up.

CAPT. HALL’S STORY.

Was Knocked from His Bunk by Col­
lision—Narrowly Escaped Death. “We had about 65 first and second- 

class passengers outboard aud about 160 
-souls all told. We had no knowledge of 
the vessel striking us, the weather be­
ing so thick she was not to be seen un­
til we were struck. It was very dark 
at the time and the uncertain light in­
terfered to a great extent with rescue 
of the passengers, I remained on board 
assisting them in every way possible. I 
went down with "the ship.

Cstrt. Arthur L. Hall, master of.the 
wrecked steamer Walla Walla, gave the 
following account of the disaster to the 
Enreka correspondent of the Associat­
ed Press:

“We left San Francisco Wednesday, 
bound fdr Victoria and-JPuget Bound. 
The weather thickened as the night ad­
vanced and Thursday morning a heavy 
tog, accompanied by a light rain, set in. 
About 4:10 a.m. I was suddenly awak­
ened by an-awful crash on the port aide, 
well forward. Second Officer Luke was 
on watch at the time. The housing, es­
pecially in the vicinity of my cabin, was 
badly shattered, the main force of the 
collision striking her just forward ot my 
state room. My hunk was struck and 
thrown across the room onto my table. 
After the crash the vessel, which I think 
was French bark, .judging from the 
language used hy her sailors, rebounded 
and ‘groped elougide. 1 called to her to 
stand by. She drifted a*ay and was 
lost to view. I could not tell how badly 
she was injured, but I dor not imagine 
she was severely hurt.

SUING FOB COSTS.

Vancouver’s

BLEW UP PALACE.
The çtorm of Christmas night played 

havoc along the coast of Vancouver Isl­
and, upon which in years past so many 
wrecks have been thrown during * the 
stormy season. This* time, fortunately, 
no vessels, unable to withstand the force 
of wind and seas, were caught out in 
it, ®t least a close lookout was kept 
along the coast by the officers of the 
steamer Queen City, which arrived last 
night, and no signs of distressed or 
wrecked vessels was seen, although a 
large piece of the deck house of a ves­
sel was found near Cape Scott. This 
portion of a house was of soft wood and 
had the appearance of having recently 
been washed ashore. Of course it is 
possible that it was washed from a ves­
sel which weathered the storm; in fact, 
had the vessel to which it belonged been 
wrecked more wreckage must have come 
ashore. The storm was a fearful one, 
as those who felt it in Victoria can 
testify. Thousands of trees aloug the 
coast were torn up by the roots and 
the flimsier Indian huts were mown 
down like grass. At Clayoquot an In­
dian woman and her boy were injured 
in the wreck of (heir lodge, and the boy 
subsequently died of his injuries. The 
woman also is not expected to live. It 
was thick when the steamer passed the 
stretch of water-between Carmanah and 
Cape Beale, so it would not have been 
possible for the officers to have seen a 
schooner if one had been ashore there, 
but a stop was made at Carmanah and 
Mr. Daykin, the lighthouse-keeper, had 
the telegraph line open to Clo-oose, 
half-way between the two capes, and 
he had heard of no wreck, or rather 
mentioned none. Capt. Townsend is of 
the opinion that the schooner seen from 
the Duke of Fife is the old Vesta, 
which, as stated in the Colonist, has 
been ashore there for a year. The 
steamer Queen City was lying at Qppe 
Scott on Christmas night, when the 
storm sprang up. The sea had been 
calm and Capt. Townsend says the 
storm broke like a shot from a g^n. 
There was no shelter where the steam­
er lay, and the only thinfc for it was to 
put to sea. This the captain did and his 
vessel was out in the worst blow known 
on the coast for years, for five hours, 
before being able to make Bull harbor, 
on the east side of Cape Scott. Here a 
safe anchorage was found and the ves­
sel remained there until the storm sub­
sided. The Queen City being a splen­
did ejea boat, did not suffer much, the 
only damage to lier being the loss of à 
portion of her railing.

.A close lookout was kept on the down­
ward trip, hot, as stated, no signs of 
wreckage was seen beyond the finding 
of the portion of deck house at Lawn 
Point, Cape Scott. Besides the dam­
age to houses at Clayoquot, three houses 
at Dodge’s Cove were blown down and 
damaged as done in other villages. Dur­
ing the storm a little schooner, the 
Eagle, with a party of prospectors 
aboard, was off Cape Scott, and Capt. 
Townsend felt sure that they had been 
lost, but the schooner made Bull harbor 
at about 5 o’clock in the morning, hav­
ing been in the storm since 10 at night, 
when it started.

Bomb Exploded While Russian - Grand 
Duke Entertained.

Paris, Jan. 2.—A despatch to the Pa­
trie from Kiev, European Russia, under 
today’s date,, says a bomb exploded last 
night under the balcony of the palace of 
the Grand IDuke Constantine. The ex­
plosion occurred at a moment when the 
salons were thronged with guests. A 
gréât panic followed, hut nobody was 
injured, though the damage done was 
considerable. All the windows near the 
scene of the explosion were shattered. 
Nihilist students are suspected of com­
mitting the outrage.

They 
always come from the North very poor, 
but, feeding on the best wheat in the 
world for two weeks, they are fat, and 
in this condition, as a tender, delicate, 
toothsome article of diet, they outclass 
anything of the kind ever found on any 
bill of fare. They are very Highly 
valued because of being very wild and 
very hard to secure.

From this dinner all turkey and 
domestic fowl are barred; nothing but 
high-class northern-bred “honker” and 
“brant” wild goose ^are admitted.

For this year’s' dinner the ladies 
modestly asked for sixty, and the men 
of the town were to supply them. '. So 
with tent, ammunition and “ grub ” the 
men hied forth to the feeding grounds 
and the lake. Hunting late and early, 
they returned after five days with 105 
prime (birds. Sixty were selected for 
the great dinner. These were plucked 
and dressed and the whole lot sent to 
the baker, who placed them in his oven 
and roasted them in one batch. The 
dinner was heM in Sowden 'Hall on 
November 19, J901, and, as was ex­
pected, proved a phenomenal success.

■Northern-bred honker:? to the number 
of sixty were carved and presented in 
prime condition, and proved a delicacy 
to tempt the most refined taste.

To the ladies belongs the credit of 
having perfectly prepared the birds and 
other good things that made a most 
tempting hill of fare.

At 530 preparations were complete 
for the reception of guests. The tables, 
draped in spotless linen, glittered with 
silver, sparkled with crystal, and 
groaned under the weight of ’good 
things. One hundred and eleven guests 
could be seated at once. 'By 630 every 
chair at the table was occupied. The 
seats at the sides were filled, and all 
standing room taken, and still crowds 
gathered in. The large hall proved 
altogether too small for what is dis­
tinctly the only public wild goose dinner 
in America.

Through 
the hon fields and the pasture lands of 
the valley the procession slowly marched 
to finally wind its way up the long hill­
side to the grave. The funeral was the 
largest ever seen in the state.

Tug Pilot, the arrival of which has 
been awaited, reached port yesterday 
morning as the fleet of Oriental liners 
were anchored at the Outer wharf, 
bringing the coal hulk Richard III. from 
Juneau laden with a cargo of 1,200 tons 
of concentrates from the Treadwell 
mines dor Tacoma, to which port she 
will be towed this morning. The Pilot 
was 10 days on the voyage down, being 
delayed by the heavy weather. She en­
countered the heavy southwest gale on 
Thursday last while crossing Queen 
Charlotte Sound, and so fierce was t-he 
wind blowing that she was 20 hours in 
making 10 miles. The fine tug weather­
ed the storm well, though, and was 
damaged, nor did her tow sustain any 
damage. Seas swept on both tag and 
tow, swishing around the steamer’s 
decks, and causing much inconvenience, 
but fortunately no damage. On Satur­
day last the wind was heavy also, and 
the tug and her tow were anchored in 
Port Alexander to await the passing of 
the storm.

Capt. Cutler says the heavy gale has 
almost denuded some parts of Hadding­
ton and Malcolm islands of trees, the 
wind upnjoting and-cutting off the trees 
and leaving a clear path to show where 
it had passed. The trees were cut away 
as completely as though a large gang 
or men had gone through the bush with 
axes and cleared the land.

The Pilot left last night for the Fras­
er to tow the sahnon laden ship Greta 
to the Royal Roads. The Greta broke 
away from her moorings during the big 
storm and the cannery at which she 
was lying was partially destroyed. The 
ship escaped without damage, how­
ever.

-.dustry will benefit 
largely wnen rorecasts are given, for 
gas and electric lighting companies will 
be able to effect a saving and store up 
supplies to meet the demand of private 
consumers. A foggy day brings the gas 
companies an extra revenue of £8,000.

In this way fogs pay the shareholders 
of the lighting companies of the metrop­
olis, but the companies, it appears, are 
not contributing one penny towards the 
funds (for investigation of fog forecasts.

The chief interest of the people of the 
metropolis is quite opposed to that of 
the lighting industry, and they look to 
the 'London county council to remedy 
the nuisance and save their gas bills..

Mr. J. Coley-Brookfield, C. ŒC., gave 
his views as an expert on the subject to 
an -Express representative.

He said: “ London fogs are entirely 
due to the imperfect combustions of the 
fuel in the fire grates of the metropolis. 
The parks and open spaces, however, 
will have to be surface-drained before 
the London fog is got rid of.

‘tOpen spaces produce a vapor fog, 
which absorbs all the unconsumed par­
ticles that escape from the thousands of 
flues iu the character of $oot.

“A water vapor is always present in 
the air, but increases its density near 
our large parks. Take the Marble Arch, 
Lancastergate, or other well-known 
points, to illustrate any meaning. When 
the» atmospheric conditions favor a fog 
cloud, these spots are the blackest in 
London.

‘*My contention is that the vapor that 
arises from an undrained soil is a suit­
able vehicle for the particles in the 
smoke and soot.

“The London fog is a complex phe­
nomenon, and differs greatly from a 
country fog, and since it does not depend 
altogether on the natural action of tem­
perature, wind and vapor.- may be dealt 
with as a removable eviL”

(Mr. Coley-Bromfield then explained 
that he had some points to put 
for the consideration, of the L.

The first was to abolish all fire grates 
that are not smoke-consuming, and get 
rid of the open grate, and, with its dis­
appearance, the cloud of unburnt car­
bon particles escaping up the chimney.

. This would remedy the nuisance of 
the fog which cost London about 50,- 
000 pounds a day.

“Experiments have proved that when 
coal is .burnt in an open grate, from 1 
to 3 per cent, of the fuel escapes in the 
form of unburnt solid particles of soot, 
arid about ten per cent, in the form of 
volatile compounds is lost in the atmos­
phere.”

It has been estimated at least 266 
tons of carbonaceous and 2,660 tons of 
volatile carbon compounds day fey day 
contaminate the London air.

The fog fiend has an especial liking 
for Sunday, and, as many of his worst 
manifestations began on that day, * it 
is admitted that private ho-uses and not 
factories, are chiefly responsible for his 
appearance. ,On Sundays, in the fog 
months, a million chimneys send forth 
volumes of smoke, for the working man’s 
is a lavish user of coal in the preparation 
of the dinner. The cold stratum of air 
100 feet to 300 feet above the ground 
level keeps the smoke moving about in 
the warmer regions.

‘TPhe density of the fog,” said Mr. 
Coley^Bromifield, “does not increase af­
ter midnight. I have made observations 
for thirty years, and have seen the fog 
cléar away and come on again when the 
people light their fires at 6:30 to 8 
o CzOck in the morning, gradually increas­
ing from a white vapor to a ‘soupy* con­
sistency.”

Winnipeg, Jan. 2.—Every foot of the 
Canadian Northern track is now ,laid 
between Port Arthur and Winnipeg, and 
the 'first through traiu from the lake 
port arrived in Winnipeg last night at 
11 o’clock. The train left Port Arthur 
Tuesday morning about 10 o’clock. At 
Commissioner Inlet, 11 miles east of 
Fort Francis, the train etayed^all night. 
(Here the 1,800-foot gap was lafcT~'by 
.10:47 yesterday morning. The last rail 
was laid in the shadow of a hnagniificent 
white pine, and Mr. William Macken­
zie and Mr. D. D. Mann, with their 
overcoats off, stood, on- either side of the 
last rail and, 'amid the cheers of the 
party and a couple of hundred work­
men, drove the last spike home. Mr. 
•Mackenzie spoke briefly. He thanked 
the men for the loyal support and work 
they had contributed to the road. -He 
was pleased their work had come to a 
successful conclusion. As it was New 
Year’s Day, he had pleasure in 
nouncing that he and Mr. Mann 
give a present of $2 to every workman 
on the line; $5 to every gang foreman, 
and $25 to every overforeman, in addi­
tion to their pay. This was received 
with great cheers by the men.

A pleasing incident of the trip was 
the presentation of an address to Mr. 
(Hanna on reaching Winnipeg. The ad­
dress was read by Mr. William George- 
son, of Winnipeg, and signed -by every 
member of the party. It expressed the 
hope that Mr. Hanna would still be man­
ager of the Canadian Northern when 
that road was an international and iu- 
térocean route.

In about two weeks the construction 
department will hand over the road to 
the operating department. Then it is 
likéîy an accommodation day train will 
be run till ^spring.

Buffalo, N. Y., Dec. 31.—A Washing­
ton despatch to a morning paper says:

The Washington ^government thought 
that everything had been arranged for 
the exchange of the treaty by which 
possession was to be transferred. from 
Denmark to the United States, but op­
position to the sale has developed in 
Copenhagen, which has frightened the 
new Liberal ministry into withholding 
its consent to the. treaty arrangement.

According to the understanding in of­
ficial circles here, the trouble in con- 
sumatiug the deal lies in the inexperi­
ence of the Danish ministry. For the 
first time in many years the Liberals 
in power, but they are afraid to take 
any radical steps that may result in a 
ret uni of the Conservatives, who are 
making the most of the agitation over 
the West Indian matter. A suggestion 
that a plebiscite be held in the islands to 
determine whether the inhabitants want 
United States or Danish rule has been 
made, but not formally, to the state de­
partment or its diplomatic repr^tentative 
at Copenhagen. That this government 
will not consent to plebiscite appears 
to have been determined, so that Den­
mark has no chance of conciliating her 
subjects by such a course.

Can Canada Say She Has Done Her Dnty 
to the Empire?

.We are boasting that we have contrib­
uted first and last five thousand officers 
and men to British service in South Africa. 
Crreat Britain and Ireland have probably 
sent first and last a quarter of a million 
men to South Africa. The number of our 
fellow-subjects in the Unilted Kingdom is 
forty-one millions. The population of Can­
ada Is an eighth of that number. C 
adlans are probably as prosperous 
average as the British. If they had done I 
as well even in numbers they would have 

by this time thirty thousand men. | 
But then, what does even our boast of five 
thousand amount to? We paid perhaps half 
of the cost of half of them. The other 
three-quarters of the cost has fallen as an 
additional burden on our fellow subjects. 
We see a government organ boasting in big 
type that the new contingent is going out 
entirely at the expense of the War Office, 
which means at the expense of fellow sub­
jects no better able to bear the burden than 
we. We should make another boast in 
inch-long letters that while refusing tojmv 

bave retained the patronage. And yet 
the British press is generous enough to 
thank us. But then, say some, the war 
in South Africa is not our business. How 
often have we heard this: and yet it is the 
reverse of true. It Is more our business 
than it is that of the British. There were 
those In Britain who claimed it as a proof 

4]?e l”8tlce of Great Britain’s dealings 
In South Africa that the colonies had* 
sprung to arms. This is far from a clear 
statement of the case. The colonies took 
top war for granted as a fact. It was In 
tnelr eyes simply an unavoidable dispute 
as to whether British power should retire 
from Africa before the rifles of the Boers 
or not. That was very much their busi­
ness. Had Britain retired in South Africa 
where would have been the protection 
which has been everything to them? Where 
would have been the empire of which they 
form parts? He who denies that this is 
very much bur business is not loyal to the 
empire and does not value the relationship. 
We make a most miserable and contempti­
ble boast when we see the Mother Country 
exhausting herself practically in our de­
fence and jubilate In the fact that 
nt the expense of the “War Office.
Witness has never been glad to see our 
voung men marching to the horrors of an 
almost fratricidal war—an utterful hateful 
war-^but we must say we should be» glad 
to see Canada admitting with some spirit 
her financial obligations.

NO QUARTER WAS EXTENDED.

Battle at Honda, in Colombia, of the 
Uncivilized Sort.

Barranquilla papers dated Decem­
ber 24, which came to hand this 
morning, contain further details of 
tlie battle near Honda. They say that 
Gen. Rodriguez commanded Honda’s 
small garrison. Gen. Marin’s large force 
of insurgents attached the place early 
on the morning of December 9. At 8 
a.m. Gen. Londono brought up 200 gov­
ernment reinforcements from La Cigu- 
ente, across the Magdalena river, facing 
Honda. xBy 11:30 the combined - forces 
5r0ve^ie.enemy dear away from Hon- 
da. The insurgents, on arriving at Car- 
aolv near Mariquita, in the evening, 
awaited the government troops in two 
wmgs. It was there^ that bayonets and 
machetes w’ere freely used, for the in­
surgents' ammunition was exhausted. 
The vanguard having been surrounded, 
with the aid of the rear guard the gov- 
ermnent troops succeeded in breaking 
the line, and then utterly routed the en­
emy.

On the following morning, when 400 
were found to have been killed, the in­
surgents retreated by way of Guayaquil, 
taking their wounded with them.

The fighting in this engagement has 
been characterized as uncivilized. The 
Liberal color bore the device: UI neither 
ask for nor give quarter.”

FUSS AND FEATHERS GO. 

'War Office to Make Reform in Uniforms

Halifax; X. 8., Jan. 2.—According to 
information received by Gen. Biscoe, in 
charge of the Imperial forces here, the 
War Office authorities in London have 
decided £o prohibit the use of all use­
less ornaments on officers’ uniforms. No 
gold lace will be permitted and bells 
and straps and swords must disappear.

Curious Evidence in a Hull (England) 
Farmer’s Case.

2—goring Ridge.. . . .“Canada is growing better—the peni­
tentiaries prove it.” This remark was 
made by Mr. T. W. Dawson, inspector 
of Canadian penitentiaries, a short time 
ago. He was here conferring with Dr 
J. M. Platt, the warden -of Kingston 
for the gool of the people whom the 
state secludes within stone walls

“ The numoer of skilled mechanics and 
of educated and enlightened persons 
sent to us is decreasing every year, and 
the percentage is lower this year than 
ever before. It is a hopeful sign. In 
fact, I think abont the only people 
could be called artisans are those who 
have learned their trades with us, and 
who have a second time fallen foul of 
the law. .Of course, there are excep­
tions to this statement. All the con­
victs of to-day do not come from the 
illiterate and the ordinary laboring 
classes. In fact, the very best society 
gives us an' occasional contribution, but 
the convicts from the cultured and 
mechanical classes of society are very 
much fewer than they were some years 
ago. m I attribute this entirely to an 
improvement in the general morality of 
the people, and to the prreperity of the 
mechanical classes, whicS lessen# the 
■inclination, for crime.”

Dr. Platt, discussing the punishment 
and improvement of criminals, said: 
“Visitors are not wanted in peniten­
tiaries. IA few years ago the penal 
institutions were more onen to the pub­
lic than at present; ana the effect was 
not so gdod. A penitentiary is a place 
for reformation of those criminally in­
clined, and turning it into a show place 
for the curious is bound to have a bad 
effect. You miÿht suppose criminals 
have no sensibilities, .but that is far 
from right, and I assure you that yon 
will hardly find a man, -no matter what 
crime he may have been guilty of, who 
is willing to nave the public see him in 
a striped'suit. When visited-by curious 
strangers, frequently prisoners become 
sullen, and the effect of education and 
training on them is entirely nullified. 
No man in a humiliating position enjoys 
being made an object of curiosity.”

To substantiate the claims of Dr. 
Platt, Mr. Dawson told of an instance 
of a bookkeeper getting in fast com­
pany, taking his employer’s money, and 
being convicted and sentenced for em­
bezzlement. He served his term and 
came out with a resolution to lead an 
honest life. Instead of coining to 
Montreal, where he had lived, when he 
was discharged, he Went straight to 
Quebec, got a place on a ship and went 
to England. He knocked about the 
world for five years, living honestly and 
occupying several positions of minor im­
portance on ships or in shipping offices. 
Finally he returned to Montreal, 
•tirely changed in appearance, and under 
another name got a place as collector of 
a laundry here. For six months he 
held his place and won the confidence of 
his employers. One day, when he pre­
sented a bill, the man who took it said: 
“Do you know where I saw" you last? 
It was behind the bars in the peniten­
tiary.” He went to the laundry and 
asked the manager if all his collectors 
were ex-convicts.

The man was disehajged, and lost 
heart. Six months later he was again 

earing , the Striped clothes c.f a convict. 
“ Incidents like these make a man 

who handles convicts,” said Mr. Daw­
son. “feel that the public should nffT be 
admitted to penitentiaries any oftener 
than is possible.” -

W. W.” meant “ I will 
willingly wait.”

The correspondence closed with a let­
ter asking Mr. .Lambert what he meant 
by writing to Mr. Llewellyn’s wife, and 
threatened an exposure unless he paid 
£100. Mr. Lambert apologized and paid 
£2. Llewellyn married Miss Ross be­
fore the promissory notes were signed.

In the witness box Mr. Lambert said 
that Miss Ross got about £1,100 from 
him this year and “a good lot” last year, 
this wife had given him permission to 
look ont for “somebody else.”

20 years ago by Doctor Warnen, then 
president of the University of Boston, 
in a book called “Paradise Found,” in 
which he gathered together a great 
of legends, which "seem best explain­
able upon the supposition that, at 
time in the history of mankind, popula­
tion was confined almost wholly within 
the limits of the Arctic circle and that 
at the Pole was a great mountain the 
centre of an empire. Dr. Warren’s book 
was regarded more as a literary curios­
ity than a serious, work, although he in­
tended it for the latter. Such attention 
as was given to it by scientific men con­
sisted chiefly of the admission that, so 
far as geology was concerned, there is 
no evidence opposed to the theory and 
considerable that may be regarded 
conformatory to it. .The revival of the 
contention is said to ibe based on astrono­
mical grounds and a very fair argu­
ment can be made to support it. We 
have no certain knowledge of the be­
ginning of astronomy. The custom has 
been to say that the,science as at pres­
ent understood originated in Arabia, but 
this is little more than a guess. It is 
simply an admission that research has 
not brought to light anything older than 
what the ancient Arabians taught. 
There are some reasons to suppose that 
we must look for thé origin 
science to a people living in a part of 
the globe where the Pole star 
head and where the Ecliptic formed the 
celestial horizon. The matter bearing 
upon this point is too extensive and too 
abstruse to be dealt with in newspaper 
editorial, so that we must be content to 
ask readers to accept the conclusion 
having some basis of probability.

It is suggested that the great polar 
mountain was the original "Mount Olym­
pus of Greek mythology, and it is 
pointed out with considerable reason that 
it would be absurd to attribute to an in­
telligent people like the Greeks the be­
lief. that the gods dwell in the minor ele­
vation in that country known as Mount 
Olympus. Indeed we find that nearly all 
the ancient nations had their own 
Olympus or something corresponding to 
it. If we take the story of the Woman 
of "Samaria, we find that she, in speak­
ing to Jesus, raised a question as to 
the correct place to worship. She said 
‘Gur fathers worshipper in this moun­
tain, but ye say that in Jerusalem, that 
is, in Mount Zion, is the place where 
men ought to worship,” thus showing 
that in her mind and in the minds of 
the people of Samaria a mountain was 
associated with the idea Of worship. The 
Hebrew law was said to have been given 
out on Mount Sinai. The most promi­
nent feature in Hindoo mythology was 
Mount Mere, which was said to be in the 
middle of the world and on it Vishnu 
and other gods resided. All through 
the mythology of Asia references to the 
great central mountain are found, and 
it seems as though we must either be-' 
lieve that at one time, and before dis­
persion of the race, mankind lived in 
a country surrounding a great 
tain, or that by some inexplicable 
all the nations of antiquity agreed to 
base their mythology upon the same 
original idea. The incident referred to 
in Genesis as the erection of the Tower 
of "Babel and the dispersal of mankind 
has been explained as a confused re­
collection of the "breaking up Of this 
"Polar Empire. It is interesting to note 
that in very many of the cities of West­
ern Asia, pillars were erected in 
memoration of some central elevation on 
which at one time the gods resided. As 
would be expected some of the explana­
tions of the great Pyramid connect it 
with the tradition of the polar 
tain.

The writer confines himself entirely to 
the effect Asiatic la<bor has upon the 
class it comes directly into competition 
with, 'and claims that the agitation 
against Asiatic immigration owes its 
origin to a desire on the part of work­
ingmen to keep the rate of wages high. 
Objections to Asiatics on other grounds 
is ludicrous and worth discussing.

A! meeting of the boss barbers of 
Montreal was held last week aud pro­
tests entered against measures which 
have raised the wages of journeymen 
barbers of Montreal. An act of the leg­
islature compels the employment *t)f 
qualified barbers, and requires barber 
shops to be kept in a sanitary condi­
tion. Journeymen barbers’are taxed $2 
a year, but this they do not object to pay 
for the reason that their wages are from 
$1.60 to $2 a week higher than they were 
before the passage of the act.

The Montreal City council has estab­
lished a minimum wage of $1,60 a day 
for civic employees.

A meeting of Quebec executive of the 
Trades and Labor congress of Canada 
was held in Montreal last week and con­
sidered demands to be presented to Que­
bec legislature-aCits next session.

The Burgomaster of Vienna has put 
himself at «the bead of an agitation 
against the introduction of machinery 
by Americans for making shoes. The 
Shoemakers’ union threaten to “smash 
the machines to smithereens.”

Two men broke into the rooms of 
the Plasterers’ union, Atlantic -City, 
tore the American flag from the wall, 
saturated it with oil, and set it on fire.

There are 37,000 droskies registered at 
police headquarters in St. Petersburg 
this summer, or oue to about every 83 
inhabitants, and during the winter sea­
son, when the wheeled vehicles are 
changed for sledges of similar pattern, 
large numbers of people come iu from 
the country with horses to earn a little 
extra money.

The iehvoshtniks lead a nomadic life 
in the streets of the capital. As In 
other cities, certain location» are indicat­
ed where they may stand and jvait for 
patronage, and when they are not en­
gaged they return to these stations to 
eat and sleep, and remain there day and 
night continuously. Regardless of the 
weather, the ht/rse may not see the in­
side of a stable, nor his driver the inside 
of a house for weeks at a time. Like 
the Bedouins of Arabia, they carry oats 
and hay constantly with them, and dur­
ing the intervals of employment feed
heir horses by means of noseibags. Near 

every hack stand is a shop where they 
can buy chopped hay and oats for their 
horses, and coffee, soup, tea and other 
rations for themselves. There are also 
many peddlers wandering about the 
streets from whom food and tea may be 
purchased. The aarimals are groomed 
as they are fed, when they are not wait­
ing for fares, aud their drivers are al­
ways rubbing and petting them. While 
waiting in front of a house or a shop 
the ishvoshtnik generally gives his horse 
a good rubbing down and talks to him 
as if he were a human being. He calls 
him ‘*my brother," “my little father,” 
“my sweetheart,” “my little white pi­
geon,” and has other affectionate phrases 
and terms of endearment, which the an­
imal seems to understand.

It usually 
takes about fifty years. After spending one 
half of Ms intellectual life getting even 
with other men of ability, acquiring his 
supply of knowledge, the successful man 
goes ahead and beats his fellows In the race.

The great thing Is not to be discouraged, 
which means failure Inevitably, 
very Important thing is to remember that 
middle age Is really youth, or should be. 
Therefore, let the man of fifty not be 
ashamed or hesitate to do at fifty the 
work that he would do at thirty or twenty*.

Let the middle age* man simply say to 
himself, I am not old and I’ll prove it. I’ll 
take the work that comes. I’ll1 succeed in 
It better than the very young because of 
toy steadiness, and. although I am begin­
ning now where I should have! begun ten 
years or more back. I'll not let that fact 
discourage or handtoan me. I'll succeed 
now and think of other things later on.

There Is more wis­
dom in this regulation than at first appears 
for the whole town is built upon the lid 
of a gigantic underground cauldron, known 
as the Sprudee Kessel, from which issue 
the hot springs, which have given the place 
Its fame as’a health resort. The lid once 
broken through, a boiling geyser and scald­
ing flood would be the probable conse­quence.

At Uelzen, In Luneburg, the city authori­
ties have passed a by-law which finds more 
favor with women than with the sterner 
se*- Husbands must leave their clubs or 
public-houses In time enough to be home 
at eleven sharp. A fine of ten marks Is 
ttïe pemtity for Infringing this regulation, 
naif of it to go to the person—presumably 
the wife—who makes and proves the plaint.

If a hint might be offered to honeymoon 
couples It woùld be advisable that they 
should not go to Odessa for that pleasant 
holiday. Kissing—at least, kissing in public 
—Is a very serious offence against the code 
of Odessa legislators, and last January two 
engaged young couples found themselves ac­
tually arrested and heavily fined for what 
the judge very unkindly called “Shameless 
conduct In a public place.”.

Lucerne has on Its statute-book a law 
which fortunately Is not enforced, although 
it has never been repealed. It prohibits 
hnts more than 18 Inches In diameter, for­
bids the use of artificial flowers and import­
ed feathers, and orders that a license of 
40 pence a year shall be paid for the right 
to wear ribbons or silk or gauze.

French towns, too. have their share of 
curious legislature. We know that France’s 
nightmare is the dwindling of her popula­
tion. Givet, in the Ardennes, has taken 
this matter seriously to heart. In future, 
for all city offices fathers of families will 
be preferred to others, and married men 
generally before bachelors. More than this 
large money prizes will be given yearly to 
the beads of those families who hnvn sen* 
to school regularly the largest number of 
children. ,

Paris and Limoges both fiave laws which* 
the brain-workers of many Brllsh towns 
will deeply envy. In Parte no street music 
•Is allowed after 9 oclock In summer and 6 
In winter, while in Limoges bells must not 
be rung before 6 In winter or 5 on summer 
mornings.

Vienna has the severest cycling code of 
any cflty In Europe. No one may ride a 
bicycle in the streets without a certificate 
of proficiency. This applies especially to 
lady cyclists. Ladles have to mount and 
dismount from both sides of their wheels— 
show that they canttum corners, and ride 
in and out between a number of dummies. 
All cyclists are photographed by the police, 
and this photograph Is fitted into a little 
book containing the rules and regulations 
for cycling in the city. For this book the 
cyclist must pay four shillings 
pence.. Besides this, a huge br 
ber has to be worn conspicuously placed 
on the hand’e-bar of the machine.

PREHISTORIC EGYPT.

Interesting Discoveries Recently Made 
By Professor Petrie.

From the Utica Daily Press.
In a communication received from Geu. 

Charles W. Darling, the honorary secre­
tary at Utica, of the Egypt Exploration 
Fund, we are informed that the follow­
ing named remarkable relics of antiq­
uity have recently been found in Egypt.

“The recent discoveries of Egyptian 
antiquities by Prof. Petrie at Abdyos, 
has thrown much valuable light upou the 
prehistoric period of Egypt. This pre­
historic period includes the palaeolithic 
age of man, evidence of which has been 
discovered not only on the plateaux above 
the Nile, but also in the river valley. 
From borings which have been made 
through the deposit of Nile mud, Prof. 
Petrie argues that the date in the his­
tory of the world thus decided may be 
assigned to about 7,000 B. C. To this 
date he ascribes his earliest prehistoric 
graves, which, we are told, reveal a peo­
ple skilled in the manufacture of pottery, 
and acquainted with the use of copper. 
They possessed various forms of pottery 
stone vases, carved ivory and finely 
wrought implements. They also knew 
the art of weaving.

“At a later period of time, which can­
not be fixed chronologically, came an­
other wave of immigration, to take the 
place of the Libyan stock, which had 
previously immigrated into Egypt. It 
is thought that the later immigrants 
were Amorites from Syria. The new 
people introduced silver, lapis lazuli and 
haematite, and the amalgamation of the 
two races resulted in a brilliant epoch of 
art. Then appeared the most elaborate 
metal work; valuable beads of gold, tur­
quoise and amethyst. Still later came 
a degradation, which continued down to 
the foundation of the first dynasty. 
These researches are as far reaching, 
although not so striking, as the result 
of the discoveries of Prof. Petrie at Ab- 
ydos.

“The work of the Egypt Exploration 
Fund ou the royal tombs of the first 
Egyptian dynasties has proved, in some 
respects, more surprising than that of 
the past year, for the development of 
the civilization during some 400 years 
has been, clearly traced from the time 
when writing was but rarely used, and 
then only in a rude and pictorial stage, 
down to the common use of figured hier­
oglyphics indistinguishable from those 
used for thousands of years after. The 
finely wrought jewelry of gold and the 
engraved ivories of the time of Menes, 
fashioned more than 6,500 years ago, 
have been brought to light. From these 
we ascertain the names of three kings— 
Narmar, Qa., and a name written with a 
fish sign. The strangest object is a 
massive strip of gold with the name of 
Menes upon it. Of Zer, the successor of 
Menés, the astonishing find is the fore­
arm of his queen, still in its wrappings 
with four splendid bracelets intact. 
Prof. Petrie describes one of them to be 
a series o£ figures of the royal hawk 
perched on the tomb, consisting of thir­
teen figures in cast and chased gold, al­

ternating with fourteen carved in . tur­
quoise. The second bracelet is of spiral 
beads of gold and lazuli, iq three groups. 
The third bracelet « of tour groups o* 
uôurglasi* bêaas, amethyst between gold, 
with connections of gold and turquoise. 
The fourth bracelet has a centrepiece of 
gold with amethyst and turquoise beads 
and bands of braided gold wire.

“This brilliant and exquisitely finished 
group of jewelry shows what a high 
level was attained at the beginning of 
the first dynasty. The arm of this queen 
has the advantage of being carefully 
examined as found, and exact in the ar­
rangement of the ornaments. It had 
evidently been broken off by the first 
plunderers and hidden in a hole in the 
wall of the tomb, where it had remained 
undiscovered by those who, at a later 
period of time had cleared out the tomb. 
Relics of the same king have also been 
found, consisting of forty inscribed 
pieces of ivory and stone, and two lions 
carved in ivory. The great royal tomb­
stone has^ also been found broken in 
pieces which have been rejoined. Of king 
Den, the fifth of the first dynasty, 
twelve inscribed ivories have been dis­
covered, together with an impress’ of a 
beautiful royal seal 'Showing the king 
struggling with a hippopotamus and 
spearing a crocodile.”

Serious Allegations by a Former Confco 
Official Regarding Fraud and Murder. com-

From London Chronicle.
Mr. Edward Canlslus, an American, who 

for five years was In the employ of $he 
Congo Free State and one of the conces­
sionary rubber companies, being asked as 
to the position of affairs on the Congo, 
said:

“The recent statements of Capt. Lemaire 
missionaries, and others, that the condition 
of the country has shown some Improve­
ment of late are. In a way, true. As a re­
sult of the agitation In the British and Bel­
gian press, certain restrictions have been 
placed trpon the companies working conces­
sions In the Free State, which have brought 
about some amelioration of the condition of 
the natives in1 the regions in which those 
companies operate, together with an im­
mense reduction in the supply of rubber, 
but, up to the time I left the far interior 
in March last, no Improvement had taken 
Ptoce so far as the operations of the State 
Itself were concerned. I challenge the au­
thorities at Brussels to show that any Im­
provement .Is possible while the rubber 
traffic Is conducted on the present Iniquit­
ous lines. What can be expected of a sys­
tem nnder which the natives receive the 
equivalent of one penny per pound (paid 
In merchandise valued at 100 per cent 
above Invoice price) for rubber which 
fetches three shillings a pound in Antwerp? 
The State cannot exist without rubber, and 
the natives will not work on such terms 
except at the muzzle of the rifle. This is 
the crux of the whole business. As late 
as November of last year In my own dis­
trict, a force of State troops, assisted by 
some of the Mongala company’s men, under 
the command of Lient. Braeckman. went 
against the Gwaka tribe for refusing to 
bring rubber to the post of Llbanza. Three 
weeks later, when they returned, the Bel­
gian officer himself told me that 300 
Gwakas had been killed.

“They brought back 40»or 50 prisoners, 
mostly women and children. These were 
like skeletons when they reached my post, 
and I did mv best to provide for them with 
food. One died of starvation In my post, 
and the others, when marched off to the 
police post of Boknla. were Indeed pitiable 
objects. Last year I was on a rubber ex­
pedition with Major Lothalre. and during 
the six weeks It lasted 900 natives were 
killed and scores of villages burned. On 
one occasion, during this journey, a young 
woman and a little boy who were prisoners 
with the column, were asked the name of 
the village through which we were pass­
ing. They replied that they did not know 
—as Indeed was most probable, seeing that 
they were far distant from their own 
homes—but they were taken out on the 
roadside and shot while the column halt­
ed.”

LAND REGISTRY ACT.$: To the Editor.
Sir,—If Capt. Wolley Is not “handling” 

the Chinese for political reasons he has al­
lowed his prejudice to over-ride hto Judg­
ment. "A comparison of the Chinese com­
munities on this coast with some classes 
of white foreigners In the crowded tene­
ment districts of our large cities. In the 
coal mining regions of the States, Is decid­
edly favorable to them. X have also com­
pared carloads of Chinese and white—when 
they are washed—foreign Immigrants on 
transcontinental journeys, much to the ad­
vantage of the former. Chinese, as a rule, 
are neat and clean In their persons, law- 
abiding, Industrious and sober. Capt. Wol­
ley says they do get drunk, “bat go home 
when they are drunk.” I commend this 
latter peculiarity to some of our own peo­
ple. He also says they are a menace to 
the public health. Not more so than the 
classes which I have compared them with. 
•Sanitary precautions are generally disre­
garded amongst other classes where they 
are not rigidly enforced. The condition of

also began to burn. The building 
and auction rooms of H. G. Alton was 
the first to take fire, and several smaller 
ones followed, including George Hart’s 
tailor aud repair shop, a vacant shop 
next to Miller’s barber shop, aud the 
studio of J. S. Rowe, photographer, 
caught. At 4 a.m. the fire was partially 
under control. The buildings burned are 
as follows: Grand Central hotel and 
contents; A. W. Bailey, shoe store; J. 
Costigan, confectioner; B. A. St. John, 
Jeweler; C. A. Newman & Bros., whole­
sale liquors and grocers; H. G. Alton, 
auctioneer ; George Hart, tailor; J. Mil­
ler, bather; J. S Rowe, photographer, 
partly burned.

casionally Chinese labor has been a check 
to the unreasonable demande of white labor 
It has served a good purpose. A wise legis­
lation will be one not for a special class,

HON. WILLIAM MACDOtfOALL.
Ontario to Honor Oldest Surviving Father 

of Confederation.
From Ottawa Citizen.

The Ontario government has just paid a 
graceful compliment to the Hon. William 
MacdougaH, the oldest surviving Father of 
Confederation and the senior member of 
the King’s privy council In CUnada, by 
ordering the execution of his bast for the 
educational museum In Toronto. Mr. 
Macdongall, despite his great services to 
his native country, Is ope of those states* 
men who have benefited little by their 
connection with public affairs, 
one of the most active,spirits In promot­
ing the union of the Brltltii North Ameri­
can colonies, and at «'later date did more 
than anyone else to secure the acquisition 
to Canada of the Hudson’s Bay territories, 
now constituting the. most valuable portion 
of the public domain. With the exception 
of the C. B.. which he received with 
others in 1867, lie has never had any ac­
knowledgment from the crown of hie 
patriotic and useful endeavors, and is a 
poorer man to-day, so far as this world's 
possessions are concerned, than when he 
entered public life almost half a century 
ago. The fact that he Is now remembered 
by the provincial government afford 
very sincere feeling of pleasure to 
many old friends and associates at the 
Capital.

Then came 
the third man—a young, active fellow.
I found myself getting very weak from 
want of breath, the fall from my horse 
having pumped me considerably, aod 
my cloak, somehow or other, had got 
tightly fixed round my throat and was 
actually chocking me. I went, however, 
at the fellow and cut him on the shoul­
der, 'but some "kupra’ (cloth) on it ap­
parently turned the blow. He managed 
to seize the hilt of my sword and twisted 
it out of my hand, and then we had a 
hand to hand fight, I punching his head 
with my fists, and he trying to cut me, 
but I was too close-to him.

Survey of the Japanese Liner Show* no 
Damage to Vessel.

A survey of the Nippon-Tusen-Kalsha 
liner Shinano Maru at Seattle shows 
that the fire did not injure the steamer.

Tnere is much painful reading in the 
reports, but there is ,little or nothing 
which can be read aa a national reproach. 
They show that the officials made loyal 
and herculean efforts to cope with a gi­
gantic undertaking in which almost in­
conceivable difficulties faced them. The 
sordid details of Boer life and the hor­
rible methods of medical treatment of 
the ill—too disgusting for publication— 
will 'be almost incredible to those unac­
quainted with South Africa. The gen­
eral ignorance and superstition among 
the Boers, to whose baneful influence the 
report calls attention, are better known.

Pontoon Bridge Made in Ottawa for 
Imperial Government.

The Ottawa Car company hae just 
finished for the Imperial War Office the 
construction of a pontoon bridge for the 
use of the army in South Africa. It 
was the first order for these conveni­
ences of war ever placed in Canada. 
The pontoons are ready for shipment 
awaiting orders from the Imperial gov­
ernment.

The pontoons are bnilt somewhat after 
the fashion of a scow or bonne. Each 
pontoon is in two sections, so that when 
joined together one forms the bow and 
the other the stern. They are covered 
inside and outside with canvas and 
marine glue and are as perfectly water­
tight as it is possible to make them. The 
boats are 18 feet long and the company 
has Constructed five which will provide 
for a bridge over a stream 180 feet wide 
for the accommodation of infantry and 
probably about half that width tor cav­
alry.

A mad rush was made for the 
ladders leading from the hold to the 
deck, '•but when they were reached the 
vessel had toppled so far over that the 
men could not climb them. It was only 
with the greatest difficulty that the deck 
rçças gained. The French crew were 
panic-stricken, and were running fran­
tically around, not knowing which way 
to turn. The stevedores escaping from 
the hold led the way up the Still quiver­
ing masts and rigging, and the crew 
followed. All soon reached the dock in 
safety.

The captain’s wife was in the cabin 
forgotten by the p*âuic-stricken crew.
She managed to clamber up the com­
panion way of the caibin and gain the 
poop, but could get no farther than the 
door, owing to the decks being perpendi­
cular. She screamed, and a small boat 
was sent to her assistance from the 
shore. The boatmen who went to the 
rescue of the woman took their lives 
in their hands, as the big ship was 
threatening to carry the dock away any 
moment. If it had the boat and those 
in it Would have been inevitably carried 
down with the ship. One of the boat- 
ment gained the door of the companion- 
way by climbing np the after bulwarks 
and thence over the wheel box. A rope 
was made fast to the captain’s wife and 
she was lowered into the boat.

THE OFFICIAL REPORT.

Capt. -Hall’s Brief Story of Disaster as 
Given to Ovtners. v

The official report of the Walla Walla 
disaster as telegraphed to Messrs. Good- 
all, Perkins & Co., of San Francisco, 
from Eureka, by Capt. Hall, master ot 
the steamer, was as follows:

"On January 2, at 4:35 a.m., weather 
hazy, -wind southeast, an iron bark col­
lided with the Walla Walla, 
hatch was cut to the combings and three 
feet below the water line. I ordered 
boats and life rafts launched. The port 
boilers were blown off and the pumps 
working when the ship foundered at 
4:50 a.m. The ship listed and lurched 
forward, sinking bow; first. The second 
officer was on watch.’ The officers stood 
by, saving pàssengers until the ship 
went down.” -

Mrs. Capt. Johnson of This City 
Among the Missing.

Mrs. (Capt.) L. B. Johnson, who is 
among the missing Victoria-bound pas­
sengers, is the wife of Capt. Johnson, 
of the .Nanaimo Fishing company, and 
mother of Frank Bowness, night 
ager of the Western Union Telegraph 
office of this city.

Old Time Victorian Writes o 
Past Events In City’s 

History.No. 2 The work of salving the stranded ship 
Santa Clara will be commenced today. 
Capt. Williams, ot the Alaska Packers’ 
association, owners of the ship, will 
superintend the work, and he has en­
gaged the services of the -British Colom­
bia Salvage association, limited, a re­
cently formed wrecking and salvage 
company, in which the Esquimalt Mar­
ine Railway company have the control­
ling interest. It was understood that 
contracts would be called for on the “no 
cure no pay” system, and several ten­
derers were ready to submit figures, 
but Capt. Williams on his arrival at the 
scene of the wreck decided that the com­
pany will take charge of the work them­
selves and with the aid ot the local firm 
and their equipment,.he will commence 
the salvage operations this morning. The 
big pump and other apparatus will be 
taken out to the Santa -Clara on - a scow, 
and when the pomps of the ship have 
been taken out, her ballast removed and 
the vessel lightened as much as possible, 
she will be pumped out and a tug will at­
tempt to haul her off at flood tide. It is 
thought that the vessel can be saved 
without great difficulty. The crew have 
all been standing by the ship since she 
went ashore on December 26, and they 
will take part in the rescue work.

The wires are still down to Carmauah 
Point, and no news has been received re­
garding the result of the search tor 
wreckage being made by the lighthouse- 
keeper to the east of Bonilla Point, 
where the wreck was sighted by the 
second officer of the Oriental liner Duke 

•of Fife. Although this wreck is gener­
ally believed to 'be the old schooner Ves­
ta, which went ashore where she fies 
some years ago, none of the inbound ves­
sels have been able to verify this report, 
as when the inbound liners that have 
since reached port passed the scene the 
weather was too thick and the Queen 
City passed the scene at night.

The Queen City sailed for Ahousett 
and way ports last night and on her re­
turn she will probably -bring further 
news regarding the finds on the coast. 
There is still no clue to the identity ot 
the vessel from which the wreckage 
came, although the general impression 
is that a great portion Of it came from 
the lost collier Matteawan. The ingi- 
dent of the finding of the bottle 
cast from the steamer Umatilla off the 
Oregon coast at Kyuquot shows plain!, 
that the trend of current is toward the 
Vancouver Island coast, and it may be 
that the bark Ernest Beyer, which 
stranded off the Washington coast, and 
was partially broken UP during -the re­
cent storm, contributed* its quota to the 
wreckage Which has come ashore.

The West Coast has been the scene 
of many wrecks since" the days of the 
old China trading packets of the days 
of King -George, and even before then, 
as the finding of the wax-laden Neha- 
lem on the Oregon coast testifies. Many 
believe that Japanese vessels were lost 
on this coast and stranded on these 
shores long before Colnmbus landed on 
the continent, and to this day the In­
dians of Nitinat—where the wreckage is 
now being found—tell of a Spanish ves­
sel which foundered there" in the early 
days. Not,including the cutting out of 
the Boston. Manchester, George 8. 
Wright and other craft by Indians be­
fore they were as civilized as they are 
today, there have -been many vessels 
lost. A wreck chart of the Island coast 
for the past 30 years shows the Wrecks 
as thick as the# are showii on maps of 
Sable island. Between the mouth of the 
Straits and Cape Beale oyer a dozen 
vessels were lost, a number being piled 
up there in the last few years, some of 
which have been broken up, bnt others, 
including the Vesta, are still to be 
seen.

The Uncle John, Janet Cowan, Ata- 
lanta an-d other ships were lost there, 
and in Barkley sound four vessels have 
been lost, including the Osprey, which 
sank the Pacific, Alert, Cleveland and 
others. The Hera, whose burned hull 
foundered off Clayoquot harbor, is one 
of four vessels which have left their 
bones there. In Nootka sound and 
the Island west of the sound other ships 
have been lost, the Boston being attack­
ed by Indians there and at Hesquoit. 
Father Brabant, who has iiyed there for 
over 30 years, can tell of many Wrecks, 
including that of a Massachusetts craft 
which, was wrecked near Hesquoit and 
the bodies of her crew washed ashore. 
Further np the coast the George- ; S. 
Wright, R. F. Foster and other craft 
wree lost and several’ vessels, including 
the Highland Light and Libertad of the 
past two years, and many others in by­
gone years, have been, abandoned off the 
coast. To detail all the marks of wreck 
shown by a wreck chart of the Island 
coast for 30 years back wonld involve 
considerable space. How many, if any, 

lost and several vessels, including 
stands out with Triangle island, stand­
ing facing the wide expanse of the Pa­
cific, none can say, for these islands 
have not been visited for years, and it 
may be that either the lost Antrada, 
Bertha, Cape Wrath, Celtic Bard, Car- 
radoc, Dominion or other vessels miss­
ing off the coast, may have left their 
remains there.

Sir Ernest Cassol’s Splendid New Years 
Present tô Créât Britain.

Ix>ndou, Jan. 3—Thehnndred thousand 
pounds have been placed at Kiifg Ed­
ward’s disposal for charitable or utili­
tarian -purposes, according to the Daily 
Mail, by Sir Ernest Gassoi^a merchant 
and financier, who was prominent in the 
Egyptian war and who was made 
knight commander of -St. Michael and 
8t. George for his services in that field. 
King Ediward has decided to devote this 
gift to a sanitarium which will accom­
modate 100 patients, 
beds are to (be reserved for wealthy suf­
ferers, and the remainder will be for 
those who are able to afford only a small 
fee. King Edward has appointed ah 
advisory committee in this matter com­
posed of physicians, including Sir Wil­
liam -Henry Broadbent, Sir Richard 
Douglas Powell, .Sit' Francis Henry 
(Lacking, Sir Felix Simon and others. 
Three prizes of £500, £200 and £100. re­
spectively, have been offered in connec­
tion with this scheme for the .best esti­
mates on and plans for the sanitarium, 
aud the advisory committee will be guid­
ed in the result of this competition in 
the construction by his majesty’s wishes. 
The competition will he open to medical 
men of all nationalities.

Sir William Henry Broadbent, when 
interviewed on this subject, explained 
that it was intended to employ the open- 
air treatment for consumptives, the suc­
cess of which he said was now abso­
lutely established. Sir Henr$ -was un­
able to give details;' but he said that 
he believed the sanitarium would be 
within easy distance of London, for it 
has been shown that the open-air treat­
ment could be conducted almost as suc­
cessfully in England as in Switzerland.

WANTS CANADIANS.

Colonel Steele Desires to Hâve Them in 
His Command

Toronto, Jan. 2.—The Evening Tele­
gram’s special cable says:

“The Express today says that letters 
from Canadians at the front who have 
joined Baden-PoweK’s Constabulary, 
show that there is great dissatisfaction 
among the men on account of the Can­
adian troops being split up, making 
them half English and half Canadian. 
It was understood when Col. Steële left 
Canada, that he would command all of 
the 1.200 Canadians tnat went with him, 
but, instead, he was given command of 
B. Division only, one which had no 
Canadians in it. He was refused those 
Canadian troops that were in A Divi­
sion, and soon after the Colonel toeing 
ordered north, he tendered his resigna­
tion, rather than go away with unreli­
able recruits, instead of bis own relia­
ble Canadians. One letter declares that 
a storm is brewing, and will come be­
fore long, aud that either Col. Steele and 
a good few of the Canadians will go 
back to Canada inside of six months, or 
that Col. Steele will have his own way 
and get control over -the men from the 
Dominion.
